He wants to put a
breathalyzer in every bar,
have the drunk go over and
blow into it, and then the
drunk is supposed to real-
ize he or she is drunk and
do the right thing by not
driving.

A breathalyzer wouldn’t
last one night in a bar. Can
you see a bunch of drunks
crowded around trying to
out-blow each other then
ripping it off the wall, all
for the fun of it.

Mr. Sheridan proposed to
the Dallas City Council that
they pass a law requiring that
every ‘drinking establish-
ment’ maintain an approved
breathalyzer and the
breathalyzer be appropriately
promoted to its customers.
