When a burger is your friend?

The title of this recipe should be how to trick your 
kids into liking salmon. Relish Magazine chef Jon Ashton 
says we should eat 7 ounces of salmon every week for 
the Omega-3s it contains. Helps your heart.

He says give some skinless salmon a whirl in your 
food processor, add garlic and Dijon, and sautd in oil. 
Top with Quick Soy Cucumbers and you have a quick, 
economical (thanks to farm raised salmon) burger every­
one will enjoy.

I say good luck in fooling your kids (or anyone else) 
with this "burger" recipe but if you like salmon (1 do) it 
is an interesting variation and an out-of-the-ordinary 
meal. Don’t forget the salt and vinegar potato chips and 
sesame seed buns.

Salmon Burgers with Quick Soy Cucumbers
Serves 4

Cucumbers
1 tbsp honey 
1 tbsp soy sauce 
1/4 cup rice vinegar 
1 tsp sesame oil 
1/4 tsp salt
black pepper v '’.I .‘joifio irM
J unpeeled English cucumber, thinly sliced

Burgers
1 1/2 lbs uncooked salmon, skinned
1 tbsp minced garlic
3 tbsp Dijon mustard 
1/2 tsp salt
black pepper
2 tbsp canola oil
4 seeded hamburger buns

1. To prepare cucumbers, combine first 6 ingredients 
in a bowl. Add cucumber and let marinate for 15 min­
utes. Drain before using.

2. To prepare burgers, chop salmon into medium size 
pieces, place in food processor in 2 batches, and pulse 
to dice. Transfer to a bowl. Add garlic, mustard, salt & 
pepper. Mix thoroughly.

3. Divide salmon mixture into 4 portions. Shape into 4 
patties.

4. Heat a large skillet over medium high heat; add oil. 
When oil is hot, place patties in pan and cook until 
browned. 3-4 minutes per side.

5. Toast buns. Top the bun bottoms with salmon burgers 
and soy cucumbers. Place bun top on top and serve.

Four Post-Easter ponderings
BY BRETT HOYLE, Pastor, First Baptist Church

I hope you have had a worshipful and wonderful Easter. 
In remembering Easter take a look at the final four things 
Jesus said while on the cross, during the period of super­
natural darkness from noon-3 p.m. (Mark 15:25, 33).

4. The Payment from the Cross: "My God. my God, 
why have you forsaken me?” Mark 15:33-34. The aw­
fulness of our sins heaped on Jesus (Isaiah 53:4-6, 2 
Cor. 5:21) led to God turning His back on His Son, as 
Jesus writhed in physical pain and divine wrath in 
being the sacrifice for our sins. God turned His back 
on Jesus on the cross because of your sin, so God 
wouldn’t have to turn His back on you for eternity.

5. The Physical Suffering on the Cross: "I thirst", 
John 19:28. Jesus was fully God and fully man. He did 
not supernaturally surpass the physical suffering on 
the cross but bore it completely. This points to His 
willingness to drink the cup of God’s wrath poured 
out on Him because of our sins.

6. The Permanence of the Cross: "It is finished/” John 
19:29-30. Jesus sufficient payment did not need to be 
repeated, as did animal sacrifices, because Jesus is the 
perfect, holy one who died in your place so that your sin 
debt is paid in full when you place faith in Him.

7. The Passing from the Cross: "Father, into Your 
hands I commit My spirit", Luke 23:46. Jesus laid 
down His life in death completing His perfect sacrifice 
on the cross. His death and resurrection three days 
later prove that He is the way, the truth and the life, 
and that each person can be made right with God 
when you come to Him in repentance of sin and faith 
in Jesus.

Tribute to God’s infallible word

The anonymous author of Psalm 33 begins by praising 
the Lord for His wonderful Word. God’s Word expresses the 
amazing love of the Lord.

It was the Word of God that brought everything into 
existence (Gen. 1, v. 6-7). We all need to stand in awe of the 
Almighty God. ^

Four reasons are given as to why we should praise God:
(1) God’s power in creation (v. 9). Our God is omnipotent. 

He speaks and commands and it is done!
(2) God’s omniscience nullifies and baffles human wisdom 

and counsel. God frustrates the plans of humanity and the 
world operates according to His determined will.

(3) God’s perpetuity of His council. God plans...and 
things stand as He establishes.

The USDA Nutural Resources Conserva­

tion Service (NRCS) announced the avail­
ability of $61.2 million in financial assis­
tance funding for Agricultural Water En­
hancement Program (AWEP) projects. This 
funding will help producers conserve sur­
face and ground water and improve water 
quality on agricultural land.

AWEP projects are implemented by NRCS 
entering into partnership agreements with 
eligible entities. NRCS works with these 
partners to help landowners plan and 
implement conservation practices in project

areas established through the agreements.
Of the $61.2 million, approximately $40.4 

million will be made available to AWEP 
partners whose projects were approved 
during last fiscal year and approximately 
$20.7 million will be available for new 
project proposals.

The following partnership entities are 
eligible to submit proposals for funding: 
federally recognized Indian Tribes, States, 
units of local government, agricultural as­
sociations, and other groups of produc­
ers—such as irrigation associations, agri­

cultural land trusts, or other nongovern­
mental organizations—that have experience 
working with agricultural producers. When 
an AWEP project area has been approved 
and announced, individual producers may 
apply for program benefits through their 
local NRCS office.

Types of water enhancement activities 
intended with this request for proposal 
are: water quality or water conservation 
plan development; water conservation res­
toration or enhancement projects; water 
quality or quantity restoration or enhance­

ment projects; irrigation system improvement 
and irrigation efficiency enhancements; ac­
tivities designed to mitigate the effects ol 
drought; and related activities determined to 
help achieve water quality or water conser­
vation benefits on agricultural land.

Deadline for partner organizations to sub­
mit a proposal is May 17, 2010. The Food, 
Conservation, and Energy Act of 2008 (Farm 
Bill) established AWEP.
