Smiley era ends at Friona Wheat Growers

Friona Wheat Growers, Inc.
just won't be the same after
June 1, 2010. After 41 years of
dedicated service, and for the
first harvest since 1969, long-
tme Manager Ron Smuley will
not be there; he 1s retinng. Ron
became manager on May 1, 1973
having been employed by the
elevator since September 1, 1969
when he was just 32 years old.

A mynad of changes have
laken place in the gran busi-
ness and at Fnona Wheat Grow-
ers duning this tme. Among the
most noticeable physical changes
are the acqusition and'or con-
struction of Sante Fe Grain in
1973, four metal storage tanks,

the Geamns grain cleaner struc-
ture on top and satellite receiy-
ing statons at Rhea in 1984,
[Lakeview m 1987, at Grady, New
Mexico i 1997 and at Hub 1n
2009 bringing the total capacity
to 6,800,000 bushels —more than
double the capacity of 3,170,000
bushels when be became man-
ager in 1973.

When asked what he consid-
ered 1o be his most significant
achievement dunng his tenure,
NMr. Smuley said, “that it was
keeping the business going dur-
ing some of the really tough
economic times”, Considenng
how importgmt the grain eleva-
tor hminc_ssf 1s o our local

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economy and tax support base
plus the generous contrnibu-
tons they make to so many
different orgamzations through
advertising and donations, we
are very grateful for this
achievement as well.

. Friona’s first grain storage was
‘on the ground’ nearby the
Archison, Topeka and Sante Fe
Railway which was bult in the
1880s and 1s the forerunner of
our current Burlington North-
ern Sante Fe Railway double
tracks today. Then, the first of
two wooden elevator structures
was built in 1916 and later these
(wo structures became  Okla-
homa Wheat Producers with stor-
age capaaty of 30,000 bushels.

In 1934, a group of local farm-
ers purchased the firm to ‘save
the business’ and re-orgamzed
as Fnona Wheat Growers, Inc.,
a local co-op. Incorporating of -
ficers included Floyd W. Reeve,
President; Clyde V. Goodwine,
Secretary-Treasurer; Ford N.
Welch, Elmer Euler, and E. B.
Whitefield. In the years since
1934, members of other genera-
tions of these families have
served on the Board of Direc-
tors. Current Board members
are Davy Carthel, President,
Yon Edelmon, Michael Rush-
ing, Jason Wright all of
Friona, and Ted Rush of
Grady, New Mexico.

The first concrete columns
were built in 1949 with exten-
sions continuing 1n 1950, 1954
and 1955 untl the famihar con-
crete colossus once billed as
the ‘longest country elevator
in the world” was finally com-
pleted with storage of 3,170,000
bushels. FWG acquired Sante
Fe Grain (formerly Continental
Grain) in 1973 and built the
new office building at 103 E.
5% in 1981. which soon be-
came the home of many ‘round
table’ community discussions

over countless cups of coffee.
In fact, the elevator probably
helped save more damage to
our residential area durning the
June 1995 tornado which de-
stroyed Hi-Pro Feeds.

Storage, once an integral part
of the elevator’s annual income,
1s no longer the money maker 1t
once was. Since we now live in
an area of defiat grain produc-
tion, we are no longer able to
produce what our local mdus-
tnes—daines, feed yards and
feed mulls can consume. Most
of the locally produced grain 1s
sold, hauled and used locally
and not shipped by rail to the
gulf and west coasts for export
as 1l once was.

This led to the addition of
FWG trucking in 1986; eventu-
ally the business would operate
two trucks to cover local haul-
mg as well as hauling grain n
from the satellites to the main
elevator. The Co-Op also oper-
ated a ferilhizer business for a
short time 1 the 1990s.

Ron Smuley first came to
Friona in 1957 for a summer
job while visiing with his sis-
ter and brother-in-law, Olive
and Meryl Massie. As a na-
tive of Dickens County and a
recent graduate of Patton
Springs High School in 1956,
he also attended
University. While 1n high
school he excelled in athletics,
band, and worked summers as
a lifeguard at the natural
springs swimming pool at Roar-
Ing Sprngs.

In December of 1957 he mar-
ned Melba Bracken, a Fnona
native, and they have made
Inona their home ever since
They raised three children and
ten grandchildren in Fnona; by
2015 all will be Fnona High
School graduates

Mitchell and Kim (Frye)
Smiley have five children.

Ron has been a dedicated
cavic servant for Fnona includ-
g Jaycees, Chamber of Com-
merce (Man of the Year in 1980
and Most Courteous Employee),

partment, Little [eague, as well
as serving as an Elder in the
Tenth Street Church of Chnst,
and has given us some of the
best years of his life—he 1s
now 72. In the words of Ron
Harkey, hns former assistant man-
ager, in a 1995 letter to the edi-
tor in the Friona Star: “Ron
Smiley taught me about the
grain business, how to treat
customers, how to treat em-
ployees, how to serve your
community and how to be a
good citizen.

Alphonse Louis Reznik

Alphonse (AL) Lows Reznk, husband, father, grandfather and
great-grandfather, went to be with his heavenly Father on May 26,
2010, at the age of 88. He was bom on May 24, 1922, in Alma,
Texas (near Ennis), to proud, hardworking Moravian (now Czech
Republic) immuigrants, John and
Francis Reznik. He quickly
learned English in the first grade
and developed a strong work
ethic that he passed on to his
four children.

Expanding his farming
techniques, he brought innovative pivot sprinkler technology
to Elfrida, Arizona, located in the Sulfur Spring Valley. Longing
for Texas again, AL and Mig relocated to Lubbock in January
of 1976, where they remained.

AL’s passion for education impacted the people around him.
Proving his point, he received his Bachelor of Science degree in
Family and Consumer Science in 1999, at 77 years of age. In honor
of his efforts, his family started the Al & Mignon Scholarship
Endowment through the College of Human Sciences at Texas Tech
University to aid financially older students returning to school.

AL is survived by his wife, Mignon Reznik of Lubbock; and
his children, Michael and Linda Reznik of Odessa, Texas;

How do you go on after devastating sin has affected your life?
In 1 Samuel 13, Saul sinned, and the consequence was that his
family would not rule over Israel after he dies, but until then, he is
still king. Unfortunately, though, Saul is crippled by the conse-
quences of his sin and is not focused on his God-given role.
