City pool 
to open 
as usual

Area kids can enjoy swimming 
fun “as usual” at the Municipal 
Swimming Pool this summer, said 
Assistant City Manager Tom 
Decell.

Decell had proposedi changes to 
the pool at a meeting a  the Parks 
and Recreation Boar^but he said 
today that the propo^l, which in­
clude a possible drorease in swim­
ming area, is “tmwn the road” and 
only in the inv^tigation stages at 
this point.

“We’d like to dispel any concern 
or misconception with respect to 
what we see with the swimmii^ 
pool,’̂  he said. “The city staff is 
committed to maintain . . . our 
swimming pool.”

After a letter to the Herald that 
appeared Sunday denoucing the 
“closing” of the pool. Decell said 
he thinks the community may not 
understand the proposal. A com­
mittee of the parks board has been 
formed to study options for the 
pool, including Decell’s proposal.

The proposal includes the 
possibility of covering part of the 
pool with a “deck,” possibly reduc­
ing the swimming area by one- 
third to one-half.

The deck area could be used for 
sunbathing. Improvement ideas at 
the pool include a water slide and 
renovated concession stand. Decell 
noted.

“Our concern is the utility,” he 
said. “We want to look at reducing 
(costs) and liabilities . . . and pro­
vide a more fun place for our kids.”
' At this point, there is not enough 

information to determine exactly 
what options are available for the 
pool. Decell said. It will be open 
“as usual” this summer despite 
several leaks that have jeopardiz­
ed its use in the past, he said.

Last year the pool closed early 
due to chemical problems caused 
by leaks and staff resignations. 
'Hie pool then was found not to be 
included in a proposed city budget, 
but funding was later included.

Preparations are already under­
way for the pool season this year. 
Decell said.

Council dithering 
onwater rate hike

Discussion of the city water rate 
clogged the flow of business at the 
Big Spring City Council meeting 
Tuesday.

After numerous failed attempts 
to come to an agreement, the coun­
cil delayed action on the issue of 
water rates. As a result. City 
M anagei^al Boyd said he would 
order that planned water line im­
provements be delayed until an 
agreement is reached.

The city staff has asked for a 
water rate increase to meet in­
creased charges of the Colorado 
River Municipal Water District. A 
city-generated plan was rejected at 
.the last meeting in favor of a plan 
set up by council member Corky 
Harris. With Harris absent during 
the vote, however, an attempt at 
second-reading approval of the 
plan failed in a 3-3 vote.

M ayor Max G re e n , Tim 
Blackshear and Sidney Clark voted 
against Harris’ plan. Blackshear 
suggested two counter-proposals, 
both of which failed to receive sup­
port. Clark said he wanted 
assurance that the revenue 
generated by Harris’ plan would be 
enough.

Assistant City Manager Tom 
Decell and Finance Director Tom 
Ferguson told the council that 
neither proposed rate hike could 
a ssu red ly  g en e ra te  needed 
revenue because water use could 
not be predicted.

Council members, following a 
suggestion from Boyd, voted to set 
a work session for Monday, April 8 
at 5:30 p.m. in the council

chambers to discuss the water rate 
issue. Approval of a new ordinance 
is expected at the meeting April 9.

In other business, the council;
•  Approved abandonment of 

streets and alleys, and re-zoning in 
the 20th and 21st blocks on the west 
side of Gregg Street, as well as the 
issuance of quit claim deeds for 
land there. The area has been 
designated as the possible site for 
construction of an H-E-B grocery 
store. Before construction prepara­
tions can proceed, the council must 
give second-reading approval to 
the measure at its next meeting.

•  Approved a rate increase and 
new ordinance for the Big Spring 
Taxi Service. Fares will increase 
from $1.50 “meter drop” to $2, and 
the per mile rate will be 20 cents for 
each 1/7 mile.

The new ordinance restricts ex­
tra charges for the handicapped, 
but allows the service to add $5 for 
wheeled vehicles (including 
bicycles and wheelchairs) that are 
lifted or carried by the driver. 
Owner David Mitchem, responding 
to prior complaints that his taxi 
service discriminated against a 
handicapped citizen, said the fee 
was in levied because of the 
customer’s attitude and not com­
pany policy. He said his company 
does not usually charge the extra 
fee allowed for w heelchair 
assistance.

•  Agreed to a new budget for the 
911 Communication District that 
increases funds by $14,700. Direc­
tor Carl Dorton said the funds were 
needed for additional hiring to

Officials fear increase in oilfield thefts

Four oilfield thefts in which 
about $77,000 worth of equipment 
was stolen in the past two months 
in three area counties is not nec- 
cessarily a trend, but it could be 
the beginning of one, some law en­
forcement officials said.

Oilfield thefts could increase 
because high oil prices have 
created a market for oilfield equip­
ment, said Howard County Sheriff 
Department Deputy Tony Chavez.

“Being that oil is on the rise, we’re 
seeing more drilling in this coun­
try. Yes, we’re going to have more 
oil equipment thefts,” he said.

So far, nobody has been arrested 
and no equipment has been 
recovered in thefts since January 
in Howard, Martin and Borden 
counties, ofHcials reported.

The largest theft occurred during 
March 11-18 from a warehouse in 
Coahoma. A pickup equipped to 
run pipes into oil wells and drilling 
bits worth more than $70,000 were

taken, estimates Riley Drilling Co. 
Manager Jim Williams.

A reward of $2,000 is being of­
fered by the company for the arrest 
and conviction of whoever is 
responsible. Any information given 
to the sheriff’s department will be 
kept confidential.

“If anybody has anything for 
sale, other than a legitimate com­
pany, then we’d like to know,” said 
Deputy George Quintero.

Other recent area thefts include;
•  Two electrical boxes taken two

or three weeks pgo from tanks 
south of Forsan. The boxes are 
valued at $500 to $800 each, Chavez 
said.

•  A set of pipes worth about 
$3,000 which were taken last month 
from a site in Borden County, said 
Borden County Sheriff R.D. Lewis.

•  About $3,000 worth of tools 
taken from a location in north Mar­
tin County on Jan. 30, said Martin 
County Sheriff Dan Saunders.

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Senate approves compromise school plan
AUSTIN (AP) — Texas senators 

have sent the House a school 
finance reform plan that would 
cost an estimated $13.9 billion over 
the next five years in additional 
state and local property tax 
money.

D espite a looming Texas 
Supreme Court deadline for 
writing a reform plan, some 
lawmakers held out little hope for 
House passage, citing the bill's cost 
and concerns about its effect on 
local school districts.

The bill would shift hundreds of 
millions of dollars in local property 
tax money from wealthier to 
poorer school districts. It would 
result in an average 32 percent in­
crease in local property taxes, ac­
cording to Lt. Gov. Bob Bullock

If lawmakers do not meet Mon­
day’s deadline, a court order is to 
take effect to halt state spending on 
education

House' Speaker Gib Lewis 
predicted a tight vote but said he 
hoped the measure would pass.

“Nobody’s excited about this bill 
.. but they realize that under the 

circumstances and conditions we 
have, it’s probably going to be as 
good as they can get,” said Lewis, 
D-Fort Worth.

The Texas Senate approved the 
measure, which was developed by 
a House-Senate conference com­
mittee, with a 21-10 vote Tuesday.

The bill’s sponsor. Sen. Carl 
Parker, said failure to pass it could 
mean that some schools would 
close next month, some students 
not be graduated from high school 
and some teachers not get paid.

Bullock: 
Tax OK 
possible

AUSTIN (AP) — If a proposed 
school finance bill costing 
billions more in state and local 
tax money becomes law, Lt. 
Gov. Bob Bullock says that 
could add fuel to his push for a 
state income tax.

Bullock said the $13.9 billion 
bill could mean passage of an in­
come tax later this year, 
because Texans won’t want to 
fund all the higher costs through 
local property taxes.

Bullock has called for a 5 per­
cent tax on personal income 
over $25,000, coupled with pro 
perty tax relief, plus an 8 per­
cent corporate income levy to 
replace the current franchise 
tax.

