Paul Crume wrote about Bovina in BIG D

fellow just turns loose and
throws a rock for the heck
of it, he is likely to hit some-
thing. In our day, they used
to line up.the population
of Bovina and run them by
twice 1n census years. If you
wanted to, you could heave
rocks all day and probably
not hit anything even when
you were trying.

The target value of a rock
has gone way up in Bovina
in the last 25 or 30 years. I
liked the town better when
you could rear back and
throw a rock through it if you
wanted to.

In the XIT ranch days,
Bovina reportedly shipped
more cattle with less pedigree
per car than any other city in
the world.

The Bovina that we knew,
however, was 1n the late
1920°s, when as a smart
alec from the county seat we
would go down and spend the
night with the Caldwell boys
or the Ezell boys. We could
always think up some 1nno-
cent amusement at Bovina
such as going out at night
and locating some unbranded
watermelons loose in a field.

At the time Bovina was
mainly famous as the flood
capital of Precinct 2. Bo-
vina is located on the shores
of Running Water Draw.
Although 1t 1s not exactly

navigable nine years out of

ten and a lot of good crops
were grown in the channel,
Running Water Draw oc-
casionally would collect all
the rain that fell over the
plains and turn into a torrent.

People would come from
miles around to see it and
show the kids what happened
to Noah.

Nowadays, I hear, farm-
ers don’t get this kind of joy
out of a heavy rain around
Bovina. Sometimes the fields
get so wet that the farmers
can’t get into them to turn on
the irrigation pumps.

Nowadays, the plains peo-
ple have taken up the danger-
ous assumption that water 1s
an ally, but in our day it was
an Act of God.

The farmers around Bo-
vina now grow a lot of veg-
etables, I am told, and this
also 1s a switch. In the old
days, nobody in his right
mind would have wasted
good milo and kaffir land on
vegetables when you could
go to the store and buy plenty
of dried beans.

Oldtimers everywhere
from Bovina to Alaska have
proved that the dried bean is
the only vegetable required
by the human body for tone
and health. The dried bean
eaters lived long and health-
ful lives. Their sons and
grandsons have not fared so
well, probably because they
have foundered on green
stuff like lettuce and broc-
coli spears. If there was one
thing people knew in our
day it was never to eat green
alfalfa.

Not that there was any
danger of eating anything
green around Bovina in those
days. Times have changed,
and that’s probably what
happened to that scaffold.

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Ag Secretary Vilsack: cuts will increase efficiency

The U.S. Department of Agriculture
(USDA) must be built to meet the evolving
needs of a 21st century agricultural econo-
my, Agriculture Secretary Tom Vilsack said
Monday in presenting USDA’s Blueprint for
Stronger Service, a plan that helps produc-
ers continue to drive America’s economy by
streamlining operations and cutting costs.

“The USDA, like families and businesses
across the country, cannot continue to oper-
ate like we did 50 years ago,” said Vilsack.
“We must innovate, modernize, and be better
stewards of the taxpayers’ dollars. We must
build on the record accomplishments of farm
communities in 2011 with a stronger, more
effective USDA in 2012 and beyond.”

The Blueprint for Stronger Service is based
on a Department-wide review of operations
conducted as part of the Administration’s
Campaign to Cut Waste, launched by Presi-
dent Obama and Vice President Biden to
make government work better and more ef-
ficiently for the American people. The agen-
cy took a hard look at all USDA operations,
from headquarters to field offices. The end
result is a plan that will create optimal use of
USDA’s employees, better results for USDA
customers, and greater efficiencies for Amer-
ican taxpayers.

“As part of the Campaign to Cut Waste, the
President and I asked all Cabinet Secretaries
to make tough choices within their depart-
ments to save taxpayer money, eliminate
government waste, and allow us to invest in
the programs and services the American peo-
ple need. This announcement by Secretary
Vilsack 1s another example of how this can be
done,” said Vice President Biden. “By under-
taking a thorough and thoughtful review of

his Department, Secretary Vilsack has saved
taxpayers millions in travel and printing costs
and 1s consolidating more than 700 different
cell phone contracts into about 10. What's
more, the Department is finding significant
savings by consolidating more than 200 of-
fices across the country while ensuring that
the vital services they provide are not cut.”

“In the past few decades, U.S. agriculture
has become the second most productive sec-
tor of the American economy, thanks to farm-
ers adopting technology, reducing debt, and
effectively managing risk,” said Vilsack.
“These are lessons from which we can all
learn. As we continue to invest in rural com-
munities across the country, USDA has heard
from producers about reducing red tape and
the need to modernize its services. Today, we
are answering the challenge by announcing a
series of efforts to help us continue to stream-
line operations, make the best use of taxpayer
resources, and provide the best possible ser-
vice to the American people.”

The USDA will close 259 domestic offices,
facilities and labs across the country, as well
as seven foreign offices. In some cases, offic-
es are no longer staffed or have a very small
staff of one or two people; many are within 20
miles of other USDA offices. In other cases,
technology improvements, advanced service
centers, and broadband service have reduced
some need for brick and mortar facilities.

When fully implemented, these actions
along with other recommended changes will
provide efficiencies valued at about $150 mil-
lion annually—and eventually more based on
future realignment of the workforce—and
will ensure that USDA continues to provide
optimal service to the American people with-

In addition, USDA is implementing a se-
ries of other changes that will save taxpay-
ers’ money while eliminating redundancies
and inefficiencies. The Blueprint for Stronger
Service details 133 recommendations that af-
firm processes already in place, as well as 27
initial improvements, and other, longer-term
improvements. The initial improvements in-
clude the following:

* Consolidate more than 700 cell phone
plans into about 10;

» Standardize civil rights training and pur-
chases of cyber security products; and

» Ensure more efficient and effective service
to our employees by moving toward more
centralized civil rights, human resource,
procurement, and property management
functions, creating millions of dollars in
efficiencies without sacrificing the quality
of our work.

The Secretary detailed the changes in a
speech today at the American Farm Bureau
Federation’s 93rd Annual Meeting, where he
also highlighted the impressive achievements
of American agriculture over the past three
years. Currently, U.S. agriculture is experi-
encing its most productive period in history
thanks to the resiliency, resourcefulness, and
efficiency of American producers. The Blue-
print for Stronger Service will allow USDA
to continue the investments that help to make
this possible.
