Suit filed against
foster care agency

AUSTIN (AP A state-funded foster care
program violates the Texas Constitution by in-
sisting abused children be placed only with
Christian couples, according to a lawsuit filed by
a former employee

In the suit filed in Travis County last week,
Joel Ambelang claims the Pennsylvania-based
Bair Foundation, which has a contract with
Texas Department of Human Services, promotes
fundamentalist beliefs through its foster parent
selection process

Ambelang, 52, said he was fired as ad-
ministrator of the foundation’s Austin office
because he complained to the Texas Human
Rights Commission that his religious freedom
had been violated. Ambelang, a Lutheran, is
seeking unspecified damages

The suit names the foundation, its president
William Bair and vice president Sue Miklos as
defendants.

The foundation has not yet answered the suit,
and Bair did not respond to a request for an inter-
view by the Austin American-Statesman.

Ambelang’s suit claims Bair said all foster
children * ... should only be placed with Chris-
tian families and that (Ambelang) should be cer-
tain that all such families regularly prayed with
their foster children.”

. At one time, the foundation was overseeing the
care of 127 children in 59 foster homes and was
receiving $700,000 to $800,000 yearly in state
funds, Ambelang told the Austin American-
Statesman in a story that appeared Monday.

The suit said Ambelang, for fear of losing his
job, felt compelied to pray with Bair at meetings.

Ambelang’s attorney, Jim Harrington, said in
a statement, ‘At least one of the foundation’s
staff members has suggested that it would be
more effective to pray over an injured child than
seeking the help of a medical doctor.”

Harrington said the foundation's employees
also have advocated faith healing.

Women-owned businesses of
under 500 employees increased 57
percent from 1982-87 and accounted
for more than one-fourth of all U.S
small businesses, according to the
Census Bureau

Hispanic-owned small
businesses increased 80.5 percent
during that time and accounted for
3.1 percent of all small businesses
In Texas, the second-leading state
in number of minority-owned
businesses, the increase was 38
percent compared to a 45.4 percent
increase in the Hispanic population
from 1980-90 -

No local figures are available for
the number of women-owned
businesses but Big Spring Area
Chamber of Commerce Executive
Vice President Linda Roger says it

Clinton gets serious about veep

LITTLE ROCK, Ark. (AP As
he gets serious about picking a run
ning mate, Bill Clinton says the
opening threshold is simple: “‘So

meone capable of being a good
president if I should drop dead the
day after I get inaugurated

From there, however. it gets
complicated

As the Arkansas governor and
probable Democratic presidential
nominee weighs his choice, he
faces no shortage of names or ad
vice — not only on who to pick but
how and when to do it

“You really define yourself and
your values and your view of the
presidency,’’ said John Sasso, a top
adviser to 1988 Democratic
nominee Michael Dukakis. ‘It says
a lot about you — how you make
that selection and, even more im
portantly, who you select.”

Clinton is expected later this
week to outline a search process in
which he will rely on senior cam-
paign aides and likely tap a promi
nent Democrat from outside his of-
ficial campaign hierarchy to
oversee the process.

He rarely brings up the subject in
large meetings, but Clinton has
begun sounding out trusted aides,
asking, for example, that they
name the senators or governors
they view as most qualified to be
president. Some polling likely will
be done later as the choice-is nar-
rowed, the aides say.

For now, Clinton is. trying to
steer clear of the name game,
although when visiting certain
states he has talked up the at-
tributes of popular politicians
Rep.. Lee Hamilton of Indiana and
Sen. Jay Rockefeller of West

Virginia, for example

But he has been more and more
open in discussing his criteria, in
cluding a detailed response to a
question over the weekend at a
California event.

There, Clinton said he wanted a
running mate who ‘‘does not agree
with me on everything but so-
meone who understands what hap-
pened in the United States in the
1980s."’

Also, ‘‘someone who will comple-
ment me, someone of knowledge or
experience or ability different
from mine but who could work well
in a team.”

