SWEETWATER — Howard County
figures prominently in next year’s
plans for the Texas Department of
Transportation’s Abilene District.

The Abilene District is comprised of
13 counties including Howard, Borden
and Mitchell at the far western edge of
the district.

Crooker offered for future considera-
tion an engineering study of a way to
link U.S. 87 north of Big Spring to its
exit south of the city, bringing the
highway one step closer to interstate
specifications. This could be important
if a decision is made to extend In-
terstate Highway 27 south from Lub-
bock, said Bill Jackson, design
manager for the Abilene District.

Migrant workers find it
difficult to better life

WASHINGTON — Very few migrant farm
workers are able to lift themselves out of
poverty and the wretched working condi
tions that exist across the United States,
farm labor officials say

The migrant workers won’t be able to im
prove their lives until they obtain the right to
form unions, said Carlos Marentes, director
of the Union of Border Farmworkers, based
in El Paso

“The situation in which the agricultural
workers find themselves is an embarrass
ment and moral disgrace to this country,”
Marentes said Monday

“Without the right to collective bargain-
ing, agricultural workers will continue living
in poverty and will continue suffering
injustices.”’

Marentes testified during a briefing
organized by the Helsinki Commission,
which monitors compliance of the so-called
Helsinki Accords in all 48 member countries
of the Conference on Security and Coopera
tion in Europe.

The Helsinki Commission is focusing on
migrant farm workers’ problems in the
United States before extending its scope to
Europe and other regions. Monday’s brief-
ing was one of four the commission will hold
before compiling a report on U.S. conditions

Commission staffers in the last six months

journeyed to Florida Texas and California
to observe working and living conditions for
the migrant farm workers, most of whom
are originally from Mexico and Central
America.

Panelists chronicled grim statistics

“Very few farm worker families are able
to emerge from poverty,’’ said Ed Kissam, a
farm labor policy consultant

Nationwide, seasonal agricultural ser
vices workers earned on average $6,500 a
year for 141 days of farm work, according to
the National Agricultural Worker Survey. In
the Texas-New Mexico area, that average
dropped to $5,300 last year, Marentes said

“In the chile fields of New Mexico, as in
many places, they pay by piece rate ... and
this pay has not changed for the past 10
years,”” he said.

Another problem, Kissam said, is that
migrant workers are chronically
underemployed. In South Texas, farm
workers average only 6.6 months of farm
work a year, he said, and have difficulty fin
ding other jobs in the off-season.

Workers are often crowded 15 or more to a
two-room shack, and sent unprotected to
fields freshly sprayed with pesticides
without access to drinking water or portable
toilets, Marente$ and Kissam said. Children
also are forced to work as adults, and the

BSSH in no danger
of being closed by
a state task force

The Big Spring State Hospital is
in no danger of being closed, accor
ding to Robert Von Rosenburg,
superintendent of the institution

Monday, Roberto Soto of the
governor’s task force researching
state institutions, inspected all of
the Big Spring hospital’s facilities,
including the community outpa
tient center in the downtown area,
Von Rosenburg said.

Von Rosenburg said Soto was im-
pressed with the improvements
BSSH has made since his last visit
in 1981. The 23-county, community
program with 15 outreach offices in
various cities, has grown con-
siderably in that time, according to
officials at the center.

“As far as I know, it went real
well,”” Von Rosenburg said of the
inspection. “Mr. Soto did make a
comment that the committee
would not be looking at closure.”

After being ‘‘educated” on the
BSSH system, which treats 1,800
people a year in its 56-county catch-
ment area, Soto will discuss his fin-
dings with other members of the
task force, Von Rosenburg said.

The task force will then decide
what changes are to be made in the
state hospital system.

This is the second phase of a
three phase plan, Von Rosenburg
said. In the first phase, the task
force inspected the state schools
and recommended closing schools
in Fort Worth and Travis County.

In the third phase, the task force
will examine state mental health
facilities serving a specific city,
such as those in El Paso and
Laredo.

Although BSSH is not a candidate
for closure, the scope of changes in
the state hospital system will not
be known until the task force’s fin-
dings are released. The task force
can make recommendations, not
only on closure or consolidation of
state institutions, but can make
recommendations to strengthen
areas of the system as well, he
said.

Courthouse receptionist Pat
Gray said she was sitting at her
desk near the entrance when she
saw the deputy confront Ms. Smith
and her family.

“‘He asked them, ‘What are you
going to do?””’ Ms. Gray told the
Enterprise. ‘““‘She wouldn’t talk,
then her mother said, ‘Tell (him)
what you're going to do.” He grabb-
ed her hand, and the next thing I
know she’s on the ground.

“Seemed like he would never
stop shooting. After that first shot
(to the head) forced her to the
ground, he kept shooting. He just
stood over her and kept shooting,”
Ms. Gray said. ‘‘Even after that, he
wasn’t panicked or nervous at all.

