The Bovina civil suit alleges: “Plaintiffs are citizens of Bovina,
Texas, and belong to a lower socio-economic class being targeted,
harassed and extorted in a effort to generate additional to the City.”

What makes these plaintiffs so unique for the city to extort money
from them to fill the coffers of the city? If by definition this group
1s of lower socio-economic class as stated in the civil suit, it defies
logic the city would gain little income from targeting such a group.

The Bovina civil suit alleges: “The pattern of harassment and extor-
tion began following the City’s decision to raise additional revenue
by forcing citizens and property owners to make improvements to
their property against their will.”

My comment: There will be a need for full disclosure as to what
citations were i1ssued for improvement and whether there is an ap-
plicable law.

City ordinances generally address issues relating to public health,
safety, and welfare, and they can either prohibit or proscribe a certain
type of behavior. If a person fails to comply with an ordinance, he
or she can be fined. In some cases, an offending person will receive
warnings before penalties are assessed. Local police and local district
attorneys are usually responsible for enforcing a city ordinance.

The civil suit alleges: “extorted in an effort to generate revenue
for the City.”

The following 1s what I believe is charged in this civil suit: Unjust
exaction (as by the misuse of authority )—*the extortion by dishonest
officials of fees for performing their sworn duty.” Type of : exaction
— act of demanding or levying by force or authority.

Duly elected municipal officials and appointed officers take an oath
to uphold the law of the land, to protect and defend the constitution.
What one might call an “illegal scheme” is in fact the sworn duties
of municipal government leaders and appointed officials to enforce
the law toward anyone (citizens of Bovina) that are in violation of
state or local ordinances. This applies to all class and social groups
under such jurisdiction.

The paying of fines through due process cannot be construed to
extract (extort) monetary gain for the city. If these plaintiffs have
verbal or visual proof of dishonest officials in the act of extortion,
rather than carrying out their sworn duty to uphold the law;, then they
have a case as mentioned in the suit.

When a citizen of Bovina receives a citation they have certain
rights to either correct the violation, pay the penalty, or adjudicate it
before the courts. If they choose not to comply with the citation they
again will be approached by the city and presented another citation
and possibly a higher offense. It is true they will be “targeted” as a
law-breaker in the city of Bovina. If anyone considers this “harass-
ment” then it is of their own doing.

If you received a citation for not having your “house number
painted on the curb” and the house did not belong to you, then you
have a good case not to pay the fine. (I don’t’ believe the city of Bo-
vina has any ordinance that requires the house number to be painted
on the curb.) If you paid such a fine, produce the written citation
and who issued it plus the receipt to show payment of the fine. If
you do not have either of these documents then I do not believe you
have a case. If you do you have every right to present your case as
mentioned in the civil suit.

What was the fear or threat so compelling to make one pay a fine
for not painting house numbers on the curb of a house one did not
own? Why not just paint the numbers on the curb of the house and
be done with it. It might have cost you three or four bucks.

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Save big on Medicare drug plan

]

I[f you've ever gone a day
without your medications or cut
your pills in half to make them
last a little longer, there may be
relief for you. People on a tight
budget can get help paying for
the premiums, deductible and
co-payments in their Medicare
drug plan.

About 10 million people—
about one in three people with
Medicare drug coverage—now

enjoy the break. But another

2 million may qualify for the
help yet don’t realize it. They’re
missing out on hundreds, maybe
thousands, of dollars in savings
each year.

Recent changes in the law
make it easier than ever to qual-
ify for the “extra help” program.
Even if you applied and didn’t
qualify before, you may be
eligible now. The amount of ad-
ditional assistance you'd receive
depends on your income and
resources.

If you qualify for full help
you'll pay no more than $2.65
for a generic drug and $6.60
for a brand-name drug. If you
qualify for partial help you’ll pay
no more than 15 percent of the
cost of the drugs. The program
1s estimated to save someone
$4,000 a year on average. So if
you are having difficulty afford-
Ing your prescriptions, it’s worth
checking out.

To get the subsidy your re-
sources can’t be more than
$13,070 if you are single or
$26,120 if you are a married
couple living together. Bank ac-
counts, stocks and bonds count
as resources, but homes, cars,
and personal belongings do not.

Also your annual income can-
not be more than $16,755 if you
are single or $22,695 if you are
a married couple living together.
If you support family members

who live with you, however, your
income can be higher.

In addition, the government
won't count any money you re-
ceive from friends or family for -
household expenses like food,
rent, mortgage payments, utili- {
ties and property taxes. ‘.

Does that sound like you? !
Then give yourself a break and
apply. Or if you have parents
or other loved ones whom you -
think might benefit, reach out to
them. Helping them save money
on their prescriptions is one of i
the best things you could do for )
them. ]

There are three ways to sign-
up for extra help: 1) visit the
Social Security website, so- .
cialsecurity.gov/extrahelp. The
online application offers step-by-
step instructions; 2) call Social |
Security’s toll-free number,
1-800-772-1213 to apply over
the phone or request an applica-
tion. Ask for Form SSA-1020,
fill it out and return by mail; 3)
go to your local Social Security
office and request help. |

form but you will need your
Social Security number andi
information about your bank '
balances, pensions, and invest-
ments. Social Security will re-
view your application and send
you a letter within a few weeks
letting you know whether you j
qualify. {

When you sign up for extra
help, Social Security can also !

Texas grain farmers voted against the establishment of a state-
wide grain indemnity fund in the referendum held by the Texas
Grain Producers Indemnity Board (TGPIB).

Farmers across the state voted in the referendum held November
19, 2012 until December 7, 2012, on the statewide establishment
of a grain indemnity fund. According to the Texas Department of
Agriculture, who canvassed the ballots, there were 1,678 ballots
submitted, with 1,171 farmers in opposition and 507 in favor, pre-
venting it from obtaining the required two-thirds majority to pass.

“Over the years, many producers across Texas have been forced
to deal with the financial pain that comes when a grain buyer fails.
Unfortunately, Texas grain producers will continue to face this risk
for at least another crop year,” TGPIB Chairman Dee Vaughn said.
“The TGPIB will be meeting soon with stakeholder groups to de-
termine the best course of action in the future.”

During the referendum farmers voted on establishing an assess-
ment rate within a range of 0.2 percent to 0.6 percent of the final
sales price of grain. The assessment would have been collected and
remitted to the TGPIB effective February 1, 2013, providing cover-
age for producers for the 2013 crop season.

The establishment of the grain indemnity fund would have al-
lowed the TGPIB to award up to 90 percent of the financial losses
suffered by producers of corn, sorghum, soybean, and wheat when
grain buyers fail to pay for grain due to a financial failure.

The Indemnity Board was scheduled to meet January 3, 2013 in
Austin to discuss what next steps it will take as a board. You can
learn more at www.TexasGrainIndemnity.org.
