Solomon promoted his glory before God’s, 
he took the blessings of God and burdened the people, and he gradu­
ally lost focus on the Giver of His blessings and focused only on His 
gifts. He was ensnared by blessings, and you may be too, so make 
sure your focus is on the Lord and not just on His gifts.

One can see many amazing things at a little 
dribblers game. There are intense coaches trying to translate the 
game of basketball into something understandable to a first grader.

Now that you have the picture in your mind, let’s 
go back to the game. Junior shoots, and misses, and shoots again.
