It In painful to relate that not 
one niAn re.s|*>ndt*d to the call, 
yet It nppcurM that practical!? ad 
of our people are strongly in 
favor of Krioiui having a fire de­
partment, with which to combat 
the spread of any Ares that may 
break oAt in our nihlat.

I'Vn 1« thus caused to
wonder why no one re*|s»!»ded to 
the call of the mayor when asked 
to do so and volunteer service* 
for thla purpoae. Wurely not be 
cause no one has the safety and 
wellfare of the city at heart 
enough to do no. for. let a fire 
break out at any time day or 
night, and In any kind of weath­
er, three-fourths of the population 
will In* there if  they letirn o f the 
lire in time, and ready to lend 
every energy in their systems to 
help tear down and break up tin* 
property of the one being burned 
out.

True, they do not do this with 
any evil Intent, but on the con­
trary they are very dealrouN of 
trying to do aomettiing helpful; 
but with no authority in control 
ami no organizt*d plans for direct­
ing their efforts, they are under 
the stress a f  excitem ent likely to 
do more harm than good.

It  is thus clearly evident that 
the city needs an organization of 
volunteer fire fighters that will 
l*e under the direction and com­
mand of a chosen leader so that 
every effort put forth wilt count 
for g»*od in saving pro|a*rty rather 
than in assisting In destroying it.

Since the city In unable finan­
cially to support a paid fire de­
partment for its service*, such 
service* must be rendered volun­
tarily, and there is very little  
ren-On why any able-laslied man 
shoiij| tj$fuse to volunteer hie ear- 
vices in such a way. It is to lie 
hojNsl that such an organlaatbrn 
would not In* called upon for ser­
vices very often, but members of 
a volunteer lire department will 
surely have an opportunity to 
fam ish  themselves with an ahnn- 
daure of fun and frolic at their 
twice a month fire drills to amply 
repay for any actual lnoouvenien*e 
that they may aufTer when called 
out for actual service.

The city already has a large 
amount of tire hose on hand and 
tin* mayor and city commission 
plan a conveyance for quickly and 
•*asl!y carrying this ho*c to any 
l*art of the city that might In* 
visited hy a fltw.

It Is no discredit to a city the 
size of Friona not to lie able to 
sti|»|N)rt a judd company of Are 
men, for the w riter knows of 
cities many times the size of F r i­
ona that were served indefinitely 
by volunteer Are companies, ami 
a fter a few rehearsals their ser­

o f the highest (wild firemen, and 
were rendered purely out of a 
loyalty to their city  ar.d a desire 
to save property and life and to 
be o f  A real servkv to their fel- 
Jow JP B fn * .

“Why try to grow 
a garden during u Texas summer"
