In fact, every
Wednesday, TMA will post a new video
featuring TMA Board of Trustees Chair Carlos
“‘Hey, Doc’” Cardenas, MD, answering
questions about the Affordable Care Act.

When can I sign up?

Here are some important dates you
should know relating to enrollment in the
marketplace:

* Open enrollment is expected to begin
Oct. 1. That’s when you’ll be able to
compare plans in the marketplace and
enroll for coverage.

 Dec. 15 1s the last day to sign up for
insurance in the marketplace for it to be
effective as of Jan. 1, 2014.

e Jan. 1, 2014, 1s when the individual
mandate kicks in requiring most people
to get insurance or pay a penalty.

* The marketplace enrollment period
will be open until March 31, 2014
— the last day to sign up for health
insurance coverage for 2014. Certain
circumstances may allow you to sign
up after that date. Visit Healthcare.gov
for more information.

How do I apply?

It is anticipated that starting Oct. 1, you will
be able to shop for plans, file a marketplace
application, and enroll in several ways:

online at Healthcare.gov, by phone through
the toll-free call center at (800) 318-2596, by

mail, or with the help of in-person assistance
programs. (See “Where can I get help signing
up?”’)

There i1s a single application regardless
of which health insurance plan you end
up choosing. Once you file, you will
automatically find out if you qualify for
breaks on the insurance premium, reduced
out-of-pocket costs, or state health insurance
programes.

Enrollment at Healthcare gov takes four
steps:

e Set up an account. You’ll provide
some basic information to get started,
like your name, address, and email
address.

* Fill out the online application. You’ll
provide information about you and
your family, like household income,
household size, current health coverage
information, and more.

e Compare your options. You’ll be
able to see all the options you qualify
for, including private insurance plans,
Medicaid, and the Children’s Health
Insurance Program (CHIP), and any tax
credits toward your monthly premiums
or out-of-pocket costs on deductibles,
copayments, or coinsurance. You’ll also
see details about the costs and benefits
of each plan option before you choose.

e Enroll. After you choose a plan, you
can enroll and decide how to pay
your premiums to your insurance
company. If you or a member of your
family qualifies for Medicaid or CHIP,
a representative will contact you to
enroll.

Monday, September 30
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Significant choice and lower than expected premiums available in the new Health Insurance Marketplace

A new report released today
by the Department of Health
and Human Services (HHS)
finds that in state after state,
consumers will see increased
competition in the Health In-
surance Marketplace, leading
to new and affordable choices
for consumers. According to
the report, consumers will be
able to choose from an aver-
age of 53 health plans in the
Marketplace, and the vast ma-
jority of consumers will have
a choice of at least two differ-
ent health insurance compa-
nies - usually more. Premi-
ums nationwide will also be
around 16 percent lower than
originally expected — with
about 95 percent of eligible
uninsured live in states with
lower than expected premiums
— before taking into account
financial assistance.

“We are excited to see that
rates in the Marketplace are
even lower than originally
projected,” said Secretary
Sebelius. “In the past, con-

sumers were too often denied

or priced-out of quality health
insurance options, but thanks
to the Affordable Care Act
consumers will be able to
choose from a number of new

coverage options at a price
that is affordable.”

In less than a week, the new
Marketplace will be open for
business where millions of
Americans can shop for and
purchase health insurance
coverage in one place. Con-
sumers will be able to find out
whether they qualify for pre-
mium assistance and compare
plans side-by-side based on
pricing, quality and benefits.
No one can be denied cover-
age because of a preexisting
condition. October 1 marks
the beginning of a six-month
long open enrollment period
that runs through March 2014.
Coverage begins as early as
January 1, or in as little as
100 days from today.

Today’s report finds that
individuals in the 36 states
where HHS will fully or
partly run the Marketplace
will have an average of 53
qualified health plan choices.
Plans in the Marketplace
will be categorized as either
“gold,” “silver,” or “bronze,”
depending on the share of
costs covered. Young adults
will also have the option of
purchasing a ‘“‘catastrophic”
plan, increasing their number

of choices to 57 on average.
About 95 percent of consum-
ers will have a choice of two
or more health insurance issu-
ers, often many more. About
1 in 4 of these insurance com-
panies 1s offering health plans
in the individual market for
the first time in 2014, a sign
of healthy competition.

The report also gives an
overview of pricing and the

number of coverage options

across the nation. It finds that
the average premium nation-
ally for the second lowest
cost silver plan will be $328
before tax credits, or 16 per-
cent below projections based
off of Congressional Budget
Office estimates. About 95
percent of uninsured people
eligible for the Marketplace
live in a state where their av-
erage premium is lower than
projections. And states with
the lowest premiums have
more than twice the number
of insurance companies offer-
ing plans than states with the
highest premiums.

