U.S. Senator John Cornyn (R-TX) criticized President Obama
and Senate Democrats on the Senate floor today for choosing to let
the government shut down for political purposes, when Congress
has the ability to act on Obamacare and keep the government open.

It’s absolutely unprecedented to have a Majority Leader
of the United States Senate, someone who knows this institution as
well as anyone, to say that Congress is powerless to act when our
constituents tell us they want us to act, because they don’t believe
Obamacare will perform as advertised.

“Members of Congress should not be treated differently, certainly
no better, than the rest of America when it comes to the law of the
land. So those who cast that vote, who walked that plank last night,
will be held accountable in the 2014 election.

“The president wanted to demonstrate some leadership. He should
demonstrate some leadership. People expect leadership out of the
President of the United States.

Congressman Randy Neugebauer (R-TX) released the following
statement after the House passed yet another compromise measure
to fund the government.

“What is most frustrating is that the Senate has rejected our proposal
to delay the individual health insurance mandate under Obamacare
for one year.

They are even giving health insurance subsidies to people without
verifying whether they’re eligible for them. So why are they unwill-
ing to give American families the same reprieve from this broken law?

“I’m disappointed that the Senate is pushing us towards a shutdown,
but I’ll continue working to prevent Obamacare from harming my
constituents, closing small businesses, and hurting our economy.”

An amazing man, Roddy
Yaksich—husband, father,
grandfather, brother, uncle and
friend, ended his earthly jour-
ney on September 12, 2013 in
Raton, NM at 88 years young.
He died at peace with family
and friends close by.

Roddy was born on August
30, 1925, in the coal camp of
Van Houten, NM to George and
Pauline Kovacevich Yaksich.
Following the death of his fa-
ther, at the age of 12, he and his
family moved to the Koehler
coal camp where not long af-
ter, he went to work in the coal
mines. He fondly remembered
the hard work, camaraderie, and
receiving a mere $0.50 per day
as starting wages.

In 1943, Roddy was drafted
into the US Army and served
as a radio operator in the Euro-
pean Theatre during WWII with
Company B of the 1290th Engi-
neering Combat Battalion. Dur-
ing his service he was awarded
multiple citations including the
American Theatre:Ribbon, Eu-
ropean-African-Middle Eastern
Ribbon, Good Conduct Medal,
Victory Medal and Medal of
Occupation; as well, a quali-
fied rifle sharpshooter. Roddy
was honorably discharged in
1946 and returned home to fam-
ily, friends, and coal mining in
Koehler, where he worked for
the St. Louis Rocky Mountain
& Pacific Company for the next
21 years.

In the 1950’s and 60’s Rod-
dy was counted on for many
things. He helped take care of
his mother Pauline as well as
help support the family home.
If that didn’t keep him busy
enough, he would help family
friends by fixing fence in Crow
canyon, the Stockton ranch or
moving cattle up to Johnson
Mesa. When he wasn’t work-
ing, he fondly remembered the
miles and miles that he danced
the Polka in Koehler, Hoxie
Corner, and Raton.

In 1966 he moved to Raton
and continued to work in the
mines for the Kaiser Steel Com-
pany at the York Canyon site. In
the early 1970s Roddy and his
brothers bought a farm in Max-
well where they raised cattle
and hay and shared many great
experiences with family and
friends. While spending time
in Maxwell at the farm, Roddy
met Mary Knight and they mar-

company in 1985; totaling over
43 years as a coal miner and
proud member of the UMWA.
Some of his fondest memories
of being a miner were operating
heavy equipment, performing
weigh master duties, and work-
ing on the washer and tipple.
After his retirement, Roddy
spent much of his spare time
with his brother Paul piddling
around 1n their shops building
and fixing things together. They
built chairs and tables, a green
chile roaster, an enormous
above ground roasting BBQ
pit and also worked on numer-
ous projects for his children
and friends. What they worked
on or built together may not
have been pretty; nevertheless
it would always function cor-
rectly and likely never break!
Roddy made quick friends
with everyone he met and was
always willing to share a hunt-
ing, fishing, mining or a war
story or two. He was always
happiest when he could brag
about his family or tell stories
from yesteryear. His children
and grandchildren meant the
world to him. He had a heart of
gold and would do anything he
could to help his buddies. Rod-
dy was the ultimate family man;
his needs were never put first.
He was proud of the family’s
homemade sauerkraut and salsa
and often talked about the “old
days” when making homemade
wine was an annual tradition.
Roddy was a true outdoors-
man and felt at home in the
mountains of northern New
Mexico. Whether fishing local

lakes or going hunting, Roddy
enjoyed all time spent near the
water or in the woods. Roddy
was proud to have taught his
children and grandchildren
how to fish, shoot, and hunt. He
truly enjoyed these adventures
with the company of family and
friends.

Roddy was preceded in death
by his parents, brothers Danny
and Paul, brother-in-laws JR
Knight and Jim Greeson, and
sisters-in-law Patsy Dahl Yak-
sich and Enis Arcangeli Yak-
sich.

The Good Guys — MUFA and PUFAs

These are the good guys in the world of di-
etary fats-monounsaturated fatty acid (MUFA)
and polyunsaturated fatty acids (PUFAs). Re-
member that unsaturated fats are generally lig-
uid at room temperature. Examples of foods
that are high in monounsaturated fats are olive
oil, canola oil, and nuts; foods that are high in
polyunsaturated fats are canola oil, corn oil, and
safflower oil. MUFAs and PUFASs should be con-
sumed in moderation every day because of their
health benefits.

Dietary fats are important because they pro-
vide energy (30-70% of the energy used by our
muscles and organs while we are at rest comes
from fat), fats are a major fuel source during ex-
ercise, fats transport the fat-soluble vitamins (A,
D, E and K) into the body, fats help regulate cell
function and maintain cell membrane integrity,
stored body fat protects vital organs and pads the
body, and fats contribute to the taste and texture
of foods.

Lard, butter, and margarine versus canola and
corn oil? Well, animal fats provide approxi-
mately 40-60% of their energy from saturated
fats (these fats are the bad guys). Most plant fats
provide 80-90% of their energy from mono- and
polyunsaturated fats (the good guys). You can
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lower your intake of saturated fats by switching
from animal-based products to plant foods. How
to do that? Cook with olive or canola oils instead
of butter. Nuts and seeds, when eaten in mod-
eration, are rich in unsaturated fats and provide
fiber, minerals, vitamins and protein. Instead of
potato chips, snack on whole-grain crackers and
peanut butter. You can also drink soy or almond
milk instead of cow’s milk, but...well, that’s
almost sacrilegious to those in this part of the
country. You might ought to keep that one to
yourself if you do.

Low-fat, reduced-fat and nonfat. While these
foods are healthier choices, be aware that you are
reducing the amount of fat you consume, but not
necessarily the amount of calories. Watch your
labels and compare. For example, a serving of
Regular Fig Newtons has 210 calories and 4.5
grams of fat and a serving of Fat-free Fig New-
tons has 204 calories and no fat. So don’t be
tricked into thinking that because they are fat-
free, they are also calorie-free.

The take away today? Include healthy fats in
your diet, they are essential to good health. Watch
out for saturated and trans fats; they should be a
very small percentage of your daily intake. AND,
make exercise a priority!
