| Council hears golf course annex request

The Friona city coun-
cil met in regular session
Monday October 7. Mayor
Rick White presided and
all council members were
present, as were city man-
ager Patricia Phipps and
city attorney Slater Elza.
About 15 citizens attended
the meeting.

Council approved previ-
ous minutes and approved
the Friona Star as the of-
ficial newspaper for the
city. Loraine Anthony and
Mitchell Wiseman were
appointed to represent the
city on the Parmer County
Appraisal District board.

Police Chief  Frank
Mooney reported that a lo-
cal recruit had been hired to
attend the police academy
for certification and will
attend the academy and as-
sist with dispatch and other
duties in the department
until being certified as an
officer by next August. He

said there 1s also an open-

ing for a dispatcher. The
grant funding for a school
resource officer has been
approved. The city and
Friona ISD will share the
cost of the officer that will
be assigned to work in the
school campuses.

Chief Mooney suggested
that a carport awning be
built onto the west side of

the police department to-

protect patrol units in event
of hail storms. During the
last hail storm, police ve-
hicles sustained almost
$30,000 in damages and
were out of service dur-
ing repairs. Police will be
stepping up patrol activity
on Halloween and will par-
ticipate  with schools dur-
ing Red Ribbon Week Oc-
tober 21-25.

The council approved ac-
counts payable and finan-
cial statements for Septem-
ber and the third quarter.

They approved a carport
variance at 510 W. 5th, and
held off on a request from
the Arellano family to an-
nex their home on CR19 to
the city for more informa-
tion. A request to install a
mobile home on East 3rd
Street was delayed again
until next meeting await-
ing approval of neighbors
in the area.

Jerry Marquez and Ricky
Cantu appeared before the
council to request that the
city annex the 80 acres that
is the Friona Golf Course
into the city. Golf club
owner Dee King was also
present. Mr. Marquez and
Mr. Cantu said'they planned
to close the golf course and
develop .the property with
modular homes.

City attorney Slater Elza
advised: Mr. Marquez and
Mr. Cantu that only a prop-
erty ‘owner can request
annexation into the city

cil seat. The council said
they would solicit appli-
cations from anyone inter-
ested in filling Mr. Pope’s
council seat. The council
can appoint a replacement

- to serve until the May 2014

election. The seat will then
be up for election in May
2014 to fill the one-year
unexpired term of Mr.
Pope.

| Imagine 1f you will a beautiful fall afternoon. The leaves are still
green, the birds still sing and life is pretty much normal other than
the cooler nights. Depending which side of the fence you may be
on, you may look forward to the frost if this time of year brings out
the best in your allergies.

f On the other hand, if you have cotton and need just another week
you probably could do without a frost for a while. The one thing for
certain when it comes life changes. I am not talking about a cool
evening at 32 degrees. [ am talking about a hard freeze. The one that
makes nature change its course. After one of these types of frosts
everything looks as though it has been sucker punched in the stomach.
The leaves begin to drop from the trees, the last bits of the garden
are gone, and the grass turns yellow as if dead. What does the frost
do for nature? It prepares it for winter.

There are times we have events come about in our lives that are
like a killing frost. Life is changed. We feel sucker punched in the
stomach. Wilted and losing our leaves as if we were dying. Now
‘whatever the event may be, you cannot just simply block it out. You
must face it. Think of a tree as it is hit with a frost. On the outside
the leaves fall off, branches become bare and even the birds don’t
particularly care to roost in it unprotected. What is happening on the
inside? The tree is focused on growing deeper roots. This happens
so that when spring comes again it has a better foundation to support
its new growth.

Here 1s the point: whatever knocks your leaves off, do not worry,
focus on your root system. Deeply root your faith in sound doctrine,
so that when spring comes you will have a better foundation to support
your new growth. Every year there is a frost, every year someone’s
life encounters a life-changing event, the outcome depends upon
what you do on the inside.

The Bible 1s filled with leaders, many great and many horrible.
The greatest leader, of course, is Jesus Christ, whom you are called
to follow. Another good leader is Elijah, and in 2 Kings 2 God
calls him home and reminds you that godly leadership trains up
successors and trusts God’s timing.

Although Elijjah is one of the most prolific and bold leaders in
the Bible, he was not so prideful and foolish to forget to pour wis-
dom nto younger leaders as well as mentor those who would take
his place. Many chapters earlier, God directed Elijah to appoint
Elisha as his successor, which Elijah did willingly. The church
today needs godly, bold, loving, convictional leaders, but for the
church to reap a harvest of leaders to guide through the compro-
mises of our day the church must pour into those gifted and quali-
fied for Christian leadership.

Secondly, you see that godly leadership trusts God’s timing. A
few different times in 2 Kings 2, various prophets proclaim Elijah’s
departure, which happens shortly thereafter. Elijah and Elisha did
not begrudge God’s timing and plan, but walked with God through
it, even when it may have seemed more practical for Elijah to re-
main. This is such a reminder that God’s ways, thoughts and plans
are far above our own, and godly leaders trust His timing.
