he hands of u rebel soldier was the 
fate of an AmerUuin citizen, Joshua 
Stevens, while he fought to protect

.Mormon i-olonles In Mexico.

At first It was reporti'd that Stevens 
was killed by an American, hut this 
re|sirt was sent. It was said, to avoid 
rimhle with the rebels Two rebels 

visited the Stevens home apparently 
with lnl«'ntlons on the two young wo 
men of the household. Stevens met 
he Inlrnders with liis shotgun and 
•seorted them to the limit of hi.' 
iroperl.v

According to the story told In his 
(laughters, one of the Mexlians drew 
a sword from his hell and thrust It 
Into the American's IkkI). Stevens 
fired 'hnd fell dead over the man. 
whom he had kj|led The other 
Mexican fled.

The case Is said to make the fifth 
murder of Amerhan settlerf liy re­
bels In that district It Is deilared 
:ka( the f«*dcral aoldlera between 
Juurex and Chihuahua hare not left 
the railway and that the American 
colonies are absolutely uniirolected.

Suffer. Much Damage Dne In
Oil Fields

persons are kuown to have been 
drowned and many othera were lost. 
It la fuareit. In a series of Storms 
that swept over W'estern Pennsylvania 
and the Panhandle of West'  Virginia 
early today.

Un the Baltimore and Ohio railroad 
and the Panhandle railroad trulfic will 
he delayed several days Through 
trains were mariK>ne<l all night In 
the flooded district. Many nianufac- 
turitig idanls are under water and 
liroperty damage will t>e heavy -

Cherry Valley, a mining town, was 
fl(K)ded within half an hour after the 
rain liegaii. Foundations of houses 
were und< rmlned and the buildings 
toppled over The family of (ieorge 
(llllHsple was asleei) and did not hear 
the shoulH of warning All five mem- 
liera were drowned In the house

Cook White, a farmer on the out 
skirts of lIurgeBslown, when ho heard 
I lie soiiml of the flood, hsslened to 
his stable to aave his horses. Me was 
drowned and a son who went to his 
res( lie was swept away, tint catching 
ilip hranchea of an overhanging tree 
drew himself to aafely •

At Cannonaburg. Pennsylvania, 
houses were fllleil with water but the 
residents had received am|ile warning 
and reached idacea of safety Eli 
Hancock, who lost hla life there, bad 
urned hack to recover some valuable 
liapers He was aeon to enter the 
front door of the house Just as It col 
lapawd. Hla body waa not recovered 
An unidentified hoy al ('anoonaburg 
fell Into the flood when a porch on 
which he had taken refuge went 
down and although scores tried to 
save him, he was swept away. The 
hody^had not been revovered thia 
morning Heveral children In that 
community are missing. A foreigner 
who took refuge on the roof of a 
house at the edge of a creek at Can 
nonshurg slipped off of the ahlnglsa 
and disappeared In the water.

At Avella. Pennsylvania, three chil­
dren of Henry Crow were drowned 
The house was near a little stream 
which rose so rapidly that It under 
mined the building and when It col­
lapsed Mrs Crow was badly injured 
Crow hastened to her rescue and sav 
cd her but tiefore he could return for 
the children they were swept away 
Two other children were tossed about 
for a lime on the surface of the flood 
and then thrown on the bank of the 
stream.

After si>endtng Us force south and 
west of Pittsburg the storm swung 
north to Butler county, where great 
damage was done hut so far as known 
no Uvea ware loaL

fell to him and within a few years 
was penniless Then another slice 
this tlpic $6(Kl,OOfi—came tqh im .

Childs spent practically all hla 
time among the “ white llghta.’ *̂  He 
was married, but divorced front his 
wife. The trial furnished much gos­
sip and threw coniiderable light on 
the habits of the Broadway spender 
At the time of bis death Childs was

Ihia platform waa "in warm aym|>alhy 
with practically every project of ao- 
clal bellemienL this |>ortlon of the 
pall form was merely a proclamation - 
sympathy, while the real program lay 
elsewhere, where Ihe tariff and truMs 
aresisikenof.'

The governor assailed the minimum 
wage Idea declaring that employers 
would take occaalnn to bring their 
wage scale as nearly as they could 
down to Ihe level of Ihe minimum 
Iierniltled by law With the Idea of 

federal commission to regulate 
monopoly, the governor took emphatic 
Bsue. He declared that the plan 
uggesled not only would legalise 

monopoly but give the employers of 
he country a "tremendous authority 

behind them " What the employers 
do will have the license of the fed­
eral |overnment Including th’e right to 
pay wages approved by the govern­
ment." ho declared.

He pointed out that It Is always Ike 
policy of “ the master of coneolldtted 
industries" to undermine organised 
labor In a great many srays and thgl 
a plan of federal rontvol as adrocsted 
by the new i»arty "ayttematlcally sub­
ordinates workingmen to monopoltea 
and looks strangely like eoouomtc 
mastery over the very Uvea and fop 
tunes of those who do the dally work 
of the nation.

