One by one the old pioneers are 

crossing the Great Divide. And now 
It Is Dick Wheeler who hat gone 
down into the Valley of Shadows to 
the ferry over the River Sty.

I knew him In the wild and wooly 
days of the frontier It was one 
bright morning In May. 1S76 that 1 
first ww blni mounted upon the 
drivel’s seat of an old Rockaway 
stage coach, drive into old Fort Grit- 
rtn. He held the "ribbons " over three 
S|iHn of Spanish mules as-wild as 
deers am) as vlelous as mountain 
Hons. He came up (¡rldln avenue w ith 
a grand flourish of his whiii. e:ich 
nimble animal In the team with ears 
back and mouth oiien, leaping for 
ward like Jack rabbits making for cov 
er. They arrived In front of the siage 
stand amid the i hei'rs of cow boys and 
soldiers Cnrle Blll> Wilson stood In 
the forefront to receive the pas 
sengers and baggage and to extend 
true western hospitality. The slat 
st.and employes each grabbed a mule 
by ear and bridle-bit to allow Dick 
and the passengers to alight.

It was in the da\s when men guard 
ed their lives with their six-shooters, 
and the ijiilckeet man on trigger fur 
nished a corpse to plant on 'bootleg 
hill " Consequently, every man was 
armed to the teeth.

It was among tnese stirroundings 
that Dick Wheeler lived and worked 
In a day when no coward dared to 
face the dangers and hardships neces­
sary to blaze a trail for civilization

When Dallas was a town and Fort 
Worth a village, Dick Wheeler began 
lo drive a stage from the Texas & 
Pacific terminal at Ffagle Ford, otil 
over the oi>en rguntry to the govern 
ment along the old Macktnzie
trail As the railway was built west, 
he pushed on ahead, carrying mall 
andv imssengers from the extension 
lennlnals lo the farther west. On 
and on. until the Iron rails linked K! 
Paso with the east. Then It was that 
Dick Wheeler's cx'cupallon was gone, 
and he came lo Wichita Falls to live 
and raise a family. Here he has liv­
ed for a number of years, (julct and 
Inassumtng

Few |>eople knew that Dick Wheeler 
had a past as wild and daring as any 
hero of a wild west novel. He rarely 
ever told of the stage hold-un at 
Msry’s Creek In the Trinity bottoms 
near Fort Worth It waa from other 
plainsmen that the writer learned of 
hit battle with robbers at Doan’s 
crossing of Red River, where two men 
were left dead as a tribute to his 
markmanship. It was only when hs 
was requested to tell the Story, that 
be related the Incidenta of his fight 
with the Comanchea near Tasrosa, In 
Oldham county.

Dick Wheeler performed a man’s 
part In the days when It requiretd en­
durance and bravery. Here In Wich­
ita Falla he lived out his span of life, 
adapting himself to new conditions. 
And to him, the old west gave place 
to the empire builders of modern 
progress. Now he sleeps in Riverside 
Cemetery—"peace to his soul."

“L o r d  Jesus^ I  A m , T o o  Young to 
Die^ M iss Drowns Last W ords, 

Caused Confession o f Barr,

Dalla.k, Texas, Nov. .‘L— A charge of murder “ hy aiding and 

ala’tting Meade Barr” in the killing of Mias Florence lirown here 
la.st July ha.s l>een filed against Mrs. Allie M. Tjike, a young widow 
with whom Barr claim.s actiuainUincc. The chargt» was filetl Sat­
urday hut not admitted to public notice until ttalay.

A charge of murdering Miss Brown wa.s similarly filtnl against 
Barr several days ago before his arrival here from the Jefferwm- 
ville, Indiana reformatory where he first eonfe.Kswl.

“ O, Lord Jesus, I am too young to die and my life has lieen fill­
ed with so much trouble,” ringing in the ears of Barr. confes.st*d 
slayer of Miss Brown, wa.s what led to his connfession, according 
to information securt*d ttKlay.

“ The words of that woman, uttertvl ns she knelt on the fltMir 
after 1 had struck her with a pistol, and warm hkHnl which spat­
tered over my hand anfi arm when I drew the knife across her 
throat ia more than 1 can hear to think of,”  said Barr. “ When I 
close my eyes I can hear those words ringing in my ears, and I 
often wake up and find my.self trying to wash the woman’s blood 
from my hands and arms.”

Officers who have iMK'n working on the murder mystery since 
Mias Brown’s lM>dy was found lying in the real estate office where 
she worked on July ‘28, appeared to Ik> well satisfied today. The 
grand jury continued its invaetigation of the ca.se today, but Barr 
was not before it. He was still in the Waxahachie jail.

In the will of Nelson Morris, the 
building of tbe vast fortune waa at 
Irlbiiled largely to the genius and 
energy of l-Tdward. who began his 
business career at an age when moat 
of hia conipanlona were barely out 
of knirkerbockert. being only four 
leen year* old when he entered his 
father's office.

The wealth held by Mr. klorria is 
eaUmated at between tlO.OOO.OOO and 
loO.OOO.OOO. He waa credited with 
being the largest individual owner of 
bank atu<-k in this city.

This estiniate 
resulted from a peraonal survey by 
John J. Davla, a aclenflflc aialstant, 
bureau of entomology^ whoae tnterièst- 

i  ing pamphhiet on tbe “Common AVhIta 
Gmb“ was rocenUy issued aa farmed 
bulletin No. 643 by tbe Department >01 
Agriculture,. '

The damage to the same crops in 
ether infested areas can not bo figured 
at leas than 6.000.C00, which brings 
the total loss, exclusive of atrawber 
lies, nursery stock, lawns snd mls- 
cellanoous crops to not less than $19i- 
000,000 for one year. Injury^vigg tua- 
talned In almost every section of tbe 
country north ofnho Ohio River from 
tbe Atlantic Ocean to South Dakota.

Observations seem to make it quite 
certain “that in the Northern Statea 
tbe total Ufa cycle of this injurious 
species is three years. May beetles 
w<Be unusually abundant in 1908 and 
1911 and the grubs caused tbe great­
est damages of 1909 and 1912.

OKfcrailcaa In Grubs
There Is a general belief, which la 

erroneous, that the common white 
grubs of the old and the white Vriibt 
found in manure heaps and rotten logs 
aiw (denticar.

The
crops planted Jhlthese flrtda tbe year 
fullowlng a Mfson of Ibeetles aboUld be 
those least auiceptible l|0 grab injury. 
Such crops are amall grains buck­
wheat. clover, alfalfa and peas. There 
is DO authentic record of the grub at­
tacking these crops. In 1914 a max­
imum acreage of aurh crops as-gorn 
and iwtatoes should be planted as this 
will be In general, a aeason for beetles 
rather than gruba. Thaa* ghould be 
kept thoroughly cultivated diirlag the 
flgbt of the beetles (May and June).

Liberal applicattona of commercial 
fertiliser will assiat grata in ovur- 
coming grabs if thpre aiw not 
many of them. When a lawn ia badA 
infested the sod ahoold ho reigoved 
and the gruba gathared by hand, after 
which, fall plowing will probably prove 
satlafactory. In Europe cheap labor 
ia often employed to gather grabo af­
ter the plow, eapoctally where the 
gruba are numeroua.
