PROPOSED CONSTITUTIONAL 

AMENDMENT.

Editor TImea;
COBstdiereble space bes been given 

of lata to aeveral very imprscileal and 
uaelast, not to kay dangerous, nu tte rs  
of legislation, and it seems to me that 
it la-now time that something pracU- 
aai sbouM be raaaldered in a political 
way, and that there aheuld be some 
disenMlbn through the newspapers ot 
the conatliuilotul amendment to be 
-voted upon at tbe coming election In 
JNovember^ 1 refer to the proposed 
amendment to SacMoh $4 of Article 3 
of the <DBfsUtutk>n. Ihoreasing the com­
pensation of the legislature and ex­
tending tbe length of tbe regular sea- 
lion. Tbe compenaatlon now provided 
for memJtterJ of the legislature is live 
dollars i>er day for the flrstBtxty days, 
snd two dollars -per tor the re- 
inaioder of the aosaiijp, jiful mileage 
St ihe rate of twenty o ^ tg  per mile. 
Tbe proposed amendment a l lo ts  a xsi 
ary o ftwelve hundred dollars for the 
yehr in which the regujaf aesslon ia 
held, and mileage a t the rate of five 
cents per mile.

This amendmeift should be adopted, 
not because it Is an iaqprevement upon 
tlie present consttutdg. It provides a  
bbtter, yet by no meand an adeqwile 
compensation for the IctPeJatlVb aar- 
vlce. To cut the pur-ttf Tegtolatoni 
down to two dollars per day aftar tbe 
d rtt alxty days, a t  .la now done, to 
under existing condltkina nothfag lest 
than ridiculooa. I think tbat'Tlo man 
who haa any aort of tntelllgeat under­
standing of tbe m atter c a a . ga ln u y  
this Btatement. It la also exceedingly 
unwise.

On account of thla Inadoqeate com- 
penutlon, able and exiierlenced men 
who would be aueful to the S tate often 
will not accept legislative office. They

they can afford. Some, through pa­
triotic and other motives, will make 
tbe sacrifice. But the general result

The larir 
yi %'aufflctent number of competent 
vnd well equipped men in the legisla
