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PARTY’S MAJORITY REDUCED
~T0 HANDFUL IN CONGRESS

Democrats Will Probably Not Have
Over Thirty Votes To Spare
Heavy Republican Gains -

Washington, Nov. 4.—Although seventy-five |

congressional district still are unheard from at
one o’clock today, democratic leaders here were
confident that the administration would retain
control of Congress, although the majority in the

ouse might be cut from its present strength of

41 to as low as twenty-five-or thirty. After a
conference of national democratic committee of-
ficials at the White House with President Wilson
and Secretary Tumulty, it was estimated the dem-
ocratic majority possibly would stand at twenty.

The varying reports of the senate contests in
Nevada, Califodnia, Kansas and Colorado, gave
no promise of reducing the democratic plurality.
Reports to the national democratic committee
were said to indicate the selection of James D.
Phelan of California, to succeed Senator Perkins,
republican, and the re-election of Senators New-
lanids and Thomas in Nevada and Colorado, re-
spectively. In Kansasa close contest for the seat
of Senator Bristow seemed to be between former
Senator Curtis, republican, and Robert Neeley,
democrat. Victor Murdock, progressive is close
behind according to meager reports and his
friends claim victory for him.

At noon with eighty-five congressional dis-
tricts missing the election of 185 democrats, 162
republicans and three progressives was reported.
The present complexion of the House is 285 dem-
ocrats, 125 republicans and fifteen progressives
and six vacancies. The noon returns showed a
gain of thirty-three republicans. It takes 218 for
a majority in the House. To fulfill the predictions
of democratic leaders for a majority of thirty it is
necessary for sixty-three of the unreported dis-
‘tricts to be democrats. They are claimed by the
leaders. Of the districts not reported at noon
fifty-one are now democratic, twenty-nine by re-
publicans and five by progressives. Should the
democrats hold these fifty-one districts their
membership in the next house would be 235;
should the republicans re-elect the twenty incum-
bents their total gain would be seventy seats.

“We have won a viclory,” said Postmaster
General Burleson after-a conference with Presi-
dent Wilson and other democratic leaders during
which the returns were tabulated. He claimed the
democrats would control the next House by a ma-
jority of between twenty-nine and forty-five. In
a long distance telephone talk between Roger
Sullivan, democratic candidate for senator in Illi-
n.ois, and Thomas Pence of the ‘democratic na-
tional committee atmnoon, Sullivan claimed he had
béen elected.

By one p. m.'the number of missing districts
wa_s*redgced to-seventy-five; the democrats had
gained four votes, making their total 189, and the
republicans gained five votes giving them a total
of 167. The election of William Kent, independ-
ent, of California, accounted for the other seat.

ALL CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS

Valpariso, Chile, Nov. 4.—The vic-
tory of the German fleet under Gen-
eral Von Stee which consisted of the
armored . cruiser Scharnhorst.. and
Gneisenau and -the light cruisers
Nurnberg, Leipsic and Bremen, over
the British squadron made up of the
British cruisers Monmouth, Good
Hope and Glasgow and the transport
Ogranto, commanded by Rear Admir.
al Craddock, continues the sensation
of the hour here. That the Germans
were able to sink or scatter the Brit-
ish squadron in the first big naval
battle of the war with only . minor
acamage to their own ships and a
casualty list of only two wounded is
@ subject of wonder.

The Monmouth is known to have
been lost with practically all ‘her
crew. The Good Hope was severely
damaged and on fire when she escap-

‘ed under cover of darkness and it is

believed here she went to the bot-
tom, while tic Glasgow and Organto
took refuge in a Chilean port. The
€charnhorst, Nurnburg and Gneisenau
were in the harbor early today coal
ing and provisioning In preparation
for steaming away later. It is sup
posed they will relieve the Leipsic
and Bremen which have the Glasgow
and Ogranto bettled up in the port
of Talcahuano, eight miles northwest
of Concepcicn.

It would seem like madness for
these British ships to leave this haven
and it is likely they will be dismantled
and Interned unless a superior Brit
ish and Japancse fleet should go to
their relief. Admiral Von Stee in his
official report of the battle, which
took place Sunday afternoon off the
Chilean island of St. Marie, says the
action lasted only an hour, being dis-
continued at nightfall when the Brit-
ish were forted to give way.

GERMAN OFFICIAL REPORT.

