It records
enormous growth in the department's
business because of the parcels post
and postal savings bank divisions and
recommends a program of postal leg
islatjon to increase the scope of the
department’'s activities

with an estimate that a surplus of
$3,569,645, the second of his adminis-
tration, will be shown for the fiscal
Year of 1914 when all claims and
charges have been met Ou that
showing he basis his declaration that
the department “has been securely
placed upon a self-sustaining basis.™

“that unless unusual conditions
should arise, resulting in abnormal
depression of business, there is no
danger of recurring deficiencies.”

asked to resign or discontinue their

| A number of prominent literary wo-
men have urged at ' English women
should be as cautious as English men
{about their, associates and should shun
all woppen of German or Austrian
sympathies at a time when chance re-
marks might give wvaluable informa-
tion to the enemy.

Reports from ;Belgium and Holland
of the activities of women spies who
served as governesses and servants In
Belgium and Dutch families have also
thro suspicion on German and Aus.
tri women in service in various
parts of England. The Belgian refu-
gees who are in England have issued
general warning against German wo-
men as well as  German men, and
thgir tales of how Belgian cities were
betrayed by German sples in all walks
of life have alarmed English people.

Alarming tales have been printed in
London papers of alleged German
spies in high social and financial cir-
cles, and practically all of the lead-
ing men’s clubs have asked men of
German or Austrian birth to resign or
refrain/from frequenting the club-
rooms during the war. Many sup-
posed spies high in official life vol-
untarily left England before the move-
ment against suspected persons be-
came s0 acute. Charges were gener-
ally made that even wermans who had
become nat ized had often done
so omnly for bisiness and social rea-
sons and were at heart Germans as

Five Are Under Arrest Following Kill-
ing of Messenger Boy Whose
Body Was Found.

Fort Worth, Texas, Dec. 14.—OM.
cers have carefully hidden the five
negroes arrested Saturday and Sunday
in conpection with the murder of
Oscar roggins, 17 year old mes-
senger boy who.-was lured to a lonely
gpot in the country and killed. His
body was found W a well last night
at midnight. It is believed he was
killed in order to rob him of his ma-
chine. ;

Yesterday under strong pressure,
Clint Willlams, an 18 year old negro
boy, who had served a term at the
state reformatory, made a disconnect-
ed statement to Cauaty Attorney Mar=
shal Spoonts in Which he described
the killing of the white boy Friday
night. He sald that the body had
peen bhidden in an old well in a lone-
ly grove near the Bowman BSprings
road, about ‘two miles southeast of
the Masonic Home. The prisoner, who
accompanied the oMecers, was unable
to locate the well which he describ-
#d. The officers searched every well
And culvert in that locality. One
well, .thought to answer .the descrip-
tion; was found about nightfall, but
it was' then too late for the search-
ers to probe jts depths, and on ac-
toupt of the intense cold and dark-
ness they decided to discontinue furth-
er work until mcrning.

In his statement the negro boy im-
plicated anothér negro, who was ar-
reésted by the poiice. Willlams' moth-
er was also detained by the officers,
but she is not believed to have been
Implicated. The suspects are hidden
away at different police substations
to guard against any demonstration
that might be made should the body
of the white boy be found.. If de-
velopments justify it the two negro
men will be taken to another county
without loss of time.

Oscar Scroggins was last seen Fri-
day night, He had been on a deal
with the negro Clint Willlams to sell
him his motorcycle for $100. The
negro told him that if he would:go
with him to a_house in the country,
two miles béyond Polytechnic, he
would take the machine and pay the
money. The boy left Covey & Mar
tin's drug store, where he was em-
ployed, about 7 o'clock Friday even-
ing and took the pegro behind him
on the motorcycle. They were last
seen going east by passengers on a
strest car near Clemwood Park.
