This
should not be, since it ix a viola
tlon of the city law and of the
moral law which says, “Whatso-
ever ye would that men should do
to you, do ye even so to them.”

Other complaints are to the ef-
foet that some people are keeping
hogs within the city limits in open
violation of the hog ordinance,
which says that no one shall be
allowed to keep hogs on any lots
in any block bordering on Main
Street. It further says that not
more than two hogs shall be keprt
npon any one lot in any part of
the ¢ity, and that each hog so kept
shatl not have less than 600 square
feet of Jot space and that such lots
shall be kept clean.

Just why these complaints come
to the Star office we do not know,
unless it is the common view that
some peaple have that the local
editor 1Is responsible for every-
thing that goes wrong within the
¢ity limits. The Star Is willing
to assist its readers in maintaia-
ing ther rights in any reasonable
way It ean, but the Clty Fathers
are the only men with authority.
