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Rangers 
to retire 
number

ARLINGTON (A P ) — Nolan 
Ryan, who saw the No. 80 he 
w ore w ith  the C a lifo rn ia  
Angles retired  in  1091, w ill 
beocnne only the fifth  player in 
major league history to to ve  
his number retired by two dif- 
HBrsnt teams.

The Texas Rangers 
announced Thursday that they 
w ill re tire  Ryan’s No. 34 in 
Septem ber, m aking him  the 
first player in team history to 
receive ttiat distinctkm.

*Tm  honored to be the first 
one,”  said Ryan, his famous 
hands Jammed into his trench- 
coat pockets during a b r ie f 
news con ference at The 
Ballpark in Arlington. "These 
are the kind o f honors it’s hard 
to describe how it makes you 
IbeL’’

The other players who have 
had two numbers retired are 
Hank Aaron (A tlanta Braves 
and Milwaukee Brewers), Rod 
Carew (M innesota Twins and 
C a lifo rn ia  A n gels ), R o llie  
F ingers (O akland A ’s and 
B rew ers) and Casey Stengel 
(N ew  York Yankees and New 
York Mets).

Ryan, who turned 49 on 
Wednesday, ended his 27-year 
mnJor league career in 1993 
a fter fiv e  seasons w ith  the 
Rangers.

In that time, he enjoyed sev­
era l o f h is moat famous 
moments, including his 5,000th 
strikeout and seventh no-hitter.

That makes the Rangers’ 
honor specia l, Ryan said, 
“ because they both happened 
here, because o f the e lec^city  
in the air and the way the fisns 
have supported me.’’

"H e was the greatest player 
that ever played for the (k ^ - 
chise and I think it ’s entirely 
appropriate that we do this for 
h im ,”  team president Tom 
Schlellhr said.

The Rangers also announced 
plans to unveil a life-size statue 
o f Ryad in Vandergriff Plaza at 
’The Ballpark in Arlington in 
Boptember. A sculptor has not 
been chosen.

Ryan broke in to the big 
leagues w ith  the New York 
Mets, playing for them in 1968- 
1971. A fte r being w ith  the 
Angels in 1972-79, he spent 
eight years with the Houston 
Astros, then signed with the 
Rangers in 1988.

During his career, the right­
hander went 324-292 with a 8.19 
BRA. He is the majors’ aU-time 
leader w ith  6,714 strikeouts, 
and his seven no-hitters are 
three more than anyone else.

Ryan, a shoo-in for the Hall of 
Fame, also ranks among the 
a ll-tim e leaders in  starts, 
innings, shutouts and wins. He 
holds or shares more than 50 
msijor league, American Lei^jue 
and National League records.

One o f Ryan’s most famous 
non-record moments came Aug. 
4, 1993, during a game against 
tile Chicago White Sox when he 
hit Robin Ventura with a pitch. 
Ventura, 20 years Ryan’s 
Junior, charged the mound and 
took a pom m eling from  the 
then 46-year-old pitchm*.

Ryan left another memorable 
image on Sept. 8.1990, when a 
line drive o ff Bo J a c k s ’s bat 
missed his glove and caromed 
o ff his chin, slicing his lower 
lip  with a two-inch gash that 
soaked two Jerseys wlUi blood.

Ryan alluded to both in c i­
dents Thursday when asked 
how he’d pose for the statue.

"It  seems the Robin Ventnrs 
pose is remembered more than 
the Bo Jackson pose,”  Ryan
