Diversification of Parmer County Crops 
Gets Shot in Arm with Schlab Potatoes 
Proving Adaptable; Financial Success

Harvesting has just been com­
pleted on the only patch of pota­
toes reported in Parmer County, 
a crop of 55 acres that yielded 
nearly 2000 sacks of potatoes, 
and made a net profit of $300 per 
acre.

This crop was raised by Char­
les and Edmond Schlab on their 
farmland three miles east of 
Black; they are sons of Mr. and 
Mrs. A. G. Schlab.

The final talley showed a yield 
of 3,*; 61 sacks of No. 1; 1,038
sacks of No. 2; and 38 sacks of 
“peewees.”  Variety planted was 
Red Triumphs, and some of the 
larger spuds measured 11 5/8 
inches around and weighed 1 lb. 
2 oz. These are on display at the 
Friona State Bank.

This is the Schlab brothers’ 
third year to raise potatoes.

In 1949 the brothers experi­
mented with the crop, averag­
ing only 75 sacks an acre then, 
but the next year they harvest­
ed 159 per acre. This year the 
total was about 180 sacks per 
acre, an average of 161 Cacks of 
No. l ’s.

The crop was planted in the 
last days of March. It was dust­
ed three times with DDT, Sul 
pher and dialthane. When 
irrigating, the potatoes were 
watered every three and a half 
days, and the crop was also 
fertilized, with four hundred 
pounds of ammoniam sulphate.

At harvest time two mechan­
ical diggers were employed and 
a crew of 75 Mexicans came in 
to^ack the spuds in the field.

The Legislature enacted a law 
requiring all persons using the 
term doctor to further identify 
themselves by using initials fol­
lowing their name to designate 
under what authority such title 
is used. Thus one licensed un­
der the State Board of Medical 
Examiners as a doctor of medi­
cine will use the initials M. D. 
One lisensed under the State 
Board of Medical Examiners as 
a doctor of osteopathy-will use 
the initials D. O. One licensed 
under the State Board of Dental 
Examiners will use the initials 
D.D.S. or D.D.M/as his situation 
may justify. One licensed un­
der the State Board of Chiro­
practic Examiners will use the 
initials D.C. One licensed under 
the State Board oi Examiners in 
Optometry will use the initials 
O.D. One licensed under the 
State Board of Naturopathic Ex­
aminers will use the initials ND.

Anyone violating the provis­
ions of this act may be fined 
$100.00 for the first offense; 
$500.00 for second offense; and 
for the third offense there may 
be a fine of $1,000.00, or tne 
license to practice of the person 
may be revoked.

Subscription Delinquent?

August 14, 1925 was a long­
time ago. At that time the 
Friona Star was a four page 
paper, issue number three of 
volume one.

The page was graced, then as 
now, with pictures of military 
leaders and pretty girls. The 
military leader: Brig. General 
Dion Williams, a military officer 
on Admiral Dewey’s flagship, U. 
S. S. Olympic at -Manila Bay. The 
pretty girl: Miss California of 
1925, who was not wearing a 
bathing suit, but a high necked 
dress and a hat like a paper sack.

Also on the front page were a 
list of Chamber of Commerce 
Notes, a weather report of two 
inches of rain and the follow­
ing stories:

“The new community seven 
miles south of Friona which has 
been locally known as “Hubb” 
has rejected that name and 
chosen what its people consider 
a more appropriate name— 
Homeland.”

And another:
“Quite a number of young folks 

went to Black on a Friday night 
and enjoyed a weiner roast. 
Those present were Cleo Hicks, 
Marguerite McClellan, Thelma 
Curry, Sammie Saunders, Thelma 
Saunders, Lola Goodwine, Vivian 
ones, Edith Galloway, Carson 
Jones, Nellie Parr and Leo 
McClellan.

The inside pages were full of 
newsy gossip. To wit:

“Carl C. Maurer of the Santa 
Fe Grain Company is having a 
shed built over the west end of 
the elevator dump. Logan Symp- 
son and Elmer Euler are doing 
the work.”

“The South Plains District 
Farm Bureau Convention will be 
held at Plainview, August 26, 
with J. W. Parr, attendance 
chairman; Mr's. Elmer Euler, 
woman’s committee chairman; 
Nat Jones, route chairman, John 
White, publicity chairman; Char­
les Sehlenker, registration chair­
man and F. W. Reeve, camp 
chairman.”

“T h e Community Singing- 
School, being taught by Profess­
or Day was begun Wednesday 
night at the school auditorium.”

Five years later, the Friona 
Star was on its fifth volume, 
number 49. On June 26 the 
paper put out a special edition 
“ County to ship two million 
bushels of wheat this season.” 
P. M. Helmke had delivered the 
first load of wheat in Friona; the 
average yield for the county was 
expected to be some 20 bushels, 
but the prevailing price was not 
quoted.”

In heavy boldface type another 
fact was announced, disapproval 
of a south rail line near Friona. 
According to the Star:

“The examiner for the inter­
state commerce commissioned 
denied a petition from the Texas 
and Pacific Northern to build 
207 miles of road from Lubbock 
to Vega and from Dimmitt to

special stories on the churches, 
the schools and the businesses 
and a detailed history of the 
Friona Chamber of Commerce. 
A better baby contest was being- 
planned, and (Miss Evelyn Richter, 
the public health nurse was 
nolding a clinic in the basement 
of the Congregational Church for 
all children up to school age.

Mrs. Julian Sams of Easter 
Community, mother of Mrs. J. S. 
Smith had just celebrated her 
99th birthday. Dr. E. B. Wills, 
dentist, had just opened an office 
in Friona. And the Junior 
Woman’s Club met with Miss 
Edith Galloway for a program on 
“Little Lessons in Public Speak­
ing” by Orma White. Ester 
Reeve gave a talk on Parliamen­
tary Law.

But the advertisement would 
really take your eye.

The Friona Star advertised 
that since wheat prices had hit 
the bottom the subscription rate 
for the paper would be only $1.00 
a year. Rushing’s five to one 
dollar store advertised a good 
grade of overalls for 89 cents, 
the Friona Drug Company sold 
sundaes, sherberts, sodas, and 
ices including lemon freeze and 
pineapple freeze.

And the Texan theater was 
showing “The Flood” advertised 
blandly as “ a torrent of emo­
tions and thrills with Eleanor 
Boardman, Monte Blue and David 
Newell.”
