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Editorially Speaking . . . .
Do the Fundam ental Laws Change With the Age?

T H E  A M E R I C A N  WAY

EDITOR’S (NOTE: One of th e  m ore analy tical 
minds of our country is possessed by B enjam in 
jp. Fairless, president of (United S ta tes Steel; yet 
"bis observations are so down to  earth  th a t  they 
can  be appreciated  by all of us. We are th is 
fveefc rep rin ting  sketches from  a recent g rad u ­
ation address delivered by (Mr. Fairless, touch­
ing upon the  th ree  securities—political, econom­
ic, an d  spiritual-—as related  to the  “Ten Com­
m andm ents.” We quote:

For nearly  tw enty years we have been told 
th a t  the laws which were m ade by our fore­
fa thers, and  the  principles which they estab­
lished 175 years ago have become obsolete,* 
We were told th a t  those fundam enta l laws 
connot be expected to apply to the  complex 
and  difficult problems which we face in  th is 
m odern industria l age. We were told th a t  the 
tim e h ad  come w hen we had  to adopt new ideas 
and  new principles.

Now th a t  sounded so logical—and  so per­
fectly seasonable—th a t  wae fell for it, hook, 
line an d  sinker. We d idn ’t  stop to th in k  th a t  
th e  law s of navagation  are cen turies old, yet 
they  still apply to  a irp lanes ju st as well as 
.ships. A thousand  years ago m en reckoned in 
dozens w hat they  now com pute in  billions, but 
th e  laws of m athem atice rem ain  im m utable. 
And s0 do the- laws of physics . and of chem ­
is try  . . . an d  God.

Ever since Moses , come down from th e  
m oun ta in , th e  Ten C om m andm ents - have been 
{fne basic- laws of civilized men. They are the 
laws upon wnich th is, n a tion  was founded; 
and  th ey  are as inexorable today, as they were 
in  the  days of th e  Pharaohs. But th a t  never 
occurred to  us. We h ad  to have change for 
th e  sake of change—s0 we set up new laws and 
new principles. j

We began  to repeal the Ten Com m and- 
^  merits s ta rtin g  w ith the  one which says: Thou 

IKa.it n o t covet.” And—since we had  no legal 
r ig h t  to .stsafc from  our neighbor the things, luac 
we coveted—we empowered the  G overnm ent 
to do i t  for us. T h a t we could not legally con­
fe r upon th e  G overnm ent a power which we 
dM n o t m orally  possess never bothered us 
a  ait.

We m erely  laid aside the law's of God and 
crea ted  a welfare s ta te  in  the image of Robin 
Hood. We ordered it  to plunder the  “haves” 
an d  d istribu te  th e  booty am'ony th e  “have- 
no ts”—m inus certa in  unavoidable deductions 
of course, for th e  benefit of our bureaucrats 
and th e ir friends.

We did no t stop to th in k  how dangerous it 
would be if th is  doctrine, which we w rote so 
brazenly in to  our s ta tu tes  here a t home, were 
suddenly  to be app lied  to our in tern a tio n a l 
affa irs. I t  did no t occur to us th a t  if we our­
selves proclaim ed the rig h t of m en to take the 
w ealth of o thers by political -focre, we could

hardly deny the rig h t of the “h av e-n o t” nations 
of the  world to take th e  w ealth  of America by 
force of arm s.

So we went m errily along our way, redic- 
tributing  the  w ealth—but ,not necessarily on 
the basis of need nor always -to th§  children of 
m isfortune. The controlling factor in m ost 
cases was the ability of the recipients to deliver 
a bloc vote a t the polls. And in  tim e, some of 
these groups became so proficient in the a r t  of 
voting th a t we conferred upon a privileged few 
of them  the righ t to break the ¡Commandments 
all by themselves w ithout even bothering the 
G overnm ent about it.

So if one of these specially privileged groups 
waylaid a Jersey farm er on his way t0 m arket, 
and  if the farm er was th en  beaten  up and 
robbed before he was perm itted  to drive his 
truck into New York, tho  Federal Court could 
find no law against it. And if, in the heat of 
a labor dispute, striking pickets displayed signs 
which bore false witness against th e ir employer, 
the Court condoned ’the ir action on the curious 
theory th a t  they were not really guilty of an  u n ­
tru th  a fte r all.

And so it went. We punished success and 
m ade a virtue of failure. We discouraged 
th rif t and invited inflation. And th en  — wthen 
we had  finally dispensed w ith both  m orality  
and justice — we w atched w ith dispirited 
apathy  as corruption  and bribery spread 
throughout our national capital. ¡Scandal in high 
places no longer shocked—or even surprised 
—us. We accepted dishonesty as a necessary 
ingredient of politics; and the  idea th a t “pub­
lic office is a ' public tru s t”- was everywhere 
regarded as quain t and old-fashioned.

Yet all th a t we did was done w ith  the best of 
intentions. We sought t0 protect our fellow 
m en against adversity. We tried  to create a 
better life and  a be tte r world in which to live 
it. And for w hat wè tried  to do, I have no 
apologies to m ake w hatever, i t  is only w hat we 
did th a t I  deplore.

To find th a t  b e tte r 'l ife  and to build th a t 
beteer world is the  compelling task  th a t  now 
confronts you. W here we failed you m ust — 
and will — succeed. B ut if you will study  the 
m istakes of m y generation  carefully. I th in k  
you will see th a t  we have m ade one g re a t; con­
tribu tion  a fte r all: We have proved conclusively 
th a t  true security  can never be fashioned out 
of slavery, injustice and corruption. I t  m ust 
be founded firm ly on the laws of God, and 
dedicated wholly to the dignity of man.

In  short, if I could sum  up in a single 
sentence the lessons we have learned from the  
unhappy experience of na tions all over the 
world, th a t  sentence would be th is: There is no 
security w ithout freedom; th ere  is no hope 
w ithout opportunity; an d  there  is no ¡progress 
w ithout incentive.'

DO YOU KNOW that the last session of the Leg- 
islature made additional requirements for signaling 
devices on certain motor vehicles?

In  am ending the section of th e  
sta tu tes  concerning the giving 
of h an d  signals, the  Legislature 
enacted into law a requirem ent 
“w h e n c e  body of a vehicle or 
tha body an  load of any vehicle 
or any com bination of vehicles 
projects tw enty-four inches or 
more to the le ft of the  center 
of th e  steering wheel, or under 
any  condition when a hand  and 
arm  signal would no t be visible 
both to  the  fron t an  rear of 
such vehicle or vehicles, th e n

such vehicle or vehicles m ust 
be equipped with, and such sig­
nals m ust be given by such tu rn  
indicating lam ps or devices.” The 
enactm ent fu rth e r s ta te s  th a t  
the  signal lam p or m echanical 
signal device used w hen re ­
quired by th is section of the s ta ­
tu te m ust be of such a type as 
has been approved by th e  De­
p artm en t of Public Safety.
