T H E  A M E R I C A  N

July 4th, Independence Day, presents op­
portunity to take stock of our nation . . . .  on 
this its birthday.

We have not decided just how this particular 
birthday should be considered : it it one of our 
first birthdays or one of the last? Though the 
United States is the youngest nation in the 
world, it also can be considered the oldest for 
today there exists no nation that has stood, 
without revolution, or loss of face, or radical 
change in government since 1776. We alone have 
gone forward with a singleness of purpose, car­
rying on the function of government as outlined 
by that famous 1776 document.

The only conclusion, then, is that we have 
something precious, something w’orth working 
for and honoring in our way of lil'fe, just as it 
was protected by our forefathers.

And it is only up to you and to me t0 see 
Shat no deviation is allowed from the consti­
tutional rights and obligations; for it is in our 
power to determine if this birthday will 'be young 
in the nation’s history, or whether it will be one 
of the last.

We offer no,apologies for the warnings ■ re -- 
•garding the welfare of our nation; for we sin­

cerely believe there is justification for alarm. Is

it not deplorable, disgusting, and even dishonor­
able to fight wars on far-flung ¡battlsfronts, but 
coyly terming them skirmishes? Yes, the “Ko­
rean Skirmish” has cost us dearly.

Isn’t it embarassing for you and myself, as 
stockholders in this great nation, to be wholly 
ignorant of its. foreign policy?

Is it befitting that we send government 
representatives to neighboring countries (Mexi­
co in this instance) who have contributed to the 
vice, corruption and graft in our own munici­
palities. Yet this action has been condoned on 
the highest levels as proper!

Inefficiency, vacillating policies, absence of 
moral stability, all these are inroads within our 
aation that could well designate July 4th, 1951, 
as one of the last “Independence Days.”

You ask wfiat little people like you, myself, 
and our neighbors can do about preserving a 
great governmeht? There’s plenty, believe me. Did 
you ever wonder -Why all the big apples were on 
the top of the basket? It ’s because there are a 
lot of little ones holding them up. There’s an 
intentional moral here.

I believe I would starve 
first, but maybe not. To die of 
hunger must be pretty bad, but 
from where we sit right now, 
you wouldn’t do it.

But an article by Tom Linder, 
commissioner of agriculture in 
Georgia says:

During World War II, when 
meat was rationed, there were 
those who went into the busi­
ness and donkeys to sell to peo­
ple to eat.
At that time ,there was no law 
on - the ..book against the sale 
of horse meat for human con­
sumption.

In 1943, the Legislature pas­
sed an act regulating the sale 
of horse meat and outlawing 
the sale of dog meat in the
state. ‘

After the War, when controls 
were taken off, we had no more 
trouble with horsemeat until 
recently. Now it is beginning to 
appear in places again. Very few 
people in Georgia will eat horse 
meat if they know it.

Th^ world is hungry. I have 
before me the Chicago Daily 
Tribune dated June 11 1951,
which carries a long article on 
the disappearance of the horse 
from the farms in England. Some 
of the high points in this article 
show that 1949, 120,000 horses 
were slaughtered in Britain for 
human consumption and there 
has been an enormous increase 
s i n c e  t he  International 
League for the Protection of 
Horses confirmed the increase. 
The royal Society for the Pro­
tection of Animals announced 
that at the nresent rate of con­
sumption. there will he no horse 
lert in Britain a decade or so 
from now.

Wo had better try to raise 
enough beef and pork and poul­
try for our tables and build un 
a horse and mule population to 
have on hand when gasoline gets 
carce and the old tractors have 

to- so in the shed.
We are a nation more depen­

dent on oil wells and oil refin­
eries than all the rations of the 
earth put together. We had bet­
ter thir.k on these things.

It is just possible that Gen­
eral Douglas MacArthur is one 
of those rare birds in national 
politics . . .  a completely honest 
man . .. and that he means ex­
actly what he means when he re­
peats that he is not seeking 
nomination for President of the 
United States.

From our observation of the 
General over a period of years 
. . . close-range observation for 
more than two years of it . . . 
we are inclined to believe that 
what General MacArthur says 
is what General MacArthur 
means . We hope that is true in 
this case.

We believe that General Mac­
Arthur is a great man, a great 
general, and a fine administra­
tor. We ’ also believe • that he 
would be a poor choice as presi- 
ent of the United States.

We do not question his hon­
esty, his integrity, or his patri­
otism. 'We agree almost whole­
heartedly with his political 
views.

