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Testingj aging facilities on list for BSISD in 2007

A new session of the state leg­
islature and old school build­
ings will likely be the hot topics 
of discussion for Big Spring 
public school ofilcials in 2007.

As school officials look for­
ward to the next 12 months, 
changes to the way students are 
tested in Texas and what to do

about aging facili­
ties top the list of 
issues.

A push is on 
among state legisla­
tors to replace the 
Texas Assessment 
of Knowledge and 
Skills (TAKS) stan­

dardized test with 
“end of course” exams, an effort 
that received at least partial

Downes

support in local circles.
“ I support the creation of a 

end of course test ... but I’m 
going to hold off on complete 
support until I see the final leg­
islation,” BSISD
Superintendent Michael
Downes said.

Downes voiced two concerns 
about end of course tests: That 
they not be the sole determin­
ing factor whether the students

passes a course; and that the 
administration o f those test 
mesh with federal education 
requirements.

“ In principle, end of course 
tests make much more sense,” 
he said, “because they are 
based on information students 
learned that school year.”

How student performance is 
graded is important to school 
officials, but just as important

is how to house those students.
An increasing elementary 

population, coupled with aging 
facilities, w ill be a msyor topic 
of concern during 2007, Downes 
said.

Dr. Paul Trautmann, a facili­
ties consultant with the Texas 
Association of School Boards, 
recently completed a study

Bush, other dignitaries to pay 
their final j-espects to Gerald Ford
WASHINGTON (AP ) -  Gerald R. 

Ford leaves his beloved U.S. 
Capitol for the last time today as 
the period set aside for ordinary 
Americans to say goodbye gives 
way to an elaborate invitation-only 
funeral at the awe-inspiring 
Washington National Cathedral.

As the first order of business 
today. Ford’s remains were being 
removed from the Rotunda to lie in 
repose briefly outside the* Senate 
before leaving the Capitol where 
Ford served as a congressman for 
25 years.

As vice president. Ford also had 
the constitutional title of president 
of the Senate.

A bell at the Washington 
National Cathedral was to toll 38 
times for the 38th president as the 
cortege moved through 
Washington streets for the funeral 
service at the stone church that 
stretches nearly the length o f two 
football flelds.

The much-visited Washington 
religious landmark has soaring 
towers. 215 stained glass windows 
and a great organ with 10,650

pipes.
Funeral services were held in the 

cathedral for former presidents 
Eisenhower in 1969 and Reagan in 
2004, and ex-President Wilson is 
buried there.

At the service. Ford was to 
receive tributes from President 
Bush, who designated Tuesday as 
a national day of mourning, along 
with former Secretary of State 
Henry Kissinger, the first 
President Bush and NBC newsman 
Tom Brokaw.

WASHINGTON -  Now 
the majority party. 
Democrats will inherit an

Democrats also may be 
asked to support a plan 
lifting restrictions on 
reserve deployments to 
ease the strain on active- 
duty troops.

While Democrats may 
try to deflect as much 
attention as they can 
toward Bush — citing the 
president’s ownership of 
the war and congression­
al limitations on foreign 
policy — they no doubt 
will find themselves play­
ing a starring role in a 
debate that cost 
Republicans votes in the 
midterm elections last 
faU.

“They’ll have to show 
they can govern and gov­
ern in- a way that will- 
help the executive branch 
resolve this,” said James 
Thurber, director of

But resolving Iraq won’t 
be easy, and Democrats 
run the risk of going too 
far in criticizing the pres 
ident. Recent polls show 
Americans remain frus­
trated with Bush’s han 
dling of the war, but don’t 
think Democrats have 
offered much of an alter­
native.

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Crews work to restore power, bring hay, groceries to stranded residents
OMAHA, Neb. (AP ) — Utility crews struggled to 

restore electrical service to tens of thousands of homes 
as grocery store shelves went bare and ranchers tried 
to reach hungry cattle isolated after a blizzard dumped 
nearly 3 feet of snow on the Plains and Colorado.

National Guard and state workers were preparing 
Tuesday to bring groceries into snowbound areas with 
Humvees and drop hay bales into farm fields.

