Also Saturday will be

the annual premium sale, 
scheduled for 1 p.m., fol­
lowed by presentation of 
awards, Royall said.

“Basically, this gives 
the kids a chance to show­
case the projects they’ve 
been working on ... a 
chance to see where 
they’re at,” Royall said.

He added that the show 
provides much more than 
competition.

“This helps teach them

leadership skills ... and 
how to care for something 
other than themselves,” 
he said.

The premium sale also 
allows the 4-H members to 
realize a profit from their 
months — and in some 
cases, years — of caring 
for thfe animals.

This weekend will be 
the first of several possi­
ble livestock shows the 
Glasscock 4-Hers will

enter this season. Royall 
said his charges will 
make the circuit of major 
stock shows in the state 
this year, including 
events in San Angelo, 
Fort Worth, Austin, San 
Antonio and Houston.

A Big Spring man was 
arrested Monday after 
being indicted in 
November on charges of 
indecency with a child 
sexual contact and two 
counts of aggravated sex­
ual assault of a child.

Daniel Ray Jones, 38, of 
2507 Peach St., was arrest­
ed and taken ijitb custody 
by the Howard County 
Sheriffs Office after hav­
ing been detained by 
Midland law enforcement 
officials.

According to Sgt. Tony 
Everett, public informa­
tion officer with the Big 
Spring Police
Department, the offenses 
took place during the 
course of 2006.

“The offenses were 
ongoing over a long peri­
od of time,” said Everett. 
“The victims were 
female, ages 10 years and 
7 years. I really can’t go 
into any more detail than 
that.”

Bush asks Congress to cut back on pet projects

WASHINGTON -  
President Bush said 
Wednesday he’ll submit a 
five-year budget proposal 
that will balance the fed­
eral budget by 2012 and 
called on Congress to 
sharply cut back on costly 
pet projects hidden in 
spending bills.

“It’s time to set aside 
politics and focus on the 
future,” Bush said in the 
Rose Garden after a meet­
ing with his Cabinet.

Bush, faced with work­
ing with an opposition 
Congress for the first 
time of his presidency, 
welcomed new members

of Congress to 
Washington and said he’s 
anxious to work with 
them on the nation’s pri­
orities during the remain­
ing two years of his .presi­
dency.

“Congress has
changed,” Bush said. 
“Our obligations to the 
country haven’t
changed.”

Bush in a newspaper 
opinion piece published 
Wednesday, the president 
warned lawmakers:

“If the Congress chooses 
to pass bills that are sim­
ply political statements, 
they will have chosen 
stalemate,” Bush wrote. 
“ If a different approach is

taken, the next two years 
can be fruitful ones for 
our nation. We can show 
the American people that 
Republicans and
Democrats can come 
together to find ways to 
help make America a 
more secure, prosperous 
and hopeful society.”

He said fiscal restraint 
is one area where the 
executive and legislative 
branches of government 
can work together.

“Over the past few 
years, pro-growth eco­
nomic policies have gen­
erated higher revenues,” 
he said. “Together with 
spending restraint, these 
policies allowed us to

’ ’The flu can turn into 
so many other things 
when it comes to small 
children or the elderly,” 
said Samuels. “One of the 
most common results is 
pneumonia. Children 6 
months old to 8 years old 
and seniors 65 years old 
and up need to have their 
flu shots. If they haven’t 
already gotten it, make 
sure they get it as soon as 
possible.”

While the vaccinations 
can’t 100 percent guaran­
tee you won’t get the flu, 
Samuels said the shot can 
be the difference between 
being sick a few days and 
spending a week huddled 
under a pile of blankets.

“You can still get the 
flu, even if you’ve been 
vaccinated,” said
Samuels. “However, it’s 
not nearly as bad if 
you’ve had your shot. The 
symptoms aren’t as 
severe and it doesn’t last 
as long. So it’s worth get­
ting the shot either way.”

According to the U.S. 
Center for Disease 
Control and Prevention, 
the flu is caused by the 
influenza virus, which 
infects the respiratory 
tract. Unlike many other 
viral respiratory infec­
tions — such as the com­
mon cold — the flu causes 
severe illness and life- 
threatening complica-

Symptoms of flu include 

fever, headache, extreme 
tiredness, dry cough, sore 
throat, runny or stuffy 
nose and muscle aches.

