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Official: U.S. airstrike in Somalia targets embassy bombers

MOGADISHU, Somalia — A
U.S. airstrike hit targets in
southern Somalia where
Islamic militants were believed
to be sheltering suspects in the
1998 bombings of two U.S.
embassies, Somali officials and
witnesses said Tuesday. Many

people were reported killed.

Monday'’s attack was the first
overt military action by the
U.S. in Somalia since it led a
U.N. force in the 1990s that
intervened in Somalia in an
effort to fight famine. The mis-
sion led to clashes between
U.N. forces and Somali war-
lords, including the “Black
Hawk Down” battle that left 18

U.S. servicemen dead.

Helicopter gunships launched
new attacks Tuesday near the
scene of a U.S. airstrike in the
village of Hayi, although it was
not clear if they were American
or Ethiopian aircraft, and it
was not known if there were
any casualties.

Two helicopters “fired several
rockets toward the road that

leads to the Kenyan border,”
said Ali Seed Yusuf, a resident
of the town of Afmadow in
southern Somalia.

The aircraft carrier USS
Dwight D. Eisenhower arrived
off Somalia’s coast and
launched intelligence-gathering
missions over Somalia, the mil-
itary said. Three other U.S.
warships are conducting anti-

terror operations off the Somali
coast.

U.S. warships have been seek-
ing to capture al-Qaida mem-
bers thought to be fleeing
Somalia after Ethiopia invaded
Dec. 24 in support of the gov-
ernment and drove the Islamic
militia out of the capital and

Commissioners Jerry
Kilgore and Bill Crooker
both opposed the mea-

sure.
Barr said he the sep-
aration was pecessary to

satisfy the “political cli-
mate” following the fail-
ure of the proposed $10
million bond election in
November.

“I think we have a great
problem ahead of us in
solving this jail situa-
tion,” said Barr. “And 1
think the best thing
would be to start all over
and get some different
ideas on how to do this.
We need somebody with
some experience. Phil,
you've been an advocate
of this big jail that’s been
defeated, and I think
that’s hurt you. And 1
think the political climate
as such; if we are to pro-
ceed with this matter, is
to start over and get some
new ideas.

“I've looked at the con-
tract, I've studied it all
weekend, and it's sure
biased against the coun-
ty,” he added. “You're
just too expensive. We've
paid you $331,000. And
I've talked to some other
architects to get a handle
on this... two of them told
me they wouldn’t even
charge the county a

After reviewing three
bid contracts to install a
standpipe in the Howard
County Jail, county com
missioners were finally
able to put an approxi
mate price tag of $47,000
on the project Monday
morning.

Commissioners looked
at three bids ranging in
cost from $24,000
$47,000, but it was exclu
sions from the bids that
had the court struggling
to find the cheaper — and
quicker — route for the
construction.

Bobby Bradshaw, an
engineer with Crim &
Bradshaw, urged com
missioners to throw out
the $24,000 bid during a
phone conference, saying
the bid did not meet the
county’s needs.

“There are just so many
exclusions in the bid,
which means they are
things they have left out
that we're asking to be
done, that's it's just not
feasible,” Bradshaw told
commissioners.

Another major concern
for commissioners was
how soon the contractors
could begin work on the
standpipe, which would
deliver water to firefight
ers in the event of a fire
in the jail facility.

Animal shelter, recall election on agenda for city council

Certificates of obligation and
plans for a recall election for
Mayor Russ McEwen top the
agenda for today’s meeting of
the Big Spring City Council, as
the panel prepares to resume
business following the holiday
season.

The council is expected to
hear final reading of a resolu-

tion directing publication of a
notice of intent to issue certifi-
cates of obligation.

The -certificates would pro-
vide approximately $1 million
to build an annex for the cur-
rent municipal animal shelter
on Midway Road and finance
repairs and paint the Northside
Elevated Reservoir.

According to city officials, the
projects currently designated
for certificates of obligation

would have little effect on the
city’s tax rate — approximately
2 cents per $100 valuation
increase.

“The average value of a home
in Big Spring is $32,000,” City
Finance Director Peggy Walker
told the council.-“The animal
shelter and reservoir projects
would mean an increase of a lit-
tle more than $6 per year.”

attorney, Tim Yeats,
asked to respond to .the
allegations from Barr sev-
eral times during the pro-
ceedings, and was told to
remain silent.

When Furqueron was
allowed to speak, howev-
er, he painted a very dif-
ferent picture than the
one presented by Barr.

