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Criminal acts down for 2005-2006, BSISD officials report

Maybe an ounce of prevention 
is worth a pound of cure.

Big Spring Independ^t 
School District officials are 
crediting a proactive regimen 
for a decrease in the number of 
criminal and violent acts on 
school campuses during the

2005-2006 school year.
This marks the second year in 

a row BSISD officials were able 
to report a decrease in those 
numbers, which covers offenses 
such as assault, controlled sub­
stance and firearm violations, 
terroristic threats, criminal 
mischief and felonies.

Controlled substance inci­
dents in particular plunged for

the second year in a row. 
Officials reported 14 such 
offenses in 2005-2006, down 
from 30 the'previous year and 
53 in 2003-2004.

BSISD Superintendent
Michael Downes credited two 
recent programs with the 
plunge in drug statistics.

“ It’s a continuation of an 
effort that began two years ago

with the implementation of stu­
dent drug testing and the 
increase of drug dog patrols at 
our campuses,” Downes said. 
“Both of those measures were 
used to prevent drug use and 
the results speak for them­
selves.”

Other criminal instances 
dropped during the last school 
year, statistics show.

Offenses involving felonies, 
terroristic threats and criminal 
mischief went from rare in 
2004-2005 to non-existent the fol­
lowing year.

There were no reported 
instances in those categories 
last school year, compared to a 
total of seven in 2004-2005.

Adm inistratiori begins,selling  
budget plan before Congress

WASHINGTON -  President Bush 
was hoping to win praise for send­
ing Congress a more transparent 
budget that spells out in greater 
detail the costs of the Iraq war. But 
so far his $2.9 trillion spending 
plan is earning more brickbats 
than kudos, with critics charging 
that it is based on unrealistic 
assumptions and faulty priorities.

Democrats, who now control the 
levers of power in both the House 
and Senate for the first time in the 
Bush presidency, let it be known 
that they would give the president’s 
team a hearing but planned to craft

a spending plan closer to their lik­
ing.

’The administration was to begin 
the sales job on its proposal 
Tuesday, with Treasury Secretary 
Henry Paulson and White House 
Budget Director Rob Portman 
appearing before House and Senate 
committees.

The $2.9 trillion Bush budget for 
the budget year that begins next 
Oct. 1 would provide a massive 
boost for the Defense Department, 
seek an additional $245 billion in 
spending on the wars in Iraq and 
Afghanistan for this year and 2008 
and restrain spending across a 
wide swath of ^ e  rest of govern­
ment.

Knife-wielding 
woman robs

Local law enforcement 
officials are investigating 
an aggravated robbery 
that took place Monday 
afternoon in the College 
Park Shopping Center.

According to Sgt. Tony 
Everett, Big Spring Police 
Department public infor­
mation officer, a woman 
entered the Dollar 
General store at 501 
Blrdwell Lane shortly 
after 1 p.m. Monday, 
demanding money.

"According to witness­
es, the woman went up to 
tha cashier with a knife 
and told her she had a 
gun In her pocket, 
demanding money," said 
Everett. “The clerk feared 
for her life and gave the 
suspect the money, after 
which she fled on foot.”

Everett said the suspect 
is described as a 
Caucasian female, 
approximately 5 feet, 2 
inches tall in her late 20s 
to early 30s, with auburn 
hair. Witnesses said she

was wearing a camou­
flage cap, maroon and 
green shirt and blue 
jeans.

“She made away with 
an undisclosed amount of 
cash,” said Everett. “No 
injuries were reported as 
a result of the robbery.”

Whether or not the 
woman had a gun in her 
pocket at the time of the ' 
robbery is of little conse- 
quence because the 
charges are the same for 
both, according to 
Everett.

Everett said no arrests 
have been made at this 
time.

“We believe the woman 
was acting alone,” said 
Everett.

duce a surplus only on 
paper by using overly 
optimistic assumptions 
about how much revenue 
the economy will gener­
ate over the next five 
years and by leaving out 
expensive items such as 
further war costs after 
2009 or providing money 
beyond this year to fix the 
alternative minimum tax 
so that it doesn’t hit mil­
lions of middle-income 
taxpayers.

“This budget is Just dis­
connected from reality,” 
said Senate Budget 
Committee Chairman 
Kent Conrad, D-N.D.

House Budget
Comihittee Chairman 
John Spratt, D-S.C., said 
he doubted Bush’s plan 
would garner much sup­
port from Democrats or 
Republicans, calling the 
surplus projection “a very 
improbable assumption to 
say the least.”

The task facing the 
Democrats is no less 
daunting. When
Republicans were in con­
trol last year, they failed 
to pass the appropriations 
hills needed to operate 
most government agen­

cies, falling back on a 
stopgap spending mea­
sure that Congress is still 
grappling with four 
mon^s into the current 
budget year.

Democrats are pledging 
to do better. Conrad said 
the Democratic alterna­
tive to the Bush budget 
would adopt a more fis­
cally responsible pay-as- 
you go approach that will 
require any new tax cuts 
or spending increases in 
government benefit pro­
grams to be paid for.

Democrats pledged to 
restore Bush’s cuts in 
such programs as low- 
income heating subsidies. 
Head Start for preschool 
children and rural health 
care programs.

Bush also proposed 
eliminating or sharply 
reducing 141 federal pro­
grams at a savings of $12 
billion. Congress has 
ignored many of the same 
recommendations in pre­
vious Bush budgets.

Bush proposed a few 
high-profile spending 
boosts, such as an 
increase in the maximum 
Pell grant for low-income 
students, from the cur­
rent $4,050 to $4,600. The 
$15 billion cost over five 
years would largely be 
home by cutting subsi­
dies to lenders issuing

student loans.
The president’s budget 

also included the initia­
tive he featured in his 
State of the Union address 
to expand health care cov­
erage for the uninsured 
through a complex 
approach that would 
make employee-provided 
health Insurance taxable 
but give every family a 
$15,000 tax deduction in 
an effort to encourage 
those who don’t get health 
insurance through their 
employees to purchase 
policies.

Democrats strongly 
oppose the idea, saying it 
would encourage busi­
nesses to drop their cov­
erage.

The Bush proposal also 
contains $78 billion in 
cuts over five years In the 
government’s big health 
care programs. Medicare 
for the elderly and dis­
abled and M^lcaid for 
the poor.

The administration 
would impose about $10 
billion over five years in 
higher premiums on 
wealthier Medicare recip­
ients and trim payments 
to hospitals and other 
health care providers. 
Congress rejected a less 
ambitious package of 
spending reductions last 
year.

