Old Kmart buildingi 
gets some scrutiny

Construction of a new 
Howard County Jail could 
be only a Blue Light 
Special away, as commis­
sioners examined the pos­
sibility of renovating the 
old Kmart building dur­
ing a special meeting 
Wednesday morning.

Jeffrey Heffelflnger, an 
architect with Fort 
Worth-based Southwest 
Architects Inc., went over 
several propos^ sites for 
a new — or renovated — 
county Jail during the 
meeting.

According to
Heffelflnger, sites located 
adjacent to the 118th 
District Court building 
and currently occupied by 
the Heart of the City Park 
simply aren’t large 
enough, among other 
problems.

“The lot adjacent to the 
district court building 
would require the entire

half-block, which would 
mean demolishing the 
barber shop, the (Big 
Spring Area) Chamber of 
(Commerce building and 
an abandoned gas sta­
tion,” said Heffelflnger. 
"That would give us

42,0(X) square feet, and 
that simply wouldn’t be 
large enough, so we 
would have to go up with 
it. That means a three- 
story building, and there 
would be no space to 
expand in the future.

“The (Heart of the City) 
park sits where another 
building was tom down, 
so we would have to look 
at what was used to fill 
the basement area of the 
building, and that’s never 
pretty. It’s also in the 5(X)- 
year flood plain, so by 
state law that site is out.”

Heffelflnger said reno­
vating the existing jail, 
located in the county 
courthouse, is also not a 
viable option.

“To get the square 
footage you would need to 
meet state standards, you 
would have to use three to 
four floors of the court­
house,” said Heffelflnger. 
“Also, because of the age 
of the building, you would 
have to get approval fTom 
the state historic commis­
sion before making any 
changes to the outside of 
the building, and having 
worked with that commis­
sion before, let me tell

No indication suspect 
peanut butter sold locally

A salmonella outbreak 
that has slowly grown to 
nearly 300 cases in 39 
states since August h^s 
b€«n linked to tainted 
peanut butter, federal 
health officials said 
Wednesday. But there has 
been no indication that 
any suspect peanut butter 
has been sold locally.

It is believed to be the 
first salmonella outbreak 
associated with peanut 
butter in U.S. history, 
said officials with the 
Centers for Disease 
Control and Prevention.

About 20 percent o f the 
288 Infected people have 
been hosp lu d i^ , but 
none has died, said Dr. 
Mike Lynch, a CDC epi- 
demlolo^t.

About 85 percent of the 
infected people said dtey 
ate peanut butter, CDC 
officials said.

How salmonella got into 
peanut butter is still 
under investigation. 
Lynch said.

The Food and Drug 
Administration warned 
consumers not to eat cer­
tain Jars of Peter Pan or 
Great Value peanut but­
ter because of the risk of 
contamination. 
ii The affected Jars have a 
product code on the lid 
that'begins with the num­
ber "2111.” The affected 
Jars are made by ConAgra 
in a single facility in 
Sylvester, Ga., the FDA 
said.

Great Value peanut but­
ter made by other manu­
facturers is not affected, 
the agency said.

H-E-B Grocery Store in 
Big Spring sells Peter Pan 
brand peanut butter, but 
a spokesman said there 
has been no indication 
that suspect products 
have been sold there 
recently.

The Wal-Mart
Supercenter sells both 
Peter Pan and Great 
Value peanut butter, but 
none of their products 
match the description of 
the affected brands. A 
spokesperson at the store 
said that if people had 
concerns about peanut 
butter purchased there 
recently, they should 
return the items to the 
store.

said it is recalling all 
Peter Pan and Great 
Value peanut butter 
beginning with product 
code 2111.

"Although none of our 
extensive product tests 
have indicated the pres­
ence of salmonella, we 
are taking this precau­
tionary measure because 
consumer health and 
safety is out top priority,” 
spokesman Chris Kircher 
said. "We are working 
closely with the FDA to 
better understand its con­
cerns, and we will take 
whatever additional mea­
sures are needed to 
ensure the safety, quality 
and wholesomeness of 
our products.”

The largest number of 
salmonella cases were 
reported in New York, 
Pennsylvania, Virginia, 
Tennessee and Missouri.

