Absent 3 members, city council elects to wait before acting on economic development entity

Discussion concerning city 
oversight of Moore 
Development will have to wait 
two weeks, as the Big Spring 
City Council tabled the issue 
during Tuesday night’s meet-

mg.
Council members Manuel 

Ramirez Jr„ Stephanie Horton 
and Joann Knox were not pre­
sent for the meeting, basically 
cutting the number of council 
members in half.

The topic, which was

approached by the council dur­
ing its Feb. 27 meeting, stems 
from the corporation’s involve­
ment in the renovation of the 
historic Settles Hotel, according 
to city officials.

According to Mayor Russ 
McEwen, the prospect of mov­

ing forward with the matter 
with 50 percent of the council 
absent simply didn’t make 
sense.

“Noting the fact that three 
council members are not here 
tonight, I feel like we should 
put this off until everyone is

here,” said McEwen.
Council member Greg

Biddison didn’t share
McEwen’s opinion of the situa­
tion.

“I don’t see w h y  we should

AUSTIN (AP) -  Death 
penalty proposals for 
repeat violent child sex 
offenders in Texas have a 
better chance of being 
upheld by the U.S. 
Supreme Court than a 
precedent-setting case of 
30 years ago, Texas 
Attorney General Greg 

.Abbott ‘ told tawmakers 
T^iesday.

Abbott, joining Lt. Gov. 
David Dewhurst to urge 
the Senate Criminal 
Justice Committee to 
approve the death penalty 
in such cases, said he 
would go to the Supreme 
Court himself to defend 
the issue.

Abbott, a Republican,

also dismissed as “ ludi­
crous” fears by victims’ 
groups that the death 
penalty would lead some 
offenders to kill their vic­
tims, who might be the 
only witness to the crime.

“FTankly I think such 
claims are ludicrous. I 
cannot recall a time when 
a sex offender, after hav­
ing committed a crime, 
pulls out the code of crim­
inal procedure or penal 
code to figure out what’s 
going to happen,” Abbott 
said.

Critics of the death 
penalty proposals being 
consider^ in the House 
and Senate have ques­
tioned whether the death

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Merle Haggard, Ray Price 
and Willie Nelson get together

NASHVILLE, Tenn. 
(AP) — Merle Haggard 
sometimes misses the old 
way of making records, 
when flxing an off-key 
note wasn’t so simple and 
all the little mistakes 
were captured on vinyl.

He believes it gave the 
music a human touch 
that’s missing today.

“It’s unacceptable now 
to be slightly out of tune,’’ 
Haggard said recently. "A  
lot of the records I made 
and Ray made and Willie 
made — a lot of those 
were out of tune."

Haggard is speaking of 
his buddies Willie Nelson 
and Ray Price, whom he 
joined for a new double- 
CD set, “Last of the 
Breed,” out March 20.

The collection — though 
perfecfly in tune — 
harkens back to the days 
Haggard is talking about.

Most of the 22 tracks are 
country standards, such 
as Floyd Tillman’s “ I 
Love You So Much It 
Hurts” and Lefty 
Frizzell’s “Mom and Dad’s 
Waltz,” but there’s also 
the new Nelson song 
“Back to Earth” and one 
from Haggard called

“Sweet Jesus” that feel as 
vintage as anything on 
the CD. It’s a record that 
reflects the honky-.tonk 
and swing music that 
shaped their careers.

“ It was a big party 
working with Ray and 
Merle and everybody on 
that record,” Nelson said. 
“We were all open-minded 
about it. No one said no to 
anything.”

The trio, each of them 
Country Music Hall of 
Famers, are performing 
with the Texas swing 
band Asleep at the Wheel 
on a brief tour that began 
Friday in Prescott, Ariz., 
and ends March 25 in 
Rosemont, 111.

“ I ’ll be surprised if we 
don’t all get locked up 
somewhere,” Price joked.

Price, 81, hopes the 
record and tour will 
rekindle interest in tradi­
tional country music, 
something he thinks is 
missing from today’s 
country radio.

“We want to let the kids 
hear what good songs 
sound like,” he said. “It’s 
really a different kind of 
music than they’ve been 
fed the last 20 years.” 

Haggard, who in 1969 
sang the anthem “Okie 
From Muskogee,” which 
mocked hippie protesters 
and proclaimed, “We 
don’t smoke marijuana in 
Muskogee,” has been 
opening shows for Bob 
Dylan  ̂and the Rolling 
Stones. He said both play 
a purer form of coimtry 
music than many contem­
porary country acts.

