T H E  A M E R I C A N  W A Y

May 1st w ill be observed throughout the  nation 
as C hildren’s H ealth Day, in the hope th a t tom or­
row ’s children will be stu rd ier than  were those of 
yesterday

W hen reading this recent press release we at 
first thought - “ju st another proclom ation among 
hundreds; ju st another day”, B ut there was one 
word there th a t kept coming back to our mind: 
“S tu rd ier” . And we casually catalogued the fac­

P rior to 1951 practically  all the 
castor beans processed in the U ni­
ted States were im ported from In ­
dia, M anchuria, Africa, and B ra­
zil. Such im ports are now practic­
ally cut off. Last year there were 
approxim ately 81,000 acres of land 
in the United States seeded to cas­
tor beans. The goal for 1952 is 200,
000 acres. It is hoped th a t by  1955 
half a million acres will be planted 
to this vital defense crop. T hat 
much acreage is estim ated to be 
enough for this country’s needs.
The castor bean program  handled 
by PMA is on an irrigated  basis 
w ith only an irrigated  variety  of 
seed available. Indications are tha t 
farm ers in Hale, Lubbock, Crosby,
Parm er, Bailey, Cochran, Yoakum 
and Gaines will participate.

G rowers 
will en ter into a contract w ith the 
county PMA office under the 
term s of which they will obtain 
seed and necessary planting equip­
ment.

beans produced a t the m arket price 
or 10c a pound w hichever is high 
er. At the completion of harvest 
growers will be paid through the 
county PMA office by the issu­
ance of sight-draft on CCC. Castor 
beans have aboutethe same p lan t­
ing date as cotton, however, they 
should be planted at the earnest 
possible date since the longer the 
growing season, the higher the 
yield, as the castor beans will con­
tinue to m ake until frost, after 
which harvest begins.

W ith adequate growing season 
and proper care, irrigated  yields 
up to 1,500 lbs would not be ab­
norm al. As an indication of w hat 
the farm ers th ink  of this program  
w hile it was in operation in 1951 
in the H ereford area approxi­
m ately 700 acres was planted, the 
prospective acreage in th a t area 
for 1952 is 10,000 to 12,000 acres.

Camp stated  th a t farm ers are 
now signing contracts in the loc­
al PMA office and seed is avail­
able in Farw ell and may be ob ta in­
ed at any time. He urges farm ers 
in P arm er County to contact him 
at the PMA office for fu rthe r in ­
form ation about the program .

3. Keep a supply of reta il bak­
ery  goods in the Home Freezer, 
which w ill save m arketing  trips 
and afford a good food supply on 
hand.

4. Freeze and save egg yolks 
afte r the egg w hites have been 
used — or use the egg yolks in 
sponge cake.s and freeze the cake 
for fu tu re  use.

5. Take advantage of a good
buy on bu tter, eggs or c r e a m ----
save money by freezing.

6. Rew ards of a hunting or fish­
ing trip  can be enjoyed for 
m onths when stored in the Home 
Freezer.

THE PINK BOLLWORM

Two problem s in Texas A gri­
culture comes to us across the 
Rio G rande — the “w etback” and 
the cotton P ink Bollworm.

The insect, or Pectinophora 
Gossypiella, has this in common 
with the ‘¿wetback” : thipgs look 
better to it on this side of the 
border, and it comes across to 
work in our cotton crops. I t will 
“hitch” a ride across the in te rna­
tional bridge on trucks, cars and 
clothing, or anything elese that 
has been in contact w ith cotton 
or cotton products in Mexico. Or, 
in the m oth stage, it w ill .fly a- 
cross.

The first P ink Bollworm was 
discovered in Texas near an oil 
mill in Robinson County in 1917. 
Since then, it has become the 
greatest th rea t our cotton indus­
try  has ever faced, w ith 193 coun­
ties now under quarantine.

The worm comes from  an egg 
laid by the m oth on the cotton 
plant. The larva burrow s into the. 
fruit, square or boll, and  reaches; 
m atu rity  in 10 or 15 days. It p u - ( 
pates, and in about 30 days fromj 
the tim e the egg is laid it has 
developed into a m oth. After mat-j 
ing, the fem ale m oth deposits eggs' 
for another generation.

The worm grows to about one 
half inch in length. I t’s m ade up 
of segments, like the tail of a 
crayfish. Each segm ent is ringed 
by a p ink line.

