This was revealed recently in
a study conducted inside the
prison by graduate students -at
Sam Houston State Teachers
College, under the supervision
of Dr. Rupert C. Koeninger head
of the college’s sociology de-
partment.

In number of committments
per thousand population, the
county ranked 80th in the State
with 2.76 persons per thousand
committed, the study further
showed.

Ten counties during the period
1942 to 1951, representing 41.73
per cent of the total population
based on the 1950 census, com-
mitted 50.27 per cent of the
prisoners.

In the order of the number of
committments they were Harris,
Dallas, Bexar, El Paso, Tarrant,
Hidalgo, Jefferson, Travis, Cam-
eron and Wichita. These count-
ies committed 11,424 of the 22,-
705 total committments.

DO YOU KNOW whether or not a parent is
liable for the negligent acts of a minor child?

Although a minor may not be
bound, generally, by his con-
tracts, he is bound by his negli-
gent acts, and may be liable for
damages for such negligent acts,
in his own right. The parents
of the minor, are as a matter
of law, by reason of their par-
entage liable for the negligent
acts of the minor. The parent
may become liable for the acts
of the minor, if the minor is
acting as the agent of the par-
ent, at the time of the negli-
gent acts, or acting under dir-
ect authority from the parent,
but it is only upon the theory
of agency or master and servant
relationship that the parent be-
comes liable.

With respect to the negligent
operation of motor - vehicles, the
Courts of the State of Texas
do not recognize the family car
doctrine, which holds the . par-
ent liable for the negligent acts
of the members of his family
while operat'ng the family car.
Thus to hold a parent liable for
the negiigent acts of a minor in
the operation cof the parent’s
niotor vehicle it is necessary
that the relationship of princi-

pal and agent or master and
servant be established.

Since the House and
Senate have differed on most of
the major bills this year, the
conferees have had some tough
and exhaustive battles. The GI
bill for veterans of the Korean

explosive issue and several minor
ones. The explosive issue was
whether . or not  the benefits
should go directly to the vetrans
and thereby permit him to make
his own arrangements and attend
to his own business in obtaining
the educational benefits. A select
committee of the House known
as the Teague Committee made
a detailed investigation of the
program created under the World
War II GI Bill. This committee
uncovered some of the most un-
conscionable raids on the public
treasury by educational institu-
tions that could be imagined.
These raids were not confined
to fly by night schools, although
these schools contributed a sub-
stantial portion of these vicious
practices. Many of the leading
educational institutions in this
country - were permitting prac-
tices that were unbelievable. The
victim was the American tax-
payer. He was not only victim-
ized through - unnecessary and
useless . administrative . expenses,
but he was also victimized by
institutions obtaining funds from
the public treasury through var-
ious practices not anticipated by
the Congress when the legisla-
tion was passed. These practices
ampunted :to a federal subsidy
of both State and private schools
under what was intended as a
program to benefit the veterans.
Needless to say, many veterans
were also injured by these prac-
tices. The Veterans Committee,
working in cooperation with the
Teague Committee, undertook to
close these leaks in the treasury.
An attempt was made in the
Senate to revive the old prac-
tice of paying money to the
schools rather than to the vet-
erans. This proposal would have
created an almost impossible ad-
ministrative problem that would
have required thousands upon
thousands of dollars for admin-
istrative expensg and federal
employees -and untold  red tape
both to the Veterans Adminis-
tration and to the veteran. The
House was able to prevent this.
It is the opinion of most of the
members of the House and most
of the members of the Senate
that the bill agreed upon will
be a major step forward in
cufting out red tape and mea-
surably reducing administrative
expense and federal employees
in this program. There was one
particular amendment that I in-
sisted upon being in the bill. This
was concerning GI home loans
to veterans. My amendment pro-
vided that a world war II vet-
eran who was recalled to ser-
vice in the Korean War would
not lose his entitlements to get
a home loan under the Korean
bill, merely because he had used
his entitlements under the World:
War II bill. Many of these boys
who have been called back in
had just got started in civilian
life and had a small equity in
their homes. When they were
called back in, they had to sell
those homes and use that equity
to pay uvp their bills and take

a great injustice would have been
done these boys who have been
subjected to double service.

duced You will remember that
the House of Representatives
reduced the number of publin
housing units authorized in the
original committee bill from 50,-
000 to 5,000. This was contained
in an appropriation bill. When
this bill reached the Senate, the
number of public housing units
was increased to 45,000. Since
‘kere was disagreement a con-
ference committee went ia‘» the
matter and finally agreed «n
35,000 units. When this bill came
back to the House for approval,
2 motion was made to send it
back to the committee for fur-
ther reduction in the housing
units. However, as I have point-
ed out in previous letters, the
coalition that was able to re-
duce the original number from
50,000 to 5,000 failed to coalesce
and the result was that the bloc
of Southern Democrats were left
holding the bag, and the House
approved the 35,000 units. It
was jl’lSt another case of what
happened on the controls bill.
The House had done away with
many of the controls on goods
not in short supply. However,
when the matter got to the
conference committee, most of
these controls were put back
on for the ten months period,
and the matter .came back to
the House and was accepted by
the House simply because of
changed votes.

Other Matters Before
Adjournment

Almost every member has
some bill that he wants to pass
before adjournmemt. There is
not supposed to be a filibuster
in the House because of limited
debate. However, when an at-
tempt is made to bring a con-
troversial bill to the floor, the
opposition can easily start de-
laying tactics by many parlia-
mentary maneuvers. One of
these is to force quorum calls
at every opportunity. It takes

about 40 minutes to call the
roll of the House. Yesterday the
roll was called eleven times. So,
you can see what filibustering
in the House means.
