| countles was surveyed and ap-
| proved by the courts.
The line claimed by Coleman

County is an extension of that
| line.

5. That no representative from
Callahan County took part in
the Coleman survey, and that
a representative of Coleman
County took part in the Calla-
han survey but did not sign the
| report.

{ There is no direct precedent
llor the court to study in settl-
mg the matter. But Callahan
‘Count) Attorney James Paul
Shanks said that in most suits
involving county lines, the boun-
dary generally in use is usual-
ly declared the legal one.
“Although there may not be
a boundary generally accepted
in this case, Callahan County

WASHINGTON — Many peo-
ple have expressed deep concern
regarding measures introduced
in the Congress to regulate and
control the interstate shipment
of firearms. The measure best
known is that now pending in
the Unitéd States Senate and
on which Committee hearings
are now in progress.
