TIDELANDS
This letter is being written just 

a few minutes after I have cast a 
vote for the bill returning the tide- 
lands to the states that own them. 
A companion bill is being debated 
on the Senate Floor this afternoon 
The bill passed the House of Rep­
resentatives by an overwhelming 
vote. The Speaker announced the 
vote as 285 for the passage of the 
bill and 108 against. This means 
that the proponents of the bill 
gained about 25 votes since a sim­
ilar bill passed the House in the 
82nd Congress. The present bill 
does not go as far in treating all 
of the problems involved as did 
the bill passed by the 82nd Con­
gress. However, the present bill 
does settle once and for all the 
boundary dispute and definitely fix 
es Texas’ ownership to the 10 1-2 
mile strip, which she has always 
owned. I t is entirely possible that 
differences between the House bill 
and the Senate bill may result in 
a compromise measure that will 
treat only the problem of title and 
will restore state ownership to thei 
historical boundaries. The bill 
finally passed should in my opin­
ion contain provisions concerning 
the leasing and operation of the 
continental shelf. This is most im­
portant for many reasons, the main 
one being thqt the United States 
Government should lose no time in 
developing the resources on the 
continental shelf lying beyond the 
historical boundaries of the states 
involved. As soon as the President 
signs a bill quit-claiming the sub­
merged lands to the historical boun 
daries of the states, which is the

The Senate took up last Wednes­
day the legislation restoring Texas’ 
title to every foot of land she had 
as an independent Republic and 
which we retained when we enter­
ed the United States.

This is the so-called Holland Bill 
of which Senator Price Daniel and 
I are co-sponsors. Senator Daniel 
and I worked very closely together 
to get this bill out of committee. 
Forty Senators are co-sponsors of 
this bill and it has, the support of 
the Administration. The House 
passed similar legislation last week

Texas’ historic boundaries wilr‘ 
be restored.

I understand that bills are to 
be introduced in the Senate and 
House to reorganize the Farm 
Credit Administration and make it 
an independent agency. I have not 
yet seen copies of the proposed 
bills, but the principal involved 
seems sound. The legislation would 
bring control and participation in 
all functions of the agency down 
to local levels within the 12 agri­
cultural credit district through­
out the country. I think the agency 
should also be permitted to make 
economic emergency loans for any 
agricultural purpose, as well as for 
the disaster type loans now author­
ized.

Sectretary of Agriculthre Ben­
son called a grain sorghum indus­
try conference here Tuesday of 
last week. Puppose was to review 
the present grain sorghum situation 
and to consider measures to help 
stabalize prices and production. In ­
vited from Texas were B. J. Gist 
of Abilene; Jack N. Graham of For 
Worth., and Bob Yeager and Mari 
Triplett,, both of Amarillo.

The FSA reorganization bill, main 
effect of which so far as Texans 
are concerned will be made Oveta 
Culp Hobby of Houston the first 
Secretary of Health, Education and 
Welfare, sailed through the Senate 
last week.

Texas counties are required by 
state law to make contracts, at 
least once every two years, for 
their printing supplies.

This provision, like others of 
the state publication laws, is de­
signed to keep the business of 
governmental units on an open and 
above board basis and insure that 
the people get value received for 
tax money spent.

Here is the law relating to print­
ing supplies:

“Art. 2359. Commissioners Court 
—advertising for bids for supplies 
needed for the county.

“The commissioners court shall 
advertise, at least once in every 
two years, for sealed proposals to 
furnish blank books, legal blanks, 
stationery and such other printing 
as may be required for the county 
for the term of such contract, and 
shall reeieve seperate bids for the 
different classes hereinafter desi- 
ua.ted. Such advertising shall be 
made by the county clerk, who 
shall notify by registered letter, 
each newspaper and job printing 
house in the county, and at 
least three stationery and printing 
houses in the state, of the time 
said contract is to be awarded, 
and of the probable amount of 
supplies needed.”*
* Price Daniel’s book of Texas 
Publication Laws, page 108.

Previo isly in this series, atten­
tion was called, to the responsi­
bility of county officials to pub­
lish regular financial reports. City 
officials have the same duty.

Here are two provisions of the 
Texas statutes describing what the 
city authorities must do:

“Art. 1001. Cities, Towns, and 
Villages — publication of receipts 
and expenditures by city treasur- 
p r.

, At the end of every half 
year he shall cause to be published 
at the expense of the city, a state­
ment showing the amount of re- 
ceioLs and expenditures for six 
months next pending and the gen-

eral condition of the treasury...”
“Art. 1023. Cities, Towns, and 

Villages — city council shall pub­
lish statement of receipts and ex­
penditures.

‘The ci‘ty shall, at least ten days 
before the expiration of each mun- 
iciple year, cause to be published 
in a city newspaper a correct and 
full statement of the receipts and 
expenditures from the date of the 
last annual report, together with 
the sources from which the funds 
were derived, and showing for ÿ 
what purpose disbursed, the con- * 
dition of the treasury, together 
with such information as may be 
necessary to a full understanding 
of the financial condition of the 
city.”

strip that has been in controver­
sy, the states can immediately pro­
ceed with full development.

The debate on hte bill was 
never heated and there were no 
noticeable displays of temper, The 
whole subject was faced on a logi­
cal and reasonable basis and the j 
bill simply passed because the pro­
ponents oi the bill have the facts 
and the law on their side. Some 
humorous events occurred during 
the debate. One of the opponents 
of the bill, who is a very nice fel­
low, commented that the original 
three mile strip in the marginal i 
sea was fixed on the theory that 
it was a defense matter concerning 
the defense of the country that 
the width of the strip was deter­
mined by the fact that it was the 
distance that a cannon could fire 
at that time. This Member won- 
derp^ how it was that cannons 
would only shoot three miles off 
the eastern states while apparently 
Texas had cannons that would 
shoot 10 1-2 miles. I later told him 
that it was a  matter of common 
knowledge that the size of Texas 
requires a cannon that would shoot 
three times farther than those in 
the smaller states. Obviously anoth­
er situation where necessity is the 
mother* of invention.
