Colorado, from where we are 
writing, is a state of past and pre­
sent interest unparalled. Visiting 
old mining and quarrying areas, 
now deserted except for a few who 
chose to live in the old ghost 
towns and relate tales of more 
prosperous eras, is an interesting 
experience.

In spite of the absence of ghost 
towns in Texas, we still like the 
stability thait eliminates them. 
Gold or coal or marble or lead or 
zinc rushes that end more abrupt­
ly than they began, do more to 
provide material for writers of 
history than they do for people 
who need security. Texans, though 
missing some of the thrill of such 
rushes, enjoy the tranquility that 
comes from a more steady stabil­
ity incurred by agricultural im­
provement and hard work that ac­
companies it. We can appreciate 
the easily farmed plains of West 
Texas as we see the uneven patch 
es of hard to get to, though fer­
tile areas of Colorado. We’re glad 
we have a simplified water dis- 
trct in the South Plains of Texas, 
too. Here in Colorado, they’re scrap 
ping over water on the whole 
Western and Eastern slopes. The 
decision that is reached will de­
termine the future of both slopes, 
agriculturally ajnd commercially 
for years to come.

Organic Matter As Vital Soil Productivity Factor Is Emphasized by Local SCS Worker
Editors Note: The following 

article has been prepared by Mr. 
Bavousett of the local Soil Conser­
vation District, as an informative 
outline of the importance of or­
ganic matter in the soil. Bavousett 
lives and breathes soil conservat­
ion, and his knowledge and enthus 
iasm in this field might well be 
utilized in the more intensive 
farming practices taking hold here.

There are many factors that en­
ter into soil fertility. Probably 
the most important factor is the 
organic matter content of the soil. 
Virgin soils of Parmer County con­
tain approximately 3 to 5 per cent 
of organic matter. Under cultivat­
ion this percentage is reduced. 
The average dryland farm has 
about 1 per cent. The average con­
tent of the irrigated land is about 
0.7 per cent. These figures are 
considerably lower than the fig­
ures for the virgin pasture land.

Organic matter is any form of 
plant or animal bodies that is in j 
the process of decomposition. This 
includes any port of a crop left on 
the fields, any crop plowed under 
green, any barnyard manure that 
is added, and the bodies of dead 
animals. The dead animals bodies 
include anything from a gow to 
the insects and bacteria of the 
soil.

The organic matter present in 
the soil directly affects the water­
holding capacity of a soil. The 
small fragments of organic mat­
ter hve the ability to hold up to 
ten times as much water as a soil 
particle the same size. Therefore 
snv increase in organic matter 
content will increase the amount 
of water a soil can store. This is 
extremely valuable to the dryland 
farmer who depends on water 
stored in the fall and winter to 
produce the next crop and to the 
irrigation farmer who pre-irrigat- 
es. Crop productions depend on the 
water stored in the soil.

Organic matter ¡increases the 
permeabilitty (speed and. amount 
of water that passes through the 
soil) of a soil. During the process 
of decompositin of the organic 
matter, there is given offa glue­
like substance. This substance 
tends to stick the soil particles 
together in small clumps called 
aggregates. A soil that is well ag­
gregated will take water mre rap­
idly than will a soil in poor con­
dition. This Is especially true of 
tighter soils. To increase the per­
meability of a soil is helpful in 
this area where many of the rains 
fall in a short period of time. A 
well aggregated soil tends to re­
sist both wind and water erosion. 
This resistance is due to the fact 
that sevra! of the smaller parti­
cles are stuck together creating a 
larger aggregate whch is not ae 
easily moved.

Increases in organic matter con­
tent increases the base exchange 
capacity of a soil. The base-ex­
change capacity of a soil is its 
ability to hold commercial ferti­
lizers and natural plant foods. 
Then at a later date (when the 
plant needs it) give up that plant 
food to the crop. The small par-

tides of organic matter can hold 
about four times as much plant 
food as a soil particle of the same 
size can hold. Many times, espec­
ially on irrigted soils, these plant 
foods are washed on down through 
the soil and are lost simply be­
cause there is very little organic 
matter to hold them. Nitrogen 
fertilizers are easily lost this way. 
An increase in organic matter also 
increases the availability of our 
phosphorus fertilizers. There is 
no shortage of total phosphorous 
in the soils of the Parmer County 
Soil Conservation District. How­
ever, it is in a form that cannot 
be used by the crops. Most of the 
phosphorouls its tied up with cal­
cium as tri-calcium phosphate. De­
composing organic matter gives 
off an acid that tends to liberate 
the phosphorous from the calcium. 
Due to this fact, we should apply 
our phosphorous fertilizers in hands 
instead of broadcast.

Probably one of the most impor­
tant functions of organic matter 
is the increase in bacterial activ­
ity. An abundant supply of micro­
scopic bacteria are necessary for 
plants to be able to use the nit­
rogen plant foods. The bacteria 
use decaying organic matter for 
food to supply tthe energy requir­
ed to change the nitrogen to a 
fomr that plants can use. Bacter­
ia are also helpful in the plant 
utilization of phosphorous by stor­
ing the phosphorous in their bod­
ies to be released all during the 
growing season1. The number of 
bacteria in the soil is amazing. 
One gram of soil contains from 
100,000 to several billion. This 
means that these are approximat­
ely 5,000 pounds per acre on dry­
land and 20,000 pounds or more 
per acre on irrigated land of these 
bacteria in our soil«. Without 
these bacteria working for us our 
soils would be infertile. Anyway 
that we can increase the food sup­
ply of these bacteria will increase 
our soil fertility. The most eco-

¡nomical way to supply this needed 
organic matter is by the efficient 
use of crop residues and green 
manure crops.

The addition of organic matter 
increases the amount of plant 
food available to the plant by

speeding the breakdown of the 
rocks and minerals of the soil. 
Acids are given off in the decom­
position of organic matter. These 
acids help eat away these miner­
als leaving the plant foods.

The organic matter content of a

soil is related to the ease of till*» 
age. Soils that are low in organ!« 
matter tend to pack and form claj 
pans or plow soles much mar« 
rapidly than soils high in organio 
matter conent. A packed soil re­
duces the infiltration of the rain 
and restricts the development of 
plant roots. ;

Organic matter is not a “cure» 
all”. The addition of organic mat­
ter will not solve all of your fer­
tility problems; however, it is a 
step in the right direction.
