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Moore Development 
expecting Solitaire 
to resume operation

While the future of Solitaire 
Homes in Big Spring may 
remain up in the air for the time 
being, Moore Development’s 
expectations of the manufactured 
homes giant haven’t changed at 
all.

Moore Development for Big 
Spring Executive Director Kent 
Sharp told Moore Board of direc­
tors Tuesday evening that com­
munications between the eco­
nomic development group and 
Solitaire are continuing, but no 
definite plans have yet been 
decided.

“ I’ve had conversations with 
Pete Hogstead, the president of

Solitaire Homes, and I don’t have 
anything that we can go public 
with except there are some 
expectations that we have of per­
formance on their part,” said 
Sharp. “We’ll be communicating 
with them in the next week or 
two just to find out if our expec­
tations are realistic or unrealis­
tic. We’ve got to bring closure to 
this at some point. It was an 
unfortunate situation, but as a 
corporation that holds taxpayers’ 
dollars and their trust, we have 
to exercise that responsibility to 
the citizens of Big Spring.” 

Solitaire was forced to close 
their doors in Big Spring after a 
fire ripped through the factory’s

N a t i o n a l  
D e p r e s s i o n  
Screening Day is 
held each year dur­
ing Mental Illness 
Awareness Week.
The screenings call 
attention to depres­
sion and other 
mood disorders, 
and it also educates 
the public almut 
their symptoms and 
effective treatmetits.

The screenings will be offered 
from 10 a.m. to 1 p.m. at the Big 
Spring Mall, adjacent to the 
Bealls store. Sn e(>nings are con­
fidential.

“This is the fourth year we 
have offered these very impor­
tant screenings to the public,” 
said Dr. John Pichitino, Big 
Spring State Hospital director of 
psychology. “ It is very gratify­
ing to be able to assist people 
who need help with this very 
common illness.”

Last year, screenings took 
place at approximately 6,000 
sites nationwide, including hos-' 
pitals, mental health clinics, col­
leges, primary care olTices, and 
in public settings such as com­
munity centers, older adult facil­
ities and supermarkets.

Screenings are conducted by a 
qualified mental health • profes­
sional, Dr. Pichitino said. People 
wanting to be screened fill out a 
short questionnaire, which lists 
a series of questions.

The answers are reviewed by a 
professional upon tcompletion 
and follow-up interviews are set 
up onsite, said Janet Payne, 
West Texas Centers for MHMR 
Director of Mental Health 
Services.

“This time is set aside for our 
' professionals to meet with atten­
dees and review their answers,” 
Payne said, “the assessment 
will-help us to determine If 
depression is present and to 
what degree.”

depression are not in 
treatment at the time of 
the screening. More than 
half has never received 
treatment for depression.

The National Institute 
of Mental Health also ana­
lyzes the data taken dur­
ing National Depression 
Screening Day. They 
believe many symptoms 
revealed during the free 
screenings are psycholog­
ical in nature and are not 
symptoms that would gen­
erally lead participants to 
seek professional help.

Depression Is treatable.

Trent Rhorer, 84 percent of those 
who enroll in the city’s homeless 
p ro g r^  either refuse »  spot in a 
city shelter or just don't show up 
to use it.

If the homeless don’t want hous­
ing, that’s not important to the 
Board of Supervisors.

I f the voters don’t want to pay 
big cash grants, that is not impor­
tant to the board. I f  voters would 
rather see their tax dollars pay for 
housing and treatment, that is not 
important to the board, either. Or 
the courts.

Last November, some 60 percent 
of voters approved Proposition N, 
the “Care Not Cash" measure that 
would reduce welfare payments to 
homeless people who receive hous­
ing — from a shelter cot to a room 
— to $59 a month.

In May, Quidachay ruled that 
voters didn’t have a right to deter­
mine General Assistance policy.
He gutted a chunk of Proposition

adopt Proposition N, whichwas 
sponsored by mayoral pand|date
Supervisor Gavin NeWSom.

But noooo. Last week, the supes 
voted 6-to-5 against adopting 
Proposition N.

“ I will prbtect the constituents in 
my district who didn’t have the 
advantage of reading the fine print 
or really knowing what they are 
voting for, “ is how Supe Tony 
Hall explained his no vote.

