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Bush wins second term

Kerry concedes after it appears he cannot take Ohio

WASHINGTON — President
Bush won a second term from a
divided and anxious nation, his
promise of steady, strong
wartime leadership trumping
John Kerry’s fresh-start
approach to Iraq and jobless-
ness. After a long, tense night of
vote counting, the Democrat
called Bush this morning to con-
cede Ohio and the presidency,
The Associated Press learned.

Kerry ended his quest, con-
cluding one of the most expen-
sive and bitterly contested races
on record, with a call to the pres-
ident shortly after 11 a.m. EST,
according to two officials famil-
iar with the conversation.

The victory gave Bush four
more years to pursue the war on
terror and a conservative, tax-
cutting agenda.

He also will preside over
expanded Republican majorities
in Congress.

“Congratulations, - Mr.

President,” Kerry said in the
conversat.on  described by
sources as lasting less than five
minutes. One of the sources was
Republican, the other a
Democrat.

The Democratic source said
Bush called Kerry .a worthy,
tough and honorable opponent.
Kerry told Bush the country was
too divided, the source said, and

Bush agreed. “We really have to
do something about it,” Kerry

Also following the chain
of incumbent wins were
Howard County
Commissioners William
“Bill” Crooker, a
Republican, and
Democrat Emma Puga
Brown.

Crooker took the
Precinct 3 race by a
rather narrow margin,
bringing in 1,169 votes
and 51 percent versus
Democrat James “Dick”
Dubose, who finished the
night with 1,061 votes and
46 percent.

“It was close — closer
than I thought it would be
— but I'm very pleased
with the turnout,” said
Crooker. “I've been in a
lot of these races, but I
believe this was probably
the closest out of all of
them. In the past, 1
believe 700 votes was
about the highest differ-
ence I've ever had in an
election. I'm glad to see so
many people taking the
time to vote this year.”

Crooker, who has
served as a county com-
missioner since he was
elected on a ballot recount
in 1968, said the ballot
totals haven’t changed his
plans for the next four
years at all.

“No, as far as I'm con-
cerned this doesn’t alter
anything,” said Crooker.

“I feel like a person

should be able to accom-
plish what they set out to
do in a four-year span of
time, and that’s what I
plan to do.”

Brown won the Precinct
1 race with 974 votes and
57 percent versus her

And while many victori-
ous politicians across the
state feign surprise at the
end of Election Day,
Brown said her surprise
concerning the statistics
is 100 percent genuine.

“I was so surprised at
the numbers. They really
surprised me. I thought I
was going to lose,” Brown
said with a laugh. “There
were just so many people
out there voting on the
straight ticket for the
Republicans, it really had
me worried. I'm very
pleased with the outcome
of the race. I went out and
visited two of the polling
places and it was so cold
today, I'm just beginning
to warm up now.”

“Mr. Ware ran a very
clean race and I'm very
thankful for that,” said
added. “He didn’t use
dirty politics and I'm glad
to see that. As far as
changes for the next four
years go, I'm going to
work even harder for the
voters, especially those in
Precinct 1. The economy
has had such an impact
on everyone, I'm going to
work harder to do what I
can for those people.”

uzanne Gasporotto raises
goats near Brady. She has
developed a strong voice for
calling goats. I was stand-
ing next to her on the :
front porch of her
home when she yelled
to some goats at least
300 yards away. The
piercing sound shot
across the meadow
like a lightning bolt.
The goats heard her
and started walking
toward the house.
Suzanne got her
first goat in 1990 at
an antique .auction.
“They had a novelty. ™o ream—
item for sale. It was a box with a
live goat in it. I bought the little
white goat which was about two
months old. I didn’t know if it was
a boy or girl and really wasn’t
sure how to tell the difference.
Turned out it was a little female.

“I have about 600 adults and
about a hundred eleven kids on
the ground.”

She raises meat goats.

“The demand far exceeds the
supply. If every goat in this coun-
try, meat, milk or hair of every
breed were slaughtered, it could
not meet the demand.”

Five years ago, some stores in
San Antonio put out a call for
goats.

“The HEB stores in San Antonio
alone were looking for 700 goats a
week and they couldn’t find any-
one to provide them.”

She says goat meat is healthy.

“It has less cholesterol and lower
calories. It rates better in every
category than even chicken or
turkey.”

Suzanne has a goat camp in
October which attracts people
from all over the country. The
week ends with a goat barbecue.

“It's about educating people. I'm
interested in seeing an American
meat goat industry develop. We

import hundreds of thousands of
tons a year of frozen goat meat
from New Zealand and Australia.
We can’t begin to supply what we
need. We're not yet on the ground
floor of the industry. We're in the
basement.”

