Mayor F. W. Reeve, who spent
last week at Enid, Oklahoma, as a
member of the executive bhoard of
the Texas Wheat Growers Associa-
tion, in a joint meeting with the
directors of the Oklahoma Wheat
Growers, returned home Monday
morning,

Mr. Reeve says the joint meeting
Was one of the best and most har-
monious meeotings that the two as-
#ociations have ever had, with, per-
kaps, the most worthwhile results.

The meeting was also attended
by Mr. Hough of Chicago, president
of the Farmers National Grain Cor-
poration, and the prineipal objeet of
the meoting was to arrange for the
transfer of the various elevators,
formerly owned by the Oklahoma
Pool Elevator Corporation, but now
owned by the Farmers National, to
the membership of the local organ!-
zations.

Mr. Reeve has for a long time ad-
vocated local ownership of these
elevators, sinee, in his opinion, such
ownership will result in a still great-!
o¢ saving to the members of the
assoclation., This plan, however, has
boen opposed by the directors of
the Oklahoma Wheat Growers Asso-
cistion, since most of their locali-
ties have not been in position to ar-
range for the purchase.

The Farmers National has, it
seems, become convinced that Mr,
Reeve's idea was correct, and thus
such a transfer would resylt in the
greater saving to the individual
members, and has accordingly made
arrangements for the sale of the
various elevators to the local or-
panizations, and the president of the
Farmers National hopes to have all

necossary arrangements completed
for the transfer within & short time.

It is understood that the local
membership at Friona is almost
unanimously in favor of this local

ownership plan and will be pleased
to learn that the plan has been adop-
ted and will shortly be put into exe-
cution. J

of the Texas Agriculture Co-opera-

should claim only their just share of
progperity along with all other lines
of industry and occupation and not
¢laim it all and leave all other lines
holding the empty bag; for if other
tines of industry are not made equ-
illy prosperous they will be in no
financial position to buy and use,
«nd thus afford a market for the
prodycts of the farm

To this end the mayor calls at-
tention to the oft times reiterated
and published statement that the
city already has an ordinance re-
auiring that all outdoor tollets with-
in the corporate limits of the eity,
he built to comply with stated sani-
tary requirements,

It appears, however, that the large
majority of Friona citizens fall to
remember that such is the case and
that they are continuously violat-
ing a city ordinance, but this fact is
perhaps due to the fact that no
effort has ever been made to enforce
the ordinance.

It is further understood that this
i« not only a violation of a city or
dinance, but also of one of our state
laws, and it has been reported that
if the state laws were rigidly en-
forced many of the state's best citi-
zens would find themselves behind
bhars or paying heavy fines,

The city commission therefore
wishes to bring this matter to the
minds of the public and insists that
all, who are not already in compli-
ance with the law and the city ordi-
nance, take advantage of the co-
operation of the State Health De-
partment and have their premises
equipped with one of these sanitary|
toilets, while all the labor of build-|
ing and installation is furnished !

The Parmer county sanitary pro-
ject under the auspices of the Sta‘e
Department of Health, with Fred
Dodson as county manager, s now
well under way Iin the selling and
installation of the Texas pit type
toilet,

D. W. Hanson of this place s
assistant manager for the east half
of the county with his office and
headquarters In the Parr building at
Friona.

Mr. Hanson now has a force of
eight men and two ladies on his
working crew, One of the ladies,
Miss Myrtle Hix, is doing the can-
vassing work for the project and
Miss Alice Guyer is doing the typing
work in the office,

The men employed are doing the
conerete work of building the con-
crete pita for the sanitary tollets,
which they are turning out as rap-
idly as Mr. Hanson makes the sales.

The plan is to place a saunitary
out-door toilet at every home in both
town and country where such a tok
let or an Indoor toilet is not alreads
installed.

All the labor connected with the
project l& done by PWA labor and
paid for by PWA, and the only cost
