The rays of the early morn.

.each. These groups are called 
sections; each section will hare 

' class in the same room. The 
cadet officer of the day looks 
over the formation to see that 
everyone is in place and that 
the section marchers are in 
front of their groups. Then he 
commands, “'March off your sec­
tions!*’ Section after section 
passes by the cadot officer of 
the day or officer of the guard 
on its way to the academic 
buildings. Each section march- 
er reports to these cadet offi­
cers the names of the men ab­
sent from his section. The sec­
tions march on to their parti­
cular rooms. The day’s work 
has begun!

On arriving at the classroom, 
the section marcher calls, "Halt. 
Fall out!’ ’ The section breaks

into twelve Individuals who 
hang up their caps and file in­
to the section room. Each man 
takes his place behind bis chair 
and stands at attention. The 
section marcher’s report to the 
instructor breaks the stiff 
silence, "Section 3-A is all pre- 
sent, sir!"

“Take seats,’ ’ says the pro­
fessor

After the scraping of the 
chairs and the thumbing of 
pages subsides, the teacher 
asks, "Any questions on the 
lesson?" A queer way to start 
a class, perhaps, hut the cadets 
are supposed to have studied 
the lesson thoroughly enough to 
know what they do and do not 
understand. Questions are ask­
ed and answered. Some quest, 
ions are Intelligent; others are 
not. After the questions are 
all asked, there may or may not 
be a period of discussion of the 
lesson; that depends on the in- 
stnctor. After the questions 
the professor say, "Take boards 
in section order!” The men 
pass to the boards, section 
marcher at the number one 
board and so on around the 
room.
