In 19.12 Andrew Jackson, in

I'vo-thirds majority in conven­
tion for the nomination of »an- 
illdates.

Since that time the rule has 
been under constant criticism 
but there has never been 
enough leadership and united 
opposi'ion to force its repeal, 
itiit the President and Party 
t’hairman James A. Parley have
1 iken an active interest in the 
lentury-olrt controversy and at 
l.ist have come out whole­
heartedly for a change. In 
charce of the rules committee

nconimeiid abrogation of the 
two-*hlrds rule will be Miss­
ouri's .Senator Bennett Champ 
Ciark. whc remembers how als 
f.ith<‘r led with a majority of 
the V ite for several ballots at 
Baltimore in 1912 hut was fin- 
nlly defeated by Woodrow W il­
son.

So fniensified became thiA 
f- eling a nionth ago that vio­
lent riots broke out In the two 
cities a mouth ago. resulting in 
the death and injury of a score 
of persons aivd the destruction 
of much property, ’ ‘rkawn with 
the British" was the cry of the 
masses woo, in their own cat>i- 
tol. were iired upon by Briti.sh 
marines.

Lending the opposition lo 
Britain w'.as the Wafd or Kgyp- 
tlnn N.ationalist Party, which 
controls Parliament by a huge 
majority, and demands complete 
freedom for Kgypt, Including 
the wilhdiawal of the British 
High Coniinisisioner and British 
ships from Egypt's harbors.

In sympathy with Britain was 
ageing King Fuad, who l)erame 
ruler in 1R22 with tlie backing 
of British guns. Fuad, 69, 
succumbed at his palace the 
first of the week and Britain 
lost its last friend in Egypt.

Succeeding him is his 16-year 
old son, Crown Prince Farouk, 
who ha» been studying In Eng­
land. The lad will mount no 
easy thrown, ior since 1930 
Fuad has been reigning by de­
cree in the face of the disap­
proval of a majority of his peo­
ple. The name of Egypt may 
soon be added to the list of 
"problem children" demanding 
the attention of the august Lea­
gue of Nations.

THE W OM AN W ITH THE DURABLE SK U LL

Mae Benedict, who also has half a dozen aliases, 
)K)ssesses without a doubt the national cross-country frac­
tured skull record. Sh has suffered “injuries” to her 
head in cities from New Jersey to California, by way of 
Florida, Virginia, Oklahoma and Kansas.

Mae is unique among the fake accident and fraudu­
lent claim artists. She seems to be less interested in 
damage awards than in obtaining the comforts of a hospi­
tal for as long as .-.he can. Of course, the owners of what­
ever she claims cau.sed her fake injuries pay the hosi)ital 
bill.

These are just a few of the items on her record: 
May, 1928, admitted to a hospital in Ix)s Angeles. Au- 
gu.st, 1928, appealed at hospitals in Palm Beach and Okla­
homa City, in each case stating that she had been attack­
ed by men. April. 19:il, claimed to have been hit on the 
head with a revolver in a scufflo in the back seat of an 
automobile which she had hailed for a ride. Remained in 
hosjutal at Roanoke, Virginia, fifty-four days. July. 19- 
:13, alleged injuries when she struck back of head agaiurt 
a window frame on an elevated train in Chicago. July, 
1935 alleged skull fracture from injury on boat in San 
Francisco.

Snee the main congestion in 
the present buildings is In the 
elementary school, it seems wise 
that -the new building should 
be a Junior high school. This 
plan of organization would
take the sixth and seventh
grades out of the elementary 
school and the eighth grade out 
of the high school and thus 
make a new unit of about 250 
stud<‘nls. The Junior hig’i
school is one of the most mod­
ern and popular plans of school

organization.
Finally, the need of more 

room is evident. ’There are 
two rooms in the elementary 
school with more than 70 pupils 
per room and there is one 
room with more than 80. Two 
rooms, the first grade, are lious- 
ed in the frame building south 
of the elementary school build 
ing and these rooms are entire­
ly two small for good work to 
be conveniently done. With 
the new Junior high school 
luiilding Uie.se two rooms would 
be mov«l insidie Hito sp.nco 
made available by the rem<>val 
of the sixth and seventh grades. 
Also the over-crowded rooms 
would be divided.

Some few people are p.-on« 
to blame the present bus system 
of transporting rural pupils to 
thie school for the crowded con­
dition. The busses have noUi- 
Ing to do with the condition, 
however, for the busses carry 
high echool students almost ex­
clusively and the high scliool 
building, after the erection of 
the new gymnasium, is not par­
ticularly over-crowded. The bu-̂ s- 
cs do carry some few elemcn- 
tary| school pupils from the 
three dead districts, Leon. 
Woodward, and Spring Valley, 
adjoining Gatesville, but these 
districts have all come to Gates­
ville for years before the buss­
es were put on. Actual figures 
show that there is only one 
elementary school pupil who Is 
attending this school by bus 
who did not already attend this 
school before the busses were 
put on. This is a boy who 
chooses to pay his own tuition 
and bus fare. So the bussea 
cannot be blamed for the crowd­
ed elementary school.

