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THE ROMANS
Had A Phrase For It

“CAVEAT EMPTOR." meaning “ Let the buyer beware.” This was 
not used as a bit of balm to ease the ancient conscience nor, yet, 
was it placarded in the booths and stalls of the market-place. It 
was a piece of every-day knowledge, born of dear-bought experi­
ence.

A shopkeeper knew little about the source of his merchandise. 
This tunic he bought from a trader, who said it came from Byzan­
tium. So he sold it as the latest Bvzantian stvle. The traderw •

told him the dye was pure Tyrian—it wouldn’t fade. So he sold it 
as Tyrian dyed. But the buyer knew the responsibility was his 
own. If he guessed wrongly, or his judgment was poor, it was HIS 
hard luck.

Today, fortunately, there are safer guides than the blanket­
warning to “ let your eyes be your market”

as a sign of good faith.

The West Texas Chamber of 
Commerce usually takes a 
sound view of matters pertain­
ing to the welfare not only of 
West Texas, hut also of the 
state.

Its attitude through the 
Committee on Public Expendi­
tures, headed by Judge J. D. 
Harrilin of Farwell.a past pre­
sident, in endorsing the pro­
posed state amendment to en­
large the scope of free text­
books and permitting a change 
by the legislature in the appor­
tionment of state funds has 
brought a lot of fire on the or­
ganization.

The bulk of the discussion 
at the district meeting in Ama­
rillo Thursday of last week 
was about this amendment. 
School officials from this sec­
tion vigorously opposed the 
amendment.

Bo>ve House, special corres­
pondent for the Fort Worth 
Star Telegram, told this writer 
that the discussion at Amarillo 
was tame compared with that 
at Lubbock the day before. An 
effort was made to rescind the 
action of the committee on 
public expenditures at Lub- 
botek, but in the interest of 
harmony the motion was final­
ly tabled.

Even the West Texas Cham­
ber of Commerce realizes that 
estimates about the amend­
ment are vague. General Man­
ager D. A. Kandeen said at 
Lubbock that the amendment 
would bring $1,500,00 more 
to the schools in the 130 West 
Texas counties, while Mr. 
Hamlin told the Amarillo au­
dience that the amount would 
reach $6,000,000. Mr. Hamlin 
said he was willing to spend 
another half million dollars 
annually for free textbooks if 
the schools of West Texas re­
ceive another $6,000,000.

Mr. Bandeen estimated that 
the present apportionment ba­
sis had cost West Texas $40,- 
000.000 to $70,000,000 within 
the past 44 years.

President R. H. Nichols of 
Vernon said the organization 
was glad to have a wholesome 
discussion of the amendment, 
hut he was firm in his belief 
it should be passed in the elec­
tion August 24.

This paper believes that the 
people of West Texas have no 
assurance they will receive 
more money under the amend­
ment. which was tied in with 
extension of free textbooks to 
all private and church schools. 
That also is the view of th< 
leading educators of the state 
and we are willing to trust 
their jiplment in this issue.

These two issues should 
never have been placed in the 
same amendment. Opposition 
throughout the state is devel­
oping rapidly and it is evident 
that it will he defeated elec­
tion day.
