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This week the House passed the 
$118,000,000 Interior Departm ent 
Bill. This m easure carries an ap­
propriation for such agencies as 
the Bureau of Fisheries, the Na­
tional Park  Serv'ice, the Reclama­
tion Bureau, the Bureau of Indian 
Affairs, the General Land Office, 
as well as the Bituminous Coal 
Commission. This Commission has 
been in existance for several years. 
It was expected to be of great help 
in m aintaining a fair price for 
coal. It has never accomplished 
the great things that its sponsors 
predicted for it, and yesterday the 
House cut its appropriation by 
$1,000,000,000 or alm ost half in 
two. All told, the bill was cut $3,- 
479,277 below the P resident’s bud­
get estimate, and $29,789,443 be­
low last year’s appropriation. I 
voted for the cuts believing that 
they were m ade on items which 
are more nearly in the class of 
luxuries than items like the Soil 
Conser\’ation Service, which I feel 
should not be cut.

The Committee on Agriculture 
has ju st reported on two very 
im portant bills. One of them is 
a m easure to set up a system of 
guaranteed farm  loans for the 
purchase of homes by tenants sim ­
ilar to the Federal Housing Ad­
m inistration system tha t has w ork­
ed so well in our towns and 
cities. I t is an effort to encourage | 
the private financing of farm  p u r - ; 
chasing by tenant farm ers. It re-1 
tains the selective features of the j 
original Jones-Bankhead Farm  j 
Tenant Act, and prescribes the 
nature of the loans to be made so 
as to make sure that they will be j 
of the greatest po.ssible benefit to i 
deserving tenant farm ers who 
w ant to become home owners. It 
holds the interest ra te down and 
it recognizes the fact that in or­
der to be of real help to tenant 
farm ers it must authorize the lend­
ing of almost full value of the pro­
perty. This creates a type of loan 
that will not normally attract p ri­
vate capital even though the ex ­
perience of the present Jones- 
Bankhead loans is that virtually 
no delinquencies have occured. In 
order to make possible the invest­
m ent of private money in these 
loan.s the bill provides for a gov­
ernm ent guarantee or insurance 
of the mortgages given to secure 
the loans. The interest ra te is fix­
ed a t 3 per cent plus a charge of 
1-2 to 1 percent for insurance. As 
I see it, this is a sound and prac­
tical effort to expand the benefits 
of the present act by utilizing 
private capital and by placing the 
program  on a self sustaining basis.

The other bill also relates to 
farm  loans, and is the bill making 
perm anent the reduced interest 
rates on Federal Land Bank Loans 
and Land Bank Commissioners 
loans. Some years ago we begun 
to reduce the interest rates on 
these loans and about three years 
ago we fixed the interest rate on 
Commissioner loans at not to ex­
ceed 4 per cent, and on regular 
Land Bank Loans at not to exceed 
3 and one half per cent, bu t both 
of these limitations expire the first 
of next July. This bill, if passed, 
will make these rates perm anent, 
and will place American agricul­
tu re in a position to know that 
hereafter it will never again be 
neccessary for our farm ers to pay 
1-10 of the value of the farms 
each year in the way of interest, 
as was so common in the old days 
of ten per cent land loans.

Sometime ago I was nam ed by 
the Texas Delegation as C hair­
m an of a committee of our m em ­
bers to try  to correct the problem 
of progressively decreasing cot­
ton allotm ents to Texas, Oklaho­
ma and Arkansas are the other 
sufferers. Today we m et w ith a 
committee of congressmen from 
Oklahoma. We hope tha t by nex t 
week A rkansas will have a com­
m ittee organized to join us in our 
efforts to  protect the Southwest.

We are not making any charges 
against anyone. We think it may 
take legislation to protect our sec­
tion. W hatever it takes we want 
to find out. We are not com plain­
ing about the national reduction in 
cotton acreage which has been 
brought about in an  effort to help 
all sections of the country. What 
we do object to is any system that 
makes Texas lose more acres or | 
bales in proportion to its former 
production than is required of 
other states, and that is ju st w hat 
has been happening. For the five 
year period, 1924-28, South C ar­
olina produced 832,000 bales of 
cotton per year. Last year South 
Carolina produced 870,000 bales 
—an actual increase in spite of 
the fact tha t during the same per­
iod Texas dropped from a 4,-
839.000 bale average in 1924-28 to
2.830.000 bales last year. This 
year (1940) there will be a total 
reduction of 472,842 acres alloted 
over the entire United States. Of 
tha t cut 222,455 acres come from

tim e prim e m inister.

