‘New York and Weal"

It's some 500 plus miles across 
Tennessee, and we stopped over­
night at Waynesboro, after pas­
sing thru the “ hill country" of this 
state. By the ‘hill country” we 
mean the poorer farms, where soil 
conservation practices are not us­
ed. The so callwi “ hill-billy” coun­
try and that was most certainly 
right. As we were going down an 
almost perfect highway, we saw a 
grown man, probably around 40, 
going down the road barefooted. 
We have often heard of this, but 
this is the first time w ed seen it.

The country is actually poor. 
The stands of cotton and corn are 
poor, and spottetl. Fields are mere 
patches, on a stumpy hill, and we 
are back in the Georgia sweep- 
stock-di>uble shovel country, where 
tnc motive [xiwer is the well- 
known mule. The farms are on a 
very small scale, and besides far­
ming, there is a little dairying as 
evidenced by the. Borden or other 
cans along the highway. Too, there 
is a sprinkling of small lumber 
mills.

The terrain, up until where we 
are now, is fairly high mountains, 
in Coryell county parlance, and 
now, we're back in the hilly coun­
try, where the grades are not so 
steep. In other words, we're near­
ing the Mississippi valley around 
Memphis. We passed three toll

bridges yesterday and today, and 
the toll ranges up to 65c for the 
car and all These are operated by 
the state of Tennessee.

Although we saw very uiiie of 
the TVA, another one of those gov­
ernment alphabets, meaning the 
Tennessee V'alley Authority, which 
is a soil conservation, dam, light 
and power project, w’e found folks 
here, besides those actually em­
ployed by the TVA and other gov­
ernment officials, don’t like it a

little bit.
In Waynesboro, or “ burg” , we 

talked with druggists and small 
business operators like we have at 
home, and they were bitterly op­
posed to the entire TVA set-up. 
The commercial rate is higher by 
one-third under the TVA than it 
was under the public utilities. 
One man told us, his light and 
power bill in a drug store before 
TVA was around $21.00, and since 
TVA it had never been below $35.,

and at that he had cut out a lot 
of his lights and other electric 
cabinets that he used before TVA. 
He also said, contrary to their pro­
mise, the government had not rur­
al electrified anything. Another 
spoke up and said that home rates 
were higher too.

Another angle, unfavorable, with 
TVA, is that the power compan-

ies had been big tax payers, and 
since TVA, the counties had lost 
even the big light and power com­
panies usually had technicians, 
officials and mechanics to the 
amount of some 25, who received 
good wages and salaries, and spent 
them in the town, and now the 
TVA has only one.

SALT PETER MINE

The treasure of Coryell is not 
all in lost gold and silver mines 
nor in buried bullion, nor in lead 
mines.

There is a story told to the ef­
fect that high up on Hog Creek 
near Hurst Springs, there is a lost 
Salt Peter nr\ine. It is said that dur­

ing the Ctvn War this mine was 
worked to supply Nitrate of Po­
tassium for use in the manufac­
ture of power for use by the Con­
federate armies.

After the war the mine was ab­
andoned. It seems that all who 
knew its location have moved 
away or died, and the location 
has been forgotten. I have been

then, the government, under the 
Smith-Hughes act will create some 
more ‘brain-truster’ jobs for them, 
as they don’t seem to be able to 
get employment otherwise.

The concensus of opinion in 
“ these parts” is that defense should 
be uppermost in the government’s 
collective mind right now, and 
that a lot of this foolishness and 
“ pork barrelling” should be eli­
minated.

After ' 
the football games, we don't see 
how the boys get back there alive, | 
especially, if they’ve had any ■ 
strong drink. It looked bad enough 
to us, without any drink—the hills. ;

We passed thru Pulaski, the 
birth place of the Klu Klux Klan, ' 
but, even tho it was night, we did-1 
not see any of the Kluxers. Guess 
it's a good place as nut for it to 
happen. Any place would be a 
good place for it to die.

We’ll probably make it late Wed­
nesday night, and will bring the 
last letter home, instead of mailing 
it.

