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JAMES CORYELL'S GRAVE LOCATED IN
FALLS COUNTY: REMAINS MAY BE MOVED

On the morning of July 18th,
before 1 had eaten breakfast, 1
heard a call at the front door. 1
responded and found Joe Cavett
there. After greetings, Joe asked
if 1 could spare him a day or two
of my time. I asked for what pur-
pose? Joe went on to relate that
he had been to Falls County and

while there had met Mrs. Roy
Levy of Chilton, and Mrs. A. P. |
Tomlinsor of Tomlinson Hill, |

They also delve in- |
to the early history of their coun-
ty

While Mr. Cavett was there|
they furnished him with clues, |
and traditions, which they thought |
if properly correlated, might lead |
to the identification of James|
Coryell's grave. Let me here state
that Joe is an enthusmast when it
comes to delving inte the early
history of Falls and Coryell coun-
ties. His desire in this connection
is to bring about a plan to have
Coryell’s remains brought to, and
interred on the courthouse lawn
in Gatesville. .

It was with Joe Cavett’s grand-
mother, Mrs. Andrew Cavett, that
James Coryell was making his
home at the time he was ambush-

ed and slain by Indians on Muyl
27th, 1837. Now let us trace the
life story of James Coryell and
bring the narrative down to his

connection with the Cavett family
and Coryell county, for the story
would be incomplete without the
memoirs of the Cavetts being add-
ed.

James Coryell was born in Tenn-
essee in 1796. He arrived in Texas )
prior to April 1825, which will be |
shown later, having came down
the Mississippi River to New Or-
leans where he heard the many
many glowing accounts of the won- |
derful richness of the Texas coun- |
try, then for the most part, a vast|
unoccupied empire of untold pos \
sibilities. From New Orleans he|

proceeded to San Antonio. In that!|’

city of romance he met most color-
ful characters, where adventure
is in the minds of the people. He |
belonged to the restless class (\f‘|
men who spent their lives pushing |

the frontiers to newer horizons, |
and of whom Professor Webb ‘
wrote, “they rode like Mexicans; |

trailed like Indians; shot like Ten- |
nesseans; and fought like the dev-
i1, which statement will be amply |
verified by the folowing historic
facts.

At San Antonio he aligned him- |
self with James and Rezin P. Bow- |
ie, Cephas Ham, and others of |
those fearless characters who were
making history more to their own
notion than to the notion of the
constituted authorities. In 1831 he
joined James and Rezin P. Bowie
in their expedition to search for the
San Saba mine, and on that ex-
pedition participated in the famous
Bowie Indian Fight, where the
little company was assailed by

that date all Mexican authority |
ceased in the town of Viesca and
the place was given the name of |
Fort Milam, and from that date
this frontier station was the scene |
from which Coryell operated with |
various Ranger companies. Earlier |
in 1835 Coryell and Andrew (’u\'cll]
had gone to the Leon River coun- !
try and established claims on cer- |
tain tracts of land. ‘

Patent was issued to James|
Coryell from the state of Coahuila |
and Texas, June 22, 1835, states|
that James Coryell was received |

as a colonist by Robert Lieftich |
(Leftwich) on the 15th day of
April 1825, and Lefteich’s colon-

1zation rights were transferred to
the Nashville Company on the 15th
day of October 1829; that James
Coryell was a bachelor. It further
provided that he should establish
permanent land marks at each
angle of the land and was bound to
settle and cultivate it according
to the established requirements.
This patent covers 1180 acres of |
land at intersections of Coryell
Creek and Leon River. To be des-
cribed later in detail. The Cavett
land lay adjacent to the Coryell
lands in the Leon bottom

Having received land, Andrew |
Cavett returned to Bolivar, Tenn-
essee, to bring

his wife and seven

sons, aged from fourteen years
down, to Texas and in Feb. 1836
in company with Newton Duncan'’s
family arrived at Viesca where |
joined their friend Coryell
From that time Coryell made hl}‘

home with the Cavetts.

“Their first thought was bread”, |
to puote Joe Cavett, so they clear-
ed the weeds off a strip of land
known as weed prairie and with
sharp sticks punched holes in the
ground and dropped in seed corn.
In the spring of 1836 all Texas|
colonists were in the greatest stam-
pede before the Mexican Army,}
known as the “Runaway Scrape”. |
In terror of the Mexicans all col-|
onists begun a pell mell retreat tn::
East Texas or anywhere to escape |
the Wrath of the victorious Mexi- |
ean army. Cavett, Coryell ;mdl
Duncan, assisted in covering the
retreat and maintained some sem-
blance of order.
