told him the dve was pure Tvrian—it wonldn’t fade. So he sold it
as Tvrian dved. But the buver knew the responsibility was his
own. If he suessed wrongly, or his jndgment was poor, it was HIN
hard luck.

Today, fortunately, there are safer suides than the blankei-
warning to “let vour eves be vour market.”

These guides are the newspaper advertisements. In this news-
paper, they are a catalog of the best values in town—signed by
responsible firms. If the goods are not all thatis claimed for
them, their sponsors would need to “beware.” Forno business
can thrive on a one-time sale, or on dissatisfied customers.

\ signed advertisement is, in a way, like 2 promissory note.
The advertiser has made a statement, and affixed his signature
as a sign of good faith.

So, read the advertisements hefore vou start out on a buying
trip. Make this habit, and see how much vou save. . . in time, in
temper. in money, in shoe-leather.,
