phy” of him which is one of the
classics in the Texas Collection
of the University of Texas Libra-
ry. It is “The Adventures of Big-
Foot Wallace.”

Some years after the Mexican
War, according to the story as
given by Duval, Big-Foot was
asked to return to his family
home in Virginia to be present at
the division of the family estate.
He decided to go mainly because
he hadn’t been out of Texas in

years and thought it might be an|

adventure. And he had fun.

HE DISPOSITION
OF SANTA ANNA

When the Battle or San Jacinto

was done and the Texas govern-
ment had the Mexican Plc&xd(nt
Santa Anna a captive in its hands,
it might be thought that its wor- |
ries were over at last. But, as :
matter of fact, its worries were
only begun; and its most embar-
rassing problem was what to do
with Santa Anna.

On May 14th, 1836, the Mexican
President .and David G. Burnet,
President of the provisional go-
vernment of Texas, signed a se-
cret agreement. According to the
text of it printed in the Rev. H
S. Thrall's “Pictorial History of
Texas,” one of the standard his-
tories in the Texas Collection of
the University of Texas Library,
the fifth article of the agreement
read as follows:

“The present return of General
Santa Anna to Vera Cruz being
indispensable for the purpose of
effecting his solemn engagements,
the Government of Texas will
provide for his immediate em-
barkation for said port.”
TROUBLE IN THE OFFING

Although two members of his
cabinet were opposed to this plan,
President Burnet was determined
to keep his agreement and on the
first of June put Santa Anna and
his captive followers aboard the
schooner Invincible to be taken to
Vera Cruz, together with two

their son, Leonard.

This price fixing bill does not
include any authority to fix wages
vet it is more improtant to wage
earners than to any other class to
prevent inflation. Industrial work-
ers are insisting that the income |
of the farmer be reduced in order
that the wage earner can buy more
with his wages, but at the same
time, they refuse to make any |
sacrifices whatever themselves to|
prevent this inflation. I full well
realize that uncontrolled inflation
is bad for everone. I think every- |
one should be willing to sacrifice
something to protect the entire
population from the danger of in-
flation. The farmer will willingly |
accept a limit on his prices—no
one should profit from war—but
I fell that the industrial workers
should be willing to make similar
sacrifices.
