They reported back to 
me that eleven were dead and four 
injured, one very seriously. We 
got him in a lifeboat. We aban­
doned ship about 25 minutes af­
ter the torpedo struck. I never 
saw the submarine. It fired only 
one torpedo, no shells.’*

In short, I fec'l that we must give 
ed the larger portion of the past 
two weeks. I feel that as passed 
it was a very fair bill. As reported 
to the House by the committee, 
the bill carried only about 60 per 
cent of the amount carried by the 
same bill last year I agree that 
very deep cuts must be made in 
all non-defense expenditures, and 
1 have voted to make such cuts. 
I think, however, that after the 
appropriation for so vital an ac­
tivity as agriculture has been cut

time, I felt the committee had re­
duced the money allotted to sub- 
sistance loans and for the purchase 
of homes for tenants as much as 
it should. I, therefore, voted a- 
gainst further cuts in these items, 
priation Bill. This bill has consum- 
serious consideration to each i- 
tem. We cannot adopt some arbi­
trary rule and cut all appropria­
tions by the same per cent as many 
people, and some members of 
Congress, would have us do. Our 
duty is to save every dollar we 
can without injuring the necessary 
functions of government, and at 
the same time to know why we 
cut one item more than another.

The most important single item 
in the bill did not involve a direct 
appropriation. It was the limita­
tion enforced by the bill on the 
sale of government owned or con­
trolled commodities at less than 
parity. This was an appropriation 
bill, and under the rules of the 
House no provision could extend 
any further than to limiting the 
expenditure of the funds appro­
priated. It therefore provides 
that — “ none of the funds made 
available by this paragraph shall 
be used for administrative expen­
ses connected with the sale of 
government owned or controlled 
stocks of farm commodities at less 
than parity — .” Certain exceptions 
were allowed in regard to the sale 
of damaged grain sold for livestock 
feed or industrial alcohol, and of 
cotton for new uses. A very strong 
effort was made to strike this pro­
vision out of the bill. To have done 
so would have been equivalent 
to an outright inviUdion to the De­
partment to sell these stocks at a 
price that would break the mar­
ket. I have no desire to force farm 
prices up to unfair levels, but 1 
do believe that the farmer is en­
titled to simple parity.

Another matter that is often o- 
verlooked in regard to the ques­
tion of parity is the fact that if we 
allow the farmer to get parity 
for his crop as this bill proposes, 
we will save the government ma­
ny millions of dollars in parity 
payments that will not be made, 
but which would be payable if the 
farmers’ prices were not allowed 
to reach parity in the markets. I 
am, therefore, very happy to report 
that all efforts to strike this pro­
vision out of the bill failed.

Early in the week work on this 
bill was suspended to pass a reso­
lution extending the Dies Commit­
tee for another year. I believe 
that the information already ac­
cumulated by thic committee may 
be of great value during this war, 
and that the country could ill af­
ford to stop this work just now 
whether we agree with all of Mr. 
Dies’ actions or not, I therefore 
voted for the extension of the com­
mittee.

nother matter of great impor­
tance which recieved considera­
tion in the House this week was 
the extension of the limit on the 
national debt, which was raised 
from 65 billion to 125 billion dol­
lars. This war costs such tremen­
dous sums that a substantial por-

I tion of the cost must be provided 
by borrowed money. At the same 
time, I believe, and most of the 
officials here believe, that we 
must pay for as much of it as we 
can with current taxes. This means 
that next year’s Federal taxes 

I will be the highest this nation has 
I ever seen. Of course, it seems to 
I most of us that we are now about 
I to that point. (I have just paid my 
income tax. Congressmen do pay 
all the taxes that anybody else 
does, in spite of the belief on the 
part of some people that we are 
exempt.)

Washington is going to have a- 
notcr blackout tonight. The co­
operation of the people here is still 
very good, just as I know it is in 
Texas. In fact, I feel that there 
are very few groups of Americans 
today who are not willing to sa­
crifice their personal conveniences, 
comfort or profit to help win this 
war. As for the small groups who 
still put their personal advantage 
above the needs of the nation, the 
sooner we crack down on them and 
make them do their part the bet­
ter.

The scarlet-shirted Cardinals 
o f Ireland, with the swift play of 
Werner Lcmmer leading the way, 
climaxed a most successful cage 
season this year by edging past 
Jonesboro in the county play-off, 
runinng roughshod over a capable 
Meridian for the district crown, 
and then advancing to the semi­
finals of the regional meet before 
being eliminated by the squad that 
eventually became state champ­
ions, Slidell.

Lemmer was the captain and the
