VOCATIONAL AG. 
EXPERIMENT WITH 
SUGAR BEETS HERE

Thru the Vocational Agriculture 
Departm ent in Gatesville, the 
State D epartm ent of A griculture 
is giving sugar beet sjeeds to 
farm ers and vocational boys to 
experim ent with and to find out 
if this crop will grow in this p a rt 
of the state. If the sugar beets are 
a success here in this area, the 
state plans to erect a sugar re ­
finery.

These beets are  planted in rows 
varying in w idth from 24 to 48 
inches, the grower using his own 
judgm ent as to w hat w idth row 
best suits his cultivation. Also, he 
may p lan t the seed in any  type 
land he m ay have, because no one 
knows definitely on w hat kind of 
soil the sugar beet grows best.

My Dear Mrs. Rutherford:

I w ant you to know all of the 
details we have been able to as­
certain about the accident in 
which your son. Pvt. Ic. William 
F. Rutherford was lost.

He, with four others, left M itch­
ell Field at 11:15 Sunday morning 
on a patrol flight over the ocean. 
They were due to re tu rn  a t about 
six in the evening. At seven when 
they had not returned, six ships 
were dispatched to search for 
them. The mission was unsuccess­
ful. During the night a dawn 
search mi.ssion was arranged that 
involved possibly as many as 50 
airplans from different organiza­
tions. One of these ships ascer­
tained the location where our ship 
struck the water. The surrounding 
area was combed thoroughly and 
the balance of Monday and Tues­
day. The.se combing patrols locat­
ed both life rafts, unopened, and 
debris reperesenting integral parts 
of the airplane which could not 
have been dislocated unless the 
airplane struck the w ater with 
terrific force. A fog bank was ly­
ing across the patrol course at 
this point a t the time it is esti­
mated that the ship arrived.

It is the opinion of m any of the 
pilots of the Squadron that the ac­
cident was caused by the desire 
of the crew to go beyond the re ­
quirem ents of duty in carrying out 
their mission, which led to flight 
in w eather that was unsuitable.

Your son gave his life to our 
country on a flight that was high­
ly im portant to the government 
and vital to our National Defense. 
I hope that knowledge of this 
may be of some consolation to you. 
Please accept the heartfelt sym­
pathy of our entire organization.

Both Houses have passed the 
bill providing for an increase in 
pay for our soldiers and sailors. 
The Senate bill fixed the pay of 
a private or appontice seaman at 
$42.00 per month ijust exactly 
double what it is today'. The 
House raised this to $50.00 per 
month. It is impossible to know 
just at this time w hat the Con­
ference Committee will finally ac­
cept. It is, however, quite sure 
tha t there will be a substantial in­
crease in the pay of all enlisted 
men and a $25.00 per month in­
crease for second lieutenants and 
ensigns. The bill does not provide 
for any increase in pay for the 
higher officers. The entire increase 
is a tem porary one, and the pay 
increase ceases one year after the 
end of the war.

I think these pay increases are 
entirely justified. I have never 
known why any man who has 
serving his country in m ilitary or 
naval serxice w here he was not 
only subject to duty 24 hours per 
day, seven days in the week, and 
w here he was constantly exposing 
his very life should not get as 
much as the m an who worked 
short hours and in absolute secur­
ity in an office or factory. I realize, 
of course, tha t the soldier is furn­
ished his “board and lodging" as 
well as clothes, which the civilian 
employee m ust pay for himself.
I realize that the American Army 
is the best fed and the best cared 
for in the world and that under 
this bill, with the exception of the 
Australian, be the best paid army 
in the world. I felt the increase 
was justified and was happy to 
vote for it, although I felt that 
it would have been wise to pay 
u part of the increase in w ar 
bonds.

It is expepeted that within a 
days the M ilitary Affairs Com- 
Committeo will bring out a bill 
to provide allotments for de­
pendents of men in the service. 
While the details may be changed. 
Genera! Lewis B. Hershey, chief 
of the solectiv»e service, has re ­
commended that the government 
allow $20.00 per month to a wife 
r.nd S 10.00 per month for each 
child. He proposed that the sol­
dier or sailor be required to match 
the allotm ent for the wife. In 
this way the families of service 
men would have a t least some 
income assured them. I think some 
such allotm ent should and will 
p.ass.

The House has also passed a 
bill to increase the enrollm ent at 
West Point. At present, each con­
gressman is allowed to mape nom­
inations so as to  keep three cadets 
in the Academy at all times. This 
means an average of three-fourths 
of a nomination per year as the 
course of study requires four years 
to complete. At the beginning of 
the w ar the Army had a large 
num ber of reserve officers, and it 
is not likely that the boys who 
en ter West Point will see any 
service in this war. It is, how­
ever, thought that the facilities 
of the Academy should be used 
to the utmost and that the addi­
tional boys could bo cared for 
w ithout enlarging the physical 
plant. The bill has not yet passed 
the Senate, bu t if it does-, it will 
mean tha t there will be a very 
short time for the selection of 
cadets, as the new class must be­
gin its studies by Ju ly  1. Our 
district did not have a vacancy at 
West Point this year, and we have 
more than a hundred applications 
now on file. Many of these boys 
will not be able to qualify without 
an exam ination, bu t there are 
m any who have all the necessary 
academic work. I presume that 
nominations will of necessity be 
confined to this group.

The Senate has finally passed 
the bill creating a Women’s Army^ 
A uxiliary Corps, and the Presi­
dent has named Mrs. W. P. Hobby 
of Houston as director of com­
m anding officer. I did not vote for

the creation of this Corps. I had 
hoped that it would not be neces­
sary to induct women into our 
fighting forces, but if it is nece.s- 
sary, then women in uni form 
should enlist just as men do and 
be subject to all Army regulations. 
This bill does not make membçrs 
of this Corps either civilians or 
members of the Army. I still doubt 
its practicability, but I am sure 
that the President could not have 
found a more capable com m and­
er. Mrs. Hobby is a native of the 
11th District. She was born a t 
Killeen and reared a t Temple. If 
it is possible to make this Corps 
function as it should, she will do 
it. The Corps will be open to vol­
untary enlistm ent w ithin about 
three months. Its members will 
receive the same pay as soldiers 
and must be between 21 and 45 
years of age.

GAS RATE REDUCTION 
BEING MADE BY LOCAL 
COMPANY, 15TH

A flat reduction of 10 cents per 
thousand cubic feet in local nat­
ural gas service rates for residen­
tial and commercial customers, ef­
fective with m eter readings May 
15, is announced by Community 
N atural Gas Co. This decrease was 
made possible when the Lone S tar 
Gas Co., the pipe line company, 
voluntarily agreed with the Fed­
eral Power Commission to reduce 
its rates by th a t amount.
