This 
bill wipes out the appropriation 
for the CCC. I supported this cut

It is the so-called “ liberal 
group" t-hat has tried to use the 
war as a means of retaining all 
of these alphabetical relief agen­
cies regardless of their need. On 
the other hand, it is the money 
interests and particularly the ma­
jor oil companies that are trying 
to use the war as a means of des­
troying all of the independent 
gasoline dealers, oil producers and 
refineries They are making a 
terrible effort to secure nation­
wide gasoline rationing regardless 
of the fact that there is no short­
age of gasoline in much of the 
country. O course, if they are suc­
cessful in this, they will do un- 
.vpeakable injury to our section of 
the country, and as I see it. they 
will do nothing to aid in the win­
ning of the war On the contrary, 
they will take away the incentive 
to pr'xiuce some acceptable sub­
stitute for rubber tires. I fear 
that this also evidences the same 
defen.sive attitude that has charac­
terized so much of our military 
policy.

Saccharine is a coal tar pro­
duct which is 300 to 550 times 
as sweet as sugar but which has 
no food value. In using it to 
sweeten canned fruit or other 
fruit products, it should be added 
just before serving and not with 
the fruit. Cooking saccharine 
brings out a bitter flavor. Natu­
rally the use of saccharine does 
not effect the consistency of jel­

lies or preserves. It may be pur­
chased at drug,stores in powder 
or tablet form. Its most satis­
factory use is for sweetening beve­
rages.

Sugar Substitutions in freez­
ing fruits: The dry sugar pack 
for freezing fruits is recommend­
ed over the syrup pack now. Use 
one part of dry sugar to six 
parts of fruit. However corn sy­
rup can be substituted for sugar 
syrup in freezing 1 cup corn sy­
rup and 1-2 cup water or 1-2 cup 
corn syrup, 1-2 cup sugar, and 
three-fourths cup water.
