BRAZIL AND V. S. OFFENSIVE
Though the landings on North Af­

rica were a carefully guarded mili­
tary secret between high British and 
American oflilcials, one other coutN 
try let in on the secret was Brazil.

In fact. Brazil, through Foreign 
M inister Oswaldo Aranha did some 
important spade work for the United 
States in regard to vital Atlantic 
Islands, the Azores and Madeiras. 
These lie along the route of the 
American supply line to North Af­
rica, the M adeiras close to the Af­
rican coast.

Therefore, it was considered pos­
sible that the G erm ans might at­
tem pt to use these islands as sub­
m arine or even air bases, or that 
the United States in turn might need 
the islands for em ergency bases.

Both island groups are Portu­
guese. So, lung ago, Brazil, which 
looks to Portugal as its mother coun­
try, made informal diplomatic 
soundings to m ake sure that these 
islands would line up with the United 
Nations in ense of emergency,

• • •
SOLOMONS vs. AFRICA j

One thing that got under the skin I 
of high U. S. arm y officials during . 
the weeks just before the North Af- , 
rican landings was the navy’s policy  ̂
regarding the battle of the Solomon | 
Islands. '

Though all the details had not ' 
been worked out, it had been def- . 
initely agreed with Churchill and { 
the Russians to start some kind 
second front operation this sum m er.' | 
However, the navy also claimed that j 
it could s ta rt the Solomon Islands I 
campaign simultaneously without 
taking any ships out of the Atlantic' I 
or disturbing the Second Front prep- I 
arations. The adm irals promised I 
the war departm ent that the num- I 
ber of ships used in the Solomons , 
would be very small indeed. |

But before the Solomons opera- I 
tions had lasted many weeks, the J 
navy had used several times as 
many ships as it expected—some of 
them sent to the bottom of the 
Pacific. Ships were taken off the 
supply lines to Russia, despite def­
inite promises made to Russ'a. Ships 
were also taken off (tie supply lines 
to England to such an extent that 
supplies to England dwindled to a 
driblet.

• • •
LESSON FROM ALEUTIANS

Inside the navy it is pointed out 
that one of the best jobs Admiral 
Nimitz ever did was to let the Japs 
get into the tip end of the Aleutian 
islands. This proved to be a beau­
tiful decoy, like flies to molasses. 
The Aleutians were too exposed for 
the Jap s to defend safely, too near 
our bases.

As a result, the Japs lost 10 de­
stroyers—a big chunk out of any 
navy—and we are  continuing to 
whittle them down with no loss to 
ourselves. U. S. bases are now so 
close to Kiska that U. S. planes 
bomb the Japs every day without 
fail—and bomb them so badly that 
recently no Jap  fighter planes have 
been put In the air. Apparently 
they are  all smashed.

But in the other end of the Pacific, 
arm y strategists fear that we may 
have got ourselves in the same posi­
tion as the Japs have in the Aleu­
tians—with our necks so far stuck 
out that, despite cvirrent successes, 
we have lost more ships than the 
Solomons were worth.

• • •
CHRISTM.4S TRAVEL

They fray,and crumble quickly 
at this spot. If too badly worn 
they should be replaced or re­
paired to prevent possibility of 
shon circuits.
