M iram ar, Calif.—How he m ir­
aculously escap |d  In jury  when 
blown thru  the  fuselage of a tran s­
port plane was related by Marine 
Pfc. Calvin E. Smith, 18 of Ft. 
W orth, who has returned to the 
M arine Air Depot here for fu r­
lough and reassignment.

Smith, a flying mechanjc on a 
big Curtiss Commando, was ready­
ing his plane to take off fj-om an 
Okinawa airstrip  when four Jap  
bombers landed nearby and un- 
lobded troops who carried demo­
lition charges.

“One Jap  set off a demolition 
charge undr my plane.” Smjth 
related, “and I found myself lying 
on the ground several feet away. 
Somehow I was blown right thru  
the  p lane and didn’t receive a 
scratch.”

Sm ith’s mother, Mrs. Alice K. 
Smith, lives in Ft. Woj-th. He a t­
tended Gatesville high school two 
years before enlisting.

With the 7th Inf. Djv. Okin­
awa,— Pfc. Dawson B. Preston, 32 
of Gatesville w l l  never forget the 
first load of 10-in-1 rations he 
hauled on Okinawa.

P%. truck d river with the 184th 
In fan try ’s 3rd Battalion, Preston 
had pulled his truck into the ra ­
tion dump and had started load­
ing on a supply for hjs outfit when 
Jap  artillery  opened up on the 
dump.

The first shell landed only a 
few yaj-ds beyond Preston, bu t be­
hind a pile of rations. Other shelsl 
which followed in rapid succes­
sion came closer, but none wound­
ed the Texan.

A counter battery  from Yank 
guns silenced the gun, and Pres­
ton got his rations to the outfit 
w jthout fu rther incident.

He is a son of Mr and Mrs. Henry 
E. Preston of Gatesville and en­
tered the arm y Feb. ‘42. As a 
m ember of the 7th Division, he has 
taken part in the battles for Attu, 
Kwajalein, Leyte and the moj-e 
recent campaign for Okinawa.

Camp H(x>d’s bakery is now yated 
the highest of any bakery in the 
Eighth Servjce Command, it was 
announced Monday by Col. B. F. 
Delamater, Jr., Camp Command­
er.

“This grading score is decided 
at the school for cooks and bakers 
at Fort Sam Houston, Texas,” 
stated Lt. Col. Ralph C. B autr, 
Camp Quartcrm.istor. “We send 
one loaf of our bread e\ ery month 
to Fort Sam Hous’on to stand com ­
petition against hxives frtmi evej-y 
army installation in the Com­
m and’.’ he statetl.

Camp Hood's b ikerv ha.- rate<i 
higher than that of any of the 
other installations for several con­
secutive months.

“The method of grading is quite 
intei'e.'ting,’’ said Colonel Bauer. 
“The color of the crust i.s given 
a score of eight points: the volume 
is graded at ten; the evenness in 
bake is three; the break and shred 
is graded at three pojnts; the 
aj-oma is graded at 15 and the 
taste is 20. In all of these points 
our bread scored 100'’i-. Symme­
try of form is graded at three 
points, and we lost one-half point 
on that and one-half point on the 
character of the crust. We lost 
some points on the grain, color of 
the crumb and the texture but our 
total score of 91 points is consid­
ered very high.”