He said projections show that 
the school finance bill would re­
quire an extra $6 4 billion in 
state funds and $7.5 billion in ad­
ditional local school property 
tax funds through 19%

IxKal school property taxes 
would rise, on average, by .32 
percent, he said

“Everyone, deep down in 
their heart, knew that this bill 
would cost more money,"

The only question left, he add­
ed, is where those funds come 
from: the state or local property 
taxes?

However, Bullock said, he’s 
seen little public support for a 
state tax increase so far.

“Very frankly, I haven’t .seen 
a great grounds well on the part 
of the people of Texas for the 
state to enact a tax bill to pay a 
larger part of the share, ” he 
said

“It’s either school property 
taxes or more state taxes. And 
where do you get more state 
taxes’’ We’ve worn out the (cur­
r e n t) system T here’s no 
elasticity to it any more, ” 
Bullock said.

T exas E duca tion  Agency 
estimates released by Bullock 
showed the bill would cost about 
$6.4 billion more in state funds and 
$7.5 billion in additional local 
school property tax money through 
19%

The Texas Supreme Court 
unanimously ruled unconstitu­
tional the current $14 billion-a-year 
school finance system, which relies 
on state aid, local property taxes 
and some federal money.

Differences in local property 
wealth now lea 1 to wide disparities 
in education funding, and the court 
said poor districts must be 
equitably funded.

The plan would create 183 educa­
tion taxing districts, largely along 
county lines, with some multi­
county districts.

When fully implemented in four 
years, at least $ ^  million a year 
in local tax money is estim ate to 
be redistributed among school 
districts within the tax regions, ac­
cording to a Texas Education 
Agency spokesman.

The bill would set a minimum 
local property tax rate of 60 cents 
per $100 valuation, climbing to 90 
cents in four years. Schools could 
tax more to enrich programs and 
for construction.

The bill would mark “the first 
time in the history of Texas that ac­
tually the children in every district 
... will all be treated equally by the 
state,” said A1 Kauffman of the 
Mexican American Legal Defense 
and Educational Fund. He is lead 
attorney for the plaintiff school 
districts in the case.

Groups back smoking bills
AUSTIN (AP) — To help save 

Texans from tobacco-related 
diseases, the Legislature should 
pass bills to limit the availability of 
the products to young people and 
restrict smoking in public places, a 
coalition of health groups says.

“The bills can save thousands of 
lives, billions of dollars and untold 
pain and suffering,” said Dr. 
Charles Oswalt III, president of the 
American Cancer Society’s Texas 
division.

The c a n c e r  so c ie ty , the 
American Heart Association, the 
American Lung Association and 
the Texas Medical Association all 
endorsed the bills Tuesday.

In urging approval of the legisla­
tion, Oswalt said izg>£e yiao 53,000.. 
Americans die annually fropi 
effects of passive smoking,.

“The price tag for these illnesses 
is $3 billion in direct health care 
costs and lost productivity through 
premature disability and death. 
We can’t afford to pay such a steep 
price for something that can be 
prevented,” he said.

In addition, a 1989 study by the 
Texas Department of Health found

that half of all school children who 
have tried smoking did so before 
their 13th birthday.

“Clean indoor air laws will not 
only p ro tec t the health  of 
nonsmokers, they also can help 
smokers by encouraging them to 
smoke less or even quit. And, 
legislation making it tougher to 
children to buy tobacco means 
fewer will start smoking,” Oswalt 
said.

Chewing gum banned at statue

NEW YORK (AP) — Freedom 
has been curtailed at liberty’s 
gate

Gum chewing is now verboten 
at the Statue of Liberty and at the 
E llis  Is lan d  Im m ig ra tion  
Museum.

“The statue is becoming one 
big glob of chewing gum,” said 
M. Ann Belkov, who became 
superintendent of the Statue of 
Liberty monument and Ellis 
Island two months ago.

One of Ms. Belkov’s first of­
ficial acts was the edict banning 
gum chewii^, which she says has 
left desposits of offensive globs 
all over the national monument, 
museum and grounds.

Visitors are warned of the ban 
while being ferried to the islands 
and will be reminded when they 
disembark by specially marked 
trash cans on the dock, she said.

Five of the 60 members of the 
daytime maintenance staff have 
been assigned exclusively to gum 
detail and they pick up alwut 1,000 
pieces a day, said Ms. Belkov.

Chewing gum isn’t against the 
law, and National Park Service 
rangers are empowered only to 
remind visitors of the problem, 
Ms. Belkov said. HovVever, im­
properly disposing a wad of gum 
is subject to a $250 fine for defac­
ing federal property.

Most violent felons to be targeted
WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 

Justice Department is ordering 
stepped-up enforcem ent of 
federal firearms laws to win stif- 
fer sentences for repeat felons 
caught using guns to commit 
violent crimes.

Attorney General Dick Thorn­
burgh ordered U.S. attorneys on 
Tuesday to identify the most 
violent felons in their districts 
who could be prosecuted under 
federal firearms laws as well as 
state criminal statutes.

Aides to Thornburgh denied 
that the effort was an attempt to

counter mounting support in Con­
gress for handgun control 
legislation.

The attorney general ordered 
federal prosecutors to “target the 
most violent offenders in each 
community and put them away 
for hard time in federal prisons.”

In a speech to U.S. attorneys 
gathered in Savannah, Ga., 
Thornburgh vowed that under 
“ P ro ject T riggerlock’’ the 
Justice Department would bring 
the “ full force of federal 
sentences with commitment to no 
plea bargaining.”

Insurance may have been motive
DETROIT (AP) — A woman 

and her brother plotted the slay­
ing of her soldier husband a week 
after his homecoming from the 
Persian Gulf War so they could 
collect on his life insurance, in­
vestigators today were quoted as 
saying.
1  Toni Cato Riggs, 21, and 
Michael Cato, 19 were charged 
Tuesday with murder in the 
shooting March 18 of Army Spc. 
Anthony Riggs on a Detroit 
street.

Riggs initially was thought to 
have been slain in a robbery, and 
the case focused attention on how 
random violence can make the 
nation’s streets as dangerous as a 
war zone.

Schwarzkopf tricked 
into letting choppers fly

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Gen. H 
Norman Schwarzkopf says the Ira­
qis “suckered” him into letting 
them use the helicopters that now 
are part of the bloody suppression 
of the rebellion against Saddam 
Hussein.

“ I think they suckered me,” the 
Operation Desert Storm com 
mander said in an interview with 
David Frost, airing tonight on 
public television.

Discussing his cease-fire talks 
three weeks ago with Iraqj 
generals, Schwarzkopf said the 
Iraqis asked to use helicopters 
because the allies had destroyed 
their nation’s bridges and roads, 
making travel difficult.

‘“rhey looked me straight in the 
eye and said . . . ‘We would like to 
fly our helicopters. And the pur­
pose of flying those helicopters will 
be for transportation of govern­
ment officials,” ’ the four-star 
general said.

Schwarzkopf said the request 
seemed reasonable since the Iraqis 
agreed not to fly over any allied 
forces.

“1 think I was suckered because I 
think they intended, right then, 
when they asked that question, to

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use those helicopters against the 
insurrections that were going on. 1 
think that absolutely was their in­
tention — again, a personal opinion 
— but . . .  as I said, they suckered 
me,” Schwarzkopf said, according 
to a transcript of the interview.

The Bush administration also 
said Tuesday that Iraq’s use of at­
tack helicopters against Shiite and 
Kurdish rebels violated an oral 
understanding between Schwar­
zkopf and Iraqi military officers.

White House spokesman Marlin 
Fitzwater was vague about how the 
allies would deal with helicopters, 
although U.S. fighter planes have 
shot down two Iraqi fighters since 
the ground war ended.

“The fact is . . .  we want to be 
murky on this,” Fitzwater said. 
"We aren't going to tell you exact 
rules for how we’re going to deal 
with these helicopters. We aren’t 
going to tell you why, and we aren’t 
going to tell Saddam why. Let him 
guess. Let him wonder about every 
helicopter that goes up.”