As Clinton searcheés, party
strategists, many of whom have a
favorite, are sizing up Clinton’s
strengths and weaknesses and of-
fering their idea of the perfect
political match.

Mentioned most is New Jersey
Sen. Bill Bradley, who would bring
regional balance to the ticket and
shares Clinton’s theme of pro-
moting racial unity

After Bradley, names mentioned
as possible picks include Hamilton,
Rockefeller and Senate Majority
Leader George Mitchell.

From there, the list — compiled
more from speculation and the
preferences of individual advisers
and outside strategists more than
any hints from -Clinton grows
rapidly.

Others mentioned are House Ma-
jority Leader Richard Gephardt of
Missouri, Sens. Bob Kerrey of
Nebraska, John Kerry of
Massachusetts, Paul Simon of Il-
linois, Bob Graham of Florida,
Daniel Patrick Moynihan of New
York and Tom Harkin of lowa.

NASA planned another attempt
today to rescue the Intelsat-6
satellite

commander Daniel Brandenstein,
who guided the ship to an arm’s-
length rendezvous with the satellite
on Sunday

Spacewalkers Pierre Thuot and
Richard Hieb worked about 225
miles above Earth for four hours
Sunday

Despite more than a year’s train-
ing for the mission, Thuot caused
the satellite to wobble when he
tried to latch on with a 15-foot cap
ture bar

“I'm sorry guys. I didn't tap it
any harder than I tapped it in that
(training) simulator,” said Thuot.
Later, he said he might not have
touched the slowly turning satellite

team would

squarely.
“Wow, we've got to get away
from this thing,”” Brandenstein

said when the wobbling, 17-foot
cylinder came dangerously close to
Endeavour, NASA's brand-new
shuttle. ‘I don’t think there’s any
way we're going to get it.”’

The shuttle moved more than 20
miles away, and the satellite’s jet
thrusters were fired to stabilize it.

NASA wants to pluck the satellite
from space and attach a motor to
boost it to its proper orbit, 22 300
miles high. The rescue is the seven-
member crew’s chief task.

For Intelsat, a telecommunica-
tions consortium with 122 member-
nations, the spacewalk was
another major disappointment
The $157 million satellite was left in
a uselessly low orbit two years ago
by a miswired Titan rocket.

Intelsat claims the satellite,
designed to handle telephone calls
and TV broadcasts, can easily earn
$240,000 a day or more in revenue,
or $1 billion during its 12-year
lifetime

On Sunday, Thuot stood on a plat-
form attached to the shuttle’s

50-foot crane and tried to lock onto
a groove across the bottom of the
satellite with the capture bar.
Thuot missed and said, ‘“Aw,
man!”’ Minutes later, he tried
again.

Thuot and Hieb suggested after-
ward that their job might have
easier if the shuttle and satellite
had been in daylight. Mission Con-
trol agreed.

The TV pictures sent back to
Earth were not of the usual quality
because of the failure or partial
failure of three cargo bay-
cameras. Before going back into
the cabin, Thuot and Hieb detached
one and brought it inside, hoping to
fix it overnight.

The original plan called for a se-
cond spacewalk today by a dif-
ferent pair of astronauts to prac-
tice techniques for building the
space station. That was put off un-
til Tuesday. A third spacewalk,
scheduled for Tuesday, was
canceled.

Endeavour is still scheduled to
land at Edwards Air Force Base in
California on Thursday

Harris inmates jailed
in spite of court ruling

HOUSTON (AP) — Dozens of
Harris County inmates unable to
pay fines for misdemeanor
crimes have been jailed instead
despite a U.S. Supreme Court rul-
ing declaring the practice un-
constitutional, a newspaper study
reveals.

“It's disgusting,”’ attorney
James Oitzinger said of the
sentencing practices. Oitzinger
represents prisoners in a lawsuit
against Harris County over jail
conditions.

An investigation of justice of
the peace court reccrds by The
Houston Post found that many of
the judges are imposing jail

terms for minor misdemeanor of-
fenses, such as public intoxica-
tion, bad checks or minor traffic
violations, that carry fines of $500
or less.