Problems surfacing
at community homes

AUSTIN Possible life
threatening problems have been
found in community homes where
mentally retarded people have
been transferred as part of a court
ordered deal, a newspaper reports

According to a secret court
report and unidentified sources,
problems ranging from the misap
plication of medication to improper
medical care have been reported to
a federal court in Dallas, the
Austin American Statesman said
today

The secret report is the first of
ficial evaluation of whether Texas
is complying with the 1991 settle
ment agreement to end an,18-year

old lawsuit against the state’s
residential system for the
retarded

We found some serious pro

blems. We found some problems
that could potentially be life
threatening,”’ Linda O’Neall, the
court-appointed monitor in the
case, who wrote the emergency
report

Ms. O'Neall made an urgent trip
to Dallas in late June to present her
findings to U.S. District Judge
Barefoot Sanders

In addition to faulting the state
for problems in community homes,

Ms. O’Neall said the Texas Depart-
ment of Mental Health and Mental
Retardation has hampered her in-
vestigation by failing to provide
key documents.

The 1991 settlement agreement
requires MHMR to give Ms.
O’Neall certain documents about
residents who will move out of
Travis State School in Austin and
Fort Worth State School.

The schools are to close by 1993 to
comply with a pact between
residents and the state to settle the
18-year-old suit. Residents in those
two schools will be either relocated
to the remaining 11 state schools or
sent to live in smaller, community
homes

Ms. O’Neall said her staff could
review only 14 residents in com-
munity homes because the state
has withheld information on most
of the people moving out of state
institutions

“We only had records on about
50,"" she said, so her staff chose a
sample of community homes used
by Fort Worth, Corpus Christi, San
Antonio and Mexia state schools

‘““My frustration is we are
wasting (public) resources trying
to straighten out just a gnarl of pro-
blems with these records,” she
said. ‘“We went out without all the
records for our reviews.”

“The reason they have AIDS is
their lifestyle, the majority of them
being drug IV (intravenous) users
or having engaged in male-to-male
intercourse,’”’ Labatt said. ‘“The on-
ly people they should be upset at
are themselves, not (Dr. Fernan-
do) Guerra or the funding
commission.”

in Florida.

Meticulous details of the ocean
movement of nearly 600 kilograms
(1,321 pounds) of cocaine were two
years in planning, the Italian-born
witness testified Monday to a
visiting session of the criminal

court of Palermo, Sicily.

After a 1989 plea bargain, Cuf-
faro is a star prosecution witness in
the trial that began in Palermo last
May and is meeting here under ex-
treme security precautions.

Two Colombians who arranged
delivery of the cocaine from the
Medellin cartel to the Mediterra-
nean were promised they would be
paid first, “but it just didn’t work
out that way,” said the bearded,

42-year-old Cuffaro.

Cuffaro said he had expected to
carry $1 million to a Colombian
identified as Valdo Aponte, ‘“‘but
the promise was never kept and
there were all kinds of excuses that
I had to relay to Aponte in New
York.”

About $8 million of the ship-
ment’s $50 million street value
reached Milan, Italy, before
payments to the Colombians, who

Sarajevo relief flights halted again

they were again suspended within
hours after the airport was pound-
ed by mortar fire

Only six of the planned 14 flights
got into Sarajevo this morning
before renewed shelling prompted
the U.N. commander to call a halt
to the airlift of food and medicine,
said Ron Redmond of the U.N.
High Commissioner for Refugees
in Geneva.

It was not immediately known
what time the flights were
suspended.

The United Nations had stopped
the flights Monday because of
shelling but resumed the airlift to-
day because the shooting had end-
ed by dawn, the UNHCR's chief
spokeswoman, Sylvana Foa, said
earlier in Geneva.

California’s air cleaner
but not up to snuff yet

SACRAMENTO, Calif. —
Southern California’s air has got-
ten cleaner in the past decade
thanks to strict anti-pollution laws,
but it still isn’t up to health stan-
dards, a state board said.

“While we have a ways to go
before we meet health standards in
Southern California, this ... shows
we are on the right track toward
(cleaning up) the nation’s biggest
urban smog problem,” said James
Boyd, excecutive director of the

state Air Resources Board.

The air quality has improved
largely because California has
adopted the world’s toughest pollu-
tion standards for cars and fuels,
and because local emission con-
trols for industry are the nation’s
strictest, he said Monday.

The average worst readings for
ozone, a major component of smog,
dropped from 0.33 parts per million
in 1981 to 0.25 parts per million in
1991, the board said. The state
health standard is 0.09 parts per
million.

Bosnian Serbs, who want to re-
tain links with Serb-dominated
Yugoslavia, have overrun about
two-thirds of Bosnia-Herzegovina'’s
territory since Croats and Muslims
voted in February to secede.