Premium and plan options
are broken down by state
where information is avail-
able. For example, the report
shows that a 27-year old

living in Dallas who makes
$25,000 per year will pay
$74 per month for the lowest
cost bronze plan and $139
per month for the lowest cost
silver plan, taking into account
tax credits. And he or she will
be able to choose from among
43 qualified health plans. For
a family of four in Dallas with
an income of $50,000 per year,
the lowest bronze plan would
cost only $26 per month, tak-
ing into account tax credits.
The majority (around 6 out of
10) of the people uninsured to-
day will be able to find cover-
age for $100 or less per month
in the Marketplace, taking into
account premium tax credits
and Medicaid coverage.

Consumers can get help
finding Marketplace coverage
through a number of different
resources. They can get more
information through Health-
Care.gov, or cuidadodesalud.
gov. Consumers can par-
ticipate in online web chats
or call 1-800-318-2596 toll
free (TTY: 1-855-889-4325)
to speak with trained customer
service representatives, with
translation services available
in 150 languages. Community
health centers, Navigators and
other assisters are available in
local communities to provide
in-person help with coverage
choices. Local libraries will
help consumers learn about
their options and‘ hundreds
of Champions for Coverage,
which are public and private
organizations all across the
country, are helping people
learn about their options and
enroll in affordable coverage.

After the obituary you will likely have an epitaph written on
your tombstone to depict your life and legacy. Some famous
epitaphs are; “Gone but not forgotten,” “That’s all folks,” “Go
away—1I’'m asleep,” “The best is yet to come,” “Free at last.
Free at last. Thank God Almighty I’m Free at last,” and “Here
lies Lester Moore. Four slugs from a 44, no Les, no more.”

What will your epitaph say? More importantly, what would
God say if He wrote the epitaph on your grave? I suggest it
would be 11 words, similar to what he said about two kings
in 1 Kings 22. Regarding King Jehoshaphat, God said that
‘he did what was right in the sight of the Lord,’ but regarding
King Ahaziah, God said that ‘he did what was evil in the sight
of the Lord.” The two epitaphs echo throughout the historical
books of the Old Testament as God’s final say on someone’s
life. So, if He wrote your epitaph, it would most likely be one
or the other, based on His accurate assessment of your life
and heart. Those who follow His ways in faith and love are
labeled as those who ‘did what was right in the sight of the
Lord,’ and those who live attempting to appease God through
religious ritual, or ignore Him completely are labeled as those
who ‘did what was evil in the sight of the Lord.” The bottom
line is this, God sees your life and your heart, He loves you
and hates your sin, but He has provided Jesus Christ to be
the go between allowing your sin to be forgiven and a right
relationship restored with your Maker so you can follow Him
in faith and love.

e Meet the Omegas

You’ve heard of them,
right? Omega-6 and omega-3.
Omega-3 usually gets a bigger
billing; however both “ome-
gas” are essential fatty acids
and must be consumed for the
body’s survival and optimal
functioning. When a nutrient
is designated as “‘essential,”
it means that nutrient must be
consumed in our diet because
our bodies cannot manufacture
it. [Essential fatty acids are
needed to make eicosanoids.
(No, I don’t know how to pro-
nounce that word either.) But,
eicosanoids are pretty darn
important. They regulate key
functions such as blood clot-
ting, the expanding and con-
tracting of blood vessels to
regulate blood pressure, the
permeability of blood vessels
to fluids and large molecules
and the regulation of inflam-
mation, just to name a few.

Omega-6 1s linoleic acid. It
is found in vegetable and nut
oils, such as sunflower, corn,
soy and peanut oils. Linoleic
acid is important because it is
transformed into other com-
pounds that regulate blood
clotting and blood pressure.
[f you are eating lots of veg-
etables and using vegetable
oils, you are probably getting
adequate amounts of omega-6
In your diet.

Omega-3 is alpha-linoleic
acid. Two of these essential
fatty acids are eicosapentae-
noic acid (EPA) and docosa-
hexaenoic acid (DHA). (OKk,
those two words are even
hard to type.) EPA and DHA
are found in especially high
amounts in cold-water fish,
such as wild salmon, sardines,
and tuna. EPA and DHA help
keep the fish cell membranes
flexible in extremely cold

temperatures because of their
degree of unsaturation. (Re-
member, saturated fats are
solid at room temperature;
unsaturated fats are liquid at
room temperature. Unsatu-
rated fats are more healthy
types of fats.) The roles of
EPA and DHA in humans are
to improve the function of
blood vessels as well as to
reduce inflammation, blood
clotting, blood pressure, ir-
regularities in the heartbeat,
and triglyceride levels in the
blood. If I were starving, I
would eat fish, but otherwise,
no thank you. My solution
1s to take omega-3 in capsule
form. And, alpha-linoleic acid
1s also found in leafy green
veggies, flaxseeds and flax-
seed oil, soy oil and foods,
and canola oil. So, here’s to
the omegas and to protecting
your heart! Salud!