"Intelligent wr>rkliyg men *111 ask 
he men now seeking thelf voles what 

they may be ex,pected to do with 
them. The most of the anawers will 
urn mx>n the question of tariff duties 

from which our politics never seem 
able to get away On Ihe one hand 
they will he told that If .the Demo 
crallc party gets Into power they may 
look to tee Indiitlry languish and 
wages go down and employment be 
ome harder and harder to find. They

WoU. when a practical '  oil man 
vlaws ths sltuaUon ho la 'convinced 
that thars la nothing wrong with It 
aa an oil Said, that Is, there Is on oil 
Hold of ooasMsrshls magnitudo In 
sight, but thsro is something dscidsii- 
ly wrong.

It seems that he has to delve In­
to the bowels of mother earth almost 
half a mile, aad bet fifteen thousand 
dollars that a hole six laches In dia­
meter will find tha vein pool or what­
ever you wish to call i t  .

The principe! pert of an oil man 
mnat be nerve, for he has to spend 
hU dollars as I f  they were dried 
leaves from ths trees, and he, the 
owner of a virgin forest that had Just 
been visited by s killing frost There­
fore It le the lack of this hardy pio­
neer, more than anything ^se that 
has made the development in Wichi­
ta county likened unto s blind man 
rolling a peanut up a bill with a cant- 
hook.

Why Is the Eastern capital so coy, 
In codling Ijnto a game in which they 
have been history makers since the 
days when they threatened Drake 
With the hospital for fhe demehted?

Taxas has a way of doing things 
that U particular to Its own. Thera 
Is St'all ..times In evidence the brass 
band, the red fire and ths whooper- 
up boya It Is the Eden of Edens, 
the greatest of the great hence after 
the man has had all this superheated« 
atmoephere Injected hyperderraicalty 
as well as Internally (being peculiar 
he will Investigate for himself) and 
then hs* finds ths real condition he 
Is dissatisfied and leaves. In no friend­
ly humor. Before the writer came 
here he had heard it was the great­
est o|I field In the world. It got me. It 
eleo got others.

The practical oil men call H a "pump­
kin seed asad" meaning thst.lt Is In 
shape and sise either* the shape of à 
leas or a Medi taperlag to the edgea. 
Irregular In its position, higher here, 
lower there, absent at another point, 
but rich as pure gold when found, but 
expensive beyond comprehension for 
the explorer. A geologlat, on account 
of the lay of the ground and the sb- 
eence of exposure, (If he be a eelf-re- 
epecUng ecientist) is a useless num­
ber. Therefore thè chsncee are In­
finitely more for the on contempletlng 
an Investment than where the sands 
lie uniform and will run for miles aa 
for sxampla the Glen Pool aad the 
Robinson Illinois Pool.

Anothsr grant drawback to this lo­
cality is ths lack of competition. 
There ere ectively engaged here four 
oil companies rspresenting the Iscgeet 
coihblnatlon or'wealtfi In the United 
IStetee. They ere as follows'and ths 
wealth of each Is Indicated by their 
position, first “The Corsicans Petro­
leum Company. Their pipe line com­
pany Is known as Magnolia Petro­
leum Company. This r^resenU the 
wealth of Broadway New York. The 
I'roducera Oil Company and their as- 
soclatloB, The Texas Company. 'This 
Is the Oates Interest. . The Qntfey 
Petroleum Company with their euh- 
eldary, the Gulf Refining Company, 
the Pure Oil Company or the E. U. 
Jennings and Bros., Interest, (the lat­
ter eompany at one tiras w«h inde­
pendent but recently there has been 
rumors and rumors and rumors.

The Judgement of these two lat­
ter companies baa been unfortunate. 
The former company having Invested 
at a conservative estimate at least 
a half a million doHara and hot a 
barrel of production to show for it. 
The later Company has spent nearly 
two hundred thousand dollars and 
they have nothing to show for their 
trouble. It is conservatively estimat­
ed that ' these four companies have 
Jointly under lease over.a mtUion 
hcres of land in fifteen t^ntlea.

F. H. Bee, to the ef­
fect that by Santa Anna's orders the 
bodies of the Alamo dead wera Inum- 
bd In a grave In the cathedral. Mr. 
liefley's letter in part follows;

"A t midnight I stood. In the pres­
ence of thé Alamo, the moat sacred 
abrine to liberty In all the world, and 
whlla the spirit of lova and rever-' 
ence for tha heroos who laid down 
tkeir Uvea within the walls of the 
hallowed place was on me, there 
came Into my mind and took posacs- 
slon of my very soul the facts stated 
In a news item, as follows:

“S^n Antonio, Tex., Feb. 19, 1911. 
—In San Fernando CaihedraL Ben An­
tonio, He the bodies of the heroes 
who fell In the Alamo Sgbt. This Ik 
proven conctualvely by a letter jnat 
diecovered which was written by 
Oen. P. H. Ree. \Tbls makes tbe old 
cathedral a much more Inleresting 
place than It has heretofore been 
considered. The tetter was written 
March IS. 1999, and Is dated at laredo 
de Taroaulipaa, Mexico. Oen. Seguin 
says:

" 'In reyly to your inquiries In be­
half of tbe Alamo Monument' Aa- 
aoclatlon, I authorise you to atate 
4hal tha dead of tka Alamo were bufu- 
ad by order of Oen. Santa Anna and 
Whoa I took command of that city