“The Goou Hope,” he says, “was
then so badly damaged that she was
unable to resist and could only make
her escape protected by the darkness.
The Monmouth under identical con-
citions, tried to escape, but was fol-
lowed by a small cruiser and was
sunk with but a few shots. Owing

no boats could be lowered and con-
sequently there was terrible loss of

The German admiral says the es
cape of the Glasgow and Ogranto wa/
due to their speed and the darkness
According to German officers, the
Germans owing to the superior range
of the guns on the armored cruisery
Scharnhorst and Gnesicenau opened
fire when six miles away. As the
ships closed and the range came down
to four miles the British ships were
able to reply but by that time they
weré seriously damaged.

The Germans declare the British{.

fought heroically. The light German
cruisers pluckily closed in -on the
British and took part in the battle.
One of them, it appears from the of-
ficial report, gave the Monmouth a
death blow, as crippled and in flames
she tried to escape..

The british- cruisers. Good Hope
Monmouth and Glasgow were under
command of Rear Admiral Christoph
er Craddock and had been searching
the coasts of South America for sev:
eral weeks with the object of engag-
ing the German' cruisers which had
been destroying merchant vsesels.

2,000 ON ENGLISH SHIP,

The British cruiser Monmouth, re-
ported sunk in the engagement, was
440 feet long and 66 feet beam and
of 9,800 tons displacements.

She carried fourteen 6-inch guns,
eight 3inch guns, three' 3-pounders
and was fitted with two 18-inch tor-
pedo tubes. Her complement was 655
men. The Monmouth was built in
1899, &

‘The Good Hope, also reported lost,
was the flagship of the squadron. She
was 500 feet long, 71 feet beam and
displaced- 14,100 tons. She represent.
ed the Pritish nation at the James
town exposition in 1907. Her arma-
ment consisted of two 92;inch guns,
three 3-pounders and two 18-inch tor-
pedo tubes. " She had a complement
of 900. men. The Good Hope was
bhuilt thirteen years ago.

The light cruiser Glasgow, which
took refuge at Coronel,r was built in
1909. S1e was 430 feet long, 47 feet
beam and displaced 4,820 tons, She
had a complement of 3756 men. Her
atament consisted of two 6-inch guns
and ten 4inch guns. She was equip-
ped with two 12-inch torpedo tubes.

.Sir Christopher Craddoeck’ who com
manded the squadron,-was in charge
of the British fleet in Mexican wa-
ters at the time American marines
cccupied Vera Cruz.

been heard distinctly at Ghent,” telegraphs the*

The daring dash of a German squadron to
within ten miles of the northeast of England in-
dicates that the prolonged activity of the larger
units of the German fleet has been broken. An-
other interesting naval development today was
the long distance bombardment of the Dardan-
nelles by the combined allied fleet. A pillar of
smoke on shore indicated some of the shells found
their mark.

Elsewhere along the battle front the usual at-
tacks and counter attacks are reported without
any indication as to where the invaders may be
expected to make their next effort to cut their
way to Calias.

The foregoing dispatch from London makes
no mention of the naval engagement off ‘the
Chilean coast.

"The supportof the Chamber of
Commerce has been given the ladies
of the Leagné and' Dr. Bolyn in this
work.

Plans for this work were formulat
ed Tuésday afternoon at a meeting of
the” Clvie l.e2ague, held with, Mrs.
Kemp, at whbich the pure food cam-
paign In Wichita Falls was launched
und to judge from the prevailing en-
thusiasm with which Mrs, Darwin
was greeted the campaign will result
in enjarging the Wichita Falls slogan
mwaking it read  “the busiest, best
built and cleanest city In Texas.”

Mrs. Darwin Outlines Work.

In her talk before the Clvie League,
Mrs. Darwin set forth her purpose
in the city, the manner in which the
investigation will be conducted and
the variows shops and stores which
experience has taught her, need in-
vestigation and admonition as to the
obgervance of the state health and
sanitary rules. Included In this list
were grocery stores, bakeshops, drug
snd confectionary stores, meat mark
eis, ioe factories; cafes, hotels and
restaurants and last but not least the
dairies. Mrs. Darwin laid great
stress on the fact that this inspection

&pirit and while she comes here

gpection but rather -the merchants
and shop keeperi will be given a
chance to observe the laws and Dep
shown how to better the sanitery
conditions.

In all her rounds Mrs, Darwin stat P