But while the General’s pro­
ven administrative ability (first 
in the Philippines, later in Ja­
pan) is hardly open to question, 
his experience in government 
has been almost entirely in the 
climate of an actual . . . though 
benevolent . . . dictatorship.

With all his fine qualities, the 
general is no diplomat. There is 
a world of difference between 
a Philippine Assembly or the 
Japanese Diet, and the United 
States Congress. The voice of 
command which worken won­
ders among the naive Fillipinos 
and the conquered Japanese 
would bring chaos in Washing­
ton.

We would prefer to take the 
General’s politics at face value 
. . . to believe that he is con­
ducting a one-man crusade 
against the Truman adminis­
tration because he sincerely 
feels, like many of his fellow 
Americans, that his country is 
gravely indangered by Admin­
istration policies, and not be­
cause he personally wants to 
succeed the man in the 
House.

I f his aim is to unseat the mi 
who fired him. whether for p&? 
sonal or patriotic reasons,we|j 
enthusiastically join in cheer inf 
him on. his way. Our enthusb 
asm, however, would be stret­
ched beyond the breaking point 
if it. came t0 the point of . sup­
porting Douglas MacArthur ior 
President of the Uni:ed States.

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The peopls in the cotton pro­
ducing sections of the 18th Dis­
trict will remember what hap 
pened during harvest season 
last year when the Labor De­
partment refused to permit the 
children of migrant workers to 
help their parents in the fields. 
The rigid enforcement of this 
unfair law resulted in many of 
the counties having to put these 
people on their relief rolls, for­
ced the children to be at large 
and roam the streets while their 
parents were at work, and crea­
ted many hardships too numer­
ous to mention, both on the 
workers and the people in the 
District. Several of us have in­
troduced bills to cure this situ­
ation, but these bills are still in 
committee. In an effort to 
speed up this legislation I of­
fered an amendment to the 
migrant labor law on Wednes­
day. I  was joined in this amend­
ment by Mr. George Mahon, Mr. 
Clark Fisher, and Mr. Omar 
Burlson. The amendmentwas 
knocked out on a point of order 
on the ground that is was not 
germane . to the .bill,* sine# .the 
bill had t0 do with imported la­
bor from Mexico, while my 
amendment was for the pur­
pose of helping citizens of this 
country. We are continuing the 
fight to correct this legislation 
and will not miss an opportunity 
to bring it up. I  thought you 
folks would like to know what 
happened in the House of ¡Rep­
resentatives when this amend­
ment came up and I show you 
the proceedings as they took 
place in the House and as print­
ed in the Congressional Record: 

“¡MR. ROGERS of Texas. Mr. 
Chairman; I want to urge the 
adoption of the Poage bill, as it 
is legislation that will be of great 
help t0 the farmers of this Na­
tion. The amendment that I  o f­
fer at this time is offfered as a 
further aid to the farmers and 
an aid to migrant workers of

this country, and for the pur­
pose of correcting an injustice 
that is now present in existing 
laws. This injustice that I refer 
t0 was brought about by a Sen­
ate amendment to the Fair La­
bor standards Act in 1949. The 
wording of the amendment op­
erated to prevent and . prohibit 
the employment of the children 

aese migrant workers. The 
t the migr.-nt wor­

kers who are following the har­
vest in order to earn a living 
cannot use their children to as­
sist them. In many cases these 
workers have large families, 
,nat is, 9, ID, or 12 children. All 
of these children who are un­
der 16 years of age cannot work 
in the harvest if school is in 
session in the district in which 
, hey desire to work. This creates 
a situation where the children 
of these migrant workers must 
be left to roam the streets or 

I find something to clo while their 
' parents are working in the 
field. The. law does'., not require 
them to attend school in those 
districts but ’ prohibits them 
from working in those districts 

j while school is in sesion. My 
amendment merely provides, in 
effect that these children may 

¡work so long as they are not 
* legally required to attend school. 
It does not in any manner per­
mit anyone to engage in unfair 
child-labor practices nor con­
done sweatshop tactict. I would 
not under any circumstances 
acquiesce in unfair child-labor 
practices nor in existence of 
sweatshops. This amendment 
does not allow a child t0 do any 
work that he is not allowed to 
do under the present law. It 
merely clarifies ambiguous and 
misleading language now’ exist-1 
ing in the law that has created 
a serious problem and will con­
tinue to so do. The migrant