Overhead, planes have been searching snow-covered 
highways and fieldsTor stranded travelers and using 
heat-sensing equipment to locate farm animals in need 
of food. Hay could be dropped by military planes or 
helicopters or delivered by snowmobile. Colorado 
National Guard Gen. Mason Whitney said Tuesday 
that Oklahoma sent helicopters to help.

What no one wamts is a repeat of 1997, when a bliz­
zard killed up to 30,000 farm animals and cost farmers 
and ranchers an estimated $28 million, said Polly 
White of the Colorado Division o f Emergency 
Management.

Ice and heavy snow also bent over electrical towers 
and downed hundreds of miles of power lines. At least
60.000 homes and businesses in western Kansas and
15.000 in Nebraska were without electricity, and some 
utility officials warned it could more than a week to 
restore.

“We know that customers are getting frustrated,” 
said Beth Boeseh, spokeswoman for the Nebraska

Public Power District, which lost 600 miles of power 
lines. “We just ask people to be patient. The damage is 
very widespread, and it’s going to take some time to 
put it back together.”

In the snowbound Kansas town of Sharon Springs, 
there was still no way into or out of town for its 835 
residents Monday, but at least they didn’t lose power, 
said Bill Hassett, manager of the town’s power plant.

“We’re snowed under,” Hassett said. “We’re just in 
the process of digging out. We had total 36 inches of 
snow. Thank God we kept the lights on.”

Two stranded vehicles were spotted Sunday by the 
Kansas Highway Patrol’s airplane crew near the 
Colorado border, and their occupants were rescued by 
sheriff’s deputies.

Slightly warmer "temperatures on Monday helped 
workers trying to reopen the roads, said Kansas 
Department of Transportation spokesman Ron 
Kaufman.

In southeastern Colorado, the roof of an assisted liv ­
ing center in Walsh collapsed, but there were no 
reports of injuries. White said. The center is attached 
to a nursing home and residents were moved there. 
She said about 3,000 people were without power in the 
towns of Lamar and Walsh.

The Colorado National Guard, which the governor 
activated twice in the span of a week because of the 
back-to-back blizzards, helped carry emergency sup­

plies such as medicine and baby formula to isolated 
homes, said Col. Hans Kallam.

At the Wooten family’s ranch in canyon land along 
the Purgatorie River near the southeastern Colorado 
town of Kim, Steve Wooten and his uncle spent 
Monday checking on their cattle. They had moved 
most of the animals closer to the house but had some 
that had not been fed since the latest storm hit.

Irving considers memorializing 
house Oswald visited

IRVING (AP ) — City officials are studying whether 
to commemorate the house where Lee Harvey 
Oswald’s wife once lived and where he stored the rifle 
he apparently used to assassinate John F. Kennedy,

The house in south Irving once belonged to Ruth 
Paine, who hosted Oswald’s wife, Marina, in the 
month’s leading up to President Kennedy’s slaying in 
November 1963. Unbeknownst to Paine, Lee Harvey 
Oswald also stored a gun in the home’s garage and 
picked it up the night before the assassination.

Paine also helped Lee Harvey Oswald find a job at 
the Texas School Book Depository, the building from 
where the fatal sjiots were fired.

“We feel this .is definitely a very historical, signifi­
cant structure that needs to be preserved,” said George 
Edwin, chairman of the Irving Museum Board.

implementing an exit 
strategy,” Thurber said.

“The Iraqis need to 
understand that the 
responsibility for the

future of that country is 
theirs,” Rep.-elect Jerry 
McNemey, D-Calif., said 
Saturday in the 
Democrats’ weekly radio 
address.

“1 have not heard from 
our military, clamoring 
for additional soldiers,” 
Rep. Jim Marshall, D-Ga., 
said upon returning from 
a trip to Iraq with Gen. 
Peter Schoomaker, the 
Army chief of staff.

Marshall and Rep. Ike 
Skelton, D-Mo., who also 
visited Iraq during the 
Christmas holiday, 
reported that, some 
progress was being made 
in Anbar province where 
Iraqi security forces and 
local leaders were collabo­
rating to push out al- 
Qaida fighters. But, 
Skelton said, violence in 
Baghdad has accelerated 
and additional U.S. troops 
might not help.