Children can have addi­
tional gastrointestinal 
symptoms, such as nau­
sea, vomiting and diar­
rhea. However, these 
symptoms are uncommon 
in adults.

As for old wives tales 
claiming you can actually 
get the flu from the vacci­
nation, Samuels said it 
may have been true many 
years ago, but not today.

“Years ago they actually 
used a live virus for the 
vaccinations,” said 
Samuels. “So a lot of peo­
ple got the flu right from 
the shot. However, today 
we use a dead virus for 
the shots, so there’s no 
way to contract the virus 
that way.”

Flu shots are $10 unless 
the patient has Medicare 
or Medicaid. For more

The year for immigration reform

Beginning next week, Texans will get their first 
full-fledged look at whether electricity and the 
free market can coexist. Until now, what has 
passed for electricity competition in Texas has 

been based on an artificial pricing benchmark called the 
“the price to beat." The benchmark will disappear with 
the arrival of the new year, and power companies will 
have the freedom to charge what they wish.

So what does this mean for consumers? Well, if you 
think you pay too much or want more predictable month­
ly billing, then it is time to shop around. *

This will be a new mind set for Texans, who have been 
more apt to complain about the high cost of electricity 
than to switch providers. Through midyear, only 1.6 mil­
lion of the state’s 5.3 million residential customers had 
switched to a competing power supplier. That means 
around 70 percent of residential customers did nothing to 
get a better deal.

Deregulation eventually will deliver lower rates and 
innovative services. Old consumer habits will have to be 
broken, however, and etecbricity providers will compete 
for business.

Smart consumers regularly switch cell phone, cable, 
satellite and Internet providers and credit card compa­
nies. They also move money around in investment vehi­
cles to obtain better returns or greater peace of mind. 
There’s no reason consumers shouldn’t comparison shop 
for the best deal among electricity providers, as well. 
Several companies already offer customized pricing plans, 
long-term contracts, and raonth-to-month or graduated 
pricing agreements based on the amount of electricity 
used.

When the Texas Legislature returns to session next 
month, lawmakers, in response to consumer complaints 
about sky-high electricity prices, will be tempted to roll 
back deregulation.

Already there are proposals to cap extreme price 
increases, to extend the price-to-beat mechanism, to give 
regulators authority to reset the price if fUel prices drop, 
and to allow municipal power companies to offer their 
lower prides to customers outside their territories.

With the exception of the proposal to allow municipal 
power companies to sell their power to more consumers, 
most of these proposals are troubling steps away from 
free-market competition. The goal should be to encourage 
competition and innovation, not discourage them.

Lawmakers need to take a step back and allow deregu­
lation in Texas to evolve naturally. Most of all, consumers 
have to realize that choice matters if it is exercised.

beglHs with high hopes for resolv­
ing one of the most controversial 
issues of 2006.

Immigration reform — the issue 
that polarized the country, ignited 
huge demonstrations, drove vigi­
lantes to the Mexican 
border and kept 
Congress divided and 
stagnant — may 
finally be realized 
through new biparti­
san legislation report­
edly being developed 
by lawmakers ahead 
of the start of the 
new Congress.

But what’s to say, 
you ask, that the 
immigration debate 
will be any different in 2007 than 
in 2006? Why are there reasons to 
be more optimistic about the 
potential of fixing the nation’s bro­
ken immigration system?

Let me count the reasons.
1. The most vociferous immi­

grant-bashers in Congress were 
either booted out by voters or lost 
their leadership positions.

2. Tough talk against illegal 
immigrants and cheap rhetoric 
about opposing amnesty didn’t 
ignite the groundswell of support 
that many Republicans expected.

3. Since the anti-immigrant sen­
timents often turned into anti- 
Latino rhetoric, a huge number of 
Latinos turned away from the 
GOP, a party that will desperately 
need Latino voters in 2008. While 
44 percent of Latinos voted for 
Republicans in 2004, the number 
went down to 2& percent in 2006.

4. While there were huge dis­
agreements on how to reform 
immigration between Democrats 
and Republicans and even among 
members of the same parties, 
there is talk of achieving biparti­
san consensus in 2007.