“Out of that $331,000, it
is my responsibility to
pay all of the other con-
tractors that have con-
tributed to this project.
The county isn’t liable for
it, I am,” said Furqueron.
“If I were to stay on this
project, which I've been a
part of for two years and
one month now, it would
take at least four years to
complete. Out of what the
county pays to me, [
would make approximate-

ly $200,000, amounting to
$50,000 a year. That is not
an exorbitant fee consid-
ering...” ’

Furqueron was inter-

rupted by Barr at that ~

point.

“Now I'm running this
court, Phil,” said Barr.
“And I'm going to ask you
a question.”

Furqueron asked to fin-
ish what he was saying
and was told by Barr to
continue.

“Five-sevenths of the
fees paid out by the coun-
ty would go to other con-
tractors,” continued
Furqueron.

“You pay me, and I pay
the consultants... If you

want to see the invaices, .

I'm willing to show them
to you, even though I'm
certainly not required to.
I'm willing to do that
because I want this entire
process to remain trans-
parent.”

Kilgore said the idea of

terminating Furqueron’s
contract, which would
effectively send the coun-
ty back to square one on
the issue, simply didn’t
make sensé.’

“They take their direc-
tion from us,” said
Kilgore. “They told us
they would do a 96-bed
facility or whatever size
we directed them to do.
How it’s going to help to
change (architects) and
doing everything over, I
just don't see how it's
going to help. I just don’t
understand.”

Yeats reminded the
court there are termina-
tion penalties in the con-
tract between Furqueron
and Howard County.

“Make no mistake about
it, there are termination
penalties in that con-
tract,” said Yeats. “I want
to know, however, and I
think Phil deserves to
know if he’'s being termi-
nated for something he

did, or is he being termi-
nated because there's
been a change in direc-
tion here and the court
just doesn’'t want him

anymore. Can anyone tell -

me what Phil has done to
violate his contract, what
he's done wrong as an
architect?”

Yeats’ question was met
with silence.

“Does he not deserve to
know why?” asked Yeats.

_“Does he not deserve to
‘know why he’s being ter-

minated?”

Barr declined to answer
Yeats’ question, saying he
felt County Attorney
Mike Thomas should be
present.

Thomas told the court
he had looked at the con-
tract and felt Furqueron
had been paid in full, but
declined to debate
whether or not the local
architect would be able to
collect the termination
penalties.

“This isn't the place to
litigate this matter,”
Thomas told the court.

Brown, who was the
deciding vote in the mat-
ter, said she felt
Furqueron had done a
good job, but felt it was
time for the county to
take a different approach.

“Phil has done nothing
but what we’ve asked him
to do,” said Brown.

And while the addition
of a standpipe to the jail
may seem costly, Sheriff
Dale Walker said the cost
of shipping inmates to
other counties has begun
to take a fiscal toll on his
office as well.

“We've  transported
inmates approximately
9,000 miles over the last
30 days,” Walker told
commissioners. “We've
used more than 300 gal-
lons of fuel in the last two

weeks. Our fuel cost for
December is more than
$1,000.

“The November bill for
housing our inmates at
Dickens county was
$31,000, and our most
recent bill from Glasscock
County was $13,000. As
you can see, these costs
are mounting up quick-
ly.”

Walker said the county
is currently housing 44
male inmates and 7
female inmates, using
facilities in Dickens,
Bailey and other counties.

“We made 46 different
trips last month,” said

Walker. “We're getting
help from Dickens
County, which_is trans-
porting once a day for us
and sometimes more
when we're in a bind.
However, all of the fig-
ures I've given you today
is what Howard County
has done in addition to
that.

Commissioners voted to
approve engineering ser-
vices from N.D. White
Engineering during the
meeting, a move the court
hopes will move the coun-
ty closer to fixing its
problematic smoke evacu-
ation system, one of the

main causes for the facili-
ty being shut down by the
Texas Commission on
Jail Standards in
November.

“They had some people
come out and look at the
jail, and they plan to
come out this week and
perform an inspection,”
said Commissioner Bill
Crooker. “We're limited
on how much we can
spend without getting
bids on this to $25,000,
and they seem to think it
will be close, but we can
get it under that.”

“The recall election will
be held the same date as
the election for the
mayor’s seat and the
District 5 council seat.
The top item on the ballot
will be the recall and the
second item will be elec-
tion of a major. So if
Mayor McEwen seeks
office again then his
name would be on the bal-
lot again with any others
seeking to run for
mayor,” Walker
explained.

The combined election
is set for May 12.
Candidate filing begins
Feb. 12 at city hall.
McEwen said he plans to
run for re-election.

With good
leadership we
can progress -

s the 80th Legislature convenes
Tuesday, let's keep in mind that for all
the problems the governor and law-
makers will be called on to solve (or
perhaps create), Texas is in pretty good shape.