A lengthy Senate floor 
debate on the Iraq war is 
inevitable, despite a 
Republican effort to block 
it. Democrats say.

Following a procedural 
vote Monday that side­
tracked a resolution on 
the war, Democrats said 
they would eventually 
find a way to pat each 
senator on record.

On the table is a non- 
blndlng resolution backed 
by several Republicans 
and most Democrats that 
would state Senate oppo­
sition to Presidem Bush’s 
plan to send 21,500 more 
troops to Iraq.

“The president must 
hear from Congress, so he 
knows he stands in the 
wrong place — alone,” 
said Senate Majority 
Leader Harry Reid, D- 
Nev.

The measure. If passed, 
would be a stinging cri­
tique of Bush’s decision 
to deepen the U.S. mili­
tary commitmenrin Iraq. 
Bush'has said the extra 
troops are needed to calm 
sectarian violence in 
Baghdad and the western 
Anbar province.

Republicans denied 
assertions that they were 
trying to block a vote on 
the measure, saying that 
they were seeking fair

rules and consideration of 
a GOP alternative mea­
sure.

“As far as stalling, 
we’ve got a week here 
where we can have a full 
debate. But we insist on it 
being a full debate and a 
fair one,” said Senate 
Minority Whip Trent 
Lott, R-Miss.

Negotiations on how to 
move forward on the 
debate were expected to 
continue today, as 
Defense Secretary Robert 
Gates headed to Capitol 
Hill to testify on Bush’s 
$624.6 billion request in 
defense spending.

The spending request 
marks the first time Bush 
has offered an estimate of 
how much the wars in 
Iraq and Afghanistan will 
cost a year in advance.

Gates planned to testify 
before the Senate Armed 
Services Committee 
alongside Marine Corps 
Gen. Peter Pace, chair­
man of the Joint Chiefs of 
Staff, and Tina Jonas, the 
Pentagon comptroller.

While the hefty budget 
will be a primary focus, 
panel members were 
expected to use the venue 
to air their grievances on 
Iraq.

The two political parties 
were at odds Monday 
after Democrats refused

to give equal considera­
tion during the debate to 
a Republican proposal by 
Sen. Judd Gregg, R-N.H., 
which would protect 
funding for troops in com­
bat.

While Democrats are 
largely supportive of the 
Gregg measure, they 
want to limit debate to 
only two proposals: one 
by Sen. John Warner, R- 
Va., that states opposition 
to the troop buildup, and 
another by Sen. John 
McCain, R-Ariz., that 
would support the presi­
dent’s position.

Several leading Demo­
crats have endorsed 
Warner’s measure. Inclu­
ding Sens. Barack Obama 
of Illinois and Edward M. 
Kennedy of Massachu­
setts, but many Repub­
licans were reluctant to 
say how thejwvould vote.

Sens. John Sununu of 
New Hampshire, George 
Voinovlch of Ohio, Lisa 
Murkowski of Alaska and 
Arlen Specter of 
Pennsylvania were each 
considered GOP wild 
cards In the vote.

Specter said he wanted 
to hear out other mem­
bers before deciding what 
to do.

“ It’s a big issue,” 
Specter said. “We need to 
debate it.”'

were both first-time fliers 
during separate shuttle 
missions last year.

Nowak told police that 
her relationship with 
Oefelein, who Is unmar­
ried, was “more than a 
working relationship but 
less than a romantic rela­
tionship,” according to an 
arrest affidavit.

Dressed in a wig and a 
trench coat, Nowak wait­
ed for Shipman’s plane to 
land and then boarded the 
same airport shuttle bus 
Shipman took to get to 
her car, police said. 
Shipman told police she 
noticed someone follow­
ing her, hurried inside 
the car and locked the 
doors, according to the 
arrest affidavit.

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Heflin on track 
with his call to 
reinstate CHIP
A fter having praised State Sen. Kel 

Seliger for filing a bill to end TAKS 
testing at the high school level, it’s 
time to also give State Rep. Joe Heflin 

his due for filing a bill to restore health coverage 
to hunctroils of thousands o f Texas children 
through the Children ’s Health Insurance 
Program (CHIP).

In 200.1, the Texas Legislature reduced state 
funding for CHIP and made enrollment in the 
program more diff icult — in effect balancing the 
state budget in part on the back o f children from 
low income families.

Since those policies were enacted four years 
ago, Heflin noted, almost 200,000 children across 
the state have lost their health coverage.

Joining dozens o f other House members to 
advocate and raise awareness for the repeal o f 
the restrictive CHIP policies, the Crosbyton 
Democrat noted that in the District 85 alone, 
CHIP enrollment numbers have dropped by 
more than half.

“ Children should be a number one priority, 
and that is why we need to refund CHIP, so ch il­
dren can have the access they need to health 
insurance," Heflin said.

We couldn’t agree more.
Restoring the CHIP program to pre-2(X)3 enroll­

ment levels should not cost the state additional 
money. According to Texas Health and Human 
Services Commission statistics, the state left 
$400 million in state funds dedicated for CHIP 
and Children’s Medicaid unspent during the 2006 
budget year.

As Heflin noted, those dollars could easily 
cover every child that has lost CHIP coverage 
since 2003.

“The money is there to do the right thing and 
to help working families who cannot afford pri­
vate health insurance, Heflin said. “CHIP gives 
the children o f those hard working families 
health insurance, so they can grow up happy and 
healthy.”

To our way of looking at things, that’s an obser­
vation that nobody could or should argue with.

Don’t underestimate antiwar forces
A the growing influ-

■  ffence  of the antiwar 
I / / l e f t  in this country,
W  W particularly embold­

ened by the November congres­
sional elections, I fear for our 
nation as I consider the strong 
possibility it could elect a liberal, 
antiwar commander in chief dur­
ing wartime.

“Chill out,” you say.
"These people have 
been protesting for 
years. They’re just 
fringe extremists and 
no one listens to 
them.”

Really? It would be 
nice if they could be 
so easily dismissed. David
But these so-called Limbaugh
extremists — many o f ___________
them Sixties radicals 
— just happen to dominate our 
universities, and their sympathiz­
ers “own” the mainstream media. 
There are far more of them in gov­
ernment and politics than you 
think, and their impact is signifi­
cant.

One of them would be comman­
der in chief today but for some 
120,000 votes in Ohio, or the noble 
efforts of certain Swift Boat patri­
ots to highlight the other side of 
his military record.