Salmonella infection is 
known each year to sick­
en about 40,000 people in 
the United States, accord­
ing to the CDC. 
Salmonellosis, as the 
infection is known, kills 
about 600 people annual­
ly.

Symptoms of salmonella 
can include diarrhea, 
fever, dehydration, 
abdominal pain and vom­
iting.
.. The new outbreak 
began in August, but Just 
two or fewer cases have 
been reported each day, 
CDC officials said.

It was only in the past 
few days that investiga­
tors were able to hone in 
on a particular food. 
Lynch said.

ConAgra is destroying 
all affected products the 
company still has, the 
FDA said.

The company will cease 
production imtil the exact 
cause of contamination 
can be identified and 
eliminated. Meanwhile, 
ConAgra advised con­
sumers to destroy any 
Peter Pan and Great 
Value brand peanut but­
ter beginning with prod­
uct code 2111.

The FDA sent investiga­
tors to ConAgra’s process­
ing plant in Sylvester 
where the products were 
made to review records, 
collect product samples 
and conduct tests for sal­
monella.

With a single inciun- 
bent filing to run for re- 
election and one announc­
ing they will not seek 
another term, filings for 
mimicipal elections have 
started off sluggishly in 
Howard County and sur­
rounding areas.

The city of Stanton has 
the distinction of being 
the first area city to have 
a candidate, as council 
member Tommy Haislip 
filed to run for re-elec­
tion.

According to city offi­
cials in Big Spring and 
Coahoma, no candi^cies 
have been filed by incum­
bents or challengers in 
either city as election offi­
cials prepare for the May 
12 elections.?

Two seats on the Big 
Spring City Council will

be on the ballot, as Mayor 
Russ McEwen and 
District 5 councilwoman 
Joann Knox will see their 
terms expire. McEwen 
has already announced he 
plans to run for re-elec­
tion, while Knox said 
Tuesday she will not seek 
another term.

"This decision has been 
several months in the 
making,” Knox told the 
city council. "It’s not a 
decision that came to me 
easily. In light of recent 
actions of citizen groups I 
bedune' tom about mak­
ing a final decision, but 
in the end, my choice is 
still based on personal 
evaluation and not nega­
tive evaluations of my 
actions as a member of 
the city council.”

McEwen also has the 
distinction of having his 
name on the ballot twice, 
as voters will be asked to

decide whether to recall 
the Big Spring mayor.

“ If a citizen does not 
want Russ McEwen to be 
mayor, they have the 
option to simply not vote 
for him, rather than not 
vote for him and vote for 
the recall,” said City 
Finance Director Peggy 
Walker. "It’s a redundan­
cy. One will not super­
sede the other. It’s a very 
unusual situation, to say 
the least.

“ 'Typically, this provi­
sion in our charter is 
used to remiove and elect­
ed official prior to the end 
of their term. That’s not 
the way this particular 
petition is going to work. 
They are going to vote on 
the same ballot.”

McEwen said the recall 
election will have no 
effect on how he runs his 
campaign for re-election.

“This doesn’t change

how I plan to run at all,” 
said McEwen. “I have a 
record, and if people 
think it’s a good record, 
then they should vote for 
me. If they think it’s a 
bad record, then they 
shouldn’t vote for me. 
Then they should vote for 
someone else. The situa­
tion (with the recall) does­
n’t change that at all.”

The city of Coahoma 
will place seats currently 
held by David Elmore, 
Ricky Stone and Mayor 
Bill Read on its May bal-

Record votes provide path
to good state goverment

F
olks in the Austin press 
corps got a big chuckle in 
January when Tom 
Craddick pushed his fel­
lows to record how they would 
vote in his effort to be re-elected 
Speaker of the Texas House.

You see, Craddick ......... .
has been a staunch, 
behind-the-scenes 
opponent of record 
votes in the Texas 
House but, when his 
political power was 
threatened, he 
jumped on the band­
wagon — temporari­
ly, at least — because 
it gave him a way to
intimidate recAlci- ___________
trant legislators. i

The rhetoric and debate leading 
up to that vote was a bit dizzying. 
Suddenly, some of the same people 
who de railed last session’s record 
vote legislation were heard argu­
ing forcefully in favor of record 
votes!