“Bob Dylan is as coun­
try as com,” the 69-year- 
old singer said. “Who 
would you compare him 
to other thah Jimmie 
Rodgers?”

This is Haggard’s first 
record with Price, though 
he and Nelson cut a suc­
cessful album together in 
1983, “Pancho and Lefty.” 

Price and Nelson have 
teamed up before, most 
recently for 2003’s “Run 
That By Me One More 
Time.” Back in the ‘60s, 
Nelson played bass in 
Price’s band, the 
Cherokee Cowboys.

“This was a natural,” 
Nelson said of “Last of the

Breed.” “Everyone who is 
my age or a little younger 
have heard these songs, 
and the ones who haven’t 
heard them will get a 
chance. They’re all really 
little gems.”

At 73, Nelson continues 
to be more prolific than 
most artists half his age.

Last year alone he 
released two albums, 
“You Don’t Know Me: The 
Songs of Cindy Walker” 
and the Ryan Adams-pro­
duced “Songbird,” which 
had him covering songs 
by the Grateful Dead, 
Leonard Cohen and 
Fleetwood Mac.

He already has another 
album in the can that was 
produced by Kenny 
Chesney, and he’s got a 
bunch of material from a 
concert with jazz saxo­
phonist Branford
Marsalis.

“ I’m open to anything,” 
Nelson said.

put this off,” said Biddison.

Moore Development for Big 
Spring Inc. directors voted 
unanimously Dec. 8 to provide 
up to $3 million to help Brint 
Ryan — manager of the Dallas 
company and the founder and 
0,1^ Ryan Company, 
renovat^ the Settles..

McEwen’s proposal to wait 
until the next council meeting 
drew support from council 
members Gloria McDonald and 
Jo Ann Staulcup.

However, Staulcup said the 
agenda item should also 
include an action item, as well.

“I feel like we should word 
the item so we'll be able to take 
action during the next meet­
ing,” Staulcup told City 
Attorney Linda Sjogren. “We

certainly can’t wait all year on 
this.”

What action will be taken by 
the council appears to be up in 
the air at this time, including 
possible limitations on spend­
ing by the Moore Board and 
making council approval of 
each project a requirement.

SHDC announced plans for a 
$12 million renovation project 
which includes plans for com­
mercial and residential use of 
the property, with retail space 
avallaUeron the flrst and sec­
ond floors.

Discussions during the 
February meeting were limited, 
however, as the city attorney

Court ruling overturned 
the death sentence of a 
Georgia man who raped a 
woman but didn’t kill her.

Abbott told the Senate 
panel he believes that 
bills tailoring the death 
penalty to violent repeat 
offenders who harm chil­
dren would pass constitu­

tional muster.
“I would probably and 

proudly go to the 
Supreme Court” to argue 
such a case, Abbott said.

Five other states 
already have similar 
death penalty laws for 
child sex offenders. Only 
Louisiana has sent an 
inmate to death row and 
that case is working its 
way through state and 
federal appeals courts.

Sen. Rodney Ellis, D- 
Houston, ask^ Abbott if 
he also thought a few 
years ago that executing 
mentally retarded

inmates would be consti­
tutional.

The Supreme has ruled 
the death penalty in such 
cases unconstitutional.

“What was your batting 
average on that?” Ellis 
asked.

“ I didn’t take a swing at 
that pitch,” Abbott said, 
adding he didn’t guaran­
tee the Supreme Court 
would side with him on 
the sex offender issue.

Critics have questioned 
whether the death penalty 
for repeat violent child 
sex offenders would lead 
to more children being

killed.
Abbott said no one has 

produced a case that 
proves a sexual predator 
killed the victim to avoid 
prosecution.

Torie Camp, deputy 
director for the Texas 
Association Against 
Sexual Assault, called 
Abbott’s “ludicrous” com­
ment “a pretty strong 
statement. There’s some 
people with an awful lot 
of knowledge who have 
raised this concern.”

Sen. John Whitmire, the 
chairman of the commit­
tee, asked Abbott: “What

if you’re wrong?”
“A person who is so cal­

lous they would go ahead 
and take the life of that 
child, they’re going to be

taking the life of that 
child anyway,” Abbott 
said.

The Heritage Museum is showcasing a local 
talent this month with the works o f 
Sheree Moates — both her paintings and a 
number o f photographs — on display.

V  Chavez had been ^ven free
M  rein to take over Latin
m  America. President Bush 

M  suddenly remonbered that 
mere are 19 countries just south of 
the Mexican border.