SOCIAL SECURITY
I have received a num ber of 

letters lately concerning the Soc­
ial Security program . M any peo­
ple who are now reaching the age 
to receive benefits from  this p ro ­
gram  find th a t there is an  in ­
come lim itation th a t p revents 
them  from  m aking money over 
and above their social security 
paym ents. U ntil Septem ber 1950 
the income lim itation was $15 
p er month. That is, if you earn­
ed m ore than $15 per month, you 
lost your social security , pay­
ments. The people who were hit 
hardest by this lim itation w ere 
widows w ith children to raise. I 
had  several experiences w ith  this 
situation, representing  some of 
these widows and contesting this 
provision at all tim es. In  Septem ­
ber, 1950, prior to my coming to 
Congress, this income lim itation 
was raised  to $600.00 per year. 
M any people th ink  th a t it is $50 
per month, b u t such is not the 
case. The method of com putation 
used in the law  is m ost involved 
and it would take about two pages 
to explain. B ut it m eans th a t you 

! can earm approxim ately $600 per

i

Land sakes but our co-op is certainly a 
busy place.

First, the government has loaned us 
money to help build lines. We are repaying 
it all plus interest. And don’t let anyone 
tell you that we are owned by the govern­
ment.

I see in the papers that the government 
is loaning money to big steel companies and 
defense plants in much the same way. You 
probably are borrowing money to buy your 
bouse, and have it secured by FHA. We all 
buy on credit and the government has been 
able to help lots of us this way.

Then, our manager says that the 900 
rural electric cooperr .?s in the United 
States are spending more than six billion 
dollars for building lines, farm wiring and 
electrical equipment. .  . washers and ranges, 
you know. That is certainly lots' of money 
spent by us rural folks.

He says that money is spread out from 
coast to coast and it helps pay the labor 
people, the manufacturer, wholesaler and 
your own local merchant.

We are locally-owned, and locally-con­
trolled, too. I voted for the board of direc­
tors myself, so I know. And as long as 
we all work for its good, we help lots of 
other folks. And I think you like to see 
other folks happy, just like I do.

year in  addition  to  your so c ial 
security. Many people are deep 
ly concerned about this income 
lim itation, and rightly  so. T hese 
social security  benefits w ere paid 
for a t least partially  by the  m on­
ey of the one to receive th e  bene­
fits, and it is no t righ t to pena­
lize a m an by lim iting h im  to a 
starvation  income just because he 
has reached the age when he is 
entitled to receive the benefits 
th a t he has paid for. There are 
several bills proposing to raise 
this lim itation to $100 per month.
It seems to me tha t it should be 
com pletely abolished. People who 
receive retirem ent benefits from 
other sources, both civil and lili- 
tary , are not subjected to these 
income lim itations, and there is 
no reason for those receiving soci­
al security to be so penalized.
THE DEPARTMENT OF LABOR 
AND THE CHILD LABOR PRO­
VISIONS OF THE FAID LABOR 

STANDARDS ACT 
Most of the farm ers are fully 

aw are of the trouble th a t was 
caused by an am endm ent to the | |  
F air Labor S tandards Act con- 
cerning children w orking in the 
field during harvest tim e. As 
m ost of you know, I introduced a 
bill to correct this situation short­
ly afte r taking the oath of office. 
N ine other bills have since been 
introduced for the same purpose. 
The am endm ent to which I refer 
actually  centralized in W ashing­
ton the pow er th a t should rest 
child labor problem . The am end­
m ent was an innocent looking ap ­
paratus and m any people have 
been m isled by some of the prop­
aganda th a t has been pu t out by 
the  Labor D epartm ent. I have 
discussed this situation w ith the 
officials of the D epartm ent of L a­
bor, from  the Secretary down 
are steadfast in the ir refusal to 
through the ranks. All of them 
relinguish the pow er th a t they 
gained by trick  language in the 
am endm ent. They are now pro­
posing to go fu rth e r and require 
every farm er to keep records con­
cerning all m inors employed 'dur­
ing each year by the farm ers This 
regulation  is for one purpose and 
tha t is to m ake it easy as possible

-for the D epartm ent of L abor to 
exercise the pow ers th a t it  gain­
ed under the  trick  language a- 
m endm ent. No one seems to  u n d ­
erstand th a t the farm ers and busi­
ness men can’t  spend all of the ir 
tim e filling out involved govern­
m ent forms and  have any tim e 
left to m ake a liv ing for th e ir  
own families. M ost of these form s 
are prepared by  people who are 
wholly w ithout actual experience 
in the agricu ltu ral and business 
fields being regulated. W hat we 
need to do is abolish about nine- 
ty  peren t of the governm ent form s 
now required. This w ould serve 
th ree purposes. F irst, i t  would 
perm it the  farm er and th e  private 
busines m an to  devote his tim e 
to his own pursuits. Second, it 
would do away w ith  the  need of 
w arehouse space in which to store 
these form s before and afte r they 
are filled out. Third, it would do 
away w ith the need for a great 
num ber of federal employees who

spend all their tim e sending these 
form s out and then  read ing  them  
afte r they come back in. I shall 
certainly continue my efforts to 
stop such useless procedure.