Translation: What Hall reads in 
a city study on homelessness is 
more important than what his con­
stituents see and smell every day.

And: I can do what I want.

Besides: My constituents want to 
protest the homeless situation, but 
they’re not really serious about 
change. If voters really wanted to 
clean up the city, thej  ̂wouldn’t 
elect people like me to the Board 
of SupervisorsT. (For the record, 
the six San Francisco supervisors 
who voted against implementing 
Proposition N are Tom Ammiano, 
Chris Daly, Matt Gonzalez, Hall, 
Fiona Ma and Sophie Maxwell.)

Presidential debates nothing but good TV

J can’t remember how many 
Democratic presidential 
debates I have been to this 
year.

Some have been authorized by 
the party, and some have not.
Some have featured 
all the candidates, 
and some have not.
Some have been on a 
single theme, and 
some have been wide- 
ranging.

But they have all 
shared one quality; It 
is difficult to remem­
ber a single thing 
about them.

Take the debate I 
went to last week in 
New York. At two 
hours, it was the
longest debate yet. But there were 
10 candidates — and they had to 
share their time with three pan­
elists and one moderator — so 
how much total time did any can­
didate get to speak? Six minutes? 
Seven?

The candidates were told they 
had to keep their answers to one 
minute in the beginning of the 
debate and to 30 seconds at the 
end.

But can ajiybody make a reason­
able case for any serious or com­
plicated topic or issue in 30 or 
even 60 seconds?

(Debate answers used to be much 
longer before TV starting control­
ling debates. TV insists on short 
answers because it keeps the show 
moving along. The needs of good 
TV always trump the needs of 
good government.)

But there is a more fundamental 
question; Are debates the best for­
mat in which to see the candi­
dates?

The candidates would much pre­
fer forums, at which they go on 
stage one by one, deliver a 20- 
minute address and take questions 
from the audience.

But the media much prefer 
debates because debates are 
thought to be more exciting. .And 
by more exciting, I mean they 
have a higher probability for dis­
aster.

Most people watch presidential 
debates for the same reason most 
people watch the Indy 500: to see 
who crashes and burns.

From the beginning, televised 
debates were remembered for their 
disasters rather than any substan­
tive issues.

In 1960, Richard Nixon’s makeup 
looked lousy on TV and Nixon 
lost. (It looked fine to the reporters 
in the TV studio, who thought 
Nixon had won the debate. But 
they soon learned that how a can­
didate looked on TV was what 
counted. Nearly 90 percent of the 
voting public watched one of the 
Nixon-Kennedy debates that year.)

In 1976, Gerald Ford stumbled 
badly when he assured the world 
there was “no Soviet domination 
of Eastern Europe.”

In 1988, Dan Quayle was on his 
way to winning his vice presiden 
tial debate against Lloyd Bentsen 
when he stumbled into a trap by 
comparing himself to Jack 
Kennedy.

The same year, Michael Dukakis 
doomed whatever chances he 
might have had for the presidency 
by not showing sufficient “pas­
sion” when CNN’s Bernard Shaw 
asked him if he would favor the 
death penalty for his wife’s imagi­
nary rapist and killer. ( ’’Bernie 
Shaw asked him the wrong ques­
tion,” one Democratic consultant 
said afterward. “He should have 
asked him how he would feel if 
his favorite regional planner were 
raped and murdered.” )

In 1992, George Bush had been 
caught impatiently looking at his 
wristwatch during a town-meeting 
style debate, which reinforced the 
notion that he did not care about 
ordinary people.

(Presidents don’t make decisions 
with :J0-second stopwatches run- 
nihg or with cameras in their 
faces).

Debate performance has little to 
nothing to do with how well a can­
didate actually gnisps an issue. 
What a debate really measures is 
how well a candidate can demon­
strate rtither than actually pos­
sess - knowledge, passion and 
concern.

And in terms of presidential 
campaigning, seeming to know 
something is much more impor­
tant than actually knowing it.

Hidden software: The 
eye that spies.

Spies';rely heavily upon 
softwai^e to do their dirty 
deeds because it is invis­
ible to the untutored eye.