'enty years ago, San
Francisco auto broker Paul
_ Cosner disappeared.

Cosner'’s sister Sharon
Sellitto told the police her brother
wasanissing, but they wouldn’t
come to his apartment. Police,
however, did show up
when she reported
his 1980 Honda
Prelude stolen.

[t was that car that
ended of one of
(California’s most
heinous killing
sprees seven months
later. Killers Leonard
[Lake and Charles Ng
had been driving the
car when they were
caught shoplifting in
South San Krancisco, secesesasmas
Ng escaped, but police nabbed
[Lake, who swallowed a cyanide
pill and died.

Police then traced the bullet-rid-
dled car to the missing Cosner.
The investigation led to the
Calaveras County, Calif., home of
Lake and Ng. Grisly remains and
horrific videotapes soon revealed
that Lake and Ng had sexually tor-
tured women and Kkilled as many
as 20 people, including babies.

Sellitto’s nightmare had
changed. For months, she lived
with dread about her brother’s
fate. She had paid his rent, his
utilities and his phone bill in the
hope that he would return.

Now, while Cosner’s body was
not identified, Sellitto realized her
brother was dead. But'she didn’t
know if his fugitive killer would
encounter true justice.

Twenty years later, the answer
to that ‘question still isn’t clear.

After the shoplifting incident, Ng
escaped to Canada, where he was
arrested for shooting a security
guard while shoplifting. It quickly
became clear that while Ng wasn’'t
a competent petty thief, he was a
virtuoso at gaming the legal sys-
tem. For six years, until 1991, Ng
evaded extradition to the United

States.

What no one could have guessed
is that, upon his return, Ng used
legal maneuvers — suing lawyers,
firing lawyers, rehiring lawyers
and challenging judges — to delay
his own trial for another seven
years. His defense budget
bankrolled nine full-time workers
to help his defense.

But all of Ng’s horses and all of
Ng’s men couldn’t beat the over-
whelming evidence against him.
Ng and Lake, you see, liked to
videotape themselves torturing
female victims. In July 1999, an
Orange County jury found Ng
guilty in the murder of six men,
three women and two babies and
sentenced Ng to death. To
Sellitto’s dismay, the jury dead-
locked on the murder of Paul
Cosner — even though it was his
car that brought the killing spree
to an end.

In 2001, a San Francisco judge
declared that Cosner died at the
hands of Lake and Ng. That
helped Cosner’s family move on,
Sellitto told the San Francisco
Chronicle at the time.

Except that Sellitto doesn’t see
how she can move on when Ng’s
capital sentence seems more
mirage than reality. It has been
more than five years since a jury
found Ng guilty. Five years later,
Ng is no closer to his execution
date. Ng has an automatic appeal
to his sentence — but no lawyer.
And as long as his appeal is pend-
ing (or unfiled), the state can’t
execute him. It’s like Canada all
over again.

Why the delay? Robert
Reichman, a staff attorney with

* the California Supreme Court,

explained that the State Public
Defender had a conflict of interest
and could not prosecute. So the
court is negotiating with a pre-
mier private attorney.

Why five years? Reichman noted
that Ng's case “is neither unduly
delayed or put off compared to
other cases.with a similar judg-
ment of death.” For you non-

lawyers, that means that it’s cus-
tomary for capital killers to enjoy
a five-year reprieve before they
begin the appeals process. Ng is
getting a lawyer now, because his
case was in a long line that covers
death sentences issued in 1999 and
2000.

To which Sellitto, 20 years after
her brother’s abduction, replied:
“Unbelievable, and it’s unaccept-
able.”

Reichman explained that there
aren’t enough qualified attorneys
to handle the volume of death-
penalty sentences meted out in
California. There were 23 last
year.

Still, it’s hard to believe the state
couldn’t speed things up if fast
appeals were a priority — espe-
cially since appellate work pays
well.

As Sellitto noted, death-penalty
opponents frequently cite the cost
of the appeals process as an argu-
ment against capital punishment."
“This is what makes it expensive,”
she noted.

No lie. When Charles Ng was on
trial, the courts found lawyers to
work with him, a staff, investiga-
tors, everything — and taxpayers
were stuck with the huge tab.

Now that Ng is facing execution
for the gruesome murder of inno-
cent people, there’s a five-year
wait to find him a lawyer. Five
years on death row to inflate the
cost of prosecuting Ng. The worst
of it is, Ng had to get creative to
buy years of delay in Canada and
before his trial here. This time,
Ng doesn’t have to get creative.
The system is doing his work for
him.