The proposed new building 
has not yet been started. There 
ure some other government pro­
jects ahead of it which must be 
completed before this builfline 
can he started. Then the fin- 
.incial arrangements must b“ 
made through the city govern­
ment before actual work c.in 
start and there are also some

other details to be cared for. 
It is, of course, possible that 
some difficulty might arise and 
even entirely prevent the erec­
tion of the building. But the 
school and the city have the 
option of going ahead with the 
governmental - proposal if it is 
considered the wise and the de­
sirable thing to do. The only 
other course open at present fir  
the financing of such a build­
ing would be the bond issuo 
route which to many people is 
uistasteful but certain.

It may be that there are 
•omc who do not understand 
the proceediniTB necessary for 
t.ie making of a Isw. I am, 
therefore, as briefly aa possible 
going to out line to you what 
is necessary to be done before 
a law is placed on our statute 
books.

Let us start with what is 
knosn as a Bill or a proposed 
law being Introduced In the 
House of Representatives. One 
of the members of the House 
at the proper time will state to 
the Speaker that he has a bill 
he desires to introduce. This 
bill is taken by such Speaker 
and referred to the proper com­
mittee. At the proper time, 
this bill IS considered by this 
committee after notices hsvc 
been given to those who desire 
to present evidence on either 
side of such question. The 15111 
is then voted on by the mem 
bers of that committee as to

mony is taken before this Sen­
ate committee which had oeen 
formerly given before the com­
mittee In the House, It is then 
voted by that committee out to 
the floor of the Senate.

In Its proper course it comes 
up for hearing on the floor of 
the Senate. There it is amend­
ed again and again. Finally, a 
vote is taken to determine its 
passage. Should it be passed 
by the Senate it is in most 
rases very different from that 
Bill which came from the House 
of Representatives. The Pill I* 
tnen sent back to the House of 
Representatives for them to 
concur on the amendments hav­
ing teen placed on the same 
bv the Senate.

In most cases this concur- 
ment is refused making it 
necessary for a free conference 
committee to be appointed from 
each of the two Houses to con­
sider the Bill. Should the ten 
men on the free conference 
committee so desire, they will 
amend this bill and finally re-

whether it shall be reported jj,,,
favorably or unfavorably to the 
floor of the House. If It is re­
ported favorably. It is then cull­
ed up In Its proper order on 
the calendar of the House for 
discussion. There it is aineiul- 
ed. often many, many times,
following which a vote is taken 
bv such House to determina its 
passage.

If the Hill succeed. ,̂ after its 
amendments. in passing the
House it is then sent to fbe
Senate where it is again refer­
red to the proper committee. 
There again everyone is noti­
fied that hearings will be liad
thereon. After the same testi-

honses In the form deem d 
most desir.ible to them.

The day of amendment Is 
over after the free confeieii‘e 
(•inimltlee has concluded its 
work. The House and the Sen­
ate must each pass that Hill In 
the form written by sucii free 
c.>nfe>-‘lice committee. Should 
t'le Hill succeed in passing b'.tli 
r i the Houses, it is then <n- 

-ossed and sent to the Gover­
nor for hio signature. After his 
Signature is placed thereon 
and the proper time has elap­
sed after the adjournment of 
the Legislature, the Hill becomes 
a law of this State.

thrilling incidents of the range wars occurred. In th is r ’'®’ Alisha Beard of Denver, 
territory, the Boob-Pancake interests, and the Standefer' n«‘«rd of ivaide. and

interests contondtnl fiercely for control of the re.nge. It 
was near hei’o th-t John Pancake settled in 18Ö8 and 
built u|» the largest cow ranch this county ever had. At 
one time it was fourteen miles across the Pancake ranch. 
Soon after the Civil War. Pancake swapped for 610 acres 
ef land worth $1.00 per acre. In payment he gave year­
lings worth $2.').00 |)er luad.

When the notorious Bill Boob was preparing to | 
leave Coryell County, he wanted a horse that he could 
depend on. Joim Pancake had the horse, a blue-gray, 
named “Grayback”. Bobb gave John Pancake twenty 
cows and calves, three good mules, 2  jyet bear, and $300 
for the horse. Uiion this trusted horse, Bobb left Coryell.

Near Turnersville in 1889 the wounded Jim Leejicr 
who was later hanged with Ed Powell at Gatesville, was 
captured by a posse under Sheriff l.,ar.ham.

In 1881-1882 Dr. J. B. Cranfill published the “Tur­
nersville Effort.” That was the beginning of a journaiis- 
•’ic career which had brought an erstwhile citizen of that 
town undying fame. Among other prominent pioneers 
wore Wm. Young, Fred Foote, Lige Wallace, Mr. Humes, 
and many other pioneers who had vision and foresight. 
From that vision and foresight we have the Centennial 
Turnersville of today, with its Humes’, Tharps’, Wallaces’, 
Hobins’, Footes’, Harrells’, and others, still forging ahead, 
looking forward to a better Turnersville of the future. 
Out of that vision has grown the present Turnersville 
School. A magnificient building where thirteen teachers 
are instructing the young schoolastics in educational lines. 
The school has a P.-T. A. and home economics unit effi­
ciently organized. Five big school busses of the latest 
model deliver the children from the outlying districts. 
This school is fully affiliated.