H itler is striving to circumvent 
the effective Allied sea blockade 
by strengthening his economic ties 
w ith the Soviet Union and by 
bringing pressure upon the Bal­
kan states to Increase their exports 
of oil, metals and foodstuffs to 
the Reich.

While it m ay be some time be- 
for the Allies bring direct pressure 
against the Soviets, the Anglo- 
French combine is looking to the 
Balkan area where a desperate 
diplomatic struggle over t h e  
resources of that region is being 
waged. The struggle may term in­
ate in active fighting during the 
spring.

The metals, wheat, oil and food­
stuffs of the Balkan states are es­
sential to the continued function­
ing of the Nazi economic and w ar 
machines.

Rumania, with her v ital oil 
supplies, has jockeyed from one 
side to the other, striving to make 
no binding commitments. But Al­
lied economic pressure, applied in 
the form of an embargo upon the 
shipm ent of w ar m aterials and in­
dustrial necessities to Rumania, 
has nullified for the moment the 
effect of the last Germ an-Rum an- 
ian oil agreement.

lubricants from  leaving the coun­
try and has assured the British 
government th a t R um ania’s ex ­
ports of oil to Germ any will not 
exceed 130,000 tons per month.

Fearful p i an  invasion either by 
the Soviet» or the Nazis or both, 
the Rum anians have mobilized an 
imposing arrtia  of 1,600,000 and 
have c o n s tru c t^ »  nrtm«tu rr~Mag- 
inot line along their w estern fron­
tier.

That the Allies expect the  Bal­
kan area to become a decisive 
battlefront is evinced by the pres­
sure of some 800,000 B ritish and 
French troops in the N ear East. 
With French G eneral Maxime 
Weygand and B ritish G eneral S ir 
Archibald W avell as respective 
commanders of the two forces, the 
French and British are  prepared 
to assume the offensive or the de­
fensive as the situation m ay re ­
quire.

Allied strategy in the Balkans 
and the Near East is predicated 
upon the friendship of Turkey, 
which has a m utual assistance pact 
wi^h France and Britian.

■rhe Turks “not neutra l bu t non­
belligerent,” in the words of their 
shrew d foreign m inister, Shokru 
Saracoglu, who m eant th a t the 
A nkara governm ent favors the 
Allies but is not a belligerent at 
present.

Turkey’s pro-Ally sym pathies 
and her firm  attitude tow ard the 
Nazis, coupled w ith the p res­
ence of the British and French ex ­
peditionary forces, constitute a 
stabilizing force in  the Balkans.^ 
These factors account in p art for 
the reluctance of H itler and S ta ­
lin to carry the w ar into the Bal­
kans and are  responsible for the 
willingness of the rival Balkan 
states to forget tem porarily their 
claims to one another’s territory .

If the Germ ans and the Russians 
succeed in forming com plem entary 
economies, w ith the ^ v i e t s  ex ­
changing their raw  m aterials for 
G erm any’s industrial output, the 
Allies may use their arm ies against 
Russia in the southeast. Oil from 
the Caucasus—near T urkey’s eas­
tern  frontier— constitutes 75 per 
cent of the Soviet’s supply and 
could be cut off by a m ovem ent 
of Turkish and Allied troops into 
this region. This action m ay be­
come im perative if the Russians 
succeed in shipping huge quantities 
of oil from the Baku wells to 
Germany.

In the absence of w arfare  in 
the Balkans, the troops of Wey­
gand and Wevell are engaged in 
the protection of Allied interests 
in the Near Blast. The Suez Canal 
m ust be kept open at a ll costs to 
m aintain B ritain’s com m unica­
tions with Asia, India, New Zea­
land and Australia. Egypt, the Su­
dan, Palestine and Syria a re  p i­
votal defense points in the pro­
tection of the two empires.

If the w ar spreads to the Bal­
kans, v irtually  all of Europe m ay 
be engulfed in its ghastly sphere. 
A pparently neither G erm any nor 
the Anglo-French allies is an ­
xious to project hostilfties into 
this new field, bu t either would 
undoubtedly do so to protect v ital 
interests or to gain a decisive ad­
vantage over the other.

From the Allied viewpoint, te r­
m ination of the w ar at an early 
date would seem to depend upon 
the closing of the avenues of sup­
plies which the Reich has opened 
to Russia and the Balkans and the 
opening of a new front from 
which the Reich could be attacked.

M ilitary experts concede that 
it is not feasible to attack either 
the Siegfried or the M aginot de­
fense. Therefore, if G erm any is 
to be attacked, it m ust be from 
the Balkans or Scandinavia.

Utopia now seems fa rth er away 
than ever.