ITALY AND THE WAR

Italian participation in the war 
should not be minimized as a fac­
tor in the ultimate outcome of the 
strujiitle against the British Em­
pire. Mussolini joined forces with 
Hitler on June 10 for the avowed 
purpose of establishing German 
and Italian hegemony over Eu­
rope. the Mediterranean, and much 
or all of .\frica. France as con ten- 
e'.tal state has be«'n destroyed; 
Britain continues the struggles.

Italian re.-entment against Bri­
tain and Fiance had its inception 
VMth the peace treaties terminat­
ing the first great war. By the 
Treaty of London—a secret pact 
signeti between the Allies and It­
aly in 1915—shortly before Italy’s 
entrance as a belligerent—the Al­
lies pledged an “equitable” re­
distribution of colonial possessions 
in Africa in the event they assum­
ed control of German territories 
on the dark continent.

This pledge was broken when 
Britain and France established 
mandates over German colonies in 
-Africa under supervision of the 
League of Nations. By failing to 
adhere to the provisions of the se­
cret Treaty of London concern­
ing readjustment of colonial ter­
ritories, the Allies provided Italy 
with a pretext for charges of be­
trayal and for extragant colon­
ial clai«i.s which were not mention­
ed in the discussions which prece­
ded Italy's declaration of war ag- 
nin.'̂ t Germany and Autria-Hun- 
gary.

The truth is that Italy was not 
betrayed by Britain and France. 
Conversely, Italy more nearly 
achieved her war aims than any 
other belligerent.

The Alpine circle was complet­
ed, giving Italy northern boun­
daries which afforded natural de­
fenses against any invading army. 
Italian Irredenta was achieved 
with all the Italian minorities in 
Austria-Hungary being returned 
to Italy.

France, on the other hand, fore­
went incorporation of the Ger­
man Rhineland region into the 
boundaries of the Third Republic 
in contravention to the advice of 
her best military leaders. This was 
one of the primary war objectwves 
of France.

Furthermore, Italy was the only 
belligerent to achieve the complete 
destruction of her age-old enemy 
— Au.-itria-Hungary*— which for 
centuries had alternately invaded, 
pilagrd, controlled and frustrated 
the unification of Italy as a nation­
al Sl#ltO.

Italian claims against France in 
Europe and in .Africa are of com­
paratively recent vintage. Only as 
lute a.s 19.38— three years after the 
Black Shirt.' invaded Ethiopia and 
proclaimed the new Italian empire 
—did Mussolini raise claims to 
Nice, Savoy, Corsica. Tunisia and 
part control of the strategic Suez 
Canal.

Nice is the mo t famous of the 
French resort cities on the Riviera. 
Savoy is the ancient province of 
the House of Savoy, which theor-

etically rules the Italian empire. 
Possessions of Savoy by France 
has been a sore spot to the Italians 
since the unification of Italy but 
open claims for its transfer are of 
recent origin.

Italy has legitimate claims to the 
island of Corsica, which belongs 
geographically, historically and 
linguistically to Italy. France con­
quered Corsica in 1768.

Tunisia was occupied by the 
French in 1881, and since that 
date the status of Italian minori­
ties in Tunisia has been a constant 
source of friction between the 
Rome and Paris governments.

It would be incorrect, howev’er, 
to assume that the fulfillment of 
these territorial claims constituted j 
the sole reason for Itilian partici­
pation in this war on the side of 
Germany. |

Authoritative reports from 
Washington aver that the French 
had agreed a week before the 
Italian declaration of war to cede 
Corsica, Tunisia and the Djibouti 
railroad in East Africa to Italy, 
and to arbitrate the other Italian 
war claims. In other words, in an 
effort to forestall Italian belliger­
ency, France acceded to the great­
est of the Italian demands.

This substantiates the conclus­
ion that Mussolini had other rea­
sons for taking his people into 
the war. Doubtle.ss the most im­
pelling of these reasons was his 
fear of Hitler, arising from a real­
ization that he would incur the 
anger of the Fuehrer by staying 
out, coupled with a firm and cor­
rect belief that Germany would 
defeat France.

Mussolini feared that achieve­
ment of his claims without actual 
participation in the war might be 
only temporary, as a victorious 
Germany certainly would be 
strong enough and bold enough to 
deprive Italy of any territorial ces­
sions made by a tottering France 
as the price of continued Italo- 
French peace.