Schwarzkopf, calling the Iraqi 
president “an evil man,” said he 
has “lied at every turn,” and said 
the allies should not trust him.

World
Airliner stormed, hijackers killed
SINGAPORE (API Com 

mandos burst into a Singaporean 
jetliner on the airport tarmac to­
day and killed four Pakistani hi­
jackers minutes before the ter­
rorists said they would would 
start slaying passengers, officials 
said.

The attack on the hijackers, 
who were armed with knives and 
explosives, ended a nearly nine 
hour ordeal for the 126 passengers 
and crew, who included three 
Americans Two commandos and 
two crew members were slightly 
hurt.

Fifteen killed at vigil by gunmen
JOHANNESBURG, South 

Africa (AP) — A half dozen black 
men armed with automatic 
weapons and knives attacked a 
funeral vigil today in the black 
township of Alexandra, killing 15 
people and w ounding 18, 
authorities said.

Police commanders said an in­
vestigation was ordered into the 
incident because police had been 
warned the vigil would be attack­
ed. They said police checked the 
vigil, but were not asked to stay 
and left before the attack.

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Open meetings 
law was violated

Members of the Coahoma Independent School Board 
displayed a distressing disregard for the rights of the 
public a t their meeting Monday evening.

More than 80 people attended the board meeting to pro­
test an earlier action of the board. Although board presi­
dent Jim  Wright said he expected about this number, he 
m ade no effort to move the meeting room to a location 
with more seating.

Members of governmental bodies who intentionally or 
knowingly fail to provide adequate space for the public in 
effectclose the meeting to the public, a violation of the 
Texas Open Meetings Law.

Wright also expressed disdain for the citizens who 
elected him to the board when he said, “ I ’m not concern­
ed with the Joe Blow public — I don’t owe the public an 
explanation. I want to see the issue left alone.’’

Residents of Coahoma, regardless of their opinion of the 
issue in question, that of the termination of an employee’s 
contract, have a right to be angry at the expressed con­
tempt for their concerns.

Women allowed 
to make choice

The U.S. Supreme Court unanimously sided with com­
mon sense last week. The court said that women of child­
bearing age can’t be barred from jobs merely because the 
work could be dangerous for a developing fetus.

The case involved the assembly line of the nation’s 
largest producer of automobile batteries, Johnson Con­
trols Inc.

Workers on that line are  exposed to high levels of lead, 
which can cause fetal damage.

In 1982, the company pulled all fertile women off the 
line, transferring them to lower-paying jobs. The women 
could waive their rights to sue for damages, but could not 
waive the rights of their children. The company feared 
dam age suits by deformed or disabled children.

But Justice Harry Blackmun, writing for the court, sug­
gested a company shouldn’t suffer if it warned the fertile 
women of the health risks and observed safety standards 
while obeying federal civil rights laws.

The important point is that women will be able to 
assess the risks to them and their future children and 
m ake a job choice for themselves — not have it m ade for 
them by their employers.

Saddam  helped him self 
to a free lunch on U.S.

WASHINGTON -  Saddam Hus­
sein lost the Persian Gulf War, 
but in the process he proved that 
there is such a thing as a free 
lunch. Saddam stopped paying his 
commodity credit bill to the 
United States when Iraq invaded 
Kuwait on Aug. 2 — a credit that 
should never have been extended 
in the months leading up to the in­
vasion. The bottom line is, Iraq 
got the U.S. agricultural exports it 
ordered and America didn’t get 
its money. The outstanding bill at 
the Agriculture Department 
(USDA) is $2 billion.

The USDA should not have been 
surprised that Saddam turned out 
to be a bad risk. The General Ac­
counting Office had been warning 
the USDA about that possibility 
for years. It doesn’t take a 
Monday-morning quarterback to 
wonder why Iraq was given 
billions of dollars in credit — 25 
percent of all the credit extended 
by the export guarantee program 
TTiere were plenty of signs even 
before the invasion that the bills 
might not be paid.

Allan Mendelowitz, the GAO in­
vestigator who looked into the 
credit given Iraq, says it was 
simply a bad loan. The USDA did 
a risk analysis, rated Iraq as a 
“higij risk” market in 1989, and 
then continued to extend credit. If 
Saddam had gone to one of 
Charles Keating’s high-flying sav­
ings and loan offices, he couldn’t 
have gotten an easier loan with 
fewer questions asked.

The Commodity Credit Corp. is 
a federally insured loan program 
to help foreign countries buy U.S 
farm products. A country places 
an order, a bank loans them the 
money to pay for what they buy 
and then the federal government 
guarantees that the loan will be 
paid if the foreign nation defaults. 
The USDA assesses the credit risk 
of the countries, and another 
federal board, the National Ad­
visory Council, decides whether 
the credit policy is in sync with 
U.S. foreign policy.

Our reporter Jonathan Ullman 
looked into thr handling of Iraq 
under that program During the 
Iran-Iraq War, the United States 
wanted to help Iraq Iraq needed 
food but was short on cash (all 
those tanks cost money), so the 
credit program for Iraq was born 
in 1983 Iraq became the 10th
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Panelists award, receive grants

largest buyer of U.S. farm pro­
ducts — including buying 20 per­
cent of American-grown rice in 
1988 — using taxpayers’ money.

As Saddam’s poor human rights 
record got longer, including the 
gassing of his own people, the 
State Department continued to in­
sist that the United States had 
more to gain by maintaining a 
friendly relationship with Iraq. In 
September 1989, the USDA extend­
ed $30 million in additional farm 
loans to Iraq, but an internal 
USDA memo warned against issu­
ing a press release about it. The 
fear was that if the USDA made a 
big deal about Iraq’s credit, so­
meone in Congress might come 
down hard on the whole guarantee 
program.

By the beginning of 1990, the 
bills were piling up. The general 
sales manager at the USDA, F. 
Paul Dickerson, wrote a memo to 
his boss acknowledging that the 
bills were high, but adding that to 
cut off Iraq then would be taken 
as “unwarranted and an affront to 
their dignity,” and that might pro­
mpt Iraq to stop paying anything. 
The USDA believed the best way 
to guarantee payment of the old 
loans was to continue giving Iraq 
new ones.

When the USDA submitted a 
$1-billion credit proposal for Iraq • 
to the National Advisory Council 
in 1990, the NAC finally got ner­
vous l^ e  Atlanta branch of an 
Italian bank was under investiga­
tion for allegations that it had 
loaned money to Iraq under the 
USDA program, but that not al> of 
the money went for farm pro­
ducts. The NAC said Iraq should 
get only $400 million in credit 
Iraq held out for $500 million By 
February 1990, that money was 
gone and Iraq asked for $,573 
million more This time the Com­
modity Credit Corp. said “no,” 
ending more than seven years of 
giving Iraq what it wanted

WASHINGTON -  For the past 
two years, the National Endow­
ment for the Arts has suffered 
under criticism that it occasional­
ly subsidizes pornography. The 
NEA deserves to suffer, for the 
charge is true. But that is not the 
only thing about the NEA, or even 
the major thing, that merits con­
cern. Let us talk about grantors 
and grantees.

The artists and organizations 
who seek grants from the NEA 
submit their applications to “peer 
panels” appointed by Chairman 
John Frohnmayer. The panels 
range in size from six to 20 
members. They are chosen with 
an eye toward diversity in race, 
sex and residence. The panels 
meet formally once a year, but 
members often exchange views 
informally by telephone and 
correspondence.

It is exceedingly rare for a 
panel’s recommendation to be 
overruled by Chairman 
Frohnmayer. For all practical 
purposes, an NEA award is a 
panel's award. It is instructive to 
observe the relationship between 
some of the panelists and some of 
the awards. I find the relationship 
chummy. A few specific examples 
may clarify the matter.

In 1988-89, the most recent year 
for which data are available, 
Frohnmayer named eight panels 
in the field of dance. One such 
panel was known as Challenge II. 
It had six members.