“The law says people who
desire to lay out in jail can,” said
Justice of the Peace Kenneth
Pacetti. ‘‘The vast majority say
they’d rather serve their
sentence.”’

Like other justices of the peace,
Pacetti says he is living up to the
Supreme Court’s ruling by giving
defendants the option of paying
fines in installments, doing com-
munity service or serving out
their time in jail.

adopt conservation plans. But an
environmental research group has
complained that the agency looked
the other way when it found
farmers in violation

Now, an internal agency docu-
ment also raises questions about
the low number of tracts of land
found not to be properly implemen-
ting a conservation plan

A national team of agency of-
ficials found that farmers were not
actively applying conservation
plans on one out of every 6.8 tracts
of land, while field employees had
reported a noncompliance rate of

one out of every 61.7 tracts.

The report also said there is
potential for fraud if agency
employees are declaring land to be
in compliance if a conservation
plan is actually not being applied.
Agency officials, however, ' say
they have no evidence of actual
fraud.

Richards released the study to
The Associated Press on Friday,
but in an interview defended his
agency'’s strategy in implementing
the law. Approximately 1.2 million
farmers and 135 million acres of
highly erodible land are affected

“I'm never going to wash my

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The law requires farmers with
highly erodible land to be actively
applying a conservation plan to
their land according to a schedule
approved by the agency. The plan
must be fully implemented by Dec.
31, 1994. Those who don’t comply
with the timetable risk losing their
farm subsidies and other benefits,
including crop insurance or farm
loans.

In a May 5 memo to state conser-
vationists, Richards said the agen-
cy must send a clear message to
farmers that they are expected to
carry out their conservation plans
and those who do not will be
reported to the Agricultural
Stabilization and Conservation Ser-
vice. That USDA agency is respon-
sible for deciding whether a farmer
is eligible for continued subsidies.

“Eligibility for benefits or other
personal considerations must not
enter into our technical decision-

making process or override our
professional judgment,”” Richards
said in the memo, obtained by the
AP. “We need to better identify
producers who are not actively ap-
plying their plans.”

Ken Cook, vice president for
policy at the Center for Resource
Economics, an environmental
research organization, said the
agency's study verifies his con-
cerns that field offices -are under-
reporting potential violations.

“The department is going as far
as saying there might be potential
fraud,” Cook said. ‘‘The directive
that's been sent to the field as a
result of this study really provides
some extraordinary instructions to
them — not to take personal views
into account, to be honest and to
have integrity.

“It points to the fact that there
were massive abuses of the law
last year.

King case not a sure thing

WASHINGTON (AP) The
Justice Department does not have
an open-and-shut civil rights case
against the Los Angeles police of
ficers who beat Rodney King,
despite the infamous videotape of
the incident, legal experts say

A federal grand jury has begun
its investigation to determine
whether there is sufficient
evidence to charge the officers
with violating King’s civil rights

Justice Department officials
have made clear that the King
beating investigation is not just
focusing on the four officers whose
acquittal touched off the worst
rioting this century.

The grand jury also is consider-
ing the behavior of 15 other officers
at the scene of the March 3, 1991,
beating. It could take several mon
ths before the grand jury is asked
to return indictments

But legal experts caution that
there are several obstacles to a
conviction even if the grand jury
indicts one or more officers.”

Justice Department prosecutors
note .that they have lost other
criminal civil rights prosecutions
despite police videotape evidence
of police beatings

One complicating factor is that
some police force may have been
justified against King. Although
largely overlooked in the uproar
over the acquittal of the officers,
the local Los Angeles prosecutors
conceded that point at the outset of
the state trial

Santiago, Ramos leading in early returns

MANILA, Philippines (AP)
Filipinos voted today for a suc-
cessor to President Corazon
Aquino, and early, unofficial
returns put her favorite in a tight
race with a former judge who rous-
ed enthusiasm with an anti-
orruption platform.