Former policeman
kills self and two
others during trial

CHICAGO — A former police of-
ficer on trial for bank robbery slip-
ped free of handcuffs in a cour-
thouse garage, grabbed a gun from
a guard and killed two other guards
before fatally shooting himself,
authorities said.

Jeffrey Erickson, who had been
dubbed the ‘‘bearded bandit,”” was
being taken frem the courthouse
Monday after the sixth day of his
trial. His wife and sometime ac-
complice, Jill, had fatally shot
herself in December during a high-
speed chase after his arrest.

Prosecutors said the couple used
more than $180,000 stolen from
eight banks over a 21,-year period
to open a bookstore and buy a
home.

Erickson, 34, somehow got out of
handcuffs as he was being led
through the basement of the
Dirksen Federal Building back to
the Metropolitan Correctional
Center with eight other prisoners,
said FBI special agent Ross Rice.
He wrestled a revolver away from
a deputy U.S. marshal, then shot
and killed another deputy ‘marshal,
Rice said.

A building security guard shot
Erickson in the back as he fled.
Erickson shot and killed the guard,
then raced halfway up a ramp
before he put the gun to his chin
and killed himself, said Chicago
chief of detectives John Stibich.

Harry Belluomini, 58, and Roy
Frakes, 30, both of Chicago, were
dead on arrival at Northwestern
Memorial Hospital, spokeswoman
Shirley Jackson said. Frakes was
the deputy marshal, Belluomini
was the guard.

Prosecutors said Erickson had
earned the ‘‘bearded bandit”’
nickname by wearing a false beard
during robberies. He also donned
layered clothing to disguise his
weight, wore gloves to avoid leav-
ing fingerprints and carried a
police scanner, prosecutors said.

He was on his way to rob a bank
when he was arrested last
December, authorities said.

Erickson was on trial for robbing
eight banks, most in the suburbs.
He also faced state charges in the
wounding of a suburban Palatine
police officer who tried to stop him
for a traffic violation in November
1991.

State officials are in West Texas today to ease the fears
regarding state regulation of underground water.

The meetings in Sterling City, Garden City and Stanton
stemmed from concern generated after the Texas Water
Commission declared the Edwards Aquifer, which sup-
plies water in six Hill Country counties, an underground
river.

By so doing, the state placed the aquifer under govern-
mental control.

Area officials have already expressed their concerns
regarding the ruling, and state officials say the Edwards
decision was a unique situation and should not effect any
other part of the state — or aquifer.

The Edwards decision was made necessary in part
because of the inability of the city of San Antonio and
other users of Edwards water to agree on pumping limits.
Given the opportunity, San Antonio would have pumped
the Edwards dry.

We find it interesting that government agencies in a six-
county region were unable to do what a number of states
have done over the years with the Ogalalla Aquifer —
share, manage and agree to use the water supply as
judiciously as possible.

Still, we hate to see state control entering into still one
more area of our lives. And despite the best assurances of
members of the commission, once a ruling is made, there
is always the possibility that it will have some degree of
influence on your life.

Despite our concerns, we are pleased that water com-
missioners Peggy Garner and John Hall are in our part of
the state to address our concerns. Certainly, the fact that
Commissioner Garner was County Judge Garner of Upton
County helps her understand the fears of West Texans
when it comes to governmentadl control of their water.

Success rules similar to God’s rules

It was 1964 and a store was
opening in Harrison, Ark. David
Glass, manager of Crank Drugs in
Springfield, Mo., came to check
out the new store, because word
was out that the owner had some
interesting ideas.

Glass must have thought
“interesting’’ when he found a
grand opening complete with
stacks of watermelons on the
sidewalk and donkey rides on the
parking lot. Here is his assess-
ment of the situation:

“It was 115 degrees, and the
watermelons began to pop, and
the donkeys began to do what
donkeys do, and it all mixed
together and ran all over the
parking lot. And when you went
inside the store, the mess just
continued, having been tracked in
all over the floor. He (the owner)
was a nice fellow, but I wrote him
off. It was just terrible.”

That nice fellow, of course, was
Sam Walton, founder of Wal-Mart,
and Glass, later a Wal-Mart ex-
ecutive, was not the last to write
Sam Walton off.

Nevertheless, by 1985, Forbes
magazine decided Walton was the
“richest man in America.”” And
on March 17 of this year President
Bush awarded him the Presiden-
tial Medal of Freedom.

Walton died several weeks later
and, thereafter, I heard ‘““Sam’s
Rules for Building a Business.”’ |
was struck by the fact that his
success rules are amazingly
similar to the way God runs His
Kingdom.