“ 1 will look carefully 
and with"^an open mind at̂  
any ̂ proposal the pre$l-' 
deni' may make, but my 
view remains that remov­
ing some number of

American troops — how­
ever small — would send 
a more powerful message 
to our Iraqi partners than 
raising force levels,” 
Skelton said.

The debate will play out 
in hearing rooms next 
month. Skelton and Sen. 
Carl Levin, D-Mich., who 
will head the Senate 
Armed Services
Committee, have invited 
Defense Secretary Robert 
Gates to testify.

Sen. Joseph Biden, D- 
Del., incoming chairman 
of the Senate Foreign 
Relations Committee, said 
Secretary of State 
Condoleezza Rice has 
promised to testify before 
his committee after Bush 
makes his announcement.

Democrats say they also 
want to hear from inde­
pendent military experts 
and members of the Iraq 
Study Group.

The^ debate al^o will 
play ‘ ovit'rki> Congress’s 

president’s 
spending requests for the 
war. The Pentagon says it 
needs an additional $99.7

billion to fund the wars in 
Iraq and Afghanistan 
until the end of the cur­
rent fiscal year in 
September. That request 
is expected to arrive on 
Capitol Hill in February.

Democrats are eyeing 
ways to attach conditions 
to war funds that won’t 
hurt troops and may even 
attract Republican sup­
port.

John Podesta, former 
President Clinton’s chief 
of staff and now president 
of the liberal Center for 
American Progress, rec­
ommends lawmakers 
demand in that spending 
bill that the president 
seek lawmakers’ approval 
if  troop levels exceed
150,000 in Iraq.

Democrats in 2007 may 
be confronted with anoth­
er politically sensitive 
Iraq issue regarding 
whether to support 
increased involuntary 
call-ups of ,(fqard and 
Reserve trpjoos. In 
December, ^hoomalcer 
warned that the Army 
will break without adding

more active-duty soldiers 
to the ranks and changing 
current mobilization poli­
cies backed by Pentagon 
civilians

The issue of allowing 
lengthy involuntary 
deployments is a tricky 
one for lawmakers who 
want to reduce the pres­
sure on active-duty forces 
but also hear from 
reservists that they too 
are facing serious hard­
ships.

Biden and other 
Democrats agree that Iraq 
will dominate much of 
their work next year, but 
contend they must not be 
blamed for a war run ulti­
mately by the president. 
“This is President Bush’s 
war,” Biden said.

But political experts say 
the public might not 
agree.

“When you’re in the 
minority, you don’t have 
to do much more than 
criticize the status quo 
that wasn’t fo rk in g ,”

said Norman Ornstein, a 
scholar with the 
American Enterprise 
Institute. “When you’re in 
the majority, people will 
look to you for leader­
ship.”

The long life of ‘Dynamite’ James Brown

H a r r o p

O ne o f the prem ises o f the debates over 
how to handle Iran — a prem ise 
shared by the adm in istration  and its 
critics  a like  — is that the Islam ic 

republic is a pow er in ascension. The Iraq w ar 
has e lim inated  its m ajor reg ional riva l. Shiite 
co-religion ists w ith  Iran ian backing are vy in g  
for pow er in Iraq and Lebanon. O il prices are 
h igh, the U n ited  States is d istracted , the 
Russians are helpful, and the Europeans are 
pushovers. This, everyone seems to agree, is 
Iran ’s moment. But what i f  the notion that Iran 
is operating from  a position  o f strength turned 
out to be a false prem ise?

That’s the question posed by a fascinating and 
p rovocative new study o f the Iranian o il indus­
try published by a scholar named Roger Stern. 
An econom ic geographer at Johns Hopkins 
U n iversity, Stern contends th it  the Iranian oil 
industry is actually in som ething o f a death spi­
ral. Iran has been m issing its OPEC quota o f 
late, and w h ile  h igh  o il pricea.tlA.ve m asked the 
decline by keeping revenue u^T^rodTieljon lias 
been declin ing.