What makes Immigration reform 
even more possible this year is an 
effort to avoid the pitfalls of last 
year’s legislation — especially the 
idiotic plan to split the illegal 
immigrant population into three 
groups.

Under the bill approved by the 
U.S. Senate last year, the nation’s 
12 million illegal immigrants 
would be allowed to seek legaliza­
tion — but only depending on how 
l^ g  they have been here.

Those who have been here 
longer than five years would have 
been allowed to stay and apply for 
legalization after proving they 
have a and no criminal record, 
and after paying a Hne, back taxes 
and making an effort to learn 
English. But those who have been 
here between two and five years 
had to return to their country of 
origin to apply for re-entry as 
guest workers. And those who 
have been here less than two 
years had to leave — with no 
guarantee of being able to return.

That measure would have creat­
ed more problems than it would 
have solved. First, it would not 
have eradicated the illegal immi­
grant population, because most of 
the 5 miUioh who have been here 
less than five years would have 
refused to leave voluntarily. 
Instead, many would have sought 
fraudulent ways'to prove they 
have been here longer than five 
years, creating a huge new market 
for false documents and migraine 
headaches for immigration offi­
cials.

In fact, even many of those who 
have been here longer than five 
years would have had to resort to 
fraudulent papers, since many ille­
gal immigrants lack the documen­
tation to prove how long they have 
been here.

Since the three-tier legalization 
system would have benefited only 
7 million, instead of 12 million 
illegal immigrants, it was initially 
introduced as a way to appease

the anti-immigrant forces in 
Congress.

Thankfully, now that those 
forces have lost their strength, the 
measure under consideration 
would not include a three-tier 
plan. All illegal immigrants who 
can remain employed, pass back­
ground checks, pay a fine and 
back taxes and enroll in English 
classes would be eligible for legal­
ization.

Other than deporting 12 million 
people — which would be extreme­
ly costly, inhumane and damaging 
to our economy — that’s really the 
only way to eradicate the illegal 
immigratiim population.

And what about future illegal 
immigrants? What about those 

. people who will see this measure 
as a green light to come here ille­
gally expecting that, in the future, 
another measure will allow them 
to stay?

That’s a legitimate concern. And 
that’s why immigration reform 
needs to be comprehensive.

It must also include stricter bor­
der security, but along both the 
Mexican and Canadian borders. It 
must include a plan to pursue 
immigrants who enter the country 
legally and stay after their visas 
have expired.

It must include stronger and 
enforceable sanctions against 
employers who hire future illegal 
immigrants. But it must also 
include higher quotas for immi­
grants to come here legally.

Without all of those components, 
true immigration reform will not 
be achieved and lawmakers who 
obstruct its progress will pay a 
high price in 2008.

WASHINGTON -  A 
recent Food and Drug 
Administration (FDA) 
proposal’ to add stronger 
warning labels to several 
popular types of over-the- 
counter painkillers, not­
ing they pose a risk of 
liver and stomach dam­
age, shouldn’t scare most 
consumers into avoiding 
the products entirely, 
experts say. But the news 
should remind patients to 
take the lowest dose need­
ed for the shortest possi­
ble time and to be aware 
of the ingredients con­
tained in all of their med­
ications, particularly 
when taking more than '  
one medicine.

Under the FDA’s propos­
al, warnings would be 
added to the labels of all 
o r e  medicines contain­
ing acetaminophen and 
nonsteroidal anti-inflam­
matory drugs (NSAIDs), 
including aspirin, naprox­
en and ibuprofen, which 
are used to treat 
headaches, pain, fever, 
menstrual cramps and 
muscle aches. Affected 
products include such 
popular brands as 
Tylenol, Aleve, Motrin 
and Advil. The warnings 
would “ include important 
safety information regard­
ing the potential for stom­
ach bleeding and liver 
damage and when to con­
sult a doctor,” the FDA 
reports in a written state­
ment.

“ In general, 1 think 
occasional use is safe,” 
except in high-risk 
patients, said Jack Di 
Palma, immediate past 
president of the American 
College of
Gastroenterology. High- 
risk patients include peo­
ple older than 60, those 
tak4n9 the medications 
for longer than directed, 
patled'te "'taking blood 
thinners or more than 
one medication contain­

ing an NSAID and 
patients who have experi­
enced ulcers or stomach 
bleeding.