Unemployment is below 5 percent. The hous-
ing market is healthy in most places too
healthy, actually, for some property taxpayers.
The economy is growing, with a major Toyota
truck factory that just opened in San Antonio
and a huge Samsung semiconductor plant being
built in Austin.

Even the budget is in pretty good shape, with
up to $15 billion more to spend over the current
budget although the actual amount won’'t be
known until new Comptroller Susan Combs
issues her official revenue estimate. That $15
billion figure is highly misleading, given that a
big chunk of it will go toward offsetting new
property tax cuts and keeping up with growth
in the number of students. Even so, better to
argue over $15 billion of more than $10 billion
of less, as lawmakers did four years ago.

The very first day of the 140-day session could
prove the most dramatic, if state Rep. Jim Pitts,
R-Waxahachie, forces a floor vote in his chal-
lenge to the incumbent House speaker, Rep.
Tom Craddick, R-Midland. With or without a
floor vote, how the winner of this rare speaker’s
race handles the aftermath could set the tone
for a very successful, or disastrous, session.

The challenges the Legislature faces are real
enough, and none will be solved in one legisla-
tive session. But it can make progress in reduc-
ing and managing them.

One of the most important challenges is cost-
ly: the need to provide a solid public education
for all of the state’s children and to ensure that
enough of them are academically prepared for
and can afford a college education. This isn’t
some utopian goal, but absolutely necessary if
Texas is to continue to prosper in a worldwide
economy.

There will always be a need for skilled and
unskilled blue-collar employees whose formal
education may end with high school diplomas.
If there weren’t such a need, Texas and the rest
of the country wouldn’t be a magnet for foreign
workers.

But modern economies are built, sustained
and grow on more highly educated workers,
including those with advanced degrees. That’s
why several state leaders have indicated that
this legislative session will focus considerable
attention on higher education, and well it
should.

The state’s prosperity has brought renewed
attention to environmental concerns. Projected
growth in power demands has inspired plans to
build 17 coal-fired power plants and generated
much worry over their impact on Texas air
quality. And continued growth is putting pres-
sure on the state’s water supplies, including
here in Central Texas. Sen. Jeff Wentworth, R-
San Antonio, is backing legislation that would
boost the amount of water his city can pull out
of the Edwards Aquifer much to the alarm of
other communities that also rely on the aquifer.

The state park system is in serious disrepair,
the prison system is full, the property tax sys-
tem needs reform, the highways are crowded,
and health insurance costs continue to balloon.

However difficult the problems, we should not
lose sight of the fact that Texas’ prosperity gives
lawmakers considerable means to manage
them. Success is not inevitable, but with good
leadership and good will, progress can be made.

Saddam Hussein's
I’ hanging, the drum-

4 beat began — as
cable-news sages pronounced that
the Iraqi scourge's execution will
not improve the situation in Iragq.
Or, as Newsweek intoned, “Little
is gained by
Saddam's demise.”

These days, the
first rule of war cov-
erage is that nothing
— not even military
victory — will
improve Iraq's
prospects. ,

The second rule is

that everything is DeBRA
botched. So SAUNDERS
Hussein's trial was

not fair, the appeals

process was too
swift and the execution was insuf-
ficiently solemn. .

In the 24-hour news cycle, you
can kill your own citizens with
impunity, subject them to starva-
tion and lead them into an avoid-
able war. But, if later you are
brought to justice, coverage of
your trial will be not so much
about the carnage as about the
“deeply-flawed” trial.

It won't much matter that the
defendant admitted that he
ordered the deaths of 148 Shiite
men and boys in Dujail in 1982. To
the American press, justice would
have been better served if it had
moved with the slothfulness of a
California death-penalty appeal.
You would think it a good thing

for Iraq if Hussein had more time
to foment insurgency and thumb
his nose at the families of his vic-
tims.

Indeed, critics are so busy trying
to transform Iraqi prosecutions
into an O.J. Simpson trial that
they fail to notice that the families

of Kurds and Shiites who were tor-

tured and murdered for rebelling
against Hussein now know that
the Butcher of Baghdad can no
longer hurt them. That's why
there was dancing in Dearborn,
Mich., home to a large community
of Iraqi Americans who fled their
homeland while under Hussein's
rule. Hussein cannot come back,
as he did in 1963 after he fled to
Syria and Egypt. He will never
terrorize his countrymen again.
He will hold no more power on
this earth. Somehow, that's no big-
gie.

When you think of all the inno-
cent people who have perished
during the war in Iraq, there is
something refreshing about seeing
the most guilty Iraqi meet his
maker. Opinion Journal's James
Taranto used the headline: “The
World's Smallest Violin.”