People are way too casual about 
all of this. Surely someone as dis­
tinguished and powerful as John 
Kerry couldn’t conceivably be con­
temptuous of this country. Indeed, 
every time Kerry uttered an 
America-bashing remark or 
expressed his willingness to com­
promise American sovereignty 
during the 2004 campaign, his 
weary defenders adamantly denied 
his words should be understood by 
their plain meaning.

But no matter what new excuses 
they’d come up with, they couldn’t 
alter the fact that Kerry’s expres­
sions had been consistent since he 
ca*qe home from the Vietnam War 
and falsely accused his fellow sol­

diers — en masse — of unspeak­
able war atrocities. And though he 
indignantly denied the unmistak­
able intent of his words derogating 
today’s soldiers and tried to pass 
them off as a bad joke, most peo­
ple knew better.

Any remaining doubt as to his 
jaundiced predisposition against 
many things great and good in 
this country should be removed by 
his most recent performance at a 
world economic forum in Davos, 
Switzerland.

As all but those locked in closets 
know, Kerry said Bush adminis­
tration foreign policy had caused 
the United States to become “a 
sort of international pariah for a 
nurnber of reasons.” And, no.
Kerry wasa’t just talking about 
what foreigners think of us. He 
was telling us what he thinks.

The almost 44th president of the 
United States amplified on the 
point. “When we walk away from 
global warming, Kyoto, when we 
are irresponsibly slow in moving 
toward AIDS in Africa, when we 
didn’t advance and live up to our 
own rhetoric and standards, we 
[send] a terrible message of duplic­
ity and hypocrisy.”

But wait, there’s more. And even 
considering the liberal bias of the 
media, it’s amazing these addition­
al statements didn’t get more press 
than they did. Kerry announced 
his support for Iran’s right to use 
civilian nuclear technology and 
said the West should withdraw its 
prerequisites for the resumption 
of nuclear talks with Iran.

He then said that Americans 
have an “unfortunate habit” of 
seeing the world “exclusively 
through an American lens.” They 
only find out how different (read; 
more reasonable) the world is 
when they travel outside the 
United States.

in the Middle East “ increased 
after the occupation of 
Afghanistan, Iraq and Bln

Kerry’s irrelevant now, so you 
should focus your energies else­
where.”

Don’t fool yourself. Kerry is still 
a U.S. senator. His party chose 
him to be its standard bearer in 
2(X)4. Four years earlier it chose 
the increasingly hysterical A1 
Gore. Now it appears ready to 
nominate Hillary Clinton or 
Barack Obama, both of whom are 
decidedly liberal, and both of 
whom are just as decidedly decep­
tive about it.

Though the adoring media feign 
obliviousness, Hillary is busy 
tying herself in knots avoiding, 
explaining and denying her previ­
ous statements and actions in sup­
port of the war in Iraq and Obama 
is proposing unspeakably reckless 
legislation to withdraw our troops 
on a not-too-distant date certain.

In the meantime, while Hillary 
and Obama are pandering to their 
base, and Kerry is slobbering all 
over foreign tyrants and excoriat­
ing his own country. Congress, 
including many Republicans, is 
threatening to oppose President 
Bush’s troop surge in Iraq.

Then even the meaningless aver­
age provides apparent vindication 
for public education.

And private schools can indeed 
be nearly as diverse (bad) as the 
publics. Some parochials in 
^ rth em  ghettos do ^ r l y  too, as 
do Southern “acadenues,” aim ^ 
chiefly at getting white kids out of 
Mack schools.

At the Other end of the scale are 
the rich privates. We attended a 
party at one the other night. The 
parents were from nearby splendid 
suburbs with spectacular public 
schools. So why do they spend 
that extra money to go private? To 
make sure their kid gets that little 
extra edge in today’s wealthy soci­
ety, that’s why.

But putting the president’s mis­
guided education policies aside, 
the gut issue over schools today, 
as usual, remains money. In every 
state save Hawaii, rich, poor, and 
average towns alike feel that the 
other guy is getting a better shake 
fYom the state’s distribution for­
mula. It isn’t school quality that’s 
at stake here, it’s taxes. First 
things first, after all. In the recent 
election around here, lawmakers 
fYom every town ran campaigns 
based on changing the state for­
mula, with those fYom poor places 
and the prosperous places equally 
sure that they were getting 
gypped.

Now you might expect that with 
all the hype during this Black 
History season, integration would 
be a big issue too. After all,
Martin Luther King preached that 
he wanted his kids sitting next to 
white kids in class. Otherwise 
they would get shortchanged by 
the government. Of course he was 
right, but he’s dead, and his suc­
cessors, however deidlcated, have 
not been able to keep up the same 
intensity of that crusade. 
Consequently America is as segre­
gated today as in King’s day, and 
poor Seattle is being sued for sim­

ply maintaining that level of inte­
gration which it already has.

But if stagnant test scores and 
mired integration make you sad, 
the problems of equalizing educa­
tion overall should spur you to 
total despair. For example this col­
umn used to pontificate about 
steering resources into Head Start, 
pre-school, 0-3 education, and pre­
natal care. Very insightful, right? 
Well, now a study has come out 
saying that pre-natal care is too 
late! OK coach, now what?

The scary part of that revelation 
is that we can no longer get by 
with the simple notion that just 
providing special care to poor kids 
will cure society. It won’t. We 
have to deal with their parents 
too. It turns out that for all kids to 
do well, everyone needs to have 
enough food, a place to live, health 
care, a job, and exemption fYom 
being sent to languish in jail on 
puny charges. Otherwise our 
progress on schools will remain 
glacial.

Well, if it takes all that to 
upgrade education, maybe it’s just 
not worth it. We’re surviving OK 
now, and new Immigrant kids 
seem eventually able to penetrate 
the system. Our society may sim­
ply not be able to afford equality. 
To achieve it some of us might 
actually have to sacrifice.

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Bird Poop:

Rescuer’s concern for owl outweighed his own pain
efore dawn, the 
wind against the 
windows con­
firmed the 

weather forec^t. 
Promised in the early 
morning hours, the 
southwesterly gusts 
encouraged 
the weather 
stripping to 
sing. Since 
it was 
impossible
to sleep MAinJ 
with the 
incessant 
howling, 
th»man 
decided to
get an early M cC a s l a n d  
start on the
long day. ____________

As the
pickup headed into the 
wind, he checked the 
ranch’s fence line for any 
breaks. Almost to the 
gate after some 15 miles, 
the man noticed in the 
distance something 
caught and flapping on 
the top strand of barbed 
wire. "Another plastic 
bag," he thought.