It’s too bad those arguments 
were disingenuous. Neither 
Craddick nor any other House 
leader has any Intention of actual­
ly putting into law a measure that 
would require all substantive 
votes taken in the Texas House of 
Representatives be on the record. 
In their opinion, the concept is too 
much trouble, good only as a tool 
of intimidation not as a method to 
ensure transparency.

Here’s the issue; There is noth­
ing in the law that requires Texas 
legislators to state, on the record, 
how they voted on important legis­
lation. And, unless the issue is 
forced, legislators won’t go on the 
record with their votes.

In just one example from the 
2005 session, representatives voted

to exempt themselves from a bill 
requiring candidates to file cam­
paign contributions and expendi­
tures electronically — but not 
their future challengers. But, you 
can't tell who voted how because 
the vote wasn't recorded.

Now, before you say that all you 
expect of a Texas Legislator is that 
he votes his conscience, know that 
whether or not a vote is on the 
record has a profound impact on 
the outcome. A motion to table 
that bill — essentially killing it — 
appeared headed to easy passage 
until a record vote was requested. 
Suddenly, the vote flipped, and the 
motion to table failed.

In other words, Texas legislators 
often have one set of ethics when 
the vote is on the record and 
another when it’s not.

Sadly, many legislators believe 
this issue is important only to the 
media. The disdainful comments 
legislators made during committee 
hearings make that clear, and the 
same comments make it clear 
many legislators don’t take this 
very seriously.

It’s true, the media — specifical­
ly newspapers — have pushed 
very hard over the last two or 
three sessions for this kind of leg­
islation, not because it makes our 
jobs easier — though, in some 
ways, it does. Newspapers are in 
favor of this legislation because it 
makes it easier for citizens of 
Texas to hold lawmakers account­
able.

Ironically, legislators are all in 
favor of accountability (especially 
for educators) but not so much 
where it comes to their own 
actions.

As it did in 2005, the Texas 
Senate will likely approve some 
type of legislation mandating

record votes. But, unless they can 
pass the House State Affairs 
Committee in the next week or 
two, none of the several bills filed 
will make it to the House floor for 
debate and that means the fate of 
this legislation rests in the hands 
of nine state representatives.

Texas is one of only 10 states 
that does not have some sort of 
requirement that votes on m^jor 
legislation be on the record, and 
it’s easier to find out how your 
U.S. Congressman or city council 
member voted than your state rep­
resentative or senator.

Good government advocates all 
across the state •— including the 
League of Women Voters and 
neariy every citizen advocacy 
groub you might name — have 
called for this kind of legislation 
in Texas.

Indeed, in the run-up to the 
Speaker’s vote, 80 Texas legisla­
tors voted in favor of record votes, 
at least on the Speaker’s race.
That some of the same people 
who’ve quashed previous attempts 
to mandate record votes are 
among these 80 legislators merely 
adds to the irony.

Texas legislators must end the 
hypocrisy of using voice votes to 
avoid accountability. If it’s impor­
tant that folks back home know 
how legislators voted in the 
Speaker’s race, it’s important for 
them to know how they voted on 
other important Issues.

Faking corporate support for women

T
wo phone calls this week, 
one from a liberal maga­
zine, and one from an 
organization representing 
female executives, were asking 

questions about two sides of the 
same issue: “Best” lists for work­
ing women. You know the ones 
“100 Best Companies for Working 
Mothers," " F i^  Best Places for 
Latinas to Work,” "Best 
Companies for 
Diversity," and so on.
The magazine wanted 
to know if the lists 
are of any use to 
working women at 
all, or if in fact they 
do harm. The female 
executives wanted to 
alert me that Wal- 
Mart, though facing 
the largest sex dis­
crimination lawsuit ___________
in history, made
their top 30. Their question was
whether a company can be good
for exec women and lousy for say,
cashiers.

It is not only possible, but it 
may be usual, for a company to be 
better for women at the top than 
those at the bottom. That’s aiso 
true for men. You see plenty of 
grayhairs in gray suits, riding 
around in chauffeured limos dri­
ven by other guys who make little 
more than the minimum wage, 
often with meager benefits to boot. 
The difference is there are still a 
lot more men than women in 
those backseats reading the Wall 
Street Journal and figiming out 
how to bust the unions.