After neglecting Latin America 
for the past six years, and devot­
ing U.S. foreign policy to his 
obsession w i&  Iraq.JBush set out 
rediscover the New World last 
week.

There is only one 
problem: His five- 
nation tour is too lit­
tle and way too late.

During the time 
Bush has been wear­
ing blinders, his 
Venezuelan nemesis 
has been turning the 
entire continent 
against us. With 
Venezuela’s oil 
wealth, Chavez has 
been buying the loyalty o f many 
Latin American leaders who were 
once our friends, and funding the 
anti-American crusades of many 
others.

His success was evident as Bush 
faced some of the most massive 
and vicious protests against an 
American president in recent his­
tory.

Yet Chavez would not have been 
able to stimulate so much anti- 
American sentiment if  Bush had 
heeded the pleas from many 
Latinos who have been crying out 
for attention.

Reporters traveling with the 
president have spent the last few 
days blaming the war in Iraq for 
Bush’s unpopularity in Latin 
America. They have been so con­
ditioned by the administration to 
think only about Iraq that even 
when they are in Latin America, 
they look for an Iraq angle.

Most Latin Americans could care 
less about the war in Iraq. They 
care about their standard of liv­
ing, putting food on the table and 
raising their kids — just like most

Americans.
Sure, there were some anti-war 

protesters in the countries the 
president visited. But that was 
just an excuse for hardcore leftists 
to mount their anti-American 
offensive.

What has made Bush extremely 
impopular in Latin America is his 
administration’s indifference to 
the needs of our hemispheric 
neighbors. They are disgusted by 
U.S. inunigration policy, and par­
ticularly Bush’s lack of backbone 
in dealing with the conservative 
extremists in his own party, who 
constantly display mean-spirited 
attitudes toward Latinos.

Latin Americans are troubled by 
a U.S. government that says one 
thing and does exactly the oppo­
site, especially when promising 
flmding to help the hemisphere’s 
poor.

“Although the administration 
claims to have doubled its assis­
tance to countries in the Western 
Hemisphere, the reality is that 
under President Bush’s watch 
America has actually cut core 
development funding since 2001, 
going from a total of $324 million 
to $304 million, a 6.2-percent 
decrease,” Sen. Robert Menendez, 
D-N.J., said last week

He said Bush’s most recent bud­
get proposal recommends cutting 
another 26 percent from those 
accounts, which are used for com­
bating infectious diseases, promot­
ing child and maternal health and 
supporting sustainable economic 
growth.

Menendez also noted that Bush’s 
budget “actually proposed a 9-per­
cent cut in total aid for Latin 
America and the Caribbean.”

He said these cuts send the 
wrong message to Latin America.

“We must ensure that we don’t 
allow a vacuum to form in the 
hemisphere — a vacuum that 
could be filled by the Chavezes of 
the world,” Menendez said.

'The senator noted that while the 
president likes to highlight U.S.

support for one particular pro- 
grsun that benefits the poor, it 
only applies to El Salvador, 
Nicaragua suid Honduras. “That 
means, at most, only 4 percent of 
Latin America’s poor will see an 
increase in aid,” Menendez added. 
“That leaves 96 percent — or 213 
million — of Latin America’s poor 
facing serious cuts in development 
flmding.”

By creating economic growth in 
T,atin America, the United States 
has a lot to gain, Menendez 
argued, because “people won t 
have to leave their homes to find 
jobs” and because by increasing 
stability in our hemisphere, “we 
are thwarting opportunities for 
terrorists and criminals who 
thrive on chaos and insecurity.”

Yet we have a president who has 
been so preoccupied with building 
democracies where they never 
existed in the Middle East that he 
has allowed Chavez to gain 
strength, leaving fragile Latin 
American democracies to disinte­
grate into leftist dictatorships.

Even when Bush was in South 
America, Chavez was constantly 
hurling insults at the United 
States.

Yet, instead of returning the 
insults so that Latin America will 
see we are not intimidated by a 
two-bit dictator. Bush refused to 
even mention Chavez by name.

“He doesn’t dare to say my 
name,” Chavez said as he traveled 
on a rival tour of the South 
America, mocking Bush along the 
way. “Several journalists have 
asked him this week ‘what do you 
think of what President Chavez 
says?’ and he doesn’t answer ...
His heart starts racing, he gets 
tongue-tied.”

In this country. Bush’s decision 
to ignore Chavez may be seen as a 
sign of civility. But in Latin 
American, it is a sign of weak­
ness.