Hardware can be used 
to do virtually the same 
thing, placing an incon­
spicuous looking device 
between the keyboard 
and computer, but using 
it is too obvious in a 
public place and most 
net criminals are unlike­
ly to break into your 
home to give you their 
hardware.

The software programs, 
however, can unobtru­
sively make a record of a 
victim's every keystroke.

The keystroke loggers 
can then e-mail the col­
lected information on a 
set schedule or be down­
loaded by the net-erook. ̂

Other software pro­
grams take screen shots 
of places you go. These, 
too, send their collected 
Information via e-mail.

As I said, the spying 
programs are inconspicu­
ous.

Unless you know how 
to look for them, you'll 
never see them. It's a 
good idea to check the 
computer for spy soft­
ware before you use it.

There are a multitude 
of spyware check pro­
grams on the market, 
including Lavasoft's Ad- 
Aware 6.0, which will 
track down spy pro­
grams and easily remove 
them from your system.

Ad-Aware 6.0 is a free­
ware program, so there's 
no cost for downloading 
or using the program.

The first time you scan 
you're computer, you 
may want to sit down 
when the results come 
in.

The first time I ever 
used a spyware detction 
program it located more 
than 50 pieces of spy- 
ware on my computer!

That's 50 separate, 
totally unrelated pro­
grams providing infor­
mation to someone about 
everything from my surf­
ing habits to how many 
times I used a particulr 
program last week.

Scary,right?
Bear in mind many of 

these spyware programs 
are totally legal and sup­
port marketing program^ 
designed to better assess 
and provide for our 
shopping and surfing 
habits.

On the other hand, the 
idea of my personal 
information being hand­
ed over without my 
knowledge is certainly 
disturbing.

Steers netters dump Frenship, 
move to closer to 4-4A 3-peat

For Jessica Rodriguez, losing 
Saturday afternoon vyasn’t an 
option. The Big Spring Steers’ 
team tennis squad is glad for that.

With Big Spring holding a slim 
6-5 lead in their showdown with 
the Frenship Lady Tigers, 
Rodriguez gave the Steers the 
momentum by rallying to claim a 
tough win that lasted more than 
two and a half hours. That win 
sparked Big Spring to a 13-6 victo­
ry.

“She could have just given up 
and came off but she didn’t,” said 
Big Spring head tennis coach 
Sarah Corse, who had been forced 
to move the meet from Frenship 
High School to Lubbock’s indoor 
Nautilus facility because of rain. 
“She kept them (Frenship) from 
tying us. She delivered a gut- 
check type of effort that helped 
us.”

How big was Rodriguez’s win? 
Consider this: When Rodriguez 
stepped onto the court, the Steers 
held a slim one-game advantage 
on the scoreboard. When she left, 
the Steers had managed to win

two other matches —meaning her 
two-and-a-half hour battle put Big 
Spring within one more win of its 
seventh win of the year and, more 
importantly, put her team in line 
to nail down its third district title 
in as many years this coming 
weekend.

Winning wasn’t an easy thing 
by any stretch of the imagination 
for Rodriguez. She suffered a 
tough 6-2 setback in the first 
game.

“When she lost that first one I 
remember thinking ’Oh my God, 
they’re going to win this and then 
the pressure will be on us,” said 
Corse. “She came back out and 
refused to lose. That really set the 
tone for us."

Rodriguez managed to draw 
even in the match in the second 
game by posting a 7-6 win in a tie­
breaker.

Despite already having been on 
the court for more than 90 min­
utes, Rodriguez battled on in the 
third.

“When the second game was 
over she came over and told me 
Tm  not going to lose,’ ” Corse 
said.

She didn’t disappoint anyone.

The Steers’ No. 4-seed ham 
mered out a 7-6 tie-breaking win 
in the final game to seal the win.

“Every one of our players 
turned in a great effort Saturday," 
said Corse. “But Jessica’s win 
kind of stood out for us. Like our 
team, she just would not quit.”

Jason Vela, having moved into 
the boys’ No. 6 seed earlier in the 
week, finished off the Steers' vic­
tory after Rodriguez’s effort. 
Normally a doubles player. Vela 
won his singles bout, giving BSHS 
an insurmountable advantage.