McGrady struggles
in Rockets opener
as Houston loses

AUBURN HILLS, Mich.
— Yao and T-Mac experi-
enced what Shaq and
Kobe did.

The defending NBA
champion Detroit Pistons
are a tough match for any
dynamic duo.

Rasheed Wallace, one of
five Pistons to score in
double figures, had 24
points to help. Detroit
defeat the Houston
Rockets 87-79 Tuesday
night in the first game of
the NBA season.

“A lot of people are still
doubting us, so I guess we
just have to go win it all
again,” Wallace said.

Tracy McGrady and Yao
Ming, playing their first
regular-season game
together, found out what
Kobe Bryant and
Shaquille O’Neal did dur-
ing their final five games
together with the Los
Angeles Lakers: The
Pistons, relentless on
defense and well-balanced
on offense, are difficult to
beat.

“When you have one or
two guys, we've got five
coming at you,” Richard
Hamilton said. “That'’s
tough.”

McGrady missed 12 of
18 shots and finished with
18 points after scoring
just three during the first
half. Yao had just seven
points on 2-of-9 shooting.

“They play ‘D’. That'’s
why they won a champi-
onship,” McGrady said.
“They did a great job of
picking up the intensity
in the second half, and
they hit shots in the
fourth.”

Detroit’s entire starting
lineup from last season is
back, and all five players
scored at least 10. Aside
from Rasheed Wallace's
big night on 10-0of-19
shooting, Chauncey
Billups had 17, Hamilton
scored 15, Ben Wallace

had 15 points, 10
rebounds and three
blocks.

Tayshaun Prince scored
10 while smothering
McGrady defensively

much like he did against
Bryant during the NBA
Finals.

“It’s very similar to
guarding Kobe,” Prince
said. “I just had to use my
length.”

The Rockets shot just 39
percent. Charlie Ward
had 13 points, Maurice
Taylor had 12 and Jim
Jackson added 10.

“We aren’t able to con-

sistently attack on
offense,” Yao said.
Rasheed Wallace,

Billups and Prince made
3-pointers early in the
fourth quarter to cap a 13-
2 run, putting the Pistons
ahead 68-61. After
Detroit’s stingy defense
forced a shot-clock viola-
tion midway through the
fourth, Ben Wallace’s tip-
jam gave the Pistons a 76-
66 lead.

The Rockets didn’t get
closer than five after that.

Detroit had one last
chance to enjoy its accom-
plishment from last sea-
son: Before the game, the
Pistons were presented
with championship rings
by commissioner David
Stern.

When the nine return-
ing Pistons walked to cen-
ter court for their rings
during a 15-minute cere-
mony, they wore huge,
gold-plated black belts
provided by Rasheed
Wallace that read: World
Heavyweight Wrestling

Champion.
Just -~before Detroit’s
third world champi-

onship banner was raised
to the rafters, Billups
reached his right hand
out and grabbed it.

“You wait so long for
this day to happen and
when it happens, you just
want to cherish it,” said
Hamilton, who put his
ring on during the cere-
mony. “You forget that
you've got a game to
play.”

The Rockets acquired
McGrady during the off-
season hoping he and Yao
could form an inside-out-
side combination that
could replace O’Neal and
Bryant as the dominant
duo in the NBA.

“It’s going to take time,
but those two guys are
going to be really special
together,” Pistons coach
Larry Brown said.

Antonio McDyess was
ejected from his Pistons

debut for kicking the ball °

while complaining about
a foul. McDyess was
called for a foul as he
jumped for a rebound
with 5:51 left in the sec-
ond quarter. As McDyess
walked downcourt, he
dropped the basketball,
kicked it and was ejected
because of a new NBA
rule. He had three points,
one rebound and one steal
in nine minutes.

“To me, that shows he
cares,” Brown said.

Rogers wins third Gold Glove

ARLINGTON (AP) —
Texas Rangers pitcher
Kenny Rogers won his
third Gold Glove
Tuesday, becoming the
oldest American League
pitcher to win the award
for defensive excellence.

Rogers, who turns 40
next week, also won Gold
Gloves while playing for
Texas in 2000 and 2002.

Rogers had just one
error in 65 chances this
season, and his .985 field-
ing percentage is the
highest in the AL among

pitchers with at least 50
chances.

On the mound, Rogers
was 18-9 with a 4.76 ERA
in a career-high 35 starts.
His 18 wins were also a
career high and he made
the AL All-Star team for
the second time.