The Methodist, Baptist and Presbyterian denomina­
tions have well organized churches, with excellent build­
ings. All auxiliary units of these churches are working 
for the mo^e complete unification of church interests. 
The spiritusd life of the people of this rural town is un­
excelled by that of any town.

Mr. Basham carries a full line of druggists supplies; 

however, the countiy is so healthful, that at present there 
is no resident doctor.

Cleve Basham owns and operates a blacksmith shop, 
while E. O. Harrell is the cotton gin owner and operator.

Although far from a railway, there is no agricul­
tural comodity that cannot find a ready market in this 
town.

Near Turnersville the first settlers were Saunders, 
Majrfield, W. E. Young, Bill Bobb, W . E. Johnston. On 
Cave Creek, M. A. Britian, Judge McCutchen, Andy 
Graves. Mrs. W. K. Sadler, who was bom there in 1856, 
John I. Lam. Davy and Alex Pinkerton, John Beene, who 
was killed by Indians, Jack Carter and others settled.

Nearly all families used a tin plate with a twisted 
rag with tallow on it for a lamp. The end hung above 
the edge of the plate, lighted. Bread was cooked in an 
oven. Meat was cooked by hanging it in the fire place. 
Most people went to church in ox wagons. The church 
was some neighbor’s house or an arbor. We had no 
farms of large acreage. Our cattle drifted south with 
the northers in winter, and we had to hunt them in spring.

C O R V a i  COUNTY HISTORY—
The song's we sang were “Jesus Lover of My Soul,” 

“Hark From the Tomb the Doleful Sound,” “Happy Days 
When Jesus Washed My Sins Away,” “By the Grace of 
God I’ll Meet You.” and “O Happy are They Who their 
Savior Obey.”

The Primitive Baptists used to come many miles to 
worship in ox wagons, or to see their sick. The first set­
tlers were fine people, as a rule. They stood for right 
and taught their children to be courteous to all.

From 1865-1872 one was rarely out of sight of 
droves of cattle on the trail to Kansas City, at that time 
the greatest cattle market in the world. This informa­
tion is from Mr. Billie Sadler, who was born in this coun­
ty about 80 years ago.

RUTH AND BOAZ

Ruth and Boaz are bibical names, according to Mr. 
Ben Morrison, when the two villages were founded in 
1885. A  very religious old gentleman living near sug­
gested the names.

LEVITA

We find that the early settlements of this place 
were typical of most of the early towns of Coryell County.

In 1856 John L. Montgomery settled on Plum 
Creek whence he moved from Fort Gates. He was born 
in Tennessee, Oct. 12. 1812, and was one of the first 
commissioners of Coryell County. A son, Baylor Mont­
gomery, now resides near here. Other pioneers were nie 
Simpsons, who had large land interests. And there was 
Alex Mayhew, Maxwell, Rutherford and French.

The community was originally known as Simpson- 
ville, but when the post office was established it was 
found that Texas already had a post office of that name, 
and there was a request for other names. Mr. Charlie 
Jaye offered Levita, which was his mother’s Christian 
name. That name was accepted and in it we have pre­
served the name of a pioneer mother. Mr. Jaye’s father 
came here from IPinois and was a physician.

Mrs. Mollie Coleman, who came here in 1877, saye 
Mr. Charlie Haye was Levita’s first postmaster, ano 
sen'ed as such for 20 years.

When the railroad came. Levita was on Plum Creek, 
and had the folloving business establishments: two gen­
eral stores oi>eraled by Walter Miles and Mrs. D. E. Grif­
fin. Two blacksmith shops, owned by Charlie Colem-m, 
and Mr. C. P. Mayes, a drug store, owned by Dr. W. C. 
Ament, which all promptlv moved to the railroad.

In the pioneer days a man named Hatton owned 
a sawmill at old lAwita. Mr. Hatton at that time lived 
on the place now owned by M**s. Mary E. F'ields, who is 
the contributor of the historic information here narrated. 
la)gs were hauh'd to this mill from the Ltnin River. A 
Mr. Friend first ''wned all the land in that community 
and sold to the Simp.sons. A neat stone tomb, under a 
live oak, once markt^d his grave, but the tomb is now 
partly to»*n away.

Levita once boasted a flour mill. It was owned by 
Mr. Tom Harris, who is a present day merchant of Levila. 
The sam-' Mr. Hatton who owned the sawmill manufactur- 
«d haw hide liottom chairs for which he found a ready 
.sale among the pioneers.

Till land upon which Mrs. Fielils homo is bail! 
was once occuiiied by Indians. A camp, many ston»'-age 
artifacts have lieen found there.