So it would .seem that Mussoli­
ni’s subservience to Hitler is al­
ready an accomplished fact. Italy 
is but a jackal following a bolder 
beast of prey—and chained to this 
predatory course by fear of the 
overwhelming power of the bolder 
beast.

Now that Italy is a belligerent, 
what of her role in the war to de­
stroy the British Empire? Allied 
military experts have tended to 
ridicule Italy's armed might on 
the basis of comparisons with her 
fighting forces in World War I and 
in Spain during the civil war.

But as the French miscalculated 
in judging Germany’s revivified 
army, they probably erred also in 
their analysis of the striking pow­
er of Mussolini's forces. It would 
be fallacious to evaluate the true 
strength of the Italian army, navy 
and air force on the past records of 
these forces.

For the Italy of 1940 is not the 
Italy of 1918. The peopl« of Italy 
have been imbued with a new spir­
it under Mussolini— the resurgent 

! spirit of Fascism, which preaches

racial superiority, the manifest 
destiny of the people to achieve 
their place in the sun, the deca­
dence of democratic societies.

An acute national inferiority 
complex has been superceded by 
a vibrant and aggressive superi­
ority complex w'hich is predicated 
more upon the illusory propagan­
da of the Fascist controlled press 
and radio than upon actuality.

For the truth is that Italy is the 
poorest of the great powers, incap­
able of acting alone in the fulfill­
ment of her ambitions, inexorable 
chained to the greater power of 
some other state, in this cast Ger­
many.

But the soldiers of thLs modern 
Italy know for what they are 
fighting. There is every reason to 
believe that the public clamor for 
war by the Fascist youth was spon­
taneous and uninspired, although 
naturally directed and supervised 
by Fascist officials. There is le.ss 
enthusiasm among the older Ital­
ians who remember the hardships 
of the last war.

While the difference between 
the new Italian army and the ar­
my which fled in terror at Capor- 
etto is tangibly in equipment and 
training, the spirit of the Italian 
fighting forces in immeasurable 
different and improved.

Meanwhile, the Italians have se­
vered the Miditerrancan, render­
ing impossible the concentration 
of full British naval strength at 
any one point in that strategic 
body of water. British naval for­
ces are now dispersed at Gibral­
tar and Alexanderia with the Ital­
ian navy and air fleet between, 
prepared to strike at either in an 
offensive or defensive movement.

In judging Italy, Allied state- 
gists erred again, it .seems.

Stating that the first require­
ments for holding of any public 
office were honesty and sincerity 
in the discharge of duties, Witt told 
the radio audience “ Bob Poage 
has not been lucking in the par­
ticulars which, according to my 
thinking, are the requisites of 
faithful and efficient public ser­
vice.”

In the speaker's opinion, one of 
, the greatest troxibles “ we have in 
public officials today is the way 
in which they lead the people. 
Poage is not the kind of politician 
who leads the people in the way 
they might want to go. He is one 
of the most energetic persons in 
studying the problem confronting 
the people in an effort to find the 
right solution. When he has arriv­
ed at his conclusions, he has the 
courage of convictions to stand 
by his decisions, another quality 
which is sadly lucking in many 
public officials.”

Individual influence o\’er mem­
bers of the house of representa­
tives at Washington was given as 
another reason Bob Poage should 
be reelected to congress. “ There 
are 435 members in the house of 
representatives and a man’s influ­
ence of that body is determined by 
their acquaintance with him. ”

Witt continued by stating that 
Poage’s membership on various 
important committees and the act­
ual accomplishments for this dis­
trict “ in the way of post office 
buildings and enlargements, Bra­
zos river developments, securing of 
food stamp distribution and many 
other projects” are proof that he 
should be reelected to the office 
which he now holds. “ I call spec­
ial attention to the establishment 
of the erosion control station near 
Rie.sel which is one of the two 
such .stations in the entire United 
States.”

In closing his address, Witt stat­
ed “ These accomplishments in 
themselves deserve the considera­
tion of the elctorate as indicating 
the activities of Bob Poage in be­
half of his district, but they speak 
loui'er in his behalf because of the 
confidence shown in him by the 
president of the United States, pro­
ving possibilities for the future if 
we keep a man in Washington so 
well in favor with higher officials 
there.”