The six were Bonnie Brooks, 
director of professional develop­
ment for the Association of Dance 
Presenters in Washington, D C.; 
Laura Dean, of the Dean Dance & 
Music Foundation in New York 
City; Myrna Saturn Gatty, deputy 
director of the Southern Arts 
Federation in Atlanta; Heinz Poll, 
artistic director of the Ohio

Ballet; Gus Solomons Jr., artistic 
director of Solomons Com- 
pany/Dance in New York City; 
and Darlene Neel, manager of the 
Lewitzky Dance Company in Los 
Angeles.

During the year. Brooks won a 
$55,000 grant through a panel on 
inter-arts.

Dean won $100,000 from the 
panel on dance companies.

Gatty’s Southern Arts Federa­
tion won eight grants from 
various panels totaling $820,680.

Poll won a $10,000 grant “to sup­
port the development of new work 
by Artistic Director Heinz Poll for 
the Ohio Ballet.”

Solomons’ company won a 
$19,000 grant “to support domestic 
touring,, general management 
representatives, and the creation 
of collaborative work by Artistic 
Director Gus Solomons.”

Darlene Neel, the sixth member 
of the Challenge II panel, ap­
parently got nothing at all for her 
Lewitzky Dance Company.

Now mind you, because this is 
important, none of the grants that 
went to five members of the 
Challenge II panel was recom­
mended by the Challenge II panel 
itself. The recommendations 
cjime from other panels with 
other members.

To press on; Elvi Moore of the 
Washington Ballet served on the 
Challenge III panel. His company 
won a grant of $34,0(X) — but from 
a different panel. Liz Thompson, 
executive director of the Jacob’s

Pillow Dance Festival in Lee, 
Mass., also served on Challenge 
111. The Jacob’s Pillow Festival 
won seven grants totaling 
$170,500, but from seven other 
panels.

Also on the Challenge III panel 
was Garth Fagan, artistic direc­
tor of Garth Fagan’s Bucket 
Dance Theater in Rochester, N Y. 
From two other panels he won 
awards of $82,500.

You get the picture. Susan Mar­
shall served on a panel charged 
with awarding $7,000 fellowships 
to 85 choreographers. She was one 
of only four choreographers to /  
receive a special three-year gt^ant 
of $45,000.

In the rarefied air of the dance 
world, every important figure 
knows every other important 
figure. The same thing is true of 
the world of the theater. I suspect 
it is true of poetry and fiction, and 
probably a careful analysis of 
NEA grants would find interlock­
ing associations and correla^^ns 
across the entire spread of ,̂453 
grants totaling $153 million. ..

To the NEA’s credit, when I ap­
plied under the Freedom of Infor­
mation Act for certain data, the 
data were promptly supplied. It is 
a tedious business to match in­
dividual panel members with 
grants to their organizations, for 
the computer did not churn them 
out that way. I looked at “dance” 
only because it was the first one 
in the NEA’s annual report for 
1989, and one has to start 
somewhere.

Have you ever looked at the 
tangled roots of a mangrove tree? 
Same thing. Artist A is on Panel B 
that awards a grant to Artist C 
who serves on Panel D. Artist E’s 
panel awards a grant to Artist A. 
So it goes, so it goes, so it goes.
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Malaise
is gone 
with win

I think Jimmy Carter’s malaise 
is gone. Not his mayonnaise, his 
malaise.

There’s a difference between 
the two.

Mayonnaise you spread on a 
piece of bread. Malaise sweeps 
over formerly happy countries 
and causes a lot of bad things to 
happen.

Among them are loss of faith in 
the political system and a loss of 
one’s self-esteem. Jimmy Carter 
said there was a malaise covering 
the United States, the country he 
happened to be president of at the 
time, the late ’70s.

He was right in some ways,
Iran had our hostages, and we 
couldn’t get them out. We tried, 
but our helicopters got caught in a 
desert sand storm and started 
running into each other.

The inflation rate was high and 
more Americans were complain­
ing of migraine headaches.

But now that’s over.
We’ve won a war. We hadn’t 

won a war since 1945. Our presi­
dent stood tall and was decisive. 
We found a general in Stormin’ 
Norman Schwarzkopf, who 
reminded us of George C. Scott. I 
mean, George Patton.

Our military hardware worked. 
We turned Iraq into your basic 
train wreck.

We’re still supposed to be in a 
recession and I still can’t sell my 
house, but the stock market is 
soaring.

And I haven’t had a migraine 
headache in months.

Everywhere I look I see our flag 
being proucUy displayed. It’s OK 
to be a patii^  again. Half the na­
tion knows the words to a 
country song titled, “God Bless 
the USA.”

Anti-war demonstrators look a 
little silly now along with 
naysayers in the Congress who 
have a lot of explaining to do to 
their constituents.

We didn’t hear one negative 
peep out of Jane Fonda. Nobody is 
spitting on our returning troops 
and George Steinbrenner is out of 
baseball.

Malaise is out. Euphoria is in.
Of course, there are still some 

out there who want to put lax­
atives into the party punch.

“But what about our problems 
at home?” they whine.

Sure, we got problems. Who 
doesn’t? But compare our pro­
blems to those of Iraq. We’ve still 
got drinking water, our telephones 
work and if you’re hungry, you 
can get a can of chicken no^le 
soup pretty cheap at any of about 
4 zillion convenience stores.

Compare our problems to those 
of the Baltic states. Those of the 
Soviet Union (”Hey, comrade, can 
you spare a ruble?” ). Those of 
starving countries in Africa.

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Volunteer dogs visit 
children in hospitals

NEWINGTON, Conn. (AP) -  
Clover, Tiffany and Sabrina bathe 
and don their T-shirts and are 
driven to the Newington Children’s 
Hospital, where they will spend the 
day making the patients laugh.

But what makes this charitable 
act remarkable is that Clover, Tif­
fany and Sabrina are Siberian 
huskies, a new kind of volunteer on 
the hospital scene in a program 
that is popping up all around the 
country.

It seems that these wagging 
tails, furry kisses and wet noses 
have some therapeutic value.

At N ew ington C h ild ren ’s 
Hospital, dog volunteers make the 
rounds every Wednesday, cheering 
up little patients with their uncon­
ditional love.

“It’s a big boost for everyone 
when the dogs are here,” says 
Michele Confessore, coordinator of 
the hospital’s child life program. 
“The kids love it because it’s 
almost as though it shouldn’t be 
happening — that dogs shouldn’t be 
in a hospital.”

Before a dog can become a New­
ington volunteer, it must undergo a 
rigorous assessm ent by the 
owner’s veterinarian. The dog 
must be in good health and pass a 
series of behavioral tests, in­
cluding how the animal will react 
to having its tail pulled or its foot 
run over by a wheelchair.

The owner volunteers to bring 
the dog to the hospital. The dog 
must be bathed first and then don a 
specially made T-shirt to reduce 
shedding.

Mary and Bob Gadbois of Old 
Lyme recently brought Clover, Tif­
fany and Sabrina and a wooden sl­
ed to the hospital, where the 
huskies spent the day pulling the sl­
ed up and down the halls with 
delighted children on board.

“I’ve been to the hospital lots of 
times, but never when the dogs 
were here,” said 11-year-old Erin 
Corcoran, after telling the blue­
eyed trio to “Mush.”

“It’s fun.”
Newington’s Pet Therapy pro­

gram is the only one in New 
England where dogs are allowed to 
visit children in the hospital, accor­
ding to Elsa Gibbons, director of

Rancher may 
lose land |
ih drug case ■

SALT LAKE CITY (AP) -  An I 
80-year-old rancher living at the j 
gateway to one of Utah’s most ; 
spectacular canyons has been ac­
cused of growing marijuana and i 
now stands to lose his coveted land.

Bradshaw Bowman’s lawyer 
contends the old man is the victim 
of a lucrative land grab. Pro­
secutors say they are only enforc­
ing tough dinig laws.

Authorities last July found 65 
marijuana plants near Bowman’s 
home near the Escalante River 
where it runs through his 160-acre 
ranch. The river goes on to cut 
through one of the many red rock 
and sandstone canyons dotting the 
area.

If convicted. Bowman could get 
up to 15 years in prison, and GAr- 
field County prosecutors could 
seize the land he bought in 1973.