But only a tiny fraction of the
estimated 25 million votes cast in
the seven-candidate race had been
counted, and official results in the
biggest Philippines election were
not expected for days. Even com-
prehensive unoffi¢ial figures were
not expected before Tuesday
because of the long ballot and
cumbersome counting system

The outcome will determine the
strength of the traditional political
machines Mrs. Aquino vowed to
destroy in the 1986 ‘‘people power
revolution’ that sent the late Presi-
dent Ferdinand Marcos into exile.

Mrs. Aquino did not run for a se-
cond term and supperted former
Defense Secretary Fidel Ramos.

Unofficial, partial results from
Manila, southern Luzon and the
central Visayas islands, compiled
by ABS-CBN television, showed
Miriam Defensor Santiago
whose attacks on corruption im-
proved her standing in opinion
polls leading with 15,531 votes
Ramos was second with 12,723.

Both need strong showings in the
capital region to offset anticipated

Eleven bodies found after explosion collapses min

PLYMOUTH, Nova Scotia (AP)

Grimy rescue workers pressed
on today with their search for
miners buried 1,000 feet
underground in an explosion
Eleven miners have been found
dead and hope for the remaining 15
was all but gone

The bodies were found Sunday,
more than 30 hours after a blast
ripped through the Westray mine
about 75 miles northeast of Halifax,
hurling twisted steel from the shaft
and rattling windows a half mile
away

‘““Based on prelimary reports
from the main rescue crews, it ap-
pears these men died instantly as
the result of an explosion,”’ said
Colin Benner, a spokesman for
Curragh Resources, the mine’s
owner

“I think we've seen the first real
pains of this thing — and it's going
to go on for quite awhile yet,”’ said
Bruce Stephen, whose brother-in-
law was caught in the blast.

Officials said rescuers this morn-
ing were within about 200 yards of
where the missing men were ex-
pected be, but there were no
reports of sounds of life:

About 100 rescuers, all miners,
entered in shifts, working in groups
of five, clad in orange suits and
helmets with cumbersome oxygen
tanks strapped on their backs.

“They have an awful lot of
friends” among the missing, Bill
MacCulloch, a training officer for
Westray, said late Sunday.

The cause of the disaster has not
been determined, but suspicion fell
on methane, an explosive gas that
seeps from coal.

Donald Cameron, premier of
Nova Scotia, told reportérs that
sutside investigators would hold an
inquiry. He said it would be a ““long
time, if ever, before the mine will
operate again.”

A spokesman for a union seeking
to organize the mine’s workers said
Saturday-that the miners had com-
plained of safety problems at

do “‘Danding’’ Cojuangco, a close
ally of Marcos, have strong
political machines.

Cojuangco was third in the early
returns with 9918 votes. Sen.
Jovito Salonga had 7,333; Marcos’
widow, Imelda, had 5,396; Mitra,
3,843; and Vice President Salvador
Laurel, 1,582

The Commission on Elections
estimated the winner might take no
more than 25 percent of the vote
That would hardly be a mandate to
govern a country beset by
widespread poverty, social in-
justice and one of the world’s last
active Marxist insurgencies

More than 80 percent of the 32
million eligible voters were believ-
ed to have cast ballots. They also
chose a new Congress and more

than 17,000 other officials from
among more than 87,700
candidates.

Voting went generally smoothly

Westray, which began production
in August

Westray and industry officials
said the mine had the latest and
best safety equipment for dealing
with explosive gases.

As rescuers advanced through
the mine Sunday, they found
dangerous levels of methane and
poisonous carbon monoxide

in the Manila area and there were
only scattered reports of violence
from the countryside. But many
voters were unable to cast ballots
because they were not on registra-
tion lists, and there were reports of
ballot-box thefts and other
incidents

All seven presidential candidates
ran on similar platforms, promis-
ing close relations with the United
States, promoting democracy and
rural development and encourag-
ing foreign investment.

Only Mrs. Santiago and Mrs
Marcos generated genuine excite-
ment. But they had weak national
organizations.

Mitra, on the other hand, fared
poorly in surveys but was expected
to do better in the balloting because
he had the best organized national
machine.