Here are the rules:

1. “COMMIT to your business.
Believe in it more than anybody
else.”” Walton used the word ‘‘pas-
sion”’ three times in explaining
this rule, and I was reminded of
the term ‘‘passion play,”” referr-
ing to plays about the crucifixion
of Jesus. God was so committed
to building His Kingdom that He
allowed His Son, whom He valued
above all else, to die a horrible
death.

2. “SHARE your profits.” Of
course, Walton’s profits were only
money. But in God’s Kingdom,
some of the profits are
righteousness, peace and joy,
‘“goods’’ that are not available
from any other source in the
universe, but are abundantly
available in God’s economy.

3. “MOTIVATE your partners
... Don’t become too predic-
table.”” The Lord is forever doing
a new thing. His problem is that
He’s too gracious to drag us
along, and church people are
some of the world’s worst for
wanting to stay in their ruts. I
heard a speaker say recently that
the 1990s church is trying to relate
to people today through 1950s
methods. It’s not working; we
need to do a new thing, along with
our leader.

4. “COMMUNICATE everything
you possibly can . . . Information
is power.”” The most incredible
book in the world is the Bible. It
explains where man came from
and where we’re going. It
demonstrates how we should live.
Everything we need to know
about life and the universe is con-
tained in that one book. It’s one
reason I'm so firmly entrenched
in my faith — no other book, no
other religion answers my
questions.

5. “APPRECIATE everything
your associates (employees) do
for the business.”” One of the most
wonderful feelings in the world
comes from doing good for so-
meone else. To me, there’s no bet-
ter way the Lord could speak His
appreciation than to pour out
those feelings of fulfillment and
accomplishment and good will
when we obey Him by serving
each other.

6. “CELEBRATE your suc-
cess.” Some of the best-loved
holidays in the Western world
have grown out of Christians
celebrating their successes: the
birth of Jesus (Christmas), Jesus’
victory over death (Easter), the
Pilgrims’ gratitude to God for a
bountiful harvest (Thanksgiving.)

7. “LISTEN to everyone in your
company.”’ People need to be
listened to; it's one way they
know they’re valued. Knowing
that the Creator of the world is
waiting to listen to me is one
reason I don’t have to fall apart in
hard times. I know God can han-
dle any situation; all I have to do

is tell Him about it.

8. “EXCEED your customers’
expectations.”’ The richness of
God’s Kingdom does exceed every
expectation of man. We literally
cannot imagine the wealth of His
love and power and goodness that
are available to us. To quote the
verse Bill Clinton butchered,
‘““‘Eye hath not seen, nor ear
heard, neither have entered into
the heart of man, the things which
God hath prepared for them that
love him.”

9. “CONTROL your expenses.”’
God is an expert in this area; He
never wastes anything. He never
speaks an idle word and never
allows any experience to be
wasted in our lives, but takes
each one and works it together for
good if we are loving and obeying
Him.

10. “SWIM upstream.”’ God
always calls His people not to
take the easy way, not to enter
through the wide gate and follow
the crowd on the broad path.
There’s a better way to go. Fewer
people take the narrow gate, but
it is the way that leads to life.

Sam Walton doesn’t suggest
that he took his rules from the Bi-
ble. Rather, he was forever
visiting stores, taking notes or
tape recording his observations. I
suspect he accidentally stumbled
upon the keys to success through
diligence and hard work. The fact
that his keys to success match
God’s own keys is, however, no
accident.

They were joined on the
beach sidewalk by Magic Johnson
and John Stockton, still recovering
from his broken right leg. °

“All the guys have different
levels of balancing vacation and
playing,” Johnson said. ‘“Michael
plays 36 holes or 18 holes of golf and
it doesn’t affect his game. I
couldn’t do that and still play.

“Whatever it takes for you to get
ready, that’s what you do. But we
all need to understand that.it’s not
just a vacation, it's work. It's
business.”

Johnson said he got angry with
some of his U.S. teammates during
the squad’s first week of workouts
in California.

If that were the
case this year, there’s no way I
would do it. But coach Daly
assured me it wouldn’t be that way.
This year has been a lot more
relaxing. The players are more
mature and everyone's more
comfortable.

‘“We’re serious about what we're
here for, but we want to have fun.
This is our offseason, but the oppor-

tunity to represent our country is
very exciting.”’

Charles Barkley, meanwhile, has
his own unique cutlook of Monte
Carlo.

I0C president starts ceremony with a bang

BARCELONA, Spain (AP) —
I0OC president Juan Antonio
Samaranch has fired back at his
critics, accusing them of trying to
destroy the Olympic movement out
of “‘envy and hyprocrisy.”

Samaranch used a high-profile
public forum — Monday’s opening
ceremony of the International
Olympic Committee’s 99th session
— to respond to recent attacks
against himself and other Olympic
leaders.