H igher dom estic energy demand in Iran com­
bined w ith  d ifficu lty  in a ttractin g  fore ign  
investm ent and other econom ic problems, he 
argues, m ake a rapid decline in o il exports lik e­
ly  — end ing in the “ extin ction ” o f Iran ian o il 
exports in 2014-15. I f  anything such as this is 
true, a huge com ponent o f the Iran ian puzzle is 
being system atically overlooked.

Stern, w r itin g  recently  in the Proceedings o f 
the N ational Academ y o f Sciences, believes that 
the Iran ian infatuation w ith  nuclear energy may 
have its roots in this crisis, as w ell as in its 
desire fo r  nuclear weapons. Increasing domestic 
use o f nuclear energy would free up o il and gas, 
cu rren tly  being used to satisfy Iran ’s e lectric ity  
needs, fo r  export, he argues. The m ajor im plica­
tion o f  h is analysis, however, m ay be that Iran ’s 
reg ional pow er is being overestim ated, that even 
w ithout Am erican  or international intervention, 
Iran faces a reckon ing soon as its m ajor source 
o f international m oney collapses. , r 

W e don ’t know whether Stern is right. The 
paper assumes that the country’s leadership w ill 
be unable to meet the challenge o f m odern izing 
and expanding production fac ilities  and that 
Chinese investm ent w on ’t be availab le to ensure 
that exports continue at the rate China’s own 
increasing ly  voracious appetite for o il requires. 
W hat’s m ore, even  i f  Iran faces m ajor problems, 
it ’s not c lea r that would make it less dangerous 
or m ore p liant tq international w ill. It could do 
the opposite.

But S tern ’s paper represents a refresh ing 
exam ination  o f the suppositions that lie  beneath 
current discussions o f the Islam ic republic. One 
o f the in tellectua l fa ilu res in the run-up to the 
Iraq w ar was the absence o f  such exam inations 
both w ith in  the in telligence com m unity and in 
the po litica l cu lture at large. S tem ’s challenge is 
valuable and w orthy o f  serious response.

T^ere  were many wondrous 
things about James 
Brown, who just died at 
73. One is that he died at 
73, and not at 55 or 37 or some age 

more appropriate for someone who 
drank, took drugs and amassed 
wives. Nothing in the Godfather of 
Soul’s bio suggests that he fol-
____________lowed many of the

surgeon general’s rec­
ommendations. In his 
case, the grim reaper 
had chosen leniency.

We read of people 
his age who attend to 
their health as a full­
time job. They do 
Sudoku puzzles to 
stay mentally sharp. 
They puff on station­
ary bicycles to build 

— — as; stamina. Yet how
many of thiem could, 

like James Brown, do leg splits in 
the air while screaming “ I Feel 
Good” into a mike.

What was Brown’s secret? How 
is it that he didn’t die of a drug 
overdose at 27 like Jimi Hendrix, 
or at 21 like Sid Vicious? Brown 
was arrested in 1988 after a high­
speed interstate car chase, but he 
evaded death by auto accident — 
unlike the Byrds’ Clarence White, 
who perished at 29, or Keith 
Godchaux of the Grateful Dead at 
32. He was treated for prostate 
cancer, but cancer did not get 
him, as it had felled Frank Zappa 
at 52 and Nat “King” Cole at 48. 
Heart failure finally did him in, 
but at the ripe age of 73, not at 27, 
like Jim Morrison, or 53, like 
Jerry Garcia.

“A  miracle," is how Rich Lupo, a 
Providence rock club owner who 
twice booked James Brown, char­
acterized the man’s longevity.
Lupo recalls a day in the late ‘70s 
when Providence Mayor Buddy 
Cianci tried to give Brown the key 
to the city at Wes’s Rib House. As

word spread that Brown was at 
.Wes’s, hundreds of fans gathered 

‘ to see him. The police, unaware 
th ^  Brown was there, thought a 

"’riot was in progress and charged 
into the restaurant with German 
shepherds. The mayor, Lupo and 
Brown ran out the back door to 
get away.