G astroen tero log ists  
have been discouraging 
the use of NSAIDs for 
patients in these groups 
for years, he said. When 
such' patients disregard 
this advice, Di Palma 
said, “we’ve suggested 
trying to do things to 
limit injury,” such as tak­
ing proton pump 
inhibitors '(stomach-pro­
tecting medications) to 
protect the gastrointesti­
nal tract. For most other 
patients, he says, risks 
are minimal.

Doctors have known for 
years that NSAIDs can 
cause kidney damage and 
gastrointestinal bleeding 
in some patients, even 
when taken at recom­
mended dosages. They’ve 
also known aceta­
minophen can cause 
severe liver damage when 
taken at higher than rec­

ommended doses or in 
combination with three 
or more alcoholic drinks 
per day. The FDA has 
defended the pace o f ' 
agency action, citing reg­
ulatory procedures. But 
Public Citizen, a
Washington-based con­
sumer advocacy group, 
said the FDA’s proposal 
comes “decades late”; the 
group wants the agency to 
require warnings in 
painkiller ads and make 
public service announce­
ments about the change.

The FDA also is consid­
ering whether to impose 
limits on the number of 
acetaminophen tablets 
sold per bottle; such lim­
its exist in Britain, where 
acetaminophen overdose, 
is a leading cause of sui­
cide.

About 56,000 Americans 
visit emergency rooms 
each year because of 
acetaminophen poison­
ing, according to the 
FDA; about 100 people die

“He’s got 
the support that he needs to be re-elect- 
ed and it’s not in his nature to back 
down from a fight.

Allies of Plano Rep. Brian McCall, 
another Republican candidate for speak­
er, maintain that the challenger is gain­
ing momentum, though he hasn’t pub­
lished a list of lawmakers who have 
pledged their support.

“It is clear that based on the support 
that they have, Mr. Craddick is way 
short of being even close to the_seventy- 
five votes he needs to remain as speaker 
of the House of Representatives,’’ said 
Galveston Democratic Rep. Craig 
Eiland, who has pledged his support to 
McCall. “Mr. McCall feels an inclusive 
House, controlled by the Republicans, 
where every member has a voice, 
requires that he continue to work to 
increase his margin before going public 
with members’ names.’’

Craddick has published a list of 84 law­
makers who have pledged their support 
to him. At least one lawmaker has since 
backed out.

The House selects a speaker to preside 
over the chamber every two years on 
the first day of the legislative session. 
This year’s session starts Jan. 9.

Report: Saddam coKtefendants 
to be executed Thursday

BAGHDAD, Iraq (AP) — An Iraqi gov­
ernment official told The Associated 
Press on Wednesday that preparations 
were under way to hang two of Saddam 
Hussein’s co-defendants on Thursday.

Al-Arabiya satellite television and Al- 
Furat TV, run by Iraq’s major Shiite 
Muslim political organization, both also 
reported that Saddam’s half brother 
Barzan Ibrahim, a former intelligence 
chief, and Awad Hamed al-Bandar, the 
former chief justice of the 
Revolutionary Court, would be put to 
death Thursday.

The government official, who spoke on 
condition of anonymity because he was 
not authorized to release the informa­
tion, said the exact place and time of the 
hangings had not been set.

The two co-defendants were originally 
scheduled to hang last Saturday along 
with Saddam.

The former Iraqi leader and the two 
co-defendants were convicted and sen­
tenced to hang on Nov. 5 and the verdict 
was upheld by the appellate court on 
Dec. 26.

Robertson said God told him during a 
recent prayer retreat that major cities 
and possibly millions of people will be 
affected by the attack, which should 
take place sometime after September.

Robertson said God also told him that 
the U.S. only feigns friendship with 
Israel and that U.S. policies are pushing 
Israel toward “national suicide.” 

Robertson suggested in January 2006 
that God punished then-Israeli Prime 
Minister Ariel Sharon with a stroke for 
ceding Israeli-controlled land to the 
Palestinians.

Cardinals get ‘big w in’

IRVING — Now we know why Bill 
Parcells was holding back praise for 
Tony Romo when the quarterback was 
rolling.