Oddly, some human-rights
groups have their big fiddles out.
Or as Richard Dicker, director of
Human Rights Watch's
International Justice Program,
said in a press statement: “The
test of a government's commit-
ment to human rights is measured
by the way it treats its worst
offenders. History will judge these
actions harshly.”

What nonsense. The measure of

a government's commitment
should be in how it treats its citi-
zens. Hussein had countless Iraqgis
killed without a trial. He ordered
the death of an 11-year-old boy
because he thought it was “the
right of the head of state.” History
will focus.on his misdeeds, not the
timely execution of a guilty
despot.

As for “little is gained” — do not
think that homicidal tinpot dicta-
tors do not look at Hussein's fate
and shudder. They've just found
out that, if deposed, they are not
guaranteed final years of luxuri-
ous living abroad. Now, they
know, there are forces at large
who want them to face death
before the very people whom they
had terrorized and beaten down.
This is not the end desired by
men for whom dominion over oth-
ers trumped all.

If this execution were the mar-
tyr's end he sought, Hussein
would not have greeted U.S. troops
who found him in a hole in the
ground three years ago with these
words: “I am Saddam Hussein,
president of Iraq. I want to negoti-
ate.”

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Could ethanol trigger a food crisis?

nt a bountiful stock

tip for 2007 that will

make you grin from

ear-to-ear next
December? Sock a lot of your seed
money into Kellogg's, General °
Mills, Beatrice Foods, Archer
Daniel Midland and Cargill.

Corn, once again is king! The
humble grain that has turned
thousands of hard-scrabble
Midwestern farmers into million-
aires over the decades is about to
skyrocket in both popularity and
price because of the nation’s sud-
denly insatiable thirst for ethanol.

That's the word from Lester R.
Brown, the chief deep-thinker at
the Earth Policy Institute, a little-
known Washington think-tank
with an excellent track record for
‘spotting potential environmental
disasters.

Troubled by the dramatic
increase in corn acreage devoted
to ethanol rather than food,
Brown is urging a morato-
rium on new ethanol
distilleries just as
Democratic con-
gressional lead-
ers are propos- L
ing to tax Bfg 4
Oil and divert
the revenues to ¥,
subsidize more ;
ethanol produc-
tion.

Brown says a distillery moratori-
um is urgently needed because
new projections forecast that the
global auto industry’s appetite for
corn-based fuel will rival that of
humans by 2008.

“The unprecedented diversion of
the world’s leading grain crop to
the production of fuel will affect
food prices everywhere,” Brown
said. As world corn prices rise, he
notes, so do those of wheat and
rice as consumers look for tasty
substitutes and farmers compete
for increasingly scarce croplands.

Brown says that investment in
fuel ethanol distilleries has soared
since the late-2005 Like in crude

oil prices — so much so in fact,
that the federal government's col-
lection of pertinent data has been
left in the dust.

A compilation by his Earth
Policy Institute showed there were
116 U.S. ethanol distilleries in pro-
duction using 53 million tons of
grain annually at the end of last
year with 79 under construction
with a capacity to devour an addi-
tional 51 million tons of grain.

In addition, designs for more
than 200 new ethanol plants were
on the drawing board and 11 exist-
ing ones were being expanded.
Brown worries that the uncon-
trolled growth of Big Ethanol will
wreak havoc on the global econo-
my with near apocalyptic
implications for the
world’s near-

The U.S. corn
crop currently accounts
for 40 percent of the global har-
vest, but a whopping 70 percent of
the world’s corn exports. lowa
alone exceeds the entire corn pro-
duction of Canada and so does
Illinois, which ranks a close sec-
ond.

With corn supplies tightening
fast, Brown says rising prices will
hit not only products made direct-
ly from corn such as breakfast
cereals, but those from animals
who rely on corn for their suste-
nance — including pork, poultry,

The automotive demand for
corn-based ethanol is nearly insa-
tiable. Filling a 25-gallon tank on
one mid-size vehicle consumes
enough grain to feed an Egyptian
peasant for a full-year. Yet con-
verting the entire U.S. grain har-
vest — corn, rice, wheat, barley
and oats — to ethanol would sup-
ply only 16 percent of America’s
motoring fuel.

What's worse, ethanol is not
even an effective substitute for
gasoline — requiring huge federal
subsidies to compete at the pump
and delivering only 70 percent the
energy of an equivalent amount of
gas.

Brown predicts that the soaring
food prices triggered by the
ethanol splurge will spark
urban food riots in many
of the world’s smoldering
. tinderboxes, including

A Indonesia, Egypt, Algeria,

Nigeria and Mexico —

igniting even more anti-

Western sentiment.