Although employed to 
accomplish many of the 
jobs required by a work­
ing ranch, the man took 
a personal pride in the 
land that had sustained 
him and his wife for 
years. Daily he saw the 
effects of paper, plastics 
and cans carelessly dis­

carded along the road­
way.

Approaching the flutter­
ing object, he realized 
that what was caught on 
the wire was the wing of 
a bam owl. Fortunately, 
the raptor’s feet were 
supported by another 
strand of wire and coyote 
fencing. Otherwise, it 
would have had all of its 
weight on the captured 
wing.

In a hurry to free the 
owl from the wire, he 
never even thought of the 
leather gloves on the seat 
beside him. Quietly clos­
ing the truck’s door, he 
walked toward the strug­
gling and frightened bird. 
Without another thought, 
he grabbed the predator 
bare-handed. As he 
pressed the owl against 
his chest, he freed the 
bird from the barbs and 
carefully folded the 
injured wing toward the 
body. At that moment, 
having wiggled enough to 
free a leg, the bird sank 
four talons into the 
man’s hand.

“What did you do 
then?” I ask^, as the 
owl’s rescuer described 
his latest bird adventure. 
Having already brought 
us a golden eagle, he was 
capable of many chal­
lenges. He continued by 
saying that choices had 
to be made. If he let go of

the bird, he might not be 
able to catch it again. 
Since he knew it was 
injured, he felt he must 
hold on to the owl and 

^omehow free his hand 
Trom the painful grip.

Sitting down, he held 
the owl in his lap. Three 
of the talons were in the 
palm of his hand. Slowly 
he pried each sharp 
hooked claw out of his 
flesh. While keeping the 
bird from using those 
talons, he pulled the last 
long, sharp nail from the 
back of his hand.

With the barn owl’s 
legs under control, the 
man extended the injured 
wing for a closer look. 
Upon delivering the bird 
to us, he commented that 
he thought no bones 
were broken.

Later that day, I called 
him to confirm that 
miraculously no bones 
were affected. While one 
barb had cut a thin line 
in the skin on the under­
side of the wing, the 
other barbs had only 
inflicted small punctures. 
Because the owl had been 
found early during such 
an ordeal, we felt it had 
been spared damage that 
would warrant amputa­
tion or euthanasia.

During our conversa­
tion, 1 told the man that 
when releasin'g barn 
owls, their silent flight

over open country was 
our reward. A gift of 
nature had equipped 
them with soft edged 
feathers that reduced any 
sound emitted by the 
flow of air over their 
wings. Through the years 
we have come to appreci­
ate not only their eye­
sight, but their ability to 
locate their prey by hear­
ing. When their eyes 
might be deceived by the 
darkest of nights, the 
owls could still detect the 
slightest movement of 
their next meal.

As we closed our chat, I 
asked the man about his 
hand. “ It’ll be fine in a 
few days,” was his 
answer.

Having had the same 
experiencev I knew that 
the harder you try to 
remove a raptor’s talons, 
the tighter it will grip. In 
spite of the excruciating 
pain, the man had put 
the owl’s survival as his 
first priority.

The next day we deliv­
ered the barn owl to the 
wildlife center in 
Lubbock.

Is the FBI’s Internet survellance legal? Good question

B e careful. The 
federal govern­
ment is listen­
ing... and read­

ing... and recording.
Paranoia? Maybe not. 

as the FBI appears to 
have adopted an invasive 
Internet surveillance 
technique that collects 
far more data on inno­
cent Americans than pre­
viously disclosed.

Instead of ____ —_____
recording 
only what a 
particular 
suspect is 
doing, 
agents con­
ducting 
invest iga 
tions appear 
to be assem­
bling the 
activities of
thousands ____________
of Internet — — —  
users at a time into mas­
sive databases, according 
to current and former 
officials. That database 
can subsequently be 
queried for names, e-mail 
addresses or keywords.

The FBI’s use of 
Internet wiretapping 
appears to involve col­
lecting data on thousands 
of innocent users, with 
that information being 
loaded into a searchable 
database.

Such a technique is 
broader and potentially 
more intrusive than the 
FBI’s Carnivore surveil­
lance system, later 
renam^ DCSIOOO. It rais­
es concerns similar to 
those stirred by wide­
spread Internet monitor 
Ing that the National 
Security Agency is said 
to have done, according 
to documents that have 
surfaced in one federal 
lawsuit, and may stretch 
the bounds of what’s 
legally permissible.

Call it the vacuum- 
cleaner approach.

It’s employed when 
police have obtained a 
court order and an 
Internet service provider 
can’t “ Isolate the particu­
lar person or IP address” 
because of technical con­
straints, says Paul Ohm. 
a former trial attorney at 
the Justice Department’s 
Computer Crime and 
Intellectual Property 
Section.

That kind of fUll-pipe 
surveillance can record

all Internet traffic, 
including Web browsing 
— or, optionally, only 
certain subsets such as 
all e-mail messages flow­
ing through the netwbrk. 
Interception typically 
takes place Inside an 
Internet provider’s net­
work at the junction 
point of a router or net­
work switch.

Makes you think about 
the last ditzy thing you 
searched for on the 
Internet, thinking no one 
was looking, doesn’t it?

'The technique recently 
came to light at the 
Search & Seizure in the 
Digital Age symposium 
held at Stanford 
University’s law school. 
Ohm, who is now a law 
professor at the ‘ 
University of Colorado at 
Boulder, and Richard . 
Downing, a CCIPS assis­
tant deputy chief, dis­
cussed it during the sym­
posium.

Ohm said that full-pipe 
recording has become 
federal agents’ default 
method for Internet sur­
veillance. "You collect 
wherever you can on the

(network) segment,” he 
said. “ If it happens to be 
the segment that has a 
lot of IP addresses, you 
don’t throw away the 
other IP addresses. You 
do that after the fact. You 
intercept first and you 
use whatever filtering, 
data mining to get at the 
iiiformation about the 
person you’re trying to 
monitor.”

Justice Department rep 
resentatives would not 
immediately answer 
questions about the sur­
veillance technique. 
Surprised, right?

“What they’re doing is 
even worse than 
Carnivore,” said Kevin 
Bankston, a staff attorney 
at the Electronic Frontier 
Foundation who attended 
the Stanford event.
“What they’re doing is 
intercepting everyone 
and then choosing their 
targets.”