The bigger question is whether 
the companies that show up on 
these lists are worthy of admira­

tion at all. An example I like to 
use is a school. Suppose your kid’s 
school was named one of the “Top 
100 in the U.S." by two different 
scholastic magazines. You’d be 
pretty proud, wouldn’t you? Now 
suppose you learn that the first 
magazine allowed the schools to 
rate themselves by sending in 
descriptions of programs, and they 
didn’t have to provide data on stu­
dent performance. The second 
magazine did its own rating, but 
digging a little deeper you find the 
actual report cards of the students 
in the ranked schools are abysmal. 
The top school comes in with 
average student grades of 28 per­
cent and the lowest rates a miser­
able 11 percent average. 
Furthermore, the school pays a 
Vice Principal a fUU time salary 
just to fill out forms, buy advertis­
ing, and underwrite the maga­
zines’ award ceremony so the 
school can make the list in the 
first place. Still impressed? More 
likely you’d be outraged.

This scenario happms every day 
in corporate America. Diversity 
Manager is the usual title of our 
theoretical Vice Principal, and she 
or he has a big budget to throw 
around so the company makes the 
list. The company buys advertis­
ing in the magazine giving the 
award (or makes an outri^t dona­
tion if it’s an organization with no 
magazine), and gets to brag about 
it. Most are Fortune 500 firms 
where women are stuck at the bot­
tom, and many are defending 
themselves in court for sex dis­
crimination (or have paid huge 
settlements) — some In the same 
years they get the awards.

This stuff is far from benign. I

took a look at some publicly avail­
able court papers in a sex discrim­
ination filed against the giant con­
sulting company, Deloitte and 
Touche, and talked to some 
women in the company. One told 
me the company recruiter had 
touted their “awards” and “Best" 
listings repeatedly. Once on board, 
she realiz^ women never seemed 
to get promoted, and were system­
atically winnowed out as time 
passed. It gets worse. When anoth­
er woman sued for sex discrimina­
tion, Deloitte tried to get the judge 
to throw the case out — strictly on 
the grounds that it had made the 
“100 Best Companies for Working 
Mothers,” published by Working 
Mother Magazine. The female 
judge said no dice — but who 
knows what a good-ol’-boy on the 
bench would have done.

The lesson is simple. Women 
should be extremely wary of what 
they read about “good” companies 
if  the information is put out by 
any organization that stands to 
profit. And yes, lists can do harm. 
Just ask the woman who left a 
good job to go to what she thought 
was a better one at one of these 
firms, only to have to sue for preg­
nancy discrimination two years 
later. It did happen, it does hap­
pen, and “Best” lists only make 
the problem worse.

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Mercedes-Benz's E320 B luetec 
has what counts under the hood

Suits bore me.
So do churches, politi­

cians, global warming 
seminars and clean, well- 
lighted cafeterias. How, 
then, can a supremely 
well-adjusted guy like me 
ever find pleasure in a 
standard-issue silver 
German sedan with skin­
ny tires?

In the case of the 2007 
Mercedes-Benz E320 
Bluetec — which looks 
like a prosperous insur­
ance agent’s daily driver
— the appeal is purely 
under the hood, as it 
should be.

As many of you know, 
Mercedes-Benz has sold 
respectable diesel-pow­
ered vehicles in the U.S. 
for decades. The 3-liter V- 
6 turbo diesel in my 
Mercedes is the first 
diesel passenger car 
motor to meet tougher 
new U.S. emissions stan­
dards, and Audi, 
Volkswagen and Jeep 
intend to use the Bluetec 
technology on their 
diesels.

Under* even modest accel­
eration — which is all 
they were ever capable of
— they sound^ like 
someone shaking big bags 
of ball bearings and bro:' 
ken glass.

After a few hundred 
miles, they broke. ^

Always.
But this silent wall­

flower of a sedan from 
Mercedes-Benz could 
change some of those old 
perceptions.

When I started the Benz, 
the first thing I heard — 
before switching to save- 
the-whales music, of 
course — was Dale 
Watson singing “Whiskey 
or God” on goofy little 
KHYI-FM (95.3) in Plano. 
That was good.

Even better, when I 
slipped the Benz into 
drive, it behaved like a 
regular strong-running 
gas V-6. No clatter fol­
lowed by a lurch and 
cloud of sooty smoke. As 
far as I could tell, there 
was no smoke of any 
kind, period.