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House votes to override HPV order

AUSTIN — The Texas House 
approved a bill Tuesday that would 
keep the human papillomavirus 
vaccine off the list of required 
shots for school attendance, tenta­
tively circumventing Gov. Rick 
Perry’s executive order.

The vaccine protects girls against 
strains of HPV, a sexually trans­
mitted virus that causes most 
cases of cervical cancer.

The measure, approved 119-21, 
still needs final approval in the 
House and approval in the Senate. 
It’s also possible that Perry will 
veto the legislation, but the 119 vot­
ers that approved the. bill Tuesday 
are more than enough to override a 
veto.

Perry’s order asked Health and 
Human Services Executive 
Commissioner Albert Hawkins to 
adopt rules to vaccinate all girls 
entering the sixth-grade as of 
September 2008. Parents could 
have refused the shots for their 
daughters.

A spokeswoman for Perry esti­
mated only 25 percent of young 
women in 'Texas would get the vac­
cine if it is not required.

“Governor Perry’s executive 
order on HPV would help to pro­
tect 95 percent of young women in 

I Texas against the strains of HPV 
I that cause cervical cancer,” said 
I spokeswoman Krista Moody. “The 
I governor believes we should pro­
tect as many young women as pos­
sible — rich and poor, insured an<i 
uninsured — while maintaining 
parents’ rights to opt their daugh­
ter out of receiving the vaccine.”

Perry’s order angered lawmakers 
who said the governor circumvent­
ed the legislative process.

The bill adopted Tuesday “will 
not take away the option for a sin­
gle girl or a single family in this 
state to choose to vaccinate a 
child,” said Republican Rep. 
Dennis Bonnen of Angleton, the 
lead author of the bill. “It simply 
says a family must make that 
choice, not a state government.”

Perry acknowledged weeks ago 
that the Legislature has the author­
ity to supersede his mandate. But 
he has also insisted a requirement 
is good public policy that will save 
young women’s lives.

Critics argued that the vaccine, 
called Gardasil, was too new and 
its effects needed to be further 
studied before mandating it for

Texas schoolgirls. The Food and 
Drug Administration approved 
Gardasil last year.

Still, Bonnen called it a vaccine 
“that we don’t know all the facts 
about"

Rep. Jessica Farrar, a Houston 
Democrat, opposed the bill because 
she believes it would prevent state 
officials from requiring the vac­
cine in the future once safety ques­
tions are resolved.

“Let’s not tie his hands to offer 
this in the future as our state gets 
comfortable with the vaccine," she 
argued.

On Monday, two prominent law­
makers said Attorney General 
Greg Abbott told them state health 
officials are not required to follow 
Perry’s order because it does not 
carry the weight of law.

Republican Sen. Jane Nelson and 
Rep. Jim Keffer had asked Abbott 
to clarify the governor’s authority 
to issue executive orders and the 
Legislature’s ability to overrule 
them.

Cervical cancer can usually be 
prevented if precancerous cervical 
lesions are found by a Php test and 
removed. Doctors recommend 
women get Pap tests once a year, 
but about half of the women in the 
U.S. who develop cervical cancer 
have never had a Pap test, accord­
ing to the Centers for Disease 
Control and Prevention.

Farrar argued that even top gyne­
cological experts acknowledge Pap 
tests can be subject to human 
error.

“Pap smears are not enough. We 
know that there’s a segment of the 
population that are never going to 
get them in the first place,” Farrar 
said.

Boimen suggested the state do a 
better job of funding Pap tests.

AUSTIN (AP) -  Parents 

of disabled students were 
at the Capitol on Tuesday 
to endorse a package of 
legislation intended to 
strengthen the public 
education for special 
needs students.

Texas lawmakers have 
filed a package of 12 bills 
that would require that 
health insurance compa­
nies provide coverage for 
therapies needed by 3- to 
5-year-old children with 
autism. The measures 
also would strengthen 
teacher training for edu­
cating disabled students 
and give parents more 
control and information.

“This critical legislation 
would put Texas on the 
side of all children with 
disabilities who attend 
our public schools,” said 
Laura Butler, mother of a 
son with multiple disabil­
ities. “It’s a real solution 
that helps ensure public 
schools will be able to 
provide the critical ser­
vices all of our families 
need.”

Also, 11 senators have 
signed a letter urging the 
Texas Education Agency 
to apply for a federal 
grant that would provide 
professional development 
for educators who work 
with students with dis­
abilities.