“He came through for us when 
we needed him to,” said Corse. 
“His win enabled us, as a team, to 
win.”

Big Spring, now 7-5 on the year, 
went into the Frenship match on 
a high note. The Steers hammered 
out a 14-5 rout of Snyder last 
Tuesday.

With the win over Frenship, Big 
Spring inched closer to the 4-4A 
crown. The Steers, who are slated 
to face Abilene Wylie tomorrow 
in a dual meet in Sweetwater, can 
clinch the district championship 
with a win over Andrews on Oct. 
18 at the Figure 7 Tennis

Dear Annie: One of my 
co-workers has a 10-month- 
old baby. Her pediatrician 
gave her some disturbing 
advice. He said jt’g tim'e to 
teach the baby to sleep 
thToU^n^The night. To do 
this, the mother must not 
respond to her cries. The 
pediatrician said that 
sometimes babies cry so 
hard they vomit and that, 
if this happens, the parent 
should just enter the nurs­
ery, clean up the vomit 
and leave. I am horrified.

We would never let an 
adult cry that hard without 
giving comfort and reas­
surance, yet the medical 
community advises us to 
do this to an innocent 
baby. Are pediatricians 
united around this idea? Is 
there a healthier alterna­
tive? — Worried in 
Washington, D.C.

Dear Worried; The rea­
son some doctors tell par­
ents to cover their ears and 
let the kid scream is for 
the benefit of the parents, 
not the child. There’s only 
so much sleep deprivation 
a person can take.

If the child is not due for 
a feeding or changing, and 
nothing else is wrong, it is 
best to comfort the child 
and then place the baby 
back in the crib and leave. 
The parent may need to do 
this several times before 
the child understands that 
Mommy and Daddy are

nearby but are not going to 
play all night long.

Parents should place 
more trust in their own 
judgment about a baby’s 
needs at night. If your co­
worker is uncomfortable 
with her pediatrician’s 
advice, she should discuss 
it with the doctor or seek a 
second opinion.

Dear Annie: This is for 
“Miserable in Utah,” who 
hated his job and felt 
trapped. Your advice to 
seek more training and see 
a doctor for depression was 
right on.

There 
are 86 days left in the year.

Today’s Highlight in 
History:

On Oct. 6, 1927, the era of 
talking pictures arrived 
with the opening of “The 
Jazz Singer,” a movie star­
ring A1 Jolson that featured 
both silent and talking 
scenes.

On this date;
In 1884, the Naval War 

College was established in 
Newport, R.l.

In 1889, the Moulin Rouge 
in Paris first opened its 
doors to the public.

In 1939, in an address to 
the Reichstag, Adolf Hitler 
denied having any inten­
tion of war against France 
and Britain.

In W49, President Truman 
signed the Mutual Defense 
Assistance Act, totaling $1.3 
billion in military aid to 
NATO countries.

In 1949, American-born

Iva Toguri D’Aquino, con­
victed of being Japanese 
wartime broadcaster 
“Tokyo Rose,” was sen­
tenced in San Francisco to 
10 years in prison and fined 
$10,000.

In 1973, war erupted in 
the Middle East as Egypt 
and Syria attacked Israel 
during the Yom Kippur hol­
iday.

In 1976, in his second 
debate with Jimmy Carter, 
President Ford asserted 
there was "no Soviet domi­
nation of eastern Europe.” 
Ford later conceded he’d 
misspoken.

In 1981, Egyptian 
President Anwar Sadat was 
shot to death by extremists 
while reviewing a military 
parade.

In 1983, Cardinal Terence 
Cooke, the spiritual head of 
the Archdiocese of New 
York, died at age 62.

In 1989, actress Bette 
Davis died in Neuilly-sur- 
Seine, France, at age 81.

Ten years ago; Israeli 
Prime Minister Yitzhak 
Rabin and PLO chief Yasser 
Arafat held their first offi­
cial meeting in Cairo, 
Egypt, to begin work on 
realizing terms of the

Israell-PLO accord.
Basketball superstar 
Michael Jordan announced 
his retirement. Jordan 
attempted a minor-league 
baseball career, but 
returned to the Chicago 
Bulls in March 1995.