1 am sure that most of you know 
that 1 recently announced for 
State Representative of the 94th 
District. It is my honest opinion 
that as a state and nation we face 
a very serious situation. The Pres­
ident has just recently called on 
every citizen to give our best in 
defense of our country. In our own 
state we have problems which 
must be solved and which call for 
sober thought and united effort on 
the part of all.

As to Old Age Assistance 
which is included under this ob­
ligation I favor paying the aged 
in full and with out descrimina- 
tion as voted by the people by a 
vote of four to one. Many have 
been denie<l pensions because the 
law has not been in forced as vot-1 

i ed. Many have within the last year j 
I had their allotments cut almost' 
I half because the legislature failed 
' to provide funds to pay the same. i 
I I am also opposed to denying per-' 
sons pensions because such per­
son may have relatives who might 

i be able to take care of such per-' 
I son. This is contrary to The Con- 
I stitutional Amendment as voted | 
' and is unfair. 1 am against taking 
! the privilege of voting from those I who draw pensions. I held the 
i same views on the pension ques- 
' tion while 1 was your RepresenUi- 
tive as outlined above and pledge 
myself to work and vote for a fair 
pension law if elected again. What 
I said on the pension question ap­
plies also the The Teachers Re­
tirement Fund, The Needy Blind 
and The Crippled Children. This 
obligation should be paid. The 
question is how can we raise the 
additional revenue to pay this ob- 
ligatkm. Keeping in mind to cut 
expenses Fifteen Millions of Dol­
lars it will not be an unreason­
able task. I sincerely believe that 
if the legislature, the governor and 
citizens will endeavor in a business 
like and friendly way to solve this 
question keeping in mind what is 
just and best for the most pieople 
concerned that it can be accom­
plished. I will say that if I am 
elected your Representative for the 
next two years that I intend to 
counsel with the governor, the leg­
islature and the people and try to 
find some reasonable tax plan 
whereby we can meet this obliga­
tion. I feel obligated to carry out 
the will of the people of my dis­
trict on this subject as on all other 
questions as nearly as possible 
therefore I will seek your aid on 
this problem and be governed in 
my actions on this question largely 
by what I honestly think is the 
will of the people of my district.

HUDDLESTON MAKES—

I know from experience that many 
tax plans will be offered and prob­
ably no certain plan can be made 
to work. It may be that we will 
all have to give and take some if 
we ever settle this question. I have 
been studying several different 
tax plans recently, one which I 
think might be good was advanced 
a few months passed by Mr. Me 
Kee, a former member of the leg­
islature. It is proposed under this 
plan to place a one cent tax on 
gasoline at the point of production 
known as the processing tax on 
gasoline and take the four cents 
of which is now being paid by 
Texas people. It is said that three 
fourth of the gasoline now being 
sold is sold out side of Texas and 
is escaping taxation under this 
plan the one cent tax would bring 
in twice as much tax money and 
save Texas people several millions 
of tax money. I can't see why this 
would not be a good plan and this 
plan would enable us to about 
pay the Social Security Obliga­
tion. If we liked any I would fa­
vor placing some of the big cor­
porations which are making big 
profits and are able to pay .some 
additional taxes. I am nut in fa­
vor of further taxing the small 
business man, the farmer, or the 
working man. If the legislature 
and governor can’t agree on any 
tax plan as was th case before 
then 1 would favor passing a tem- 
borary tax plan until the people 
have a chance to vote on the ques­
tion.

WPA. I would have the state sell 
them homes on long time and at 
a low rate of interest. This will 
make better citizens and a better 
state. The truck load limit should 
be raised to a reasonable amount.
1 shall favor any law in behalf of 
the agricultural interest of our 
state.

FOURTH: The unemployment 
problem will be before the next 
legislature also. What I have sug­
gested in the above paragraph 
about home ownership will great­
ly assist in solving this unemploy­
ment, however, I shall further fa­
vor any reasonable plan in behalf 
of the unemployed of our state.

FIFTH: I am in favor of the leg­
islature making ample provisions 
to take care of our educational 
system and all our worthy State 
Institutions.

SIXTH: I shall support laws for 
the general moral welfare of our 
people keeping in mind the fun­
damental principles of our gov­
ernment for the protection of our 
property, our liberties and our 
lives.