Bowman has been offered up to 
$500,000 for the property, and 
developers and environmentalists 
alike have coveted the land, said 
his lawyer, Marcus Taylor.

“It’s a land grab. It’s a money- 
hungry grab by Garfield County,” 
Taylor said. “If Garfield County is 
successful, the ranch is liquidated 
and the proceeds used by local law 
enforcement for drug control.”

“For people to say that Garfield 
County is trying to grab this guy’s 
land is totally crazy,” said county 
Attorney Wallace Lw. “Utah state 
law and federal law allow criminal 
justice agenciesioiorfeit property, 
real and personal.”

“I feel for Mr. Bowman, but 
we’re trying to be tough,” he said. 
“It’s a strong measure, no doubt 
about it. But I think we need 
something strong to combat the 
problem.”

The state Tax Commission is also 
demanding $30,000 under a state 
law that requires traffickers to af­
fix a tax stamp to their contraband.

Bowman, who said he has raised 
plants for 30 years, indicated he 
wasn’t growing the marijuana 

“I’ve always loved plants. 1 feel 
like I could grow anything. Where 
this stuff was found, it’s not possi­
ble,” he said. “There’s hardly any 
sun. I would have too much respect 
for myself.”

Bowman remains on the ranch, 
living in a guest cottage 

A retired designer and builder; 
as well as a sculptor and painter. 
Bowman moved to the area with 
his wife in 1977 aftei the coupie 
raised three daughters in Carmel, 
Calif. His wife died seven years 
ago

Bowman says the land is the 
retreat he sought for 40 years It is 
"probably as close to heaven as (’ll

Other programs, such as Pets on 
Wheels in Baltimore, bring pets to 
nursing homes, institutions and 
homes for the retarded or mentally 
disabled.

“Everyone knows pets are un­
conditional in their love,” says 
Elaine Farrant, coordinator of the 
Baltimore program. “If you don’t 
look so good or smell so good, the 
pet doesn’t care.”

The Children’s Hospital in ' 
Denver started the Prescription 
Pet Program 15 years ago as one of 
the first pet therapy programs in 
the country. In addition to wearing 
a hospital T-shirt, the Denver dogs 
also wear a hospital identification 
badge with their picture and a paw 
print for a signature.

Animal affection has been shown 
to reduce the stress and anxiety 
caused by illness and injury, accor­
ding to the Renton, Wash -based 
Delta Society. Animals are able to 
lower blood pressure and provide a 
m eans of reaching au tistic  
children, abused adolescents and 
head-injurj patients, according to 
the society’s studies.

Newington treats children with 
c e r e b ra l  p a lsy , m u sc u la r  
d y s tro p h y  and o rth o p ed ic  
disorders.

Confessore recalls one profound­
ly handicapped girl with cerebral 
palsy who had been almost com­
pletely unresponsive until visited 
by S avannah , a 120-pound 
Newfoundland.

She described how the child’s 
first attempts to pet the dog were 
stiff and awkward. But gradually 
she began stroking the big, black 
bear-like dog’s fur.

“When someone said it’s time for 
Savannah to go, she put her finger 
through the dog’s collar,” Con­
fessore recalls. “ It was a very 
emotional time for everyone in the 
room.”

And the dogs seem to love it as 
much as the children.

“They can’t wait to get out of the 
car,” says the huskies’ owner, 
Mary Gadbois. “They cry and cry 
because they want to get upstairs 
and see the kids.”

Bread toasted the hard way
WEST LAFAYETTE, Ind 

(AP) — A mousetrap, pneumatic 
tubes and a robotic arm.

They don’t make toast like that 
any more and probably never 
should, but at the 9th annual Rube 
Goldberg Machine Contest su^h 
off-the-wall methods were con­
sidered the greatest thing since 
sliced bread.

The contest honors the spirit of 
the late cartoonist who specializ­
ed in drawing whimsically com­
plicated machines to perform the 
simplest of tasks.

In this year’s competition, con­
testants from colleges had to use 
at least 20 steps and toast the 
bread within five minutes.

th e  Society of Manufacturing 
Engineers, the team from Purdue 
University, successfully defended 
its title this month with a contrap­
tion named “Toast Masters.”

A train carrying a slice of bread 
attached to tines backed into the 
toaster. A mousetrap knocked 
over a smokestack, triggering the 
train to chug along the track.

The machine’s 39 steps also in­
cluded marbles, a fountain, a bar­
rel and a robotic arm that grabb­
ed the toast as it popped out of the 
toaster.

“I’m really pleased with how it 
worked,” said Steve Weinrich, a 
senior from Pennington, N.J., 
studying computer-integrated 
manufacturing technology.

“The only damper we had was 
the mousetrap. It’s never failed 
until today. It was misaligned and 
didn’t hit the target right.”

The University of Wisconsin- 
Milwaukee’s entry finished se­
cond with a machine that per 
formed to the Beatles’ song “A 
Day in the Life,” which includes 
the line, “Woke up. Got out of bed 
Dragged a comb across my 
head.”

A plastic male figure rambled 
through his morning routine as a 
comb dragged across his head 
and cereal poured into a bowl. His 
car tum bl^ out of the garage, 
eventually triggering the toaster 
into action.

Kennedy 
painting 
sold for 
charity

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Sen Ed­
ward M. Kennedy doesn’t talk 
about it much, but his little-known 
passion as an amateur artist sur­
faced when an autographed print of 
one of his paintings was auctioned 
at a charity benefit.

The asking bid for his “Hyannis 
Port Compound,” a 23-by-23-inch 
silk-screen print of a painting of the 
Kennedy clan’s vacation home on 
Cape Cod, Mass., was $2,000. The 
senator said it was “ vastly 
overpriced.”

The black-tie audience at the 
Sotheby’s auction in a hotel 
ballroom apparently didn’t agree. 
The print was bought at a silent 
auction for $2,100 by Simon 
Fireman, who was not otherwise 
identified.

The auction, which featured 90 
works donated by artists from 47 
countries, was held to raise funds 
for Very Special Arts, an arts 
education program affiliated with 
the Kennedy Center that supports 
artists with physical or mental 
disabilities. The program was 
founded by the senator’s sister, 
Jean Kennedy Smith.

Kennedy, D-Mass., did the pain­
ting while he spent seven months in 
a Boston hospital undergoing treat­
ment for a broken back he suffered 
in a near-fatal plane crash in 
Massachusetts in 1964.

The acrylic painting shows his 
parents’ Hyannis Port estate view­
ed from the deep blue sea, with the 
family sailboat Victura tied at the 
dock. The reproduction placed for 
auction Thursday night is one of 
1.000 limited-edition prints signed 
"Ted Kennedy.”

Kennedy has no illusions about 
his artistic talents.

"Many politicians think I should 
be a painter,” he said in an inter­
view, “and other painters think I 
should remain in politics.”

The senator said he began dabbl­
ing as an artist in the 1950s at the 
family’s winter home at West Palm 
Beach, Fla., where his older 
brother, John F. Kennedy, was 
recovering from back surgery.

Want low-fat ice cream? Sorry, it’s illegal

WASFHNGTON (AP) -  You're 
at a park or a beach or sitting in 
your office on a sunny day and you 
need, you really need, an ice cream 
cone. Luscious, rich, creamy ice 
cream. The food that’s a reward.

If your waistline says watch out 
and your cholesterol count says 
forget it, how about a scoop or two 
of low-fat ice cream to give your 
senses and psyche the same 
satisfaction?

Sorry, it’s illegal.
Ice milk or frozen dessert, yes. 

Low or non-fat ice cream, no. 
Those are the federal rules

But ice cream manufacturers 
and an aggressive consumer 
organization say that in this age of 
low-fat everything, it’s time the 
Food and Drug Administration 
changed the rules.

Many years ago, in an effort to 
protect the public from fraud by 
food manufacturers the FDA 
established specific recipes for 
hundreds of edibles.