Mrs. Marcos was given little
chance because most of her late

Workers were pumping fresh air
into the mine, but they did not know
if it was reaching the areas where
the miners were missing, about a
mile from the mine entrance

Relatives of the trapped men had
spent the night at a nearby fire sta-
tion, some watching anxiously
through windows toward the mine
entrance
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husband’s lieutenants abandoned
her for Cojuangco. Cojuangco fled
the country in 1986 with Marcos
who was accused of looting the na
tional treasury, and returned three
years later

A Cojuangco victory would be a
humiliating rebuke to Mrs. Aquino
his first cousin. Ramos, a cousin of
Marcos, was a key figure in the
military-civilian uprising that put
Mrs. Aquino-in office

Despite the goodwill that accom-
panied Mrs. Aquino’s rise to power
many Filipinos grew disillusioned
with her inability to institute pro
mised far-reaching social reforms
such as land redistribution

In addition to being hounded by

Marxist and Muslim insurgencies,’

Mrs. Aquino’s presidency was
rocked by seven coup attempts,
economic turmoil and natural
disasters B

Mrs. Santiago, 46, a former im
migration commissioner and
agrarian reform secretary, led
public opinion surveys with her
tough-talking stand against
corruption

“The question is why does the
force escalate and when it does,
does it cross over the line between
what is reasonable and what is not
reasonable,”” McDonald said

McDenald said he believes the
Justice Department is taking the
proper course by not rushing to br-
ing federal charges

“Some dissipation of the emo-
tions of the past week will be good
for everyone,”” he said. “‘It’s wise
to go slow. While there is some
public pressure for a quick resolu-
tion, I am not sure that is the ap
propriate way to deal with it."”

McDonald recalled the 1980 civil
rights investigation he directed in-
to the fatal beating of black motor-
cyclist Arthur McDuffie by white
Miami police. Four officers were
acquitted on state charges, and 18
people died in the subsequent
rioting. Estimates of damage total-
ed $80 million

Despite the obvious pressure to
produce results, McDonald said the

investigation took several months

“I think that my superiors in the
department who had an interest in
speedy response accepted my pro
fessional recommendations that
such haste was unwarranted,”’ he
said

A federal grand jury eventually
indicted an officer who had been a
witness in the state case and later
took him to trial. The officer was
later acquitted of the federal
charges and the case was dropped

Another obstacle in police
brutality cases is the reluctance of
jurors to convict officers of a
crime

“Jurors are reluctant, no matter
who they are, to brand a police of
ficer a eriminal and consign them
toa prison, ' U.S. Circuit Judge Jon
0. Newman told a House subcom
mittee hearing on the issue last
week

Critics of the King verdict ‘‘who
are saying how could the jury fail
to see there was excessive force
are asking themselves the wrong
question,’’ said Newman

“The -issue -for-that jury was
should we vote to brand that police
officer a criminal and send
(him) to jail,”” he said

The King grand jury is in-
vestigating whether there was a
violation of the 1870 Civil Rights
statute that makes it a crime for
public officials ‘‘under color of
law’’ to violate the civil rights of
citizens. It carries a 10-year prison
term

The Senate once came as close as one vote; last year the
bill failed in the House by only seven.

S. 55, radical legislation which prevents all employers
union or non-union — from hiring permanent
replacements during a strike.

ques Week

Bills were introduced, and most
likely will be passed, to
designate: Child Care Worthy
Wage Day, National Baseball
Day, National Substitute Teachers
Day, National Education and
Sharing Day, National Domestic
Violence Awareness Month, and
National Adult and Continuing
Education Week

From Rep. Benjamin Gilman of
New York comes a powerful state-
ment of congressional concern. In
House Resolution 422 he
“‘condemns unequivocally the con-

Turning its eyes homeward, our
industrious Congress has
designated a hospital in Nor-
thampton, Mass., the “‘Edward P.

In the same cheerful
spirit, 11 former members (and a
few former judges) will find
federal buildings, post offices and
courthouses named in their honor.