“In recent times the Olympic
movement has been on the receiv-
ing end of many criticisms and at-
tacks,”” Samaranch said. ‘“We
must and indeed do take a respect-
ful view of the wide variety cf opi-
nions which are expressed concer-
ning us.

Families are taking a new role in
the treatment of loved ones with
mental illness, local professionals
said.

Kathy Salazar, director of social
services at the Big Spring State
Hospital, attended a three-day con-
ference in Austin over the
weekend. It was focused on en-
couraging more family involve-
ment in the treatment of mental
illnesses.

She said the ideas presented
there were refreshing and much
needed.

‘“This was an opportunity for the

families of people with mental
illness.

““We looked at ways they could be
more effective in helping in the
treatment of their loved ones,”’ she
said. “‘And not necessarily only the
treatment of the person, but the
family themselves.

Families need ways to help
themselves, Salazar said, such as
support groups with other family
members in similar situations. But
mental health staffers also need to
be reminded to include the family,
she said.

Doug Hodel, director of public
relations for the hospital, said the
party is designed as a kind of reu-
nion for transplant recipients and
their doctors and nurses.

““They really do develop a special
bond,” he said. Although the pro-
cedure hasn’t changed much since
it began, Hodel said medications
have improved so that patients,
‘‘say their whole life is renewed.

“They’re off dialysis and they
say they get to do things they
couldn’t do before,”” he said.

But donors are still difficult to
find.

‘“We desperately need people to
donate their organs,’”’ Hodel said.

The hospital first performed a
kidney transplant in July 1990.
Since then, more than 40 have been
performed on patients ranging in
age from 11-68 from West Texas,
the South Plains and Eastern New
Mexico.

Marriage statistics

Remember that popular '60s tune
where the female singer brags,
““Goin’ to the chapel and I'm gonna
get married?”’

If not, don’t worry. It seems
fewer Americans — including
Hispanics — are humming that
tune or any other wedding song
these days.

‘“People seem to be waiting
longer to marry,” said Arlene
Saluter, who prepared the U.S.
Census Bureau’s annual report on
marriage and living standards.

Census Bureau statistics releas-
ed today show that Hispanics are
not too different from other
Americans when it comes to
marriage.

In 1991:

—-About 61 percent of Hispanics
were currently married, a sharp
dip from 72 percent in 1970. Those
were the same percentages for all
Americans.

--Slightly more than 27 percent of
Hispanics had never been married,
which was up from 19 percent two
decades ago. For all Americans, 23
percent had never been married in
1991 compared to 16 percent in 1970.

—-About 7 percent of Hispanics
were divorced, nearly double from
1970. Nationwide, 8.6 percent were
divorced, which is up from 3 per-
cent in 1970.

The growing similarity between
Hispanics and all Americans when
it comes to marriage shows that

show change of heart

Hispanics are becoming more
rooted in American culture, said
Sonia Perez, of the Natior:al Coun-
cil of La Raza.

More Hispanics have lived in
America longer, have gone through
the American school system and
have worked in American jobs, she
said.

The Hispanic culture still
distinguishes itself in some mar-
riage statistics, however.
Hispanics, who are deeply rooted
in Roman Catholicism, are below
the rest of America in its divorce
rate.

Another cultural distinction: 6
percent of Hispanic children live in
the same home as their grand-
parents. Hispanics traditionally
have large, multi-generational
families living under the same
roof, Perez said.

‘“There’s more of a sense you
have a responsibility to other fami-
ly members,’’ she said.

The leveling off of the marriage
rate for Hispanics and all
Americans is due in large part to
the baby-boom generation.

Many baby boomers were of the
marrying age in the 1970s, which is
why the percentage of currently
married adults was so high then,
said Richard Stephens, sociology
professor at The George
Washington University.

Social factors do have some ef-
fect on marriage statistics, but
‘“the tendency is to overstate the
power of these factors,”’” Stephens
said.

“Families need to get involved, but
staff needs to seek their input as
well.

Meanwhile, at the local hospital,
a number of family oriented pro-
grams are developing and
growing.

““We have a policy that families
are a very integral part of our
treatment,”’ said hosital chaplain
George Perrine. ‘‘Some of our pa
tients only stay with us for a very
short time and they go back to the
family.”

The chapel houses several family
programs, including a central
meeting place for family members
and patients. It includes a place for
children to play and information

about mental illnesses for visiting
family members.

“We're in the process of develop-
ing an overnight family center,”
Perrine said. ‘‘Some of our
families travel from as far as El
Paso and other cities, so having a
place to stay would be a great
benefit."”

Family workshops continue each
month, offering such topics as
medications and behavior
modification. A family day is plan-
ned this fall with a large picnic,
educational programs and
meetings with staff members.

“We try to do a lot of things
because the family is a very high
priority for us,” Perrine said. “We
need that strong family support.”