Yes, Brown led an eventful life. 
He spent his early years in crush­
ing poverty. Born in a shack in 
Barnwell, S.C., he moved into his 
aunt’s brothel at age four. His 
early contact with medicine must 
have been minimal. He married 
three times — four if  you counjt 
the last union, which may not 
have been a legal marriage 
because his bride already had a 
husband at the time of their nup­
tials.

Eat right. Sleep eight hours. 
Take vacations. The man who 
called himself “The Hardest 
Working Man in Show Business” 
— or “Dynamite,” for short — 
did none of these things.

He did, however, exer­
cise. Jumping on stage, 
fast footwork dancing, 
breathing in and yelling 
out — he did the equiva­
lent of a step class at 
every performance, 
and he kept a full 
schedule. Brown 
must have been aero­
bically superb.

Perhaps also, black 
artists who survived the 
stresses of poverty and Jim 
Crow developed an almost 
superhuman vigor. Recent ^

Christmas morning seemed a bit 
untimely in that he had plans for 
New Year’s Eve. However, he did 
pack a house a couple of days 
after dying, this time at Harlem’s 
Apollo Theater. Several visitors 
said they half expected the body — 
dressed in a rhinestone tux, pom­
padour in place — to jump out of 
the gold coffin and start dancing 
to “Sex Machine.” Not this time. 
The reaper had finally put his foot 
down.

Impeachment is an attempt to 
overturn a popular election. 'The 
left used that argument repeatedly 
when the GOP House impeached 
President Bill Clinton. Funny, you 
don’t hear the left making that 
argument when Democrats call for 
the House to start impeachment 
proceedings against President 
Bush.

Presidential wannabes should 
have m ilitary experience. Bush’s 
National Guard duty as a pilot 
was not enough for Democrats,
who cited Sen. John Kerry's com­

bat medals as a reason to elect 
him president.

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Sharp-shinned hawk survives winter dip

A s the home- 
owner watched 
from her den 
window, the 
wintering hawk slowly 

and carefully worked its 
way among the branches 
o f the live oak in her 
backyard. Having learned 
the stealth needed to 
approach its prey, the 
bird was 
m otion less  
for long peri­
ods of time.
Then it 
would move 
a g a i n .
F i n a l l y ,  
when the 
birds at the 
b a c k y a r d  
f e e d e r  
sensed no immediate dan­
ger, the hawk propelled 
itself downward.

Turning abruptly, the 
predator, barely missing 
a finch, dropped to the 
ground. Doves, sparrows 
and small songbirds flew 
in every direction to 
avoid being caught. As 
they dispersed, the sharp- 
shinned hawk took chase, 
but the closest dove man­
aged to escape to a nearby 
mulberry. “ It’ll he back,” 
the woman thought, after 
seeing the bird’s attempt 
at catching a meal.

Early that afternoon, 
she saw the accipiter 
again. Perched on a 
mesquite- branch, the 
hawk was methodically 
plucking every feather 
from a sparrow it had 
managed to catch. Only 
after the little bird was 
presentable for dining 
would the hawk enjoy a 
major part of its diet.

A few days later the 
woman was watching 
moths and butterflies flit­
ting above her swimming 
pool. With unseasonably 
warm weather, a new 
hatch of insects was exer­

cising its wings. 
Suddenly, a gray streak 
entered the yard. With 
ease it maneuvered 
through and under 
branches. Once in the 
clear, it was obvious that 
the swift, agile bullet 
would try to grab the yel­
low butterflies just above 
the water. As it extended 
one of its slender legs 
with taloned feet, the tip 
o f the opposite wing 
dipped below the surface. 
Suddenly, the sharp- 
shinned hawk was afloat 
with no means of becom­
ing airborne again.

Rushing outside, the 
■lady ran for the long han­
dled net used to remove 
leaves from her pool. 
Gently, she lowered it 
under the hawk and 
raised the bird out of the 
pool and on to the lawn. 
Standing, then ruffling its 
feathers to shake off the 
offending moisture, the 
hawk spread its broad 
wings and flew into the 
neighbor’s tree.