All those mistakes the coach said 
eventually would catch up to Romo are 
starting to bite him and the Dallas 
Cowboys.

Romo fumbled four times, losing two, 
and threw an interception in a season­
ending loss to Detroit. There were other 
goofs that didn’t make the stat sheet, 
from scrambling and looking for 
receivers when Parcells was hollering 
for him to take off running, to calling a 
timeout when Parcells was yelling 
“Nooo!”

Parcells and Romo discussed it all 
Monday. Parcells emphasized he still 
wants Romo to try making things hap­
pen — he just wants him to be smart 
about when and how he tries it.

‘‘ I don’t want to discourage his ability 
to create,” Parcells said. “But the judg 
ment has to improve on some things or 
else you have what happened on 
Sunday.”

Parcells was asked if Romo’s inexperi­
ence was a factor.

“No,” Parcells said. “Overconfidence.”'
The Cowboys were bracing for sloppy, 

rookie mistakes when Romo went from 
3 1/2-year bench warmer to starter in 
late October. Team owner Jerry Jones 
even said he was lowering his expecta­
tions for the season because of the quar­
terback change.

Then Romo won his debut. After los­
ing the next game, he won four straight. 
He was 5-1 and eventually bound for the 
Pro Bowl, with enough hype that it 
seemed like he was headed for the Hall 
of Fame.

Then came a December full of humble 
pie. The Cowboys went 1-3, closing with 
consecutive losses, but still snagged a 
wild card. They play at Seattle on 
Saturday night.
“This story won’t be written about the 
last two games,” Romo said. “ It will be 
written about what happens from here

MIAMI — Never mind the 
turnovers and the sloppy first 
three quarters. Soon after the 
No. 5 Louisville Cardinals won 
the Orange Bowl, they had their 
sights on bigger things.

“Right now, .coming back and 
trying to win a national title 
looks very appealing,” junior 
quarterback Brian Brohm said.

The Cardinals overcame a rash 
of mistakes Tuesday night to 
earn their first major-bowl victo­
ry in J5 years, beating Wake 
Forest 24-13.

Brohm threw for 311 yards and 
Anthony Allen scored two touch­
downs, one on a trick play, to 
help Louisville finish 12-1 and 
clinch its highest end-of-season 
ranking ever.

“This is a big win for our pro­
gram,” said Harry Douglas, who 
made 10 catches for 165 yards. 
“We’re becoming a national 
power. It had to start with this 
game."

The Cardinals blew an 18-point 
lead in their lone loss at Rutgers, 
which likely cost them a chance 
to play for the national title.

“We start off with a high rank­
ing next year,” said receiver 
Patrick Carter, who threw a 
touchdown pass. “We’ve proved 
ourselves, and we need to keep 
proving ourselves.”

The Cardinals averaged 39 
points and ranked second in the 
nation in total offense this sea­
son, but fell behind 13-10 in the 
final period before their high- 
powered offense got into gear. 
Touchdown drives of 81 and 71 
yards on consecutive possessions 
sealed their first win in a major 
bowl since the 1991 Fiesta Bowl.

The No. 15 Demon Deacons 
slipped to 11-3, still their best 
season.

“Looking back on our season, 
you definitely have to be happy 
with what we did,” linebacker 
Jon Abbate said. “We turned the 
corner for Wake Forest football.”

Through three quarters, the 
Demon Deacons appeared on the 
verge of an upset, as squandered 
opportunities plagued the 
Cardinals. Louisville lost two 
fumbles in Wake Forest territo­
ry, Mario Urrutia dropped a 
potential 62-yard touchdown 
pass, and Art Carmody — the

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Seahawks turn to a hunter for defensive help

KIRKLAND. Wash. -  Not 
long ago, Pete Hunter was 
working in Dallas-area mort­
gage office. John Howell was 
guiding hunts for elk and 
other game in the Great 
Plains. Rich Gardner was 
working out four times a 
week at a gym in Nashville.

Then the phone rang for 
each of them.

Now Hunter, Howell and 
Gardner will suit up for 
Seattle in Saturday’s NFC 
wild card playoff game 
between the Seaihawks and 
Dallas Cowboys.