“The world desperately
needs a strategy to deal with
the emerging food-fuel battle,”
Brown says. “As the leading
grain producer, grain exporter and
ethanol producer, the United
States is in the driver’s seat. We
need to make sure that in trying
to solve one problem — our depen-
dence on imported oil — we do not
create a far more serious one:
chaos in the world food economy

Lester Brown'’s sage words ought
to be heeded by new House
Speaker Nancy Pelosi and new
Senate Majority Leader Harry
Reid. And the Earth Policy
Institute’s new report ought to be
distributed as “required reading”
to those members of Congress ever

Back
inside the warmth of the
truck, the man placed the
bird in his cap on the pas-
senger seat.

hand, he carefully opened
the knitted gift his wife
had given him. Familiar
to the man, although
enshrouded by ice, were
the bird’s rusty wings and
tail with black bars.

Without the
convenience of a cell
phone, he had not been
able to tell us he was com-
ing. When we answered
the door that morning, we
did not expect any deliv-
eries, let alone a bird in a
stocking cap.

Ice that had acted as
insulation from the
severe storm was still
adhering to the bird’s
feathers. The markings
and large size of the bird
were that of an adult
female American kestrel.
From the mouse remains
clutched in her foot, we
figured that the bird’s
flight ability had already
been compromised by ice
forming on its wings
when it spotted the
mouse. Hunger had dri-
ven the bird to start eat-
ing immediately while on
the ground. The added

weight of the ice had
made it impossible for her
to fly to safety with the
remainder of her catch.

Although worried about
whether he had done the
right thing, the man justi-
fied his taking the kestrel
from an area he knew to
be frequented by bobcats,
coyotes and badgers.
Trying to reassure him,
we felt he certainly had
not harmed the bird. The
following week, tempera-
tures stabilized and fore-
casters promised more
than a week of moderate
weather. Having dined on
mice and exercised dur-
ing her -captivity, the
smallest of our country’s
falcons took flight on a
cloudless day.

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Council to put immigration-related

measure on ballot

FARMERS BRANCH — Voters will get the chance to
decide whether the city should keep a new rule requir-
ing apartment landlords to verify the citizenship or
immigration status of their tenants.

During a meeting Monday, the City Council voted to
put a rental ordinance they approved late last year on
the ballot May 12. But in the meantime, the council
plans to let the new rule take effect Friday.

The Mexican American Legal Defense and
Educational Fund plans to ask the courts for an
injunction to immediately suspend the ordinance from
being enforced, MALDEF staff attorney Marisol Perez
said by phone Monday night.

LULAC and other opponents of the new rule plan to
start registering voters in time for the municipal elec-
tions, said Elizabeth Villafranca, president of the
Farmers Branch chapter of the League of United Latin
American Citizens.

In November, the City Council unanimously
approved requiring property managers or owners ver-
ify the immigration or citizenship status of apartment
renters. Property managers or owners who break the
rule face a misdemeanor charge punishable by a fine
of up to $500. Council members also approved resolu-
tions making English the city’s official language and
allowing local authorities to become part of a federal
program so they can enforce immigration laws.

Opponents of the ordinances had submitted a peti-
tion in hopes of forcing a vote on the measures, a move
allowed under the city’s charter. More than 1,200 reg-
istered voters from Farmers Branch signed it, far
exceeding the number required to force a vote, said
attorney William Brewer, who represents several
opponents of the new rule.

Jury to begin deliberating

sentence for truck driver Tuesday

HOUSTON (AP) Arms around each other, family
members of a truck driver facing a possible death sen-
tence for his role in the nation's deadliest human
smuggling attempt listened as a defense attorney
pleaded for a jury to spare his life

“I ask you as if his father were asking. Please save
his son, please save his son,” defense attorney Craig
Washington said Monday as he turned and looked at
the father of Tyrone Williams. “You have the power in
your hands to save (his) son.”

A jury was set to begin deliberating on Tuesday
whether to sentence Williams to death or up to life in
prison. He was convicted last month on 58 counts of
conspiracy, harboring and transporting immigrants in
connection with the deaths of 19 illegal immigrants
The start of deliberations was to come a day after clos-
ing arguments in his retrial

More than 70 immigrants from Mexico, Central
America and the Dominican Republic were packed
inside Williams’ trailer in the failed 2003 smuggling
ittempt from South Texas to Houston. Nineteen died
from dehydration, overheating and suffocation after
nearly four hours inside the oven-like container.