When the FBI 
announced two years ago 
it had abandoned 
Carnivore, news reports 
said that the bureau 
would increasingly rely 
on Internet providers to

conduct the surveillance 
and reimburse them for 
costs. While Carnivore 
was the subject of con­
gressional scrutiny and 
outside audits, the FBI’s 
current Internet eaves- * 
dropping techniques have 
received little attention, c

Carnivore apparently.. ,i 
did not perform full-pipe 
recording. A technical 
report from December 
2000 prepared for the 
Justice Department said 
that Carnivore “accumu­
lates no data other than 
that which passes its fil­
ters” and that it saves 
packets “for later analy­
sis only after they are 
positively linked by the 
filter settings to a tar­
get."

One reason why the 
full-pipe technique raises 
novel legal questions is 
that under federal law. 
the FBI must perform 
what’s called “minimiza­
tion."

Federal law says that 
agents must “minimize 
the interception of com­
munications not other­
wise subject to intercep­
tion” and keep the super­
vising judge Informed of 
what’s happening. 
Minimization is designed 
to provide at least a mod­
icum of privacy by limit­
ing police eavesdropping 
on innocuous conversa­
tions.

Prosecutors routinely 
hold pre-surveillance 
“minimization meetings” 
with investigators to dis­

cuss ground rules. 
Common investigatory 
rules permit agents to lis­
ten in on a phone call for 
two minutes at a time, 
with at least one minute 
elapsing between the 
spot-monitoring sessions.

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Man seeks state com pensation 
a fte r being freed from  ja ii

HOUSTON (AP) — A man who spent 
almost eight years in prison before a 
court overturned his aggravated assault 
conviction plans to seek $200,000 in state 
compensation for his time behind bars.

The Harris County District Attorney’s 
Office said Monday that it will not retry 
Gilbert Amezquita, 29, for the 1988 bru­
tal l>eating of a Houston woman who 
was left in a coma for 10 days.

Amezquita was released from custody 
in December after the Texas Court of 
Criminal Appeals ordered that he be set 
free or given a new trial. The court cited 
ineffective assistance of counsel and 
pointed to evidence that Amezquita’s 
defense attorney never presented in the 
trial.
' “My staff looked at that (Amezquita) 
case very hard and all the evidence 
pointed to someone else," District 
Attorney Chuck Rosenthal said of the 
decision not to retry the case.

Amezquita’s appellate attorney, 
Roland Moore, said the exoneration enti­
tles his client to restitution. People 
wrongfully convicted can receive $25,000 
for each year in prison, with a cap of 
$500,000.

Rosenthal said that he would be will­
ing to write a letter expressing “actual 
innocence,” which would be required 
for Amezquita to make a claim.

“ I’m glad it’s finally over,” Amezquita 
said. “ I ’m just so glad to be free.”

Kathy Bingham, the woman 
Amezquita was convicted of attacking,

told police that it was “Gilbert” who had 
assaulted her at her father’s plumbing 
company in February 1998.

Amezquita was convicted primarily on 
her eyewitness testimony and sentenced 
to 15 years in prison. Amezquita was an 
Army reservist with no prior criminal 
record.

Moore argued prosecutors had failed 
to consider another person at the com­
pany with a similar name, Alonzo 
Gilbert Guerrero, as a suspect.

Bingham said she still thinks 
Amezquita is guilty.

“ I thank God he stayed in prison for as 
long as he did,” she said.

law mentions only real­
time interception — and 
does not explicitly autho­
rize the creation of a 
database with informa­
tion on thousands of 
innocent targets.

But a nearby sentence 
adds: “ In the event the 
intercepted communica­
tion is in a code or for­
eign language, and an 
expert in that foreign 
language or code is not 
reasonably available dur 
ing the Interception peri­
od, minimization may be 
accomplished as soon as 
practicable after such 
interception.”

Downing, the assistant 
deputy chief at the 
Justice Department’s 
computer crime section, 
pointed to that language

last week. Because digital 
communications amount 
to a foreign language or 
code, he said, federal 
agents are legally permit­
ted to record everything 
and sort through it later.

Downing stressed that 
he was not spc'aking on 
behalf of the Justice 
Department. Yeah, right.

"Take a look at the leg­
islative history from the 
mid ‘90s,’’ Downing said. 
“ It’s pretty clear from 
that that Congress very 
much intended it to 
apply to electronic types 
of wiretapping.”

EFF’s Bankston dis­
agrees. He said that the 
FBI is “collecting and 
apparently storing indefi­
nitely the communica­
tions of thousands — if 
not hundreds of thou­
sands — of innocent 
Americans in violation of 
the Wiretap Act and the 
4th Amendment to the

Constitution.”
Marc Rotenberg, direc­

tor of the Electronic 
Privacy Information 
Center in Washington, 
D.C., said a reasonable 
approach would be to 
require that federal 
agents only receive infor­
mation that’s explicitly 
permitted by the court 
order. “The obligation 
should be on both the 
(Internet provider) and 
the government to make 
sure that only the infor­
mation responsive to the 
warrant is disclosed to 
the government,” he said.

Courts have b^n 
'wrestling with minimiza­
tion requirements for 
over a generation. In a 
1978 Supreme Court deci­
sion, Scott V. United 
States, the justices 
upheld police wiretaps of 
people suspected of sell­
ing illegal drugs.

But in his majority

opinion. Justice William 
Rehnquist said that 
broad monitoring to nab 
one suspect might go too 
far.

“ If the agents are per­
mitted to tap a public 
telephone b^ause one 
individual is thought to 
be placing bets over the 
phone, substantial doubts 
as to minimization may 
arise if the agents listen 
to every call which goes 
out over that phone 
regardless of who places 
the call," wrote 
Rehnquist.

Another u n ^ w e r ^ , 
question is whether a " 
database of record^ ‘ 
internet communications 
can legally be mined for 
information about unre 
lated criminal offenses 
such as drug use, copy­
right infringement or tax 
crimes.

One 1978 case, U.S. v. 
Pine, said that investiga­

tors could continue to lis­
ten in on a telephone line 
when other illegal activi­
ties — not specified in 
the original wiretap 
order — were being dis­
cussed.

Those discussions could 
then be used against a 
defendant in a criminal 
prosecution.

Ohm, the former 
Justice Department attor­
ney who presented a 
paper on the Fourth 
Amendment, said he has 
doubts about the consti­

tutionality of full-pipe 
recording.