Moreover, the power 
was for real — and not 
just an initial low-end 
load of diesel torque. The 
smooth-running Mercedes 
rips off 0 to 60 mph runs 
in 6.6 seconds, which is 
just 0.1 of a second slower 
than the gas V-6 in the ES 
350, company officials 
say.

And while we’re crunch­
ing numbers, get this: the 
Bluetec — which refers to 
various exhaust treat­
ments Mercedes-Benz has 
developed — is rated at 27 
miles per gallon city, 37 
highway in the Benz, a 
big, roomy car that 
weighs 4,000 pounds. 
That’s 7 mpg better in the 
city than the gas ES 350 
and an 11 mpg improve­
ment on the highway. The 
car has an astounding 
range of 700 miles, which 
should cover any of those 
Dallas-to-El Paso party 
runs you’ve been plan­
ning.

, Like ^vi^ry. Mufcedes- 
Benz on the planet, the 

, Bluetec is expensive, with 
a base price of $52,325. 
The good news — if there 
can be good news in a 
dullish sedan that costs 50 
large — is that the diesel 
costs just $1,000 more 
than the gas motor. Don’t 
some people pay that for 
good stereos or those DVD 
things?

Rob Moran, a 
spokesman for Mercedes- 
Benz, says the 201 horse­
power Bluetec engine — 
which has an impressive

400 pound-feet of torque
— can also be ordered in 
the M-class and GL-class 
SUVs as well' as the R- 
class crossover. (If you’re 
not familiar with the R- 
class, it’s that vehicle that 
looks like a homemade 
station wagon or a really 
bdd hearse.)

“Right now, we’re in the 
process of reintroducing 
diesels to America,” Mr. 
Moran said. “We have a 
pretty good history of 
diesel cars in the states, 
and people were waiting 
for us to bring another 
one to the U.S.”

They probably won’t be 
disappointed. Inside, buy­
ers will be treated to an 
upscale leather interior, a 
great-feeling shifter on 
the five-spe!^ automatic 
and light, precise steer­
ing.

The car’s driving 
dynamics are tight and 
refined, as you would 
expect in a Mercedes.

Just don’t forget that 
you’re driving a diesel 
when you pull into a gas 
station — which could 
easily happen. I drove 
through parking garages 
with the windows down 
and, remarkably, never 
heard any diesel clatter. 
The only time I got any 
mechanical feedback was 
standing in hront of the 
Benz at idle.

It was even kind of 
amusing on the awful, 
trafllc-choked Dallas 
North Tollway. The 
engine has so much com­
pression that I could prac­
tically stop the car at slow 

0 speeds — the-ayily speed* 
on the tollway these days'
— by just lifting my foot 
off the accelerator.

My only complaint 
about the Bluetec was its 
occasional turbo lag. I 
never noticed it off idle. 
But a couple of times, I 
pushed hard oh the accel­
erator to pass someone 
only to be met by a half- 
second of nothing before 
the engine and transmis­
sion decided to go back to 
work.

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SMU faculty opposes order 
limiting release of documents

DALLAS (AP) — Southern Methodist 
University’s Faculty Senate has voted to 
ask the school to request that President 
Bush rescind his order allowing former 
presidents to keep White House docu­
ments secret forever.

That action was part of the group’s 
endorsement of the SMU history depart­
ment professors’ letter opposing the 
executive order, which Bush issued 
nearly two months after the Sept. 11, 
2001, terrorist attacks, saying he was 
protecting national security.

The group also approved a resolution 
Wednesday outlining their issues and 
concerns about Bush’s presidential 
library, museum and institute, a parti­
san think tank that would report to the 
Bush Foundation — not SMU.

The two resolutions will be presented 
to SMU President Gerald Turner to use 
in negotiating with the library site 
selection committee, which is in exclu­
sive talks with SMU.

AUSTIN (AP) — Girls attending pri­
vate schools could still be required to 
get anti-cancer vaccinations mandated 
by Gov. Rick Perry if the leading bills 
aimed at blocking his order make it 
through the Legislature.

The measures would amend the state’s 
education code, which the Attorney 
General’s office has previously said 
applies only to students in public 
school.

That means girls attending private 
schools — whose families are likely to 
be among the mandate’s most strident 
opponents — might still have to get the 
shots.