Sen. Florence Shapiro 
has filed legislation that 
would give Texas stu­
dents with autism the 
option of using state edu­
cation dollars at the spe­
cialized facility of their 
choice, a..move critic s  
called a voucher scheme 
that would take money 
out of public schools. . 
'The package of legislation 
announced Tuesday 
would apply to an esti­
mated 500,000 Texas stu­
dents with disabilities 
that require special 
schooling needs.

“Texas is the only state 
in the country that has 
not applied for that feder­
al grant money,” said 
Sen. Leticia Van de Putte.

Accused kidnapper 
recently miscarried

LUBBOCK (AP) -  The 
woman accus^ ctf abduct­
ing a newborn from the 
mother’s hospital room 
last week recently had 
her second miscarriage, a 
relative said Tuesday.

As Rayshaun Parson 
has become increasingly 
depressed, family mem­
bers don’t recognize the 
person they’ve always 
known, said the great 
aunt of the 21-year-old, 
who was arraigned 
Tuesday on a federal kid­
napping charge.

“We do not know this 
person," said D. Taara 
Williams of Lafayqtte, 
La., a bishop with the 
Maryland-based African- 
American Catholic 
Congregation.

“This is not the 
Rayshaun we know and 
love and have nurtured,” 
Williams added.

Parson will be held in 
the Dickens County 
Correctional Center in 
Dickens pending a deten­
tion hearing Friday. 
Federal authorities
charged her Monday In 
the abduction of Mychael 
Darthard-Dawodu, who 
was 3 days old when 
taken.

A woman posing as a 
medical worker walked 
out of Covenant Lakeside 
Hospital on Saturday 
with the baby hidden in 
her purse, police said.

Surveillance footage 
showed her wearing blue 
and flower-print hospital 
scrubs and a gray, puffy 
jacket with a hood over 
her head walking out of 
the hospital.

The newborn was found 
a day later in Clovis, 
N.M., about 100 miles to 
the northwest.

At no time, Williams 
said, was the newborn “ in 
harm’s way.”

In addition to being in 
court Tuesday to support 
Parson, family members 
came to Lubbock to 
extend an “olive branch” 
to Mychael’s family.

“When someone’s 
offended, you go to them, 
look them in the eye and 
ask for foijiveness,” 
Williams sa id .^

Williams said she 
believes a medical exam 
will confirm Parson’s 
recent miscarriage. The 
family will also request a 
psychiatric evaluation, 
she said.

Before her arrest, 
Parson had “ isolated” 
herself from her grand­
mother and others, and 
family members found 
baby items inside 
Parson’s Clovis apart­
ment.

“We’re very concerned 
with her mental condi­
tion as presented by her 
physical state,” Williams 
said.

Her great niece’s attire 
is typically “very pris­
tine,” Williams said.

It is true that one effect o f  the con­
vention is that a player sometimes 
can't double a slam that would go 
down with normal defense. This is 
because the double might cause part­
ner to make an abnormal lead and so 
hand declarer the contract.

However, this restriction on dou­
bling usually costs only 50 or 100 
points, which is a minor loss, 
whereas reserving the double for 
hands that require a particular open­
ing lead might save the defenders as 
much as 1,000 or 1,500 points. One- 
can therefore hope to profit consider­
ably by employmg this convention, 
while at the same time risking very 
little.

In the present case, for example, 
i f  East docs nut double six hearts and 
West makes the normal diamond 
lead.

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Asian stocks plunge after Wall Street 
sell-off as global jitters mount

TQKYO (AP) — Asian stocks plunged Wednesday 
after Wall Street chalked its second-biggest point drop 
in four years and raffled already nervous markets 
worldwide.

The tumble extended a couple weeks of international 
trading turmoil rooted in concerns about overheated 
global markets and slower growffi in the American 
economy, a msOor export market for Asian companies.

Concern about U.S. sub-prime lenders and lackluster 
retail sales pushed the Dow Jones industrials down 
nearly 2 percent overnight, sparking selloffs across 
Asia.

Stocks in Japan, Hong Kong and Australia all fell 
more than 2 percent, while shares in Singapore, India, 
Malaysia and the Philippines tumbled at least 3 per­
cent.

At the Tokyo Stock Exchange, the region’s biggest 
bourse, the benchmark Nikkei 225 index sank 501.95 
points, or 2.92 percent, to finish at 16,676.89 points. 
Foreign investors who bought up stocks diuring the 
market’s recent recovery led the selling, traders said.