Among them was ice cream. The 
name meant at least 10 percent 
butterfat was in the product. “Ice 
milk’’ was synonymous with 2 per- 

„cenLlQ 7 percfintlaiUerfat.
It was a time before nutrition 

labeling, when the name told the 
whole story and what made ice 
cream creamy was fat.
. As years passed, people wanted 
less fat in their diets and the ice 
cream industry sought to satisfy.

Companies enhanced their icc 
milk with additives that resembled 
the creaminess of butterfat, but 
they were stuck with the unappeal­
ing name. The solution was to print 
ice milk in tiny letters on the carton 
Dr call the product frozen dessert.
, Then in 1989, Kraft General 
Foods Inc. took a bold step and 
came out with Sealtest Free Nonfat 
Ice Cream.

Marketing permits were gr'>nted 
by over 20 states, but the federal 
rules defining ice cream as 10 per­
cent butterfat made other states 
reluctant to allow sales.

Linda Eatherton, manager of 
communications for Kraft, said the 
company voluntarily changed the 
name to Sealtest Free Nonfat 
Frozen Dessert to hasten its entry 
on the market, but petitioned the 
t^ood and Drug Administration to 
change its rules.

"Our feeling is that in seeking 
jnore modern standards of identi­
ty. we had reached a point in foods 
■where the names ice milk and

hoping to convice

frozen dessert were not descriptive 
and didn’t have any meaning for 
consumers,” Eatherton said. “We 
feel the words ice cream mean 
something to consumers.”

Ellen Haas, executive director of 
Public Voice for Food and Health 
Policy, agrees and goes a step 
further.

“ The c u r r e n t  s ta n d a rd s
discrimitmte against low fat pro­
ducts,” she said.

Her organization, which also has 
petitioned the FDA, points out that 
on the one hand the government ad­
vocates cutting fat from one’s diet 
but on the other refuses to allow 
manufacturers to use a more 
descriptive, more appealing name

to draw customers to their less fat­
ty product.

Also petitioning for reform are 
the International Ice Cream 
Association, and the Calorie Con­
trol Council.

People aren’t drawn to products 
labeled ice milk, said Jerry Kozak, 
of the ice cream association. “It 
has been frustrating because we 
have not been able to sell a low-fat 
ice cream. We are selling some of 
these products as non-fat frozen 
dessert, but it really is ice cream.”

The petitions before FDA seek to 
change ice milk tp “reduced fat ice 
cream” and to establish new stan­
dards for products called “low-fat 
ice cream” and “non-fat ice

cream.”
But first, the FDA wants a few 

questions answered.
Should non-fat be anything less 

than 0.5 percent milkfat, as allow­
ed for non-fat yogurt? Should low- 
fat be anything up to 2 percent 
milkfat? What about reduc^ fat?

Should there be a minimum 
weight per gallon? Should more 
vitamins and minerals be added?

The FDA also points out that the 
fat in question is milkfat. But what 
about the fat that chocolate, but­
terscotch and nuts add? Can you 
still call one of those products low- 
fat?

The agency has been taking 
public comment on the issue.

Egg Bread Dough

1 pkg. active dry yeast 
1 cup luke warm water
1 tablespoon sugar 
S cups flour
2 teaspoons salt
4 tablespoons melted butter 
4 large eggs, room temperature

Disolve yeast and sugar in the 
water and set aside until yeast 
forms a froth (about 5 to 10 
minutes).

Measure 5 cups of flour in a large 
mixing bowl. Form a- well in the 
center. Pour the yeast mixture, 
salt, butter and eggs into the flour 
well. Stir with a wooden spoon. 
When the mixture forms a cohesive 
ball, turn onto floured surface, 
gradually add more flour as need­
ed. Knead the dough until smooth 
and elastic (about 5 to 10 minutes).

Oil the surface of the dough and 
place in bowl. Cover with towel and 
place in a warm place to rise until 
double in bulk (about 1 hour).

Punch down the dough and knead 
gently for a few minutes on floured 
surface. Roll out dough about 
>2-inch thick. Cut out 8 pairs of 
shapes. These can be cut with large 
Easter cookie cutters or you may 
create your own shapes. Gather re­
maining dough scraps, divide in 
three and reserve. Set one cutout of 
each pair on oiled baking sheets, 
allowing4J^-inch-spacing-between- 
shapes. Place a portion of filling 
mixture on each of the dough 
shapes on the baking sheets. (The 
filling on each should be placed 
leaving ‘2-inch borders to dough 
edges.) Brush borders with water. 
Place companion dough shapes 
over filling, seal edges with your 
fingers or fork. Brush tops with 
beaten egg and bake in oven at 375 
degrees for 20 minutes.

While pies are baking, take re­
maining three pieces of dough and 
pinch off '4 of each piece. Shape 
large pieces in round balls and 
place on oiled baking sheet, press­
ing dough balls into circles ' 2 inch 
thick. Place a colored hard-cooked 
egg on the center of each circle. 
Divide each of the remaining three 
pieces of dough in half and form in­
to 6 ropes. Cross an “X ” over each 
egg with two ropes; wet and seal 
ends underneath dough. Cover and 
let rise in a warm place about 45 
minutes. Preheat oven to 375 
degrees. Brush top of loaves with 
beaten egg. Bake for 20-25 minutes.

Chinese men compete 
for model spouse title

BEIJING (AP) — Thousands of 
Chinese men are competing to be 
Beijing’s model husband, including 
peasants, professionals and a Com­
munist Party cadre who says 
democracy in the home is the key 
to a happy family.

Organizers of the Good Husband 
Contest say they are looking for a 
man who has broken away from 
the Chinese tradition in which the 
husband rules the household.

“We hope that through this pro­
cess all people will consider what 
makes a g o ^  husband,” said Sun 
Lihua of Beijing television, which 
is sponsoring the contest along with 
the All-China Women’s Federation.

She said the winner should be a 
hard-working family peacekeeper 
with good values and money 
management skills who helps with 
the housework and satisfies his 
wife sexually. It wasn’t clear how 
the last of these qualities would be 
determined.

“It’s not possible for everyone to 
have these characteristics,” she 
conceded. “We know there are dif­
ferent viewpoints on what makes a 
good husband, so we just want to 
show what a good husband can do 
for a family.”

Patriarchal family traditions 
prevail in many parts of China, 
particularly the countryside. Many

wives are expected to serve their 
husbands and stories of women be­
ing sold into marriages are still 
reported.

Contest organizers want to show 
that family relationships can be 
improved if people work together. 
Miss Sun said.

She said mem bers of the 
women’s organization selected 
candidates for the contest in each 
district of Beijing and surrounding 
counties. About 3,700 men were in­
vited to fill out questionnaires on 
family life that will be used to 
select finalists.

$1,000 electric motor was taken 
from a pump in Martin ('ounty in 
November and Quintero said cop­
per wiring of an unknown value 
was taken from a pump south of 
Big Spring in December. There 
have been no arrests nor property 
recovered in those incidents either

In some cases, employees or 
former employees of companies 
that have had equipment stolen are 
suspected, law enforcement of 
ficials said.

Williams said that someone pro 
bably knew that he and other 
employees would be on vacation 
during the week of the theft in 
Coahoma. “I suspect they knew 
it,” he said. “It doesn’t happen

very often.”
A crossbar was flipped off of a 

back door of the warehouse and a 
lock broken on a metal building in­
side where the drill bits were kept, 
Williams said. It will cost about 
$50,000 to replace the white one-ton 
flatbed pickup equipped with foster 
tongs license number 4218EF — 
with a new vehicle, he estimated.

Since the bits had serial numbers 
on them, the thief or thieves pro­
bably knew where they could sell 
them without questions being ask­
ed, Williams said. “No legitimate 
drilling company would buy 
them,” he said. “But there are peo­
ple that’ll buy those things.”

He had hoped that the pickup

would turn up abandoned. “But ap­
parently there’s a market out there 
for that too,” he said.

Meanwhile, Chavez said they 
hope to prevent any possible trend 
of oilfield thefts from developing 
further. “The trend may or not be 
there,” he said. But if it is, he said, 
“we want to nip it in the bud.”