That is a fair accounting of Con-
gress at work in March, but the
record of accomplishment — or
pending accomplishment — would
not be complete without mention
of a bill to strike a medal com-
memorating the 250th anniversary
of the American Philosophical
Society

We ought also to recognize Sen.
Paul Simon of Illinois for sponsor-
ing Senate Resolution 264. It
would “‘express the sense of the
Senate that people in the United
States should plant more trees.”

From Jan. 3 through March 31,
I can report to you, the Senate
had been in session for 300 hours
and 50 minutes, the House for 162
hours and 16 minutes. Members
had filled 7,657 pages of the Con-
gressional Record. Together, the
two chambers had received 1,301
bills and resolutions. The good
news is that only 22 bills had been
enacted into law

In protest for what I consider to
be recent unfair attacks-on beef,
one of my favorite meats, I went
out and had myself a thick, juicy
T-bone the other night.

semifinal.

Xavier McDaniel scored 24
points, Gerald Wilkins 17 and John
Starks 16, overshadowing the scor-
ing efforts of the foul-plagued Ew-
ing as the Knicks outrebounded the
Bulls 52-33 in a 93-86 victory that
evened their series 2-2.

Pierce, averaging 12 points on 41
percent shooting as the Super-
Sonics lost the tirst two games of
the series at Utah, scored 31 points
on 9-for-17 shooting from the line
and 13-for-13 accuracy at the free-
throw line, beat the Jazz 104-98 at
Seattle

Michael Jordan had 29 for the
Bulls, but only nine in the second

The Bulls played the fourth quarter
half as he missed eight of 11 shots.
without coach Phil Jackson, who
was ejected after being called for
his second technical foul with 4.4
seconds left in the third period.

‘“We still have what we wanted,

While he was out, the Knicks con-
verted a four-point deficit into a
five-point lead.

The Atlanta Braves are finding
out just how difficult being defen-
ding champions can be.

Fighting
infant
mortality

WASHINGTON (AP) — The ad-
ministration today launched an
advertising campaign that says the
land of plenty is also the land of
unacceptably high infant
mortality.

President Bush and Health and
Human Services Secretary Louis
Sullivan were previewing a
30-second television commercial
that shows heaps of food in
American stores and brightly
lighted American cities — followed
by a picture of an empty incubator
in a hospital nursery.

The commercial says infant mor-
tality is a crisis in this country and
encourages women to get prenatal
care.

The campaign is part of the ad-
ministration’s ‘‘Healthy Start”
program to reduce infant mortality
in the United States. Congress has
appropriated $65 million for the
program this year, and the ad-
ministration is asking for $143
million for 1993.

Government figures say 36,500
babies in this country died last
year before their first birthday,
and the United States ranks 22nd in
the world in infant mortality.

The program is targeted at 13
cities and some Indian reserva-
tions in the Northern Plains, where
infant mortality rates are high.

“By educating the public about
infant mortality and getting more
people involved with programs like
Healthy Start, we take an impor-
tant step toward helping women
get the care and support they need
to lead healthy lives and have
healthy babies,”” Dr. James
Mason, head of the Public Health
Service, said in remarks prepared
in advance of the White House
event.

The administration plans to
come out with two more TV com-
mercials, one for pregnant women
and one for the fathers of the
children.

Howard County residents living
on welfare may find a solution to
their poverty through the Depart-
ment of Human Resources Job Op-
portunities and Basic Skills
Training.

DHS social workers Jennifer
Carnahan and Charles Stallings
work one-on-one with DHS Aids to
Families With Dependent
Children, food stamp and Medicaid
clients to gain an education that
will lead them from the welfare
rolls into rewarding positions in the
job market

“There’s no set pattern, we work
with each client individually and
assess their needs. Together we
decide what's best for the client
abd work together as a team,** Car-
nahan said

Seeking out the services offered
through the JOBS program is en-
couraged, but the program in
Howard County does not lack for
participants. Any person who is
receiving AFDC with children
older than 3, or any teen-ager with
a custodial child are required to
participate in the program, they
said

“They’re considered at great
risk, those clients under 20 with a
child any age. They're young
enough to make those important
changes right then. As they get
older, it will be harder for them to
make those changes,’’ she said

The changes available through
the JOBS program include continu-
ing education to achieve a General
Education Diploma (GED), voca-
tional training which generally re-
quires a year of study, or a two-
year associates degree. These pro-
grams are offered in conjunction
with Howard College.