Confronting India’s AIDS spread

BOMBAY, India Ramesh
Patel is dying slowly of AIDS in a

government hospital, but he
doesn’t know it. Doctors say he's
uneducated and will never

understand

‘“We don’t talk about AIDS to il-
literate patients,” said Dr. Shashi
Kala of the Gokuldas Tejpal
Hospital in Bombay. ‘‘Besides, his
immunity is almost zero — it would
kill him to know."

So, Patel, 48 and severely ill with
a host of diseases, spends most of
his time staring at the ceiling, try-
ing to figure out just what is wrong
with him.

“Doctors have told me I have
tiny germs in my blood which will
weaken me and make me dizzy,”
said Patel, a rickshaw puller who
contracted AIDS from a prostitute

in Bombay's seedy red-light
district. “‘I'm sure I'll be all right
This week in Amsterdam, 12,000
delegates will attend the eighth In
ternational Conference on AIDS
For the first time, the conference,
billed as the world's largest on the
disease, will stress the social
aspects of global anti-AIDS pro-

grams — a major obstacle in com-
bating AIDS in developing
countries

“AIDS will continue to spread, no
matter what we do,”” said Dr. Jai
Narain, a World Health Organiza
tion official connected with India’s
AIDS program

WHO and Harvard University
researchers fear that India
where an estimated 400,000 to ‘1
million people are infected with
HIV — and other Asian countries
will be the world’s worst affected

area by the turn of the century, out-
pacing sub-Saharan Africa

As in Africa, heterosexual
transmission 1s India’s greatest
problem, compounded by the
widespread belief that males
aren’t macho if they use condoms.

Manjit Singh, a truck driver
from the northern Punjab state,
said he's never worn a condom in
his life

“I’ve never worn socks or a tie so
why should I wear a condom?’’ he

Forty-two years ago on July 17,
1950, the first patient was admitted
to the medical center. Former U.S.
Marine James A. Waters was ad-
mitted at 8:20 a.m. A total of 14 pa-
tients were admitted that first day.
Since then there have been approx-
imately 142, 442 admissions to the
medical center.

Approval for Big spring to be the
site of the new VA Hospital was
received July 9, 1945. Thirty one
acres on the corner of FM 700 and
Texas Hi ay 87 was selected as
the site of the new hospital.

The Robert E. Kee Construction
Company was awarded the con-
tract on January 8, 1948 and ground
was broken February 1, 1948. The
hospital was designed and con-

structed under the supervision of
the Corps of Engineers for the
Veterans Administration. Con-
struction of the six story facility
started on February 2, 1948; and
was completed on June 3, 1950.
The official dedication date was
Sunday, September 10, 1950. The
hospital was erected at a cost in ex-
cess of $6 million, and was equip-
ped with the most modern facilities
of the time. Fifteen doctors headed
up the professional staff and they
were supported by 57 nurses. Addi-
tional clinical staff numbered
about 108. The administrative staff
consisted of approximately 125

members.

To broaden the scope of the VA
mission, during his first year in of-
fice, former VA Administrator,
Max Clelland designated all VA
Hospitals to be called VA Medical
Centers.

We
presently have a staff of approx-
imately 410 employees with an an-
nual budget of about $21 million.
According to Steve Jones, Chief,
Engineering Service the cost to
erect the medical center today
would be in excess of $70 million.

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Coping with phobias: common psychiatric disorder

Leah was so terrified of daddy
longlegs that she couldn’'t walk
across a lawn or enter her vacant
apartment without panicking. One
night she got so scared that she
checked herself into a mental
hospital

With Clara, it was cockroaches.
She kept no food in her kitchen and
wouldn’t let neighbors visit
because she feared they would br-
ing in roaches

Gloria sold her house to get away
from silverfish.

Before Ellen could carry her
bridal bouquet down the aisle, she
had to undergo therapy to over-
come her fear of bees.

All four women were victims of
either entomophobia, the fear of in
sects, or arachnophobia, the fear of
spiders

An estimated 11.6 million
Americans suffer from phobias,

the nation’s No. 1 psychiatric
disorder. Except for social phobias
such as fear of crowds, with which
men and women are equally af-
flicted, women are twice as liable
as men to have a phobia, says
Jerilyn Ross, a psychologist in
Washington, D.C., who is president
of the Anxiety Disorders Associa-
tion of America.

Insect phobias are often instilled
by parents, but not manifested un
til adulthood, Ross says. Ellen’s
mother, who was terrified of bees,
shrieked, “Don’t move!” when a
few bees buzzed around her
10-year-old daughter. Ellen, who
wasn’t even stung, didn’t become
aware of her phobia until she was
about to marry.