Walking through the 
den the next morning, the 
woman was horrified to 
see the same type of hawk 
floating in her pool. Not 
knowing how long it had 
been there, she hurried to 
retrieve it. Its extended 
wings had kept it flrom 
drowning. Wondering if it 
were the same hawk she 
had rescued the day 
before, she noticed that 
the bird was completely

soaked. Not a feather had 
escaped the watery 
escapade.

“Can I bring it to you? I 
don’t know if  it is the 
same hawk that wound up 
in the water yesterday or 
not!” explained the 
woman. “ If it is, it’s a 
slow learner.” She 
arrived in less than fif­
teen minutes.

Cold and damp, the 
bedraggled hawk seemed 
tall for its short length. Its 
long, slender body of 
some 14 inches had been 
as deceptive as its 27 inch 
wingspread. Perhaps 
because of its bold, fierce 
attitude it had appeared 
larger than it really was.

The next day, the 
woman came to visit her 
rescued friend. Warm, 
dry and having dined on 
mice and crickets, the 
hawk was wary of people. 
Accepting food was the 
limit of its social graces. 
Otherwise, it remained at 
the rear of its carrier and 
dared anyone to trespass.

Striking was its blue 
gray upper color in con­
trast to its white under­
parts. The bird was often 
called a blue darter 
because of the slate col­
ored streak it presented 
in flight. Heavily barred 
with rusty brown, its 
chest feathers were puffed 
to give the appearance of 
being larger. Its red eye 
was an indication that it 
was at least three years

Indonesian jetliner crashes into mountains 
during a storm, killing 90 people, officials say

POLEWALIMANDAR, Indonesia (AP) — Indonesia’s 
transportation minister said Tuesday that rescuers 
had not found the wreckage of a missing passenger jet­
liner, despite earlier statements from aviation and 
police officials that it had been located.

The Adam A ir Boeing 737 carrying 102 people sent 
out two distress signals Monday, halfway through its 
two-hour flight from Indonesia’s main island of Java to 
Sulawesi, in the northeast of the sprawling archipel­
ago.

“The search and rescue team is still looking for the 
location,” Transport Minister Hatta Radjasa told El- 
Shinta radio, insisting that earlier statements that the 
plane’s wreckage had been located were based on 
rumors from villagers that were passed on to local offi­
cials. “ It has not yet been found.”

Police Chief Col. Genot Hariyanto had earlier said 
that search and rescue teams arrived at the crash site 
on Sulawesi’s western coast early Tuesday and found 
the charred remains of Adam A ir Flight KI-574 and 
scores of bodies.

Rorlda SHIV University study finds nearly 
two of five bosses don’t keep their word

TALLAHASSEE, Fla. (AP) -  For most people, it’s 
back to work Tuesday after a holiday weekend with 
family and friends. And for many, a new study shows. 
It w ill be under a bad boss. Nearly two of five bosses 
don’t keep their word and more than a fourth bad 
mouth those they supervise to co-workers, the Florida 
State University study shows.

And those all-too-common poor managers create 
plenty of problems for companies as well, leading to. 
poor morale, less production and higher turnover.

“They say that employees don’t leave their job or 
company, they leave their boss,” said Wayne 
Hochwarter, an associate professor of management in 
the College ,of Business at Florida State University, 
who joined with two doctoral students at the school to 
survey more than 700 people working in a variety of 
jobs about how their bosses treat them.

- “No abuse should be taken l i ^ l y ,  especially in situ­
ations where It becomes a criminal act,” said 
Hochwarter,

Employees stuck in an abusive relationship experi­
enced more exhaustion, job tension, nervousness, 
depressed moods and mistrust, the researchers found. 
They found that a good working environment is often 
more important than pay, and that it’s no coincidence 
that poor morale leads to lower production.

Oprah Winfrey opens school in South Africa
JOHANNESBURG. South Africa (AP ) -  Oprah 

Winfrey opened a school Tuesday for disadvantaged 
girls, fu lfilling a promise she made to former 
President Nelson Mandela six years ago and giving 
more than 150 students a chance for a better future.