All three signed with the 
Seahawks in the last week, 
since starting cornerbacks 
Marcus Trufant (high ankle 
sprain) and Kelly Herndon 
(broken ankle) both got hurt. 
Then Tuesday, backup
defensive back Jimmy
Williams joined Herndon on 
the in jur^ reserve list with 
a knee injury sustained in 
Sunday’s win at Tampa Bay 
in the regular season finale.

Just more problems for a 
Seattle pass defense that has 
given up big plays through­
out this season.

“It’s really a tough situa­
tion,’’ Seahawks defensive 
coordinator John Marshall 
said. “We’re going to have to 
come with a decision on 
who’s going to be where.’’

Marshall said that decision 
is changing each day, as the

coabhes assess how well 
Hunter. Gardner and Howell 
are learning the defense’s 
calls.

“Hey, that’s what we get 
paid ^ e  big bucks for. Yeah, 
right,’’ Marshall said, smil­
ing.

The coach fully expects 
Dallas to target Seattle’s 
patchwork defense.

“Yeah, they are going to — 
you would assume they are 
going to — test the sec­
ondary and see what they 
can do with it,’’ Marshall 
said.

One of the few healthy 
defensive backs, Michael 
Boulware, had been benched 
for two months for giving up 
big plays. Now he’s playing 
where Jordan Babineaux 
used to be, at safety. 
Babineaux is starting at cor- 
nerback, for Herndon.

Now this: Pulling in a 
hunter, mortgage broker and 
gym rat. All had been out of 
football for this entire sea­
son. They’re back — just in 
time for Dallas receivers 
Terrell 0\yens and Terry 
Glenn and the Cowboys’ Pro 
Bowl quarterback, Tony 
Romo.

Gardner is the new guy 
Dallas is likely to see most.

The former Tennessee 
Titan, signed Dec. 27, last 
played in a game on Dec. 24, 
2005. Tennessee released him 
in September. The 2004 
third-round pick from Penn

State said he wasn’t falling 
back on his economics 
degree fbom Penn State 
while waiting for four 
months for an NFL team to 
sign him.

“I knew I would get anoth­
er opportunity. I didn’t know 
when,’’ Gardner said. 
“Fortunately, the Seahawks 
called.”

Marshall said Gardner is 
penciled as Seattle’s nfth, 
“nickel” back in passing sit­
uations — Babineaux’s old 
job.

“Right now, yes. But don’t 
hold me to that, because 
we’ve got to get a feel for 
Pete Hunter,” Marshall said. 
“And don’t forget that

Hunter, a former Cowboy, 
lives on a hill overlooking 
Dallas’ practice facility.

His tryout was Tuesday 
morning.

Spurs lose to James 
and Cleveland Cavs

CLEVELAND — LeBron James scored 
19 points, Larry Hughes added 18 and the 
Cleveland Cavaliers’ defense smothered 
and hnistrated San Antonio during a 
rugged 82-78 win over the Spurs on 
Tuesday night.

Damon Jones made two 3-pointers and 
four firee throws in the Dnal 1:35 as the 
Cavs, who have struggled on the road, 
improved to 14-3 at home and beat the 
Spurs for the second time this season.

They did so by harassing San Antonio 
all 94 feet, holding the NBA’s second- 
most accurate shooting team to just 38 
percent from the field and only 10 points 
in the third quarter.

Jones scored all 11 points of his points 
in the fourth, and Anderson Varejao 
added seven rebounds, including four on 
the offensive end when he outhustled and 
outmuscled Sah Antonio’s big men under 
the basket.

Tony Parker led the Spurs with 26 
points — 14 in the fourth — and Tim 
Duncan had 18 points and 15 rebounds.

San Antonio played the final six min­
utes without coach Gregg Popovich, who 
was assessed two technical fouls and was 
ejected following a wild sequence. 
Assistant coach P.J. Carlesimo ran the 
club down the stretch.

Despite shooting just 36 percent from 
the floor, the Cavaliers won their third 
straight over the Spurs, the first time 
they’ve done that since 1988.

Parker kept San Antonio close by mak­
ing four driving layups in the final 45 
seconds, but the Cavs hung on despite 
making just 6-of-lO free throws.