Washington told jurors Monday that Williams gave
water to the immigrants crammed into the trailer
before he abandoned the container near Victoria,
about 100 miles southwest of Houston. Williams also

has admitted guilt and expressed remorse, signs he*

could be rehabilitated, Washington said

But Assistant U.S. Attorney Daniel Rodriguez told
jurors Williams was a cold-hearted, callous,
depraved” individual who deserves a death sentence
because he alone could have freed the immigrants
before they died but chose not to open the trailer’s
doors

Newly renovated Capitol apartment

at stake in speaker’s election

AUSTIN (AP) — Some valuable real estate is at stake
as members of the Texas House of Representatives
elect a new leader at the start of the biennial legisla-
five session

And it's not just the podium at the front of the House
chamber

The winner gets access to the nation's only residence
inside a statehouse, a 2,000-square-foot apartment that
recently got a pricey and controversial — makeover
with funds raised by current Republican House
Speaker Tom Craddick and his wife, Nadine.

Craddick is being challenged by fellow Republican
Rep. Jim Pitts of Waxahachie. The 149-member cham-
ber is expected to vote on Tuesday afternoon.
The Craddicks raised more than $1 million last sum-
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mer to overhaul the apartment s two kitchens, two
bathrooms and laundry room, to install wood floors
and to remove a loft and spiral staircase in the living
room.

In a letter to potential donors last year, the
Craddicks said the renovation is a “gift to all Texans”
that will let the speaker’s residence “reflect the same
attention to detail that is seen throughout the Capitol.”

The Craddicks, who own a house in Midland and a
vacation home on Lake LBJ northwest of Austin,
repeatedly declined to speak with The Associated
Press about the project last summer or allow a
reporter to tour the apartment. The residence is not
included in the public Capitol tour, and only invited
guests may enter, Craddick spokeswoman Alexis
DeLee said.

Teresa Parker, former principal of Preston Hollow
Elementary, started working Monday in the Dallas
Independent School District’s alternative education
programs.

“She has 31 years of service and a lot of history and
expertise, and we wanted to keep that in the district,”

any other factor that some people use to differentiate. Equality was
his goal, his mission.

The federal holiday in King's honor was first celebrated in
1986. The day is meant to serve as a catalyst for people of all
ages to go out into their communities and serve, just as King did.
The hope is that his holiday is not a day off, but a time when peo-
ple do what they can to make a difference.

What was Martin Luther King Jr.'s
family and educational background?

King was born Jan. 15, 1929, at his family’s home in Atlanta.
When he was 5, King started school at the Yonge Street
Elementary School in Atlanta — even though he was below the
legal school age of 6. When his age was discovered, he was not
allowed to stay in school.

While in his junior year at Booker T. Washington High School,
King eamed high scores on the college entrance exams, allowing
him to enter Morehouse College — at age 15, as he had skipped
both ninth and 12th grades. In 1948, he graduated with a degree
in sociology.

King continued his studies at several institutions, and earned
his doctorate of philosophy in 1955 at age 26. He also was award-
ed honorary degrees from colleges and universities in the United
States and foreign countries.

In 1953, King married Coretta Scott at her family’s home in
Alabama. King's father performed the service. The couple would
have four children.

How did King get involved
in the civil-rights movement?
King began his career as a minister, ordained in February 1948

He worked as assistant
pastor of Ebenezer Baptist Church in Atlanta.

He later served at a church in Alabama. From 1960
until his death in 1968, fe served as co-pastor with his
father back at Ebenezer Bapti$t'Church.

King was elected president of the Montgomery Improvement
Association, the organization that started the Montgomery bus
boycott. The boycott, which began Dec. 1, 1955, after Rosa Parks
was arrested for refusing to give up her seat to a white passenger,
lasted 381 days.

King was arrested 30 times for his role in civil-rights activities.
He also was a founder of the Southern Christian Leadership
Conference, for which he served as president from 1957 to 1968.

Among his many accomplishments and awards, King received
the Nobel Peace Prize in 1964. At 35, he was the youngest man
— and the third black man — to receive the honor.

How did King die?

On April 4, 1968, King was fatally shot while standing on the
balcony of the Lorraine Motel in Memphis, Tenn. He was in
Memphis to help lead sanitation workers in a protest against low
wages and intolerable working conditions. About two months
later, James Earl Ray was arrested in London for King’s assassi-
nation. On March 9, 1969, before coming to trial, Ray entered a
guilty plea and was sentenced to 99 years in prison. (He died in
prison at age 70 in 1998.) :

How did King come to be honored
with a national holiday?

Four days after King's assassination, Rep. John Conyers, a
Michigan Democrat, submitted legislation proposing King's birth-
day as a holiday. However, it would take several years and millions
of signatures on petitions to Congress for that to become reality.