“The question that’s 
interesting, although I 
don’t know whether it’s 
so clear, is whether this 
is illegal, whether it’s 
constitutional,” he said. 
“ Is Congress even aware 
they’re doing this? I don’t 
know the answers.”

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Fresh floods bring more misery 
to Indonesian capital; 36 dead

JAKARTA, Indonesia (AP) — Overnight downpours 
sent storm waters coursing back into some low-lying 
areas Tuesday, as authorities warned of the threat of 
diseases and anger mounted at the government’s 
response to the disaster that has killed at least 36 peo­
ple in the capital.

Authorities said flooding had receded in some areas, 
allowing more than 115,000 people to return home. 
However, about 220,000 people remained in temporary 
shelters, and electricity and water supplies have been 
cut to much of the city of 12 million people and its sur­
rounding towns.

Meanwhile, rains triggered a landslide in a village 
some 100 miles west of the capital that killed six peo­
ple, including a young boy, said Banten Police Chief 
Brig. Gen. Timur Pradopo.

In the capital, medical officials said there were short­
ages of baby food, clean water and medicine with 
reports of widespr ead skin disease and other problems 
caused by poor hygiene.

“We ran out of medicine yesterday,” said Nuraini, a 
military doctor overseeing local relief efforts in the 
Central Jakarta district. “Most people have diarrhea 
and are sick after being in the water for too long.”

Officials: Iranian dipiomat seized by gunmen 
wearing army uniforms in centrai Baghdad

BAGHDAD, Iraq (AP) — Gunmen wearing Iraqi 
army uniforms seized an Iranian diplomat as he drove 
through central Baghdad, officials said Tuesday. 
Tehran condemned the abduction and blamed U.S. 
forces in Iraq.

One Iraqi government official also said the diplomat 
was detained Sunday by a special Iraqi army unit that 
reports directly to the U.S. military. But a military 
spokesman denied any U.S. troops or Iraqis that report 
to them were involved.

“We’ve checked with our units and it was not an 
MNF-I (Multi-National Forces — Iraq) unit that partic­
ipated in that event,” military spokesman Lt. Col. 
Christopher Garver said, adding he could not confirm 
the diplomat was seized.

Jalal Sharafi, the second secretary at the Iranian 
Embassy in Baghdad was seized Sunday by gunmen 
who “operate under the supervision of the American 
forces in Iraq,” the official Islamic Republic News 
Agency reported.

“The Islamic Republic of Iran strongly condemns 
this aggressive act which is in violation of interna­
tional law,” IRNA quoted Hosseini as saying. “ Iran 
holds American forces in Iraq responsible for the safe­
ty and life of the Iranian diplomat.”

Arctic blast closes schools, contributes 
to heavy snowfali in Northeast

A bone-chilling cold wave with temperatures as low 
as 42 below zero shut down schools for thousands of 
youngsters Monday, sent homeless people into shelters 
and put car batteries on the disabled list from the

northern Plains across the Great Lakes. At least six 
deaths were linked to the cold weather.

The cold was accompanied by snow that was mea­
sured in feet in parts of upstate New York.

“Anybody in their right mind wouldn’t want to be 
out in weather like this," Lawrence Wiley, 57, said at 
Cincinnati’s crowded Drop Inn Center homeless shel­
ter, where he has been living. Monday lows were in 
the single digits.

With temperatures near zero and a wind chill of 25 
below, school districts across Ohio canceled classes. 
“We have a lot of kids that walk to school. We didn’t 
think it was worth the risk,” said Sandusky City 
Schools Superintendent Bill Pahl.

It was so cold that Toledo, Ohio — 5 above zero at 
noon, up from 4 below — even closed its outdoor ice 
rink.

FEMA wants more than $300 m illion 
in hurricane aid returned

NEW ORLEANS (AP) -  In the neighborhood 
President Bush v is it^  right after Hurricane Katrina, 
the U.S. government gave $84.5 million to more than
10.000 households. But Census figures show fewer than
8.000 homes existed there at the time.

Now the government wants back a lot of the money 
it disbursed across the region. .

The Federal Emergency 'Management 
Administration has determined nearly 70,000 
Louisiana households improperly received ^09.1 mil­
lion in grants, and officials acknowledge those num­
bers are likely to grow.

In the chaotic period after two deadly hurricanes, 
Katrina and Rita, slammed the Gulf Coast in 2005 — 
Katrina making landfall in late August, followed by 
Rita in late September — federal officials scrambled to 
provide help in hard-hit areas such as submerged 
neighborho<^s near the French Quarter.

But an Associated Press analysis of government data 
obtained under the federal Freedom of Information Act 
suggests the government might not have been careful 
enough with its checkbook as it gave out nearly $5.3 
billion in aid to storm victims.

The analysis found the government regularly gave 
money to more homes in some neighborhoods than the 
number of homes that actually existed, released 
records show.

LOS ANGELES (AP) — A frantic pregnant woman 
told a 911 operator she had been hit and was in pain 
shortly before actor Ryan O’Neal was arrested for 
alleged assault and firing a weapon in an altercation 
with his son.

Department, JoAnne Berry, who authorities described

Wal-Mart to launch long-awaited 
digital movie downioad store

LOS ANGELES (AP) — Wal-Mart Stores Inc. is 
launching its long-awaited online movie download 
store, entering a market that has yet to catch on with 
consumers but is expected to grow rapidly.

A “beta” version of the online video store, set to 
debut Tuesday, will sell digital versions of about 3,(XX) 
films and television episodes from all the major stu­
dios and some TV networks, including Fox 
Broadcasting. Wal-Mart will not initially offer content 
from ABC, CBS or NBC, although the company said it 
hopes to add shows from those networks.

The nation’s largest retailer is using its buying 
power to beat the prices charged by other download 
services in many cases, offering films from $12.88 to 
$19.88 and individual TV episodes for $1.96 — 4 cents 
less than Apple Inc.’s iTunes store.

Drilling 
firms agree 
to hefty fines

WASHINGTON -  
Three oil drilling compa­
nies accused of bribing 
Nigerian officials for fast 
customs clearance will 
pay the U.S. government 
$26 million in the largest 
criminal settlement of 
foreign corruption 
charges, the Justice 
Department said
Tuesday.

The companies are sub­
sidiaries of British-based 
Vetco International 
Limited, and at least one 
of them settled similar 
bribery charges in 2004.