Newest dollar to go Into 
circulation around the country

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The newest $1 
coin, bearing the likeness of George 
Washington, is going into circulation 
around the country just in time for next 
week’s celebration of the first presi­
dent’s birthday.

U.S. Mint officials hope they have 
overcome problems that doomed its two 
predecessors, but coin experts are still 
skeptical.

Mint Director Edmund C. Moy was to 
participate in a coin exchange Thursday 
at New York’s busy Grand Central 
Terminal to promote the new dollar, 
which the Mint believes can be a big 
success despite the naysayers.

The Mint is making sure the coins, 
which are golden in color and slightly 
larger and thicker than a quarter, will 
be widely available so people will not be 
disappointed when they show up at 
banks looking for the coins.

So far the Federal Reserve, the Mint’s 
distribution agent, has placed orders for 
3(X) million of the Washington coins.

Preliminary autopsy results showed 
the cause of death to be blunt trauma to 
the head. The body, which was found 
wearing only a pair of underwear and a 
white T-shirt, showed signs of a brutal 
assault, according to Walker.

you that’s almost impossi­
ble.”

With three possible sites 
eliminated, Heffelfinger 
said the old Kmart build­
ing — located near the 
intersection of Birdwell 
Lane and FM 7(X) — was 
the best option given to 
him by the court so far.

“By using the existing 
shell and basically build­
ing within it, you can

save up to 30 percent ver­
sus building a new struc­
ture,” Heffelfinger told 
the court. “ I ’ve walked 
the building, and it 
already has several key 
features in place, includ 
iqg utilities, a fire system 
and a huge parking lot, 
which is a major plus on 
a project like this.*»

“As far as concerns 
about asbestos go, we’ll 
likely find it in the floor 
tiles or the floor tile mas 
tiff. However, the cost of 
removing that material is 
not that high. When the

Kmarts and Wal-Marts 
bpild these types of build­
ings, they generally do a 
really good job.”

The building’s close 
proximity to residential 
housing, as well as 
Washington Elementary 
School and Howard 
College, doesn’t present a 
problem, according to 
Heffelfinger.

“ I’ve checked the zon­
ing, and we’re perfectly 
capable of putting a jail or 
a law enforcement center 
there,” he told commis­
sioners.

County Judge Mark 
Barr said the prospect of 
purchasing the building, 
which is estimated to cost 
approximately $650,000, 
could become complicat­
ed.

“I understand there is a 
church currently looking 
at the building,” said 
Barr. “ I feel like any 
efforts to try to get into a 
bidding war with a 
church are not going to go

well for the county. I just 
don’t think that’s a good 
idea.”

Heffelfinger told com­
missioners he is willing 
to look at more sites if the 
court will provide them 
for him.

“We’re not bound by 
this,” said Heffelfinger, 
pointing to a folder con­
taining his current find­
ings. “We can still go out 
and look at other loca­

tions. I’ve heard the old 
Wal-Mart building talked 
about, and we’ll be happy 
to look at that as well. 
However, until we have a 
location, we can’t begin 
working on the design.”

Attorney to plead guilty to leaking Balco testimony

SAN FRANCISCO -  
Two San Francisco 
Chronicle reporters will 
avoid jail time under a 
plea agreement by a 
criminal defense lawyer 
who admitted leaking 
them secret grand jury 
documents from the 
BALCO steroids investi­
gation.

In court papers filed 
Wednesday in U.S. 
District (Jourt, attorney 
Troy Ellerman said he 
allowed reporters Lance 
Williams and Mark 
Fainaru-Wada to view 
traaacripts of the grand 
Jury testimony of baae- 

cbaB atars B a ^  Bonds, 
Jason Giambi, Gary

Tim Montgomery,
Ellerman had repre­

sented Victor Conte, 
founder of the Bay Area 
Laboratory Co-operative, 
the Burlingame supple­
ments lab that allegedly 
provided performance 
enhancing drugs to the 
elite athletes, as well as 
BALCO vice president 
James Valente.