Joint Chiefs chairman says he should 
not have said homosexuality is immoral

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Pentagon’s top general 
said Tuesday he should not have voiced his personal 
view that homosexuality is immoral and should have 
just stated his support for the military’s “don’t ask, 
don’t tell” policy in an interview that has drawn criti­
cism from lawmakers and gay-rights groups.

The written statement by Marine Gen. Peter Pace, 
chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff, did not apologize 
for his stance on homosexuality. In a newspaper inter­
view Monday, Pace likened homosexual acts to adul­
tery and said the military should not condone it by 
allowing gays to serve openly in the armed forces.

After a flurry of condemnation 'Tuesday, Pace issued 
a statement acknowledging that the Defense 
Department’s “don’t ask, don’t tell” policy on gays is a 
sensitive subject and said: “I should have focused 
more on my support of the policy and less on my per­
sonal moral views.”

'The military lets gay men and lesbians serve i f  they 
keep their sexual orientation private. Commanders 
may not ask, and service members may not tell. More 
than 10,000 troops, including more than 50 specialists 
in Arabic, have been discharged since President 
Clinton signed it into law in 1994.

In an interview with the Pentagon Channel, the mil­
itary’s in-house television station, Defense ^ r e ta ry  
Robert Gates declined to answer a question on his 
opinion of the policy but made what seemed to be a 
mild rebuke of Pace.

Bush to Congress: Immigration reform 
Is key to better relations with Latin America

MERIDA, Mexico (AP) — President Bush sent a long­
distance message to (Congress from the southeast tip of 
Mexico: The ftiture of U.S. relations south of the bor­
der hinges on immigration reform.

“I ’m going to keep repeating it while I ’m here in 
Mexico — that I know our country must have compre­
hensive immigration reform,” said Bush, who returns 
to Washington on Wednesday after a second day of 
meetings with Mexican President Felipe Calderon.

Bush is to speak on the Yucatan Peninsula to the 
Mexican people and the newly elected Calderon before 
leaving, but he hopes his words will be heard 1,400 
miles away on Capitol Hill where his immigration pro­
posal has been blocked.

The president also had other problems back in 
Washihgton, where Attorney General Alberto 
Gonzales bore the brunt of Democratic criticism over 
how the Justice Department and White House handled 
the firing of eight federal prosecutors. Gonzalez 
acknowledged that mistakes had been made but stood 
by the firings and rejected calls for his own resigna­
tion.

The presideht could not promise Mexico that 
Congress will pass his guest worker program. He could 
only promise to work hard to make it law.

U.N. chief nuclear inspector unable 
to meet top North Korena nuclear negotiator

BEIJING (AP) — The chief U.N. nuclear inspector, in 
Pyongyang for talks on how North Korea will close its 
main atomic reactor, was unable to meet with the 
country’s top nuclear negotiator Wednesday, the 
agency’s spokeswoman said.

'The announcement came a day before officials from 
the U.S. and the North were set to meet with their 
counterparts from South Korea, China, Russia and 
JapanJiaBeijing to discuss economic and energy coop- 
efaOb'n as part of flve working group sessions estab­
lished under the Feb. 13 accord.

North Korea pledged during six-nation disarmament 
talks in Beijing last month to shut down its only oper­
ating nuclear reactor by April 14, in return for energy 
aid and political concessions.

ElBaradei, head of the Vienna-based International 
Atomic Energy Agency, had been slated to meet with 
North Korean Vice Foreign Minister Kim Kye Gwan, 
IAEA spokeswoman Melissa Fleming said in a tele­
phone interview from Pyongyang.

They said “he was busy preparing for the six-party 
talks,” Fleming said. She would not release any other 
details but said ElBaradei met with another vice for­
eign minister of the same rank, Kim Hyong Jun, 
instead.

Police arrest 2 suspects In Indla-Pakistan 
train bombing that killed 68 people

NEW DELHI (AP) — Two people who allegedly sold 
the suitcases u s^  to make tombs that ignited deadly 
fires on a train linking India and Pakistan have been 
arrested, police said Wednesday, announcing the first 
arrests in ffie attack that killed 68 people.

The pair were picked up Tuesday in the central 
Indian city of Indore, where authorities believe the 
bombers toufidit suitcases that were stuffed with explo­
sives and petrol, said R.C. Mishra, a senior police offi­
cial.

The tombs were set off on Feb. 18 aboard the train, 
which runs from New Delhi to Lahore, Pakistan, offi­
cials said..