“A couple, three weeks ago I was 
worried about a trend, about it 
picking up,” Lewis said. That was 
before the theft was reported in 
Borden County, he said. However, 
he still considers that an isolated 
incident. “We’ve been real lucky,” 
he said. “I hope it doesn’t start.” 

Saunders said he considers the 
thefts in Martin County to be 
isolated incidents also. “You have 
them spasmodically,” he said.

It’s about the midway point of 
track season and although the 
Crossroads Country area isn’t 
blessed with an abundance of 
talent, it does have several eye­
catching performers.

The two that come to mind 
right off the top is Stanton’s 
J e r e m y  S t a l l i n g s  a n d  
Coahoma’s Sarah Hanks.

Stallings, only a sophomore, 
has one of the best times in West 
Texas in the 800 meters. His 
1:56.24 ranks second only to a 
runner from Abilene High, 
who’s run a 1.55.05. Stallings’ ex­
pertise doesn’t stop there. He 
also has one of the best times in 
West Texas in the 1600 ( 4:40.40) 
and one of the best times in the 
400 ( 51.16), a race he ran last 
week.

Aquinas Junior College knows the 
price of fame. It’s $8,000.

Coach C'harlie Anderson and his 
Cavaliers realized their dream at 
the national junior college basket­
ball tournament in Hutchinson, 
Kan,, capturing the title last Satur­
day wiUi a 74-68 victory over 
Arizona Western. It was a Victory 
Anderson had prayed for following 
the 1989-90 season.

“I’d always pray, ‘Don’t get 
hurt, let us see Christ in our play’ 
— things like that.” Anderson said. 
“But for some reason, I said, 
‘Lord, I’d appreciate it if you’d 
give me the people who can win 
that thing” ’

Now,  Ande r son  and  the 
Dominican nuns who run the 
400-student college are praying for 
help.

“It’s a school of 400 students,” 
said Brad Starnes, principal at 
Hutchinson’s 'Trinity High ^hool. 
“Probably the smallest school ever 
to win this tournament, I would 
think. It’s been in existence for 30 
years One sister said it was 
started to educate the Dominican 
Sisters, so they could teach.”

With each victory, the team was 
forced to extend its stay, and 
expenses.

“They hadn’t budgeted for a trip 
to the national tournament,” 
Starnes said. “But they had faith 
that somehow things would work 
out.”

According to Anderson, seven 
nights of motel bills for nine rooms 
came to about $5,000, and transpor­
tation costs for the 1,600-mile trip 
are about $3,000.

“We tried to eat most of our 
meals in an all-you-can-eat 
cafeteria, so we were able to get 
most of our meals for about $6 a 
person,” he said.

As the Cavaliers won each game, 
Anderson could hear the cash 
register ring. But he didn’t worry 
about it.

“We’ll raise the money,” he said 
Tuesday. “I have had a lot of 
friends help us out wilh donations 
in the past. In fact. I’m sitting in 
my office now writing thank you 
notes to people who have given us a 
little here and a little there.”

Sister Assumpta, the school’s 
president, is trying to raise dona­
tions to cover the costs. She is get­
ting help from a family restaurant 
in Hutchinson, which is asking that 
city’s residents to make donations.

Annetta Raya, whose family 
owns the restaurant, said the fund 
drive was started after learning 
the team was unable to pay its 
bills. She said about $2,000 had 
been collected in Nashville since 
Saturday night.

Raya said Aquinas officials have 
assured local vendors that all bills 
will be paid.

There are benefits to the national 
title, both tangible and intangible, 
according to Anderson.

“Winning the championship is 
expensive, but we’re going to get 
$50,000 worth of good out of it. For 
instance, I have five kids who 
should get full rides to universities 
out of it.

“People who have never been to 
the tournament don’t understand 
how nice the people there are and 
what kind of job the whole com­
munity does,” Anderson said.

Iraqi rebels report new gains
(AP) Kurdish rebels today 

reported new gains in their strug­
gle a^ in s t the government of Iraqi 
President Saddam Hussein. But 
the United States underscored its 
neutrality in the civil war that has 
raged since Saddam’s forces were 
defeated one month ago by the 
allies.

“We don’t intend to take a role in 
the internal fighting that’s going on 
in Iraq,” White House spokesman 
Marlin Fitzwater told reporters on 
Tuesday.

The Kurdish rebels, who control 
a wide area of northern Iraq, 
claimed today they captured two 
government warplanes while over­
running an air base near the nor­
thern oil center of Kirkuk. The 
claim could not be independently 
confirmed.

A Baghdad newspaper today said 
Iraq has restored “peace, stability 
and order” to southern Iraq. The 
State Department and the Pen­
tagon said Tuesday that Iraqi 
forces were believed to be con­
solidating control of the south.

The Iraqi  new spaper, Al- 
Jumhuriya, also claimed the 
operation of “mopping up pockets 
of saboteurs in the northern areas” 
was going according to plan.

The temporary cease-fire that 
ended the war stipulated that Iraq 
keep its warplanes grounded, but 
them have b ^ n  several violations 
and U.S. warplanes shot dov̂ n two

U.S. forces continue to occupy a 
large area of southern Iraq but 
have made no attempt to keep the

On Tuesday, the White House 
was non-committal on what the 
United States would do about Iraqi 
forces’ use of helicopter gunships.

Rain too 
sparse or 
abundant

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Sprii« 
has brought a sweet and sour mix 
of weather across the nation, with 
too much rain in some parts and 
not enough in others, a government 
report says.

The Joint Agricultural Weather 
F a c i l i t y  o p e r a t e d  by the 
Agriculture and Commerce depart­
ments said 'Tuesday that “strong 
spring storms continued to ram­
page across the nation” in the week 
of March 17-23.

While the weather systems 
helped rebuild reservoirs and 
mountain snow pack in California, 
they also caused flooding and tor­
nadoes in parts of the Elast.

But the 1991 winter wheat crop, 
for the most part, benefited by 
“favorable moisture and warmer 
temperatures” in most areas, the 
report said.

In Kansas, an estimated 52 per­
cent of the state’s wheat crop was 
rated in “good to excellent” condi­
tion. But cutworms continued to be 
a problem, the report said.

Irrigated wheat in Texas was 
said to show good growth, but 
dryland wheat “continued to en­
dure drought-like conditions.”

The Oklahoma crop was reported 
to have improved with recent 
rains, with 30 percent of the crop 
jointed, 10 percentage points ahead 
of the normal rate of development.

Winter wheat in Alabama was 12 
percent headed, equaling the five- 
year average for this time, and the 
crop in Arkansas was said to be in 
good condition.

“Warm, wet weather -in Ken­
tucky caused the^in ter wheat to 
grow rapidly,” the report said. 
“Most of the Montana winter wheat 
broke dormancy due to favorable 
moisture and weather.”

In Washington state, farmers 
had planted 39 percent of the spring 
wheat crop and 17 percent of the 
barley acreage.

“Small grain growth was ex­
cellent in California, due to the con­
tinued moisture,” the report said.

Looking at other field crops, 
about 30 percent of the Alakmina 
com crop was planted by the end of 
the week, four percentage pednts 
later than normal. Land prepara­
tion for rice and cotton planting 
was 45 percent complete in 
Arkansas.

‘̂Corn planting and tobacco 
transplanting  continued in 
Florida,” the report said. “Sugar 
cane harvest was winding down, 
while most areas were prepared 
for cotton and peanut planting.”

WASHINGTON (AP) — A senior 

official of the National Milk Pro­
ducers Federation says the refusal 
of Congress to give price relief to 
dairy farmers resulted from a veto 
t h r e a t  and d i s t o r t i ons  by 
opponents.

The defeated dairy measure was 
the plan of Sen. Patrick Leahy, D- 
Vt., chairman of the Senate 
Agriculture Committee.

Jim Barr, chief executive officer 
of the federation, said in a newslet­
ter to dairy cooperative members 
that the measure died last week 
because of “the tremendously 
distorted campaign” against it.

Barr said opposition to the plan 
also came from some consumer 
groups and the American Farm 
Bureau Federation, as well as 
some dairy cooperatives who ob­
jected to some provisions of the 
bill.