Carnahan said the job market in

Howard County is qualifying
available applicants by requiring
GEDs. Her average client is a
single mother of two with an eighth
grade education. So the first step is
obtaining the GED

But accomplishing any of the
goals the client determines she has
acquires an additional set of pro-
blems, such as transporation to
classes and child care. JOBS helps
solve those problems, they said.

never worked and they're afraid to
try. It’s scary to go on their own,*

A two-week workshop, Survival
Skills for Women, recently con
cluded with 11 graduates. The
course used 10 booklets to teach liv-
ing skills such as money manage

ment, coping with crises, health,
and legal rights and
responsibilities

By working with limited
available resources in Howard
County, the social workers are able
to smooth the path for a person to
obtain a GED and continue train
ing. The ultimate goal for this
federally-mandated program is to
reduce the number of families on
welfare, Stalling said

Roofer ‘raises hell for lawyers’

DALLAS (AP) In December
1990, Alfred Adask angrily banged
out an open and doggedly ominous
letter to the State Bar of Texas

“I am your enemy,’’ he said. *‘I
will hurt every member and
their families just as you have hurt
me and mine. | realize | may not
get that opportunity, but God help
you if [ do.”

Since then, he has struggled
night and day to carry out that
threat

Adask, 47, is the founder,
publisher and editor of An-
tiShyster, a gleefully venomous
and spasmodically monthly
magazine ‘‘dedicated to raising
hell for lawyers."”

There's scant evidence the legal
community is concerned, although

the publication has not gone
unnoticed

“It's not something we pass
around to dignify,”’ says Marcy

Goodfleisch, a spokeswoman for
the State Bar. ‘'It hasn’t generated
a great deal of attention, negative
or otherwise.”

Adask is hardly deterred

“Call me a wide-eyed optimist

but I suspect there's a 50-50
chance that a social climate may
emerge similar to the McCarthy
era of the 1950s, except we won't
hunt communists. We’ll hunt at-
torneys,’’ he said

A volatile, name-calling, scatter-
shooting harangue, AntiShyster is
more than an outlet for Al Adask’s
fury and despair over lawyers,
judges, politicians and the legal
system. It is his essence.

“I like writing,”’ said Adask, a
roofer by trade. ‘**And this is the job
I was meant to do. It is the silver
lining in this whole thing. I'm now
the man I was meant to be.”

Adask’s wrath, and his desktop
publishing venture, stem from a
bitter and painful 1983 divorce
case.

“It ripped out the middle of my
life, destroyed my relationship to
my children and ruined a small
business simply because I was the
only litigant capable of paying both
attorney fees,’’ Adask says.

“The lives of hundreds of
thousands of other parents and
children are being systematically
crippled by a legal system whose
principle purposes are to en-
courage litigation and enrich
attorneys.”

With malice aforethought Adask
writes with a song on his lips,
revenge in his heart and mayhem
on his mind.

“l want you to hurt,” he told
lawyers in his December 1990
debut. ““1 want you to ache. I want
you to suffer, just as I have, as my

children have, as hundreds of
thousands of your victims have

“I, too, believe in punitive
damages.”

The 24-page publication offers
annual subscriptions for $25,
although not always in consecutive
months. Adask skipped a recent
issue because he was busy organiz-
ing demonstrations at the
American Bar Association conven-
tion in Dallas

An earlier issue was scuttled
because of ‘‘time, money, reality,
personal inefficiency, a format
change and a contractual dispute

malpractice judgment

Adask has offered ‘‘helpful
hints’’ on impeaching judges, cir-
cumventing fat legal fees and ob-
taining preventive therapy for
“‘post-litigation stress syndrome.’’