Most people don’t waste much af-
fection on the creepy-crawly world,
but usually it’s only a healthy
dislike, not an incapacitating
phobia

Health of collagen use

Smooth skin may be just a shot of
collagen away or, like silicone
breast implants, the treatment
could exact a hideous price

In the decade since the Food and
Drug Administration approved col
lagen for cosmetic use, figures
from the Collagen Corp. in Palo
Alto, Calif., indicate some 550,000
people in the United States have
been injected with it to eliminate
facial scars and wrinkles or make
specific features such as lips more
prominent. The corporation is the
sole U.S. manufacturer of collagen

Increasingly disturbing reports
about collagen have come to light,
however. Patients have related
problems ranging from temporary
allergic reactions to disease and
permanent disfigurement. Many
experts are now persuaded the in
jections could pose a serious health
risk

Dr. Sheri J. Lagin, section chief
of dermatology at the Hospital for
Joint Diseases in New York City,
was a strong proponent of collagen
as recently as last December. But
by March she said she was no
longer using it in her practice
because there was ‘‘too much con
troversy and too many uncertain

ties about its safety.”

The Collagen Corp. received
FDA approval to market collagen
for treatment of scars and wrinkles
in 1981

Linda Ramey, of Houston, filed
suit against the company in 1989.
She was the secretary and girl
friend of Houston plastic surgeon
Dr. Jean Cukier, who injected her
forehead and smile wrinkles with
collagen in 1983

Ramey developed an alarming
group of symptoms and allergies
She was diagnosed as having a rare
and possibly life-threatening
autoimmune disease of the connec-
tive tissues, polymyositis
dermatomyositis (RM-DM)
Cukier said the collagen acted as a
trigger to her immune system

When Ramey sued the Collagen
Corp., Cukier gained access to the
company's records and discovered
some 5,500 files of adverse reac-
tions, only 55 of which had been
reported to the FDA

The company said most of the
cases were minor, such as tem-
porary allergic reactions, that did
not need to be reported. An ongoing
congressional subcommittee head-
ed by Rep. John Dingell, D-Mich.,
has found that allegations of under
reported adverse reactions persist

the Yale University School of
Forestry and Environmental
Studies, cites a Connecticut study
that found that people are over-
whelmingly filled ‘“‘with strong
feelings of anxiety, antipathy and
avoidance’ toward the ‘‘spineless
kingdom,” especially arthropods,
which include beetles, wasps, scor-
pions and ticks.

When strong feelings become
phobias — involuntary, irrational
fears so extreme that they in-
terfere with daily living —
specialists like Ross get into the
act.

“With a phobia,” says Ross, ‘it
always comes down to the issue of
control. People’s greatest fear is a
panic attack, losing control. It’s

questioned

Clinical research has shown that
collagen can produce an autoim-
mune response, although not
necessarily a dangerous one.

“In those who are genetically
predisposed, it’s highly likely that
collagen can cause connective
tissue disease,”” said Dr. Denny
Tuffanelli, professor of clinical
dermatology at the University of
California at San Francisco.
“While that proportion of patients
is extremely small, for the patient
to whom it may happen, it’'s a
catastrophe.”

The FDA has had the Collagen
Corp. strengthen its labeling to in-
form patients that there is an in-
creased incidence of and suscep-
tibility to certain autoimmune
responses in collagen-treated pa-
tients, said James S. Benson, direc-
tor of the FDA'’s Center for Devices
and Radiological Health.

‘“When you have a very very low
incidence of a disease,_it’s difficult
to determine whether the increase
is really associated with use of the
product,’”’ he said.

Another problem with collagen is
the temporary nature of the
treatments — all traces of collagen
disappear in a few months and
must be repeated two or three
times a year, at nearly $375 a visit

Alligator, crocodile not the same

The American crocodile is a shy

“American crocodiles are very
timid,”’ said Joe Wasilewski, the
biologist who keeps track of the
wild population at Florida Power &
Light Co.'s Turkey Point nuclear
power plant on Biscayne Bay
Crocs have made it their habitat

Crocodiles differ in habitat from
alligators, which live in fresh
water; crocs in coastal brackish or
salt water. The crocodile has a long
snout with teeth that show when the
mouth is closed, while the alligator
has a broader snout, with no teeth
showing when the mouth is shut

The American crocodile i1s gray
green; the American alligator is
darker

The American croc is classified
as an endangered species. Experts

never common in the United
States, and now its range has been
reduced to three small but stable
populations totaling 200 to 300
adults on the southern tip of the
Florida peninsula

The habitats are Turkey Point,
north Key Largo and Everglades
National Park

Wasilewski said there are 15 to 20
adults in the Turkey Point popula-
tion and last year his staff found six
nests that produced 107 young

“One of the reasons the crocs are
doing well at Turkey Point is that
the 168-mile canal system that
cools the plant's discharge is
isolated from people. The man
made dikes between the canals are
well drained and provide good
nesting habitat,”” Wasilewski said

A similar number of crocodiles

live just east of Turkey Point at the
new Crocodile Lake National
Wildlife Refuge. Established in
1980, it is closed to the public. The
third and largest population of
American crocodiles resides on
Florida Bay in the Everglades.