“ I wanted to give this opportunity to girls who had a 
light so bright that not even poverty could dim that 
light,” Winfrey said at a news conference.

Sunni anger over the execution of Saddam 
Hussein spills into the streets ,

BAGHDAD, Iraq (AP ) — Sunni Muslims, angered by 
the execution of Saddam Hussein and the way his 
hanging was carried out, have taken to the streets in 
recent days in mainly peaceful demonstrations in 
Sunni enclaves across the country.

On Monday, a crowd of Sunni mourners in Samarra 
marched to a bomb-damaged Shiite shrine and were 
allowed by guards and police to enter the holy place 
carrying a mock coffin and photos of the former dicta­
tor.

The protest took place at the Golden Dome, which 
was shattered in a bombing by Sunni-extremists 10 
months ago. That attack triggered the current cycle of 
retaliatory attacks between Sunni and Shiite Muslims, 
in the form of daily bombings, kidnappings and mur­
ders.

Meanwhile, the military on Tuesday announced the 
death of a U.S. soldier by a roadside bomb southwest 
of Baghdad. The blast Monday wounded three others, 
including an interpreter, as they talked with local res­
idents about sectarian violence, the military said.

A  roadside bomb also killed three Iraqi civilians and 
wounded seven others in eastern Baghdad on Tuesday, 
police said.

name alone. Bob Knight can return to 
the mission he prizes more than being 
the winningest men’s Division I basket­
ball coach — molding his players’ tal­
ents and characters.

“ 1 never really did think it was spe­
cial,” Knight told The Associated Press 
after earning victory No. 880 as Texas 
Tech defeated New Mexico 70-68 
Monday. ‘T thought it was great for the 
players and everybody.”

The longtime coach extended his 
streak of never needing more than two 
tries for any of his milestone victories 
after losing to U N LV  last Thursday in 
his first attempt to best Dean Smith’s 
879 wins.

For someone who couldn’t care less 
about that benchmark, Knight sure rev­
eled in the New Year’s Day party 
thrown for him. It was music to his_ 
ears, in fact.

“ I ’ve always thought that if there’s 
ever an occasion for a song to be played 
on my behalf, I wanted it to be Frank 
Sinatra singing ‘My Way,” ’ said Knight, 
whose usually glaring facade showed 
hints of cracking during the outpouring 
of emotions. “ 1 thmk I’ve put myself out 
on a limb at times, knowingly, simply 
because I thought what I was going to 
do or say was the best way to get this 
kid to be the best player or the best stu­
dent.”

Now, Knight and his team can focus 
on Big 12 conference play. Tech (11-4) 
will try to get Knight win No. 881 on 
Saturday when Oklahoma visits 
Lubbock.

“These last two weeks have been 
nerve-racking for him ., Same for the 
team,” son Pat Knight said. “Now that 
we’ve got it over with, it’s a great 
accomplishment, and we can get back to 
playing basketball.”

Throughout his 41-year coaching 
career, Knight’s complexity has sculpt­
ed a conflicted image. He hit a police 
officer, threw a chair across the court 
and was accused of wrapping his hands

"We went 13-0 and beat every­

one on our schedule,” said Boise

In one of the more dramatic 
finishes in BCS history, the 
Sooners and the Broncos com­
bined for 22 points in the final 86 
seconds of regulation.

Boise State sent the game into 
overtime with 7 seconds left by 
scoring a touchdown on a hook- 
n-lateral play and beat the 
Sooners when Ian Johnson ran 
in a 2-point conversion after 
another trick play.

“ I think we went out and 
proved the nation wrong,” said 
Boise State safety Marty 
Tadman, who had two intercep­
tions, one of which he returned 
27 yards for a touchdown. “ I ’m 
t i r ^  of people doubting us.” 

Nobody doubts USC will be on 
the shor^ist of the teams to beat 
next season after the Trojans 
beat Michigan 32-18 in the Rose 
Bowl.

In 1921, religious services 
were broadcast on radio for 
the first time as KDKA in 
Pittsburgh aired the regular 
Sunday service of the city’s 
Calvary Episcopal Church.

In 1929, the United States 
and Canada reached agree­