In the 1980s, President Ronald Reagan was clear that he did
not want to make King's birthday a holiday. He thought it should
be a day of remembrance and not a paid holiday. Pressured by his
aides, however, Reagan signed the legislation on Nov. 2, 1983.
The first observance of King’s birthday as a national holiday was
Jan. 20, 1986. King’s birthday now is celebrated on the third
Monday in January.

SACRAMENTO, Calif. (AP) — To succeed with his
plan to extend health care to 6.5 million uninsured
Californians, Gov. Arnold Schwarzenegger will have
to find common ground between groups that often are
at odds.

Union leaders quickly balked at a requirement that
all Californians have insurance, calling it a tax on the
middle class. A demand that all but the smallest busi-
nesses offer their workers insurance upset many of
Schwarzenegger’s business allies.

“I look forward to everyone now having those
debates,” Schwarzenegger said via videolink to a panel
of health care stakeholders who assembled Monday to
hear his plan. Under the proposal, all Californians
must have insurance, although the poorest will be sub-
sidized. Those who go uncovered will be subject to tax
penalties.

Texas Tech moves
to 2-0 in Big 12 play

Jarrius Jackson scored 23
points and Texas Tech shut
down the Kansas State offense
in a 62-52 victory Monday

night.

Martin Zeno added 12 points
and freshman Decensae White
had 11 for the Red Raiders (13-
4, 2-0 Big 12), who have won
seven of their last eight and are
off to their best start in three
years.

Texas Tech, playing without
starting center Esmir Rizvic,
led 27-26 at halftime before
building a 41-32 lead with about
10 minutes left in the game.

The Wildcats (10-6, 0-2) used a
9-0 spurt to cut the lead to two
points, but Texas Tech .coach
Bob Knight quickly called a
time-out that quieted the
Bramlage Coliseum crowd. The
Red Raiders scored immediate-
ly out of the break and slowly
built their lead back up to 11
with just under 4 minutes to
play.

Jackson was the catalyst,
penetrating the lane to draw
fouls and hitting short jump
shots every time Kansas State
threatened to get back in the
game. The Big 12's third-lead-
ing scorer added seven
rebounds, three assists and was
8-0of-9 from the free throw line.

David Hoskins had 23 points
on 7-of-13 shooting to lead the
Wildcats, who have lost three
in a row since winning the Las

Vegas Holiday Classic in
December. Leading scorer
Cartier Martin was held to only
six points on 2-of-11 shodting,
and didn’'t hit his first field
goal until the 10:29 mark of the
second half.

It was only the third meeting
between Knight and Kansas
State coach Bob Huggins, who
together have 1,459 career wins
and rank first and seventh
among active Division I coach-
es in victories. The two hadn'’t
faced each other since Knight
was at Indiana and Huggins at
Cincinnati more than 14 years
ago. Knight has won all three
meetings by double digits.

Employing Knight's trade-
mark man-to-man defense and
harassing the Wildcats in the
half court, Texas Tech held
Kansas State without a field
goal for nearly nine minutes in
the first half.

The Red Raiders kept the
pressure up throughout the
second half, holding Kansas
State to 30 percent shooting for
the game. The Wildcats hit
only 2-of-15 3-pointers and com-
mitted 14 turnovers.

Both teams were playing
without major contributors
who were injured in their Big
12 openers on Saturday.

Rizvic suffered a fractured
eye socket during a 68-54 victo-
ry over Oklahoma. The 7-foot
center, who was hit in the face
by an elbow from Sooner for

McGrady fuels Rockets past the Bulls with 31 points

CHICAGO — Tracy McGrady
was tired, tight, and couldn’t
shake his defender, He was feel-
ing much better by the time the
fourth quarter started.

“I knew I was going to take
over,” McGrady said.

McGrady scored 15 of his 31
points in the final period, hitting
the go-ahead jumper to lift the
Houston Rockets to an 84-77 vic-
tory- over the Chicago Bulls on

- Monday night.

“I couldn’t seem to get going,
physically,” McGrady said.

But once he found the energy,
he didn’t stop.

McGrady hit a 22-foot jumper

with 1:19 left to break a 77-77 tie.
Houston's Shane Battier blocked
a driving layup by Ben Gordon
with 25 seconds left. McGrady
then hit one of two free throws to
make it a three-point game and
Chuck Hayes and Luther Head
added two foul shots apiece.

It was the sixth straight 30-
point performance for McGrady,
who hit just three of 10 shots in
the first half and scored 25 in the
final two periods.

“I kind of got loose a little bit,
made some adjustments, (got) the
ball on the move a lot and (creat:
:gi)d some space on offense,” he

Juwan Howard added 16 points
and nine rebounds. Dikembe
Mutombo grabbed 16 rebounds,

and the Rockets won for the
sixth time in eight games since
Yao Ming broke a bone in his
right leg. They hit just 34 of 87
shots, including 8-of-32 on 3-
pointers, but the Bulls never got
going, either.