A Justice Department 
official said the compa­
nies — Vetco Gray UK 
Limited, Vetco Gray 
Controls Inc., and Vetco 
Gray (Controls Limited — 
paid Nigerian customs 
officers $2.1 million to 
speed equipment and 
employees into the coun­
try.

The payments. 378 in 
all, were largely 
processed through Vetco 
Gray Controls, Inc., 
which is based in 
Houston.

The three companies 
are expected to sign off 
on the settlement in U.S. 
District Court in Houston 
later Tuesday, said the 
Justice official, who 
spoke on condition of 
anonymity because the 
hearing had not yet 
occurred.

In July 2(X)4, Vetco Gray 
UK Limited agreed to pay 
a $5.25 million fine for 
bribing Nigerian govern­
ment officials more than 
$1 million for insider bid 
information on oil and 
gas construction con­
tracts worth $12 million.

J.T. Smith returns for Big Spring fans

Howard County will have one 
of its favorite sons playing in the 
IFL pre-season “Brawl in Big 
Spring.”

Starting his competitive foot­
ball career 'as a Steer at Big 
Spring High School, wide receiv­
er J.T. Smith will end it as a Big 
Spring Roughneck.

“J.T. called and was very excit­
ed about the IFL bringing the 
first-ever professional football 
game to his hometown of Big 
Spring,” Roughnecks President 
Tommy Benizio said. “He offered 
to help in anyway that he could, 
but he probably never dreamed 
that the Roughnecks would ask 
him to suit up and play in the 
game.

“He thought that I was kidding 
at first but after a little joking — 
convincing and begging — and 
then getting his wife’s permis­
sion, he agreed. This saved me 
from having to call and beg

added Benizio.Smith’s participa­
tion will set a record was previ­
ously owned by 46-year-old 
Atlanta Falcons place kicker — 
Morten Andersen — making him 
the oldest person ever to play

professional football.
“I ’m glad that I have remained 

healthy and I am going to start 
getting in shape right away,” 
Smith said. “ I ’m excited to come 
out of my long-time retirement 
and put on a professional football 
uniform once again — this time 
to represent the people and city 
of Big Spring, Texas.”

Smith was born in 1955 and 
graduated from Big Spring High 
in 1973. While here, he was 
named all-district, All Plains, 
and as an honorable mention All 
American. As a wide receiver, he 
amassed more than 1,000 yards 
receiving and he holds the school 
record for the longest intercep­
tion returned for a touchdown in 
Big Spring history — 100 yards 
for a touchdown.

He was inducted into the Big 
Spring Hall of Fame in 2002 and 
he.is also a member of the 
Fannin County Hall of Fame.

He attended North Texas State 
University (University of North 
Texas) and starred from 1974-1977

for the “Mean Green” Eagles. He 
was inducted into the universi­
ty’s Hall of Fame in 1991. Smith 
was also honored when he was 
named a North Texas Football 
Athletic Barrier Breaker in 2003.

After scholastic football. Smith 
enjoyed 13 years as a profession­
al player in the National Football 
League. He played for three 
teams: the Kansas City Chiefs, 
Washington Redskins and the St. 
Louis/Phoenix Cardinals from 
1978-1990.

Smith was named to the AFC 
Pro Bowl team in 1980 and the 
NFC Pro Bowl team in 1988. He 
also led the NFL in total punt 
returns in 1979 and 1980. His 
stats include 544 receptions for 
6,974 yards and 35 touchdowns.

Smith averaged 12.8 yards per 
catch in his illustrious career 
and he averaged 10.9 yards per 
carry.

Now he is looking to return to 
the “Smith of old” on March 31 at

Hall of Fame QBs speak up

DALLAS — Roger 
Staubach and Troy 
Aikman hope the Dallas 
Cowboys find the coach 
that can take the team 
where the Hall of Fame 
quarterbacks often did: 
deep into the postseason.

‘There’s enough talent 
now to have a good end­
ing to this decade,” 
Staubach said Monday. 
"This will be the first 
decade we haven’t (won) 
in the playoffs if we don’t 
do something ... there is 
talent on this team.”

Staubach and Aikman 
are the quariwrbasks who 
led the Cowboys to their 
five Super Bowl titles. But 
the last was 11 years ago 
when they won their 
third in four seasons with 
Aikman. Emmitt Smith 
and receiver Michael 
Irvin, who was Just elect­
ed into the Pro Football 
Hall of Fame.

Dallas has now lost five 
straight playoff games 
since an NFC wild-card 
victory in December 19%, 
and the search for retired 
coach Bill Parcells’ 
replacement is into its 
third week.

“As a former player. I’d 
like to see the Cowboys 
have success,” Aikman

said. “For all of us that 
were part of helping build 
somethijig here in the 
Dallas, we’d like to see 
that continue.”

Parcells’ final game was 
a wild-card loss at Seattle 
last month, his second 
playoff loss in his four 
seasons.

Cowboys owner and 
general manager Jerry 
Jones has formally inter­
viewed eight candidates 
since Parcells retired Jan. 
22. He could add to that 
list before naming the 
team’s seventh coach — 
the sixth since he bought 
the team in 1989.

By waiting until after 
^UfiieCjBowl, Jones could 
interview Chicago Bears 
defensive coordinator 
Ron Rivera and Jim 
Caldwell, the assistant 
head coach and quarter­
backs coach for the 
Indianapolis Colts. But it 
wasn’t clear Monday 
when or if that would 
happen.

'The last two candidates 
Jones interviewed were 
both San Francisco assis­
tants; two-time head 
coach and former 
Cowboys offensive coordi­
nator Norv Turner and 
Hall of Fame linebacker 
Mike Singletary.

After those Intereviews,

Jones said that he would 
wait to name a new coach 
and has “got to get this 
right.” He didn’t say how 
long after the Super Bowl 
that would be.

“ I don’t think he got the 
last one wrong. I feel that 
Bill Parcells did a great 
job,” Aikman said. “ I 
know where this organi­
zation was when he took 
over. And it was in total 
disarray.... (Now) 
er steps into this job is 
taking over a playoff team 
that if they don’t win in 
the playoffs, it’s going to 
be viewed as a failure.” <■

Staubach and Aikmam 
met with Dallas-acaw: 
media Monday — alsoi, 
Staubach’s 65th birthday 
— to talk about their Hall 
of Fame Racing team, 
which is preparing for its 
second NASCAR season. 
But, questions about the 
Cowboys couldn’t be
avoided.