The Chronicle pub­
lished stories in 2004 that 
reported Giambi and 
Montgomery admitted to 
the grand jury that they 
took steroids, while 
Bonds and Sheffield tes­
tified they didn’t know­
ingly take the drugs. The 
leaked testimony also 
was featured prominent­
ly in the iMriters’ book, 
“Game of Shadows,” 
which recounts Bonds’

i

alleged use of steroids.
A federal judge ordered 

the reporters jailed after 
they refused to divulge 
their source. They have 
remained free pending 
an appeal to the 9th U.S. 
Circuit Court of Appeals, 
but Ellerman’s plea deal 
states that federal prose­
cutors will no longer try 
to put the reporters in 
prison.

Ellerman agreed to 
plead guilty to four 
felony counts of obstruc­
tion of justice and dis­
obeying court orders. He 
could spend up to two 
years in prison and pay a 
|250,(XX) fine. A Judge 
still has to approve the 
terms of Ellerman’s plea 
agreement; no senten -

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Tech women win and A&M women lose in Big 12 action
LINCOLN, Neb. (AP) — Patrice Edwards hit two free 

throws with 24 seconds left then blocked a potential 
game-winning shot to push Texas Tech to a 70-69 win 
over No. 19 Nebraska on Wednesday night.

Texas Tech (15-11, 6-6 Big 12) survived three scoring 
chances for Nebraska (21-5.9-3) in the final 8 seconds.

Nebraska’s Kelsey Griffin missed a pair of free 
throws with eight seconds left. But teammate Yvonne 
Turner grabbed the rebound, going up for a short 
jumper that Edwards blocked out of bounds.

Grifhn got the inbounds pass, drove the lane and 
tried to force a pass to Jelena Spiric that the Lady 
Raiders knocked out of bounds. Kiera Hardy missed a 
long 3-point shot at the buzzer that hit the rim and 
bounced off.

Texas Tech, which led by six at half, built an eight- 
point margin on Edwards’ inside shot that made the 
score 49-41 with 12:41 remaining. Most of the Lady 
Raiders’ advantage at that point came from hitting 7- 
of- 9 on 3-point shots.

Nebraska came storming back, putting together a 16- 
5 run, taking the lead on Turner’s 3-pointer with 9:13

remaining and going up 57-54 after Turner stole the 
ball and hit a layup 14 seconds later.

The Lady Raiders retook the lead with four straight 
free throws. The game seesawbd in the Hnal eight min­
utes with Texas Tech leading by as many as three.

Nebraska went up 69-68 on Hardy’s driving layup 
with 1:20 left.

LaVonda Henderson led Texas Tech with 17 points, 
hitting 8 of 10 shots. Edwards had 16 points. Raquel 
Christian had 12 for the Lady Raiders, Brooke 
Baughman added 11 and Alesha Robertson finished 
with 10.

Hardy had 16 points to lead Nebraska. Danielle Page 
had 14 points for the Huskers, Chelsea Aubry had 12 
and Griffin ended with 10 points.

cing date has been set. 
*Ellerman, who is licensed 
to practice law in 
California, also faces dis­
barment.

“ I find the fact that Troy 
Ellerman has admitted to 
leaking the BALCO grand 
jury transcripts to be out­
rageous,” Conte said in 
an e-mail to The 
Associated Press. “This 
man was an officer of the 
court who was highly 
paid to provide the ser­
vices o f a criminal 
defense attorney. Instead, 
he chose to serve his own 
agenda and act in a way 
that was tremendously 
damaging to his own 
clients.”

(}onte and Valente were 
among five men who 
pleaded guilty to sterolds- 
related charges in an ear­
lier phase of the investi­
gation.

Eve Burton, general 
counsel for Hearst Corp., 
which owns the 
Chronicle, would not con­
firm or deny that 
Ellerman was the source 
of the leaked documents. 
The reporters also 
declined to discuss their 
source.

“As we have said 
throughout, we don’t  dis­
cuss issues involving'con­
fidential sources,” 
Williams and Fainaru- 
Wada said in a joint state­
ment.

Ellerman’s attorney, 
Scott Tedmon, could not 
immediately be reached.

Ellerman, a 44-year-old 
resident of Woodland 
Park, Colo., is commis­
sioner oi the Professional 
Rodeo Cowboys
Association.

He earlier represented 
Conte, but it was in 2004, 
when Ellerman was 
preparing Valente’s

defense against steroid 
distribution charges that 
he became a key source 
for the two Chronicle 
reporters.