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Gonzales sidesteps calls for resignation

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
Embattled Attorney 
General Alberto Gonzales 
said Wednesday it’s up to 
President Bush whether 
he remains in the admin­
istration and said he 
wants to stay and explain 
to Congress the circum­
stances surrounding the 
firings of eight U.S. attor­
neys.

Amid an escalating 
political row and calls 
flom some Democrats for 
his resignation, Gonzales 
said, “ I work for the 
American people and 
serve at the pleasure of 
the president.”

“ I think you can look at 
the record of the depart­
ment in terms of what 
we’ve done ... going after 
child predators, public 
corruption cases,” he said 
on NBC’s “Today” show. 
“ I think our record is out­
standing.”

Critics charge that the 
prosecutors were ousted 
because of political con­
siderations.

Gonzales acknowledged, 
as he had on Tuesday,

that mistakes were made 
in the handling of the U.S. 
attorney firings and said 
he wanted to remain in 
the job to make things 
right with Congress.

“I think we’ve done a 
good job in managing the

department. .. Things are 
going to happen,” he said. 
“We are going to work 
with Congress to make 
sure they know what hap­
pened. ... We want to 
ensure that they have a 
complete and accurate

picture of what happened 
here.”

“I didn’t become attor­
ney general by quitting,” 
Gonzales said on CBS’s 
“The Early Show.” 

Several Democrats have 
called for Gonzales’ resig­

nation, among them pres­
idential candidates
Hillary Rodham Clinton 
and John Edwards.

“The buck should stop 
somewhere,” Clinton said 
in an interview with 
ABC’s “Good Morning 
America” which was 
broadcast Wednesday
morning. She added that 
Bush “needs to be very 
forthcoming -  what did 
he say, what did he know, 
what did he do?” and that 
high-level White House 
adviser Karl Rove also 
“owes the Congress and 
the country an explana­
tion” for his role in the 
affair.

The firestorm of criti­
cism has erupted in the 
wake of the disclosure of 
e-mails within the admin­
istration which showed 
that Gonzales’ chief of 
staff, Kyle Sampson, had 
discuss^ the possible fir­
ings of U.S. attorneys in 
early 2005 with then- 
White House Counsel 
Harriet Miers.

Gonzales accepted 
Sampson’s resignation 
this week; Miers had left 
the administration earlier

this year.
It was the second time 

in as many weeks that 
Gonzales came under 
withering criticism on 
Capitol Hill. Last week, 
the attorney general and 
FBI Director Robert S. 
Mueller admitted that the 
FBI had improperly, and 
at times ill^ally, used the 
USA Patriot Act to secret­
ly pry out personal infor­
mation about Americans 
in terrorism investiga­
tions.

Gonzales, himself a for­
mer White House counsel, 
has been friends with 
Bush for years, going 
back to when he served as 
Bush’s secretary of state 
in Texas. Bush retains 
full conDdence in the 
attorney general,
spokesman Dan Bartlett, 
traveling with Bush in 
Mexico, said Wednesday.

As for the firings, 
Bartlett said White House 
oSlcials had heard com­
plaints from members of 
Congress regarding prose­
cutors and Bush had 
raised the subject during 
an October 2006 meeting 
with Gonzales.

Demos push open-government agenda
WASHINGTON (AP) -  Pushing back 

at what they say has been one of the 
most secretive administrations in 
decades, congressional Democrats are 
marking “Sunshine Week” with bills to 
increase public access to government 
activities and protect whistle-blowers 
who extK)se wrongdoing.

The House on Wednesday was to vote 
on four open government bills, includ­
ing one aimed at government foot-drag­
ging in answering the millions of 
Freedom of Information Act requests it 
receives every year.

Another, sparking a veto threat from 
the White House, would reverse a Bush 
administration decision making it easi­
er for presidents to withhold their own 
records from public scrutiny.

The Senate Judiciary Committee, 
meanwhile was holding a hearing on a 
parallel FOIA bill promoted by Sens. 
Patrick Leahy, D-Vt., and John Cornyn, 
R-Texas.

In prepared statements, media repre­
sentatives stressed the importance of 
public access to timely information on 
government decisions that affect their 
lives.

Tom Curley, president and CEO of The 
Associated Press and a member of the 
Sunshine in Government Initiative, a 
media coalition, related how it took a 
year for an AP reporter to get lab 
reports on lead levels in lunch boxes

that the Consumer Product Safety 
Commission had deemed safe. The tests 
revealed that one lunch box in five con­
tained lead levels that some medical 
experts considered unsafe.