Agriculture Secretary Edw ard 
Madigan said following defeat of 
the plan that it would raised the 
price of milk and perhaps reduced 
consumption. Further, he said, 
Leahy’s plan would not have been 
fair to all dairy farmers.

Barr said opposition to the Leahy 
measure included charges it would

He was 
diagnosed with leukemia in June of 
last year and has undergone 
chemotherapy treatments since 
then. ’Trace, the son of Rev. and 
Mrs. Randy Gipson, pastor of the 

J^aith Assembly of G ^  Church of 
Rankin, has lived in Rankin for the 
past two and one-half years.

He has two sisters. Tori, 11 and 
'Trista, 3. Both are compatible for 
the transplant that Trace needs, 
but test results are not back yet as 
to which sister is the best suited to 
be the donor.

Trace is receiving extensive 
chemotherapy in Cook-Ft. Worth 
Children’s Medical Center, but the 
treatment is consuming all of the 
family’s finances.

Trace’s bone marrow transfu­
sions cost $1,500 per quart, of which 
Trace requires five quarts of treat­
ment per visit. His hospital ser­
vices cost $1,000 per day.

'The family has already endured 
a $35,000 medical bill; however, a 
bone-marrow transplant will cost 
close to $300,000. *1110 family will 
have to raise $100,000 before the 
day of the surgery, tentatively 
scheduled for a month from now. 
According to hospital officials. 
Trace has to receive another five 
days of extensive chemotherapy 
before the transplant can occur.

“For the first time in decades, the nutrient data on beef reflect the 
kinds of beef cuts that are found in retail meat counters,” says Dr.

Farmers and ranchers have altered breeding and feeding practices 
to increase muscle mass and decrease body fat. In the past 20 years, 
beef carcass fatness has been reduced by 6% and the external fat of 
retail cuts has been reduced by about 27%. Until recently, beef 
nutrition data were based on beef cuts that had about 1/2 inch of fat 
around the edge. Research showed that in the supermarkets, this 
external fat is trimmed to i/8 inch or less, not the 1^  inch originally 
believed. The new nutrition data reflect a 1/4-inch fat thickness.
*Thc new information was compiled for the USDA’s Handbook 8-13, a 
comprehensive volume of nutritional information about beef which is used by the, 
food industry, food scientists, dietitians and nutrition educators/communicalors.

Certain beef cuts are leaner than others. These 
lO cuts are among the leanest you can select.

In almost 
all cases, the new data show beef cuts to be 
leaner than reflected in the 1986 data.

Beef contains less fat and cholesterol than is 
generally  assum ed. The average 3-ounce 
serving of cooked, trimmed lean beef contains 
only about 8.4 grams of fat, of which less than 
half are saturated. The 10 leanest beef cuts 
range from 4.2 to 8.6 grams of fat in a 3-ounce 
cooked, trimmed serving.

One of the most enduring myths is 

that private label products are generic 
or “no-frill” products. Introduced as a 
value-priced option in the 1970s, 
generics have encouraged the associa­
tion of low price with poor quality.

The fact is that private label prod­
ucts are of a much higher quality than 
generics and carry the name of the 
Store in which they are sold. Indeed, 
these products can more than hold 
their own against even the most popu­
lar national brands.

One reason is that private label 
items are more likely to be stringently 
tested than are many national brands. 
“The reason for this lengthy testing 
process is the tremendous competition 
that exists among private label manu­
facturers to be the supplier of a store’s 
brand,” says Andrew Simon of Confab 
Corporation, the leading manufactur­
er of private label feminine hygiene 
and incontinent products.

“Because a chain store will choose 
only one company to manufacture 
its private label products in any cate­
gory, every m anufacturer is eager 
to  dem onstrate that its offerings are

But how can private label products 
bieoffer comparable quality to national 

brands, at a lower cost? The answer is 
the enormous amount of money saved 
on advertising and promotion. The 
manufacturer passes these savings on 
to the retailer, who in turn passes them 
on to the consumer.

For many consumers, the most con­
vincing proof of private label product 
quality—before < actually trying the 
product—is to compare labels. Every 
manufacturer is required by law to 
label all ingredients in descending 
order of volume. The surprise is that 
many private labels contain exactly the 
same ingredients as their national 
counterparts.

same criteria as national brands. With 
other drugstore items, from witch 
j ia ^ l to (» |ton  ball:^ and foodstuffs 
such as sugar and flour, consumers will I 
find even less difference between pri­
vate label and national brands.

The result of consumers’ “getting | 
smart” is a dramatic increase in private 
label product sales. According to Pri­
vate Label Product News, sales in 84 
percent of private label product cate­
gories will skyrocket in the 1990s. This 
year, industry experts estimate that 
sales of private label products will 
reach $16.3 billion in supermarkets 
alone.

Moreover, research indicates that, 
contrary to popular belief, private 
label purchasers are among the most 
highly educated and affluent of all con­
sumers. *

Private label sales have been partic­
ularly strong in two categories: over- 
the-counter drugs and incontinent 
products. “Consumers have been im­
pressed with private labels’ track 
record in incontinent product innova­
tions, which exceeds even the national 
brands,” says Andrew Simon of 
Confab, whose private label incon­
tinent products rank second in sales 
behind Kimberly-Clark’s Depend.

“Last year consumers clipped over 
$4 billion worth of coupons in search of 
savings, yet the value offered every day 
with private label far surpasses that 
available with the national brands.”

What can consumers look for in the 
future? More private label brands in 
all categories, setting new standards 
for product testing and innovation and 
offering tremendous savings. In a qual­
ity- and price-conscious era, private 
label is a concept whose time has come.

It's possible to drive tor years and n^ver 
have to change a flat lire, but eventually 
you will either have a flat tire, be riding 
with someone who does, or happen «pon 
a stranded motorist.

ITealing with a Hal lire emergency can 
be a minor inconvenience or a nightmare 
depending on how well prepared you are, 
advises the Automobile Information Coun­
cil (AlC)

Many late mcxiel high-tech autos incor­
porate modern lifting .systems not always 
stored in traditional places. A motorist 
should know where the spare lire, jack, lug 
wrench and other tmils are stored in the 
car and how to remrtve them. The owner's 
manual provides this information

Many newer cars arc equipped with 
temporary mini-spare tires \ hich should 
be driven for a limited number of miles and 
at reduced speeds.

Also, many cars require special tiHtls 
for removing whfcel covers and special 
devices to remove locking lug nuts. These 
UKils come with the car and are explained 
in the owner's manual.

Learning how to safely remove a flat 
tire and replace it with a spare tire is best 
accomplished through experience under 
ideal conditions. AlC suggests first rcad- 

.ing the owner’s manual, then practice on 
yi>ur driveway or other flat dry surface fol­
lowing these steps:

—remember to keep head and hands 
from under the car

—put the car into gear and put on the 
emergency/parking brake

-^placc (Shocks (wiMKien or other 
bliK'ks) on both sides irlThe tire diagonal 
ly opposite the one being changed to help 
prevent the car from rolling

— remove wheel cover
— fiillow owner's manual instructions 

for positioning'attaching jack.
IcHisen lug nuts partially before lift 

ing wheel off the ground
—jack the car until flat tire clears 

ground
remove lug nuts, put them in wheel 

cover and remove the flat lire
— replace with spare and lighten nuts 

by hand
— lower car until slight amount of 

weight IS on spare
tighten lug nuts with wrench m a 

staggered order, not one alter the other 
clockwise or counter-clockwise

lower the car and remove the lack
In the event of a flat lire. AlC advises 

motorists to pull completely off the road­
way. turn on emergency flashers and slowly 
drive to a dry flat surface. lIThis is not pos­
sible or if there isn't enough room to safe­
ly change the lire away from IralTic on the 
roadside, have the car lowed to a service 
facility.

To reduce the likelihiKtd of a flat lire, 
visually inspect your tires often, including 
the spare, for tread wear and proper infla 
lion. AlC cautions that while many 
motorists think only worn out or bald tires 
go flat, even the newest tires can be vul­
nerable to glass, nails, pot holes and van 
dalism.