Last year, AntiShyster dangled a
$10,000 bet in front of Texas
lawyers, challenging them to pro-
duce five attorneys who can suc-
cessfully argue pubilicly that they
are honorable human beings and
proud to be members of the State
Bar

Adask repeated the wager in the
March edition, addressing the offer

AntiShyster is anything but sub-
tle, spitting out data Adask says he
has assembled the last eight years

It is outrageous: ‘‘Each attorney
does five times more harm to this
nation’s people, economy and
future welfare than the average
drug addict.”

It is incisive: “‘Injustice doesn’t
happen by accident. That's where
the money is. ... Once you unders-
tand there's no profit in a just
court, you'll understand the driv-
ing force behind the injustice of our
legal system.”

It is provocative: ‘I suspect
our judicial system wreaks more
psychological carnage on
American lives than was ever
caused by any foreign war.”’

It is unassuming: “‘I don’t pre-
tend AntiShyster is world-class
writing — it will often sound more
like a howl in the dark than conven-
tional journalism.”

AntiShyster has howled endless-
ly at a legal and judicial system it
describes as the ‘‘biggest extortion
racket in the Western World.”

It has chronicled accounts of pur-
ported abuse in everything from
minor divorce cases to
multimillion dollar bank scams,
bankruptcy rulings and estate
ripoffs.

A recent issue chuckled over a
Houston divorce lawyer who sued a
client for $20,000, but got ham-
mered by a jury’s $18 million

to bar officers by name

He said he would produce five op-
ponents as a counterpoint

“I've never heard a peep from
them,’’ Adask smiled. ‘“They might
find somebody dumb enough to try
it, but they’re not going to win it."”

Harriet Miers of Dallas,
president-elect of the State Bar,
said she and her 55,000 members
‘“‘can spend our time more produc-
tively fulfilling our
responsibilities.”’

Ms. Miers said she scanned a
copy of AntiShyster and determin-
ed it was ‘‘not something I wanted
to spend my time reading.”’

Before launching his magazine,
Adask ran for the Legislature as a
Republican, vowing to ‘“‘reduce the
power, privileges and immunities’’
of Texas lawyers.

“T got my butt kicked,”” he says.

Undaunted, he announced in
March he would seek the Liber-
tarian Party nomination for the
Texas Supreme Court, whose
justices must be licensed lawyers.
“My non-lawyer candidacy is bas-
ed on a personal interpretation of
some Reconstruction era laws,”” he
explained.

Adask is philosophical about his
chances.

“If I lose, if this blows up in my
face, I'm still getting my shot in
life,” he says. “A lot of people
don’t. If it doesn’t work out, that’s
all right.

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Babies die in carriers
when left unattended

ATLANTA (AP) Health of-
ficials say at least 26 babies nation-
wide have died in infant carriers
since 1986 because they were left
unattended

“When you have a child restrain-
ed in an infant carrier or seat, the
child may appear to be in a safe en-
vironment. But infants should
never be left unattended, even
when it appears they're safely
strapped in,”” said Susan Good of
the federal Centers for Disease
Control

The CDC, which issued a recent
report, said the deaths happened
most frequently when infants
became entangled in restraining
straps. Other babies smothered
when their carriers toppled 6ver on
beds, unnoticed.

“It's not a baby sitter,”” said
Maura Davis, spokeswoman for
the Juvenile Products Manufac-

turers Association. ‘‘Parents have
to be supervising when it’s used.”

In one case, a 4-month-old hang
ed on a carrier shoulder strap after
a dining roem chair on which it had
been placed overturned

In other cases, five babies suf-
focated after infant carriers that
were placed on beds toppled over,
pinning the children face-down on
spreads or pillows

In each case, the children had
been left unattended

The CDC report covered only in-
fant carriers and car seats being
used as carriers away from
vehicles. It covers neither bike
seats nor papoose packs

The 26 deaths were reported to
the U.S. Consumer Products Safety
Commission between January 1986
and October 1991. Others have
almost certainly gone unreported,
Ms. Good said.