Reclusive in the mangrove
swamps, brackish inland ponds,
creeks and covers, American
crocodiles perform a quiet and gen-
tle courtship each spring.

Males slap their heads on water
to announce their presence, while
females lift snouts and arch tails to
signal their interest. The pair may
then circle each other, touching
and blowing bubbles before
copulation

Though the American crocodile
is considered a saltwater animal,
its hatchlings require some fresh
water. They get it from rain that
has accumulated in tiny pools on
top of saltwater or in freshwater
pools

Hatchlings remain in the nursery
habitat for a year or more, growing
16 to 20 inches

Though the only enemy of an
adult crocodile is man, hatchlings
are prey to raccoons, birds and
crabs. Less than half survive the
first year, and half of those die
before they are 2 years old.

Happily, sufferers of phobias of
bugs can be quite easily treated.
Leah, Clara, Gloria and Ellen were
cured, Ross says, with treatment
known as ‘‘contextual therapy,” or
“in vivo exposure.”’” The treatment
is gradual exposure to the cause of
their panic until they challenged
their own 'assumptions and shed
their irrational fears.

Ellen shed hers in several
therapy sessions amid the bee-
filled flower gardens of Lafayette
Park across from the White House.

Kellert attributes the general
dislike of bugs to several factors,
including the sheer numbers of in-
sects, their appearance, unpredic-

tability and mystery.

“You could speculate that when
people go around the house
squashing bugs and spiders, part of
it may be that they are just offend-
ed by this violatiop, this taking of
autonomy from them,” he says.

Not all societies are as queasy
about bugs as are Western nations,
the so-called civilized world.

Michael H. Robinson, director of
the National Zoo in Washington,
has traveled widely and studied
numerous insects. The ancient
Egyptians, he says, revered scarab
beetles and made bees and flies
part of their symbolism. ‘“‘They
were delighted by them rather than
appalled by them,” he relates.

Invertebrates compose more
than 90 percent of all animal
species. Stings and bites not-
withstanding, only a tiny number
are dangerous to humans.

Peaceful coexistence may never
be possible. But better understan-

ding is a goal experts strive for.

“First of all,” says Kellert, ‘“you
have to make a better, more com-
pelling case for the value of insects
and what it is that’s so important to
us. We must understand the basis
for people’s negative feelings and
in a sense attack them.”

The National Zoo helps do this
with its invertebrate house; the
Cincinnati, Ohio, Zoo uses an insect
exhibit. ‘‘We exhibit invertebrates
as though they were exciting and
stimulating and beautiful, and try
to remove the negative response to
them,”’ says Robinson.

He emphasizes the profound
ecological significance. “‘If it
weren’'t for invertebrates,” he
says, ‘“‘all the organic matter tied
up in trees would never get back in-
to the soil. All the animals that die
would never recycle all their
mineral salts back into the soil.
The system would just collapse.

HOUSTON (AP) — The idea
came to Dr. Al Davies nearly 20
years ago.

Animated skeletons dancing
across a computer screen would
teach human anatomy.
Animated human bodies, or
hearts, or lungs, would help
demonstrate medical pro-
cedures. They would help juries
understand how something went
awry in a patient’s medical
care.

The Texas Medical Center
brought Davies, a physician who
directs the critical care pro-
gram at Baylor College of
Medicine, together with three
other talented people at the top
of their fields — a neurologist, a
computer scientist, and a
physicist.

Last month, they formed a
new Houston company
Biodyne — to- develop custom-
made animations and sell them
to schools, medical schools, doc-
tors and lawyers.

“When you have a center of
excellence, you can cause peo-
ple to come together, rub
shoulders, and critical mass is
going to form; broad ideas are
going to be reduced to action
and progress,’’ said Davies.

What Davies is talking about
is the economic ripple that often
flows from huge industries,
generating income and jobs far
beyond those in that business
alone.

In Houston, the biotech in-
dustry is among the obvious off-
spring of the Texas Medical
Center. But there are many
others that are less apparent.
For every dollar the Texas

Medical Center’s 41 institutions
take in, other Houston
businesses collect $2.30, accor-
ding to Mary Schiflett, director
of special projects.

Davies said his interest in
starting the company grew out
of his academic leanings. It
was our feeling that education in
biology and medicine isn’t as
well developed as it should be,
given the techniques and
technology that we now have.”

One of the most difficult

things to teach in critical eare
medicine, said Davies, is how to
place catheters — tubes used to
carry liquid — into large veins
of the chest and neck. His com-