Chicago went 30-for-82, includ-
ing 3-0of-15 from long range. The
Bulls suffered their third loss in
four games — each by seven
points or less.

“A lot of shots we had were
open,” said forward Michael
Sweetney, who had eight points
and six rebounds. “We just had
an off night.”

"Gordon led Chicago with 24
points, and Luol Deng scored 20
after finishing with 30 in
Saturday’s 106-89 win over

Detroit.

“Well, they are No. 1 in the
league in points allowed and
defensive shooting percentage,”
Bulls coach Scott Skiles said.
“Sometimes when you get that
reputation, teams come in and
for whatever reason they miss.
They are a good defensive team.
Dikembe Mutombo protects the
basket and they have guys on the
perimeter who move around
well.”

And they're winning without
Yao, who was in Chicago to have
his leg examined. The All-Star
center attended his first road
game since Dec, 23, when he frac-
tured a bone below his knee

Colts may thrive as outsider in playoffs

INDIANAPOLIS — The
Indianapolis Colts have
not lowered their expecta-
tions. They still envision
a Super Bowl title next
month.

Yet the Colts, burdened
by a sieve of a run
defense and an unimpres-
sive final seven games of
the regular season,
entered the playoffs as
more of an outsider than
a championship con-
tender. Judging by their
performance in their post-
season opener, that might
be a very good thing for
Peyton Manning and his
team.

Not that they will ever
go unnoticed as long as
the premier quarterback
of his generation is fling-
ing the ball and rookies
like Joseph Addai are out-
rushing the likes of Larry
Johnson.

If the Colts were an NFC
team, they could have
booked flights to Miami
for the first week in
February. But being
something of an after-
thought in the loaded
AFC could work in Indy’s
favor.

The focus is on San

Diego, with the gaudy 14-
2 record, the 492 points
scored, the
MVP/Offensive Player of
the Year (LaDainian
Tomlinson), the leading
sack man (Shawne
Merriman) and five All-
Pros.

And it’s on Baltimore,
which has a defense rem-
iniscent of the stultifying
2000 NFL champions, and
an experienced, skilled
and confident offensive
leader in Steve McNair.

And, naturally, it’s on
the Patriots as they seek a
fourth title in six years,
equaling the amazing run
by the 1970s Pittsburgh
Steelers.

The Colts? Until they
shut down Johnson with
a defensive performance
the Ravens would have
bragged about, they were
barely in the Super Bowl
discussions.

“I think we have a very
adaptable team and we
play to the situation,”
coach Tony Dungy said. “
I think we have an
offense that can move the
ball in a number of ways.
Defensively, it's always
better when you play with
the lead, but that hasn’t
been the case. We haven’t
had a lot of big leads this

year. I think we're going
to be very well-prepared
to go into Baltimore.”

Consider:

— Manning has not
been at his best this sea-
son. Sure, he’s excelled
far more than he's
bombed, but there have
been instances, particu-
larly last Saturday
against the Chiefs, when
he wasn’t the main rea-
son Indianapolis won.

— The combination of
Addai and Dominic
Rhodes has ably replaced
Edgerrin James, and
Addai has more game-
breaking potential than
James.

— Marvin Harrison was
a nonfactor against the
Chiefs and Reggie Wayne
was a supporting receiv-
er. So Dallas Clark, the
perfect antidote in the
passing game to
Baltimore’s active line-
backers, caught nine
passes for 103 yards.

— With tear-your-head-
off safety Bob Sanders
back in the lineup, Indy’s
defense looked quite capa-
ble against Kansas City. It
will need a similar effort
in Baltimore, but before
the playoffs began, specu-
lation centered on
whether Johnson would

rush for 200 yards at the
RCA Dome. He got 32 and
his team got 44.

“We have a good
defense,” said tackle
Anthony McFarland, who
played on a very good one
in Tampa Bay and won a
championship.
“Regardless of what the
critics say, if you go out
and take it one play at a
time and do your job, play
fast and tackle, that’s the
kind of performance you
can get.”

Most significant, it's
quite possible the Colts
have learned from past
failures, including going
flat in the postseason
after an early clinching of
the division. Dungy does-
n't think there’'s an
advantage toturning it on
for the playoffs — he says
it’s not “good strategy” —
but it was clear from
their domination of
Kansas City that the Colts
have a better feel for the
postseason this January.

Does that make them a
potent threat to get to the
big game, where any AFC
representative should
win? This Saturday’s
matchup with the Ravens
should answer that.