Turner was the offen­
sive coordinator for the 
Cowboys for two straight 
Super Bowl titles with 
Aikman and is considered 
by many as the front-run­
ner for the job. Aikman 
supports his former
coach, but has tried to be 
careful about endorsing a 
candidate.

“ I think it would be

No. 6 ranked Texas 
A&M downs Horns

IcGrady ignites 
Houston Rockets

COLLEGE STATION -  Texas A&M 

coach Billy Gillispie loves the maturity his 
team showed in beating both Kansas and 
Texas in less than 48 hours.

And he believes the quick turnaround 
will be a good tuneup for the rigors of the 
NCAA tournament.

Josh Carter scored 24 points, Acie Law 
had 21 points and 15 assists, and No. 6 
Texas A&M beat Texas 100-82 in the only 
game involving a Top 25 team on Monday 
night.

The Aggies, coming off a big win at then- 
No. 6 Kansas on Saturday, won their 21st 
straight home game and maintained sole 
possession of first place in the Big 12.

“ I don’t know if it gets any tougher than 
that,” Gillispie said. “But we did talk 
about if we’re lucky enough to get into the 
tournament, that’s the way it’s going to be. 
I think those guys take things like that as 
challenges and they came through with 
flying colors tonight.”

They had little time to prepare for the 
Longhorns after arriving home from 
Kansas early Sunday morning.

“ I’ve never been a part of a deal other 
than the NCAA tournament where you had 
to expend so much energy physically and 
emotionally," Gillispie said. “We tiy to 
teach our guys to play to exhaustion and I 
think that’s a real quality that hardly no 
one can do.”

Kevin Durant had 28 points and 15 
rebounds for the Longhorns (16-7, 6-3), but 
the Aggies finally found some scoring

“The tip dunk he had 

was, to me, just so inspi­
rational,” Van Gundy 
said. “His play and when 
he leads like that, with 
that fire, good things 
happen.”

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Johnson seeks rare repeat

CHARLOTTE. N.C. -  Jimmie 
Johnson was the clear favorite to win 
last season’s Nextel Cup championship, 
an easy pick after coming so very close 
so many times before.

This year’s pick isn’t nearly as obvi­
ous, with 50 drivers revving their 
motors in pursuit of dethroning 
NASCAR’s newest champion. Jeff 
Gordon wants a fifth Nextel Cup title. 
Tony Stewart is fired up after missing 
last year’s Chase, and Matt Kenseth’s 
goal is to win a second title, this time 
under a new points system.

But no matter how you break it down, 
the championship is Johnson’s to lose.

“ It’s hard to win one, much less back 
to back, and to do anything twice in a 
row is tough,” said Stewart, who won 
titles in 2002 and 2005. “ I can go to Vegas 
and put a whole bunch of money on a 
number, and to have it hit once is some­
thing, but to come back again and have 
it hit again.”

Only seven drivers have won consecu­
tive Cup titles — none since Gordon in 
1997 and 1998.

Even though the odds are clearly 
against him, Johnson plans to make a 
full-speed run at title No. 2.

“ I am a race car driver, and I want to 
win championships,” he said. "I always 
wanted to win one, and now I’ve got it. 
That whole experience makes you hun­
gry and want to come back and do it 
again.

“I feel with the team and everything 
that we have (at Hendrick Motorsports), 
we could be a contender for a few more 
of these.”

Johnson has every reason to believe 
he can do it again, because his 2006 title 
was no fluke. Since entering the Nextel 
Cup Series five years ago, Johnson con­
sistently has been among NASCAR’s top 
drivers.

The No. 48 team never has been lower

than fifth in the standings and «^as 
twice runner-up in the championship. 
That earned Johnson the dubious dis­
tinction of being the Peyton Manning of 
NASCAR — the guy who dominated the 
regulan^ason, only to come up short 
when everything was on the line, ,

When Johnson and crew chief Chaid 
Knaus finally cleared .that final hurdle 
last November, overcoming a disastrouis 
start to the Chase, Johnson was freed of 
that label.

“A lot was said that they might not be 
able to win it, and Jimmie couldn’t get 
it if he didn’t get it last year,” car owner 
Rick Hendrick said. “Well, he did. I  
think a lot of the pressure is off. The 
pressure now is not to prove he can be a 
champion. The pressure is on himself to 
come back and be in the hunt again.”

It again starts with Knaus, who 
learned valuable lessons last season. 
First, he realized he had to back off just 
a bit to sustain the energy and drive 
Johnson needed over the long 36-race 
season.

Knaus also learned to delegate but had 
trouble easing up initially. When he was 
caught cheating during Daytona 500 
preparations, a four-week suspension 
forced Knaus to slow down. With the 
crew chief watching from home, 
Johnson rallied to win at Daytona and 
again in Las Vegas two weeks later.

When Knaus returned to the track, he 
was able to maintain an even pace the 
rest of the year.

Now, his challenge will be allowing 
his guys to celebrate last season’s suc­
cess without losing the intensity that 
made them champions.

“You have to give the guys an oppor 
tunity to go out there and soak it in and 
feel a sense of accomplishment,” Knaus 
said. “Because if they are working con­
tinuously and they don’t get any type of 
reward for what they have done, they 
are going to feel like ‘Why am 1 applying 
myself and working myself to death for

nothing?’
“The drivers take otT and go to France 

and Italy (during the offseason), but the 
guys are in here working like crazy. It’s 
a balance that you’ve got to find, and I 
think we did a good job. We just have to 
wait and see.”

The mind set o f Knaus and his crew 
w ill be just one part o f Johnson’s suc­
cess, which also w ill depend on how he 
handles his new role as ambassador to 
the sport.

The demands on Johnson’s time have 
increased, and the s|)otlight magnifies 
everything. He learned that the hard 
way last December when he fell o ff a 
golf cart and broke his wrist while goof­
ing around. Reluctant to reveal exactly 
how he was injured, Johnson had to

backtrack when the truth came out.
“ It can get overwhelming with the 

expectations,” said Gordon. “Every 
show, every print and TV, every media, 
every fan wants more of you. That’s a 
good thing, but at the same time, it can 
be hard to manage.”

The only certainty is Johnson plans to 
give his pursuit of a repeat title his full 
attention. Anything else and Knaus 
knows they’ll come up short.

“ I think we have to go out there and 
prove ourselves every week,” Knaus 
said. “Anytime somebody rolls into a 
season or an event thinking that they 
are the favorite, you are going to get 
your butt handed to you. So we won’t 
take the mentality that we are the 
favorites.”