In March 2004, Ellerman 
signed an agreement that 
he would not disclose 
grand Jury testimony 
given to him to prepare 
the defense. But in June 
of that year, he allowed 
Fainaru-Wada to come to 
his office and take verba­
tim notes of Montgomery, 
and the Chronicle pub­
lished a story about the 
sprinter's testimony on 
June 24, according to 
court documents.

After telling Judge 
Susan Illston that he was 
angry about the leak, he 
filed a statement with the 
court swearing that he 
wasn’t the source. And in 
October 2004, he filed a 
motion to dismiss the 
criminal case against 
Valente because of 
“repeated government 
leaks of confidential 
Information to the 
media.”

’The following month, he 
again allowed Fainaru- 
Wada to take verbatim 
notes of the grand jury 
transcripts, this time of 
the testimony of Bonds, 
Giambi and Sheffreld, the 
court papers show.

Prosecutors said 
Wednesday that a “previ­
ously unknown witness” 
they did not identify 
approached the FBI and 
offered to help prove that 
Ellerman was the source. 
Larry McCormack, for­

mer executive director of 
the Pro Rodeo Hall of 
Fame and a private inves­
tigator connected to the 
BALCO investigation, 
confirmed to The 
Associated Press late 
Wednesday that he was 
the one who tipped off 
FBI agents.

“Doing Illegal things 
and watching people go to 
prison behind it and thou­
sand and thousands of 
dollars being spent on it 
... I didn’t think it was 
right. I told Troy that sev­
eral times,” McC^ormack 
said.

“ I feel bad for 'Troy and 
his family, and I wish 
he’d never done this to 
begin with.” he added.

San Francisco U.S. 
Attorney Kevin Ryan said 
the plea deal should end 
speculation that his office 
was a source of the leaks.

“ I’ve maintained from 
the beginning that nei­
ther the agents nor the 
federal prosecutors 
involved in the BALCO 
case were the source of 
any grand Jury leaks,” he 
said. “ I’ve always had the 
utmost confidence in this 
team’s Integrity.”

Peter Scheer, executive 
director of the (^lifom ia 
First Amendment
(Coalition, said Ellerman’s 
admission was one of the 
best possible outcomes for ‘ 
journalism.

“Ultimately, the
reporters did not have to 
go to Jail and they did not 
have to compromise on 
ethics, and that’s a good

The booatcraiig is a weapon used 
from time immemonal by the ab- 
ongines o f  Australia. It is a curved 
club that, when skillfully thrown, 
travels in a wide arc some 50 feet or 
so in diameter before it a-tums to the 
thrower.

The boooierang at the bridge table 
describes a much smaller circle, 
rarely exceeding four feet in diam­
eter, but its sender sometimes finds 
that a bid he has made comes back to 
haunt him. Here is such a case.

The deal occurred in a duplicate

pair event. West, attempting to take 
advantage o f  the vulnerability, 
opened the bidding with one spade! 
liMt innocently responded with two 
clubs, and South modestly bid two 
diamonds.

North Kratched up a raise to 
three diamonds, over v ^ c h  East bid 
three spades. This bid by East, to­
gether with North's raise, caused 
South to be highly suspect —  to put 
it delicately —  o f  the legitimacy o f  
West's opening bid. Certain that the 
bulk o f  any m issii^  high-card 
strength would lie in East's hand —  
where South wanted it to be —  South 
raised the ante to six diamonds.

This coBtracI proved unbeatable 
when declarer was able to make 12 
tricks on a crossrufT. The only trick 
he lost was a trump.

There b  coosiderable doubt that 
the slam would have been reached 
without West's shenanigans. As the 
bidding developed. South got a far 
better picture o f  the hand than he 
would otherwise have obtained. This 
was fully borne out when it turned 
out that the slam had not been bid at 
any other table.

Kids n ^  to learn at a 
very young age that pri­

vate parts are private. If 
something makes them 
feel weird or uncomfort­
able. they need to TELL. 
If they are too little to tell, 
watch how they respond 
to different people. )^ e n  
your child is unhappy 
about a visit from some­
one she used to like, more 
could be going on. — 
Wiser Mom in 
Connecticut

Dear Wiser Mom: Thank 
you for the frightening 
wake-up call. We hope our 
readers will pay close 
attention to what their 
children are, and are not,

’ telling them.