“Why did it take a year for the com­
mission to respond to a relatively sim­
ple request that FOIA says it was sup­
posed to answer in. 20 working days?” 
Curley said.

Meredith Fuchs, general counsel to 
the National Security Archives, a pri­
vate research institute, offered data 
showing that seven agencies have unan­
swered FOIA requests dating back more 
than 10 years.

The House and Senate bills would 
impose penalties and incentives to 
ensure that agencies abide by the 20- 
business-day deadline for responses and 
give requesters a means to track the sta­
tus of their requests.

The House bill goes a step further in 
restoring a “presumption of disclosure” 
standard that obliges agencies to release 
requested information unless there is a 
finding that such a disclosure could do 
harm.

'That would overturn a memo issued 
by former Attorney General John 
Ashcroft after the Sept. 11, 2001, terror­
ist attacks advising against the release 
of information when there was uncer­
tainty over security or law enforcement 
exemptions.

The Spurs won their 13th 
straight Tuesday night, beating 
the Los Angeles Clippers 93-84. 
They haven’t lost since Feb. 11.

“liiirteen games ago, we didn’t 
say we needed to win 13 in a row 
to get back into this thing,” said 
Tim Duncan. “We’re just trying 
to get better as a basketball team, 
so when the playoffs start, we 
feel we can win games night in 
and night out.”

With the Dallas Mavericks’ 17- 
game winning streak ending 
with a 117-100 loss Monday to the 
Golden State Warriors, San 
Antonio now owns the league’s 
longest winning streak and Its 
longest of the season.

“ It would mean more if we won 
14,” Duncan said. “And if we win 
14, then 15. You just want to win 
the next one. That’s what it’s 
about.” ,

Tony Parker led the Spurs with 
25 points. Duncan added 19, 
Manu Ginobili had 16 and 
Michael Finley contributed 13 as 
the Spurs completed a sweep of 
their four meetings with the 
Clippers this season.

Corey Maggette led the 
Clippers with 17 points, while 
Elton Brand had 16 points and 10 
rebounds. Tim Thomas had 15 
points, Chris Kaman added 13 
and Jason Hart contributed 10.

The Spurs’ 46-18 record puts 
them 3 1/2 games behind the 
Phoenix Suns, who have won 
five in a row, for second place in 
the Western Conference.

(AP) — Sammy Sosa is'bff to 
a better start than anyone 
would have im a g in e d — 
except the slugger himself.

'The seven-time All-Star got 
two more hits Tuesday, and 
his comeback with the Texas 
Rangers is going exceedingly 
well. He even sounds a little 
annoyed that anyone ever 
doubted him.

‘Tm  a good player. I may 
surprise other people, but I 
never surprise myself. I know 
I was out for a year, but give 
me some credit. You’re talk­
ing to me like I ’ve never hit 
before,” Sosa said. “ I ’m a pos­
itive lin ker. I never think 
negative. If I show up for 
spring training It’s for a rea­
son — because I know I can 
make it. I ’m not here for the 
money. I’ve got money. I ’m 
not here because I ’m strug­
gling. I ’m a gamer.”

The 38-year-old Sosa went 2- 
for-3 with a double and an RBI 
during a 12-8 loss to the 
Chicago White Sox in 
Surprise, Ariz. In nine games 
this spring, he’s hitting .464 
(13-for-28) with two homers, 
two doubles, a triple and six 
RBIs.

Sosa sat out last season after 
batting only .221 with 14 
homers in 102 games for 
Baltimore In 2005.

“Don’t tell me this is spring 
training,” he said. “I came

here to play and I’ve been 
playing good. Spring training 
or not, it doesn’t matter to me. 
I could be playing in Mexico 
and it would be the same 
thing.”

The 1998 NL MVP is 12 
homers shy of becoming the 
fifth player in major league 
history to hit 600.

“ I haven’t taken a year off in 
17 years since I started play­
ing,” Sosa said. “ I feel hungry 
again.”

Rangers manager Ron 
Washington said he had little 
doubt about Sosa’s ability to 
hit — even after a year out of 
the game.

“When you find a guy like 
him with the work ethic he 
has, you trust him until he 
proves you wrong. And he 
hasn’t proven me wrong yet,” 
Washington said.

Tech AD plans for stadium expansion
LUBBOCK (AP) -  A 

master plan for improv­
ing Texas Tech’s football 
stadium Includes the 
addition of 30,000 seats 
over the next 20 years and 
a five-story building for 
club, retail and suite 
space.

Planners want to start 
adding 10,000 seats strad­
dling the north end zone 
by next spring.
